(a) The large 800 scale map shows the area on which the 
on the surface.

Inasmuch as the field Team pointed out some of the 
metallurgical difficulties that are connected with the applicant's 
proposed project and Mr. Bardill has stated that the Krupp-Renn 
process would be economically infeasible for the nickeliferous 
material .. I requested 0. C. Ralston to furnish an opinion concern-
ing the metallurgical aspects. A copy of Di. Ralston a memorandum 
is attached. 


Mr. Bardill states there is some question whether ippen 
would have a domestic market. I am in agreement with Mr. Bardill. 
So far as I am aware, ]éuppen hal never been used in the United States. 
As pointed out in my memorandum of July 3, in a few years free-world 
nickel production will be increased to at least 650 million pounds 
annually and by far the greater part of this output will be pre-
ferred commercially pure nickel and nickel oxide sinter, products 
far superior to the proposed product of Pacific Nickel Corp. 


I concur with the opinion of W. P. Williams that DM
participation in exploration should be delayed until applicant has 
done some metallurgical research. to demonstrate that a saleable 
product can be produced. I also concur with the suggestion of the 
Field Team that if the final decision is to execute a contract, the 
work should be divided into two stages, with metallurgical testing 
following the first stage. CL

Dear Mr. Selfridge: 


Attached is a very complete memorandum from J. D. Bardill, 
U. S. Bureau of Mines, commenting on the metallurgical aspects of 
the application presented by Pacific Nickel Corporation for the 
exploration of the Red Flats nickel deposit. The facts brought out 
by Bardill point out some real difficulties in applying the Krupp-
Renn process to this type of nickeliferous rock. Also enclosed are 
the original and one carbon copy of a letter dated July 26, 1957 from 
Robert Lord of Southwestern Engineering Company giving some addi-
tional information on the Krupp-Renn process. 


The application was discussed on July 22 at considerable 
length with Mr. Tom Lyon, president pf the Pacific Nickel Corpora-
tion. Those present at the discussion representing the Field Team 
were J. D. Bardill, T. H. Howard, R. N. Appling, S. W. Zoldok, 
H. F. Albee, D. B. MacLaren, W. G. Agnew, and A. E. Weissenborn. 
During the discussion it was brought out that there are three main 
types of material present at the deposit; laterite containing about 
0.9 percent nickel, weathered serpentine with almost the same nickel 
content but with a much higher MgO content, and unweathered serpentine 
running low in nickel. There was some discussion of how high the 
MgO content of the furnace feed could be without adversely affecting 
the process. Mr. Lyon made no clear answer, stating only that the 
slag could contain as much as 25 percent MgO. Mr. Lord's letter 
confirms this but also avoids stating specifically how high the 
feed can run in MgO. 


It was pointed out to Mr. Lyon that although more nickel-
iferous serpentine might be found by the proposed exploration, the 
amount of laterite that could be reasonably expected to be added to 
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the present reserves by such exploration is not very great. The 
Bureau of Mines drilling indicated a ratio of 4-5 parts of nickel-
iferous serpentine to 1 part of laterite, with further exploration 
this ratio would be increased., yet the metallurgical tests were 
made on a feed consisting of 1 part serpentine to 1 part of 
laterite. Mr. Lyon stated that the addition of silica flux would 
make it possible to treat a higher MgO feed, although he admitted 
that this would decrease the capacity of the kiln. (In his letter 
of July 26, Robert Lord discusses this point and argues that the 
addition of a relatively small amount of silica or aluminum-bearing 
siliceous flux would have a marked effect on the silica content of 
the slag.)


Mr. Lyon argues further that the MgO content of the 
weathered serpentine is imperfectly known. He recognizes that 
there is a metallurgical problem to be solved but he believes that 
the Krupp-Renn process or some adaptation of it can be successfully 
applied to the treatment of the nickeliferous serpentine. He also 
states that the company is experimenting with a promising process 
for upgrading the nickel content of the serpentine, but he is not 
at liberty to discuss the details of this process as it is still 
unpatented. He contends strongly that before expensive metallur-
gical tests can be justified, it is essential to know with 
considerable accuracy the composition of the material it is proposed 
to treat -- particularly the nickel and the MgO content, the latter 
being as critical as the nickel. It is also essential to establish 
that there is sufficient tonnage of the material present to justify 
both the cost of metallurgical research and of the plant that it is 
hoped will be built. It is on this premise that he bases his 
argument for DMEA support of his proposed drilling program. 


There was some tentative discussion of the possibility of 
breaking the project into two stages, the first stage involving 
perhaps 4,000 feet of drilling with the thought that this might 
give enough information and justification for preliminary metallur-
gical tests, to be followed by the remainder of the proposed 
drilling program if these tests were encouraging. Mr. Lyon was 
reluctant to accede to this as he stated the drilling costs are 
based on drilling the entire footage requested. However, Lord 
in his letter of July 26, states that the drilling company would 
contract for the lesser amount of drilling at the same price. 


The Field Team recognizes that if the nickeliferous 
serpentine can be successfully treated, an important resource 
will be opened up. It recognizes further that the opinion of a 
man of the reputation in the industry of Mr. Lyon is entitled to 
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respect. It also believes that although the proposed drilling is 
not likely to increase the reserves of laterite at Red Flats very 
much over that already demonstrated by the Bureau of Mines drilling, 
there is a good possibility that the reserves of nickeliferous 
serpentine could be substantially increased, 


The problem, therefore, is to decide whether a project that 
has for its objective the encouragznent of metallurgical research 
falls within the scope of the DNEA program, and we feel that this 
is a top level policy decision that must be made by DMEA itself. 
We can only say that the Pacific Nickel Company is aware of the 
difficulties and apparently is willing to finance the metallurgical 
research if sufficient nickeliferous material can be found. 


As requested, we are returning herewith the Southwestern 
Engineering Company report.

Mr. George C. Selfridge, chairman ., DMEA. Operating Committee, 
Washington, D.C., in a letter to Mr. A. E. Weissenborn, Executive 
Officer, DNEA Field Team, Region I, dated July- 12, 1957, requested, in 
part, comments on the metallurgical aspects of the subject application. 


A sketchy, undated and unsigned report, entitled "Red Flat 
Nickel Project - Krupp-Renn Processing of Nickeliferous Ore," prepared 
by Southwestern Engineering Company, Los Angeles, Calif., was included 
with the application. The report very briefly and inadequately outlines 
the Krupp-Renn process for smelting Red Flat nickeliferous ores with an 
estimate of $15,000,000 for a plant and cost estimates for raw materials, 
operations, capital investments and expected profits. The plant will 
include a low temperature carbonization facility to carbonize Oregon 
coal to produce a char usable as an ore reductant in the process. 
Presumably, the raw coal will be burned for heating needs. 


Eight plants containing 19 rotary kilns in Japan, one con-
taining 6 rotary kiln's in northern Korea, and two in Manchuria used the 
Krupp-Renn process to make sponge iron, low-grade nickel ferroalloys., 
and nickel-chromium ferroafloys. Raw ore materials were leached iron 
sands, sandy limonite, hematite, magnetite, and serpentine. The nickel 
and chromium minerals usually occurred in the limonite and serpentine. 
A brief description of the Iwaki Cement Co., Ltd. plant operations at 
Nanao City states the temperature of the hot zone was 13000 'C- See 
Bureau of Mines Information Circular 7440, "Sponge Iron in Japan." 
One. paragraph about the operations is worthy of note: 


"This plant had four rotary kilns but never operated 
more than two at one time. Many difficulties were experienced 
in kiln operation ., which caused numerous shutdowns. Corrosion 
of the brick lining often warped the kiln shell. The growth of 
accret i ons or rings within the kiln was a constant hindrance to

operations but was reportedly partly overcome during the last 
year of operation. Excessive flue dust also was a problem. As 
a whole, kiln operations were not too satisfactory; continuous 
operation seldom exceeded 60 days without repairs or clean-out, 
so the rated capacity was never approached." 


A comparison of Krupp-Renn process sponge-iron and granular 
sponge iron is given in Bureau of Nines Report of Investigations 4376, 
"Laramie Sponge-Iron Pilot Plant," pages 42 and 43, which states in 
part that high temperatures are used in the kiln, and corrosion of the 
brick lining is excessive. Elsewhere in the report of the Laramie 
Pilot-plant operations, mention is made of the difficulties experienced 
because of ringel Of accretions even when operating in the 9000 to 
10000 C. temperature range. 


Nowhere in the Southwestern Engineering Co. report is any 
mention made of the reason for selecting the Krupp-Renn process for 
treating Red Flats nickeliferous laterites and serpentines. My frank 
guess is that since Sweco is reported to be licensed by the Germans to 
use the process, it will participate in any royalties that may be levied 
should Pacific Nickel Corporation employ the process. 


The report simply states that the plant will consist of three 
kilns 15 by. 360 feet with a low-temperature carbonization plant to process 
low-grade coal or lignite, costing $15,000,000. Capacity of the plant is 
given at 10,000 tons of luppen per year. Nothing was submitted to 
substantiate the cost or capacity of the plant. 


Ten trenches were cut by Sweco, having an average depth of 
about 8.75 feet and averaging about 0.91 percent nickel. The ratio of 
laterite to serpentine in the trenches was approximately one to one; 
however, the bottoms of the trenches were still in nickeliferous 
serpentine. Bureau of Mines drill holes indicated the ratio is 
approximately one part laterite to 4.5 parts of serpentine. Sweco did 
not submit ore reserve estimates. Based on the length and depth of the 
trenches it appears as though the trenches roughly delineated 1,350,000 
tons each of laterite and serpentine, or a total of about 2,700,000 tons. 
At the estimated mining rate of 550,000 tons per year, the operation 
would have a life of about 4.9 years, yet the plant is being amortized 
over a period of 20 years, according to the Sweco report. 


The report shows the laterite and serpentine to have the 
following partial analysis:

The report states that due to high magnesia content of 
serpentine it is necessary to blend laterite with serpentine to produce 
An acceptable feed and a ratio of one to one was used for the study. 
No substantiating test data was submitted in the report to indicate 
such an assumption to be true nor any evidence to support the assump-
tions of nickel and iron recoveries in the luppen. No mention was made 
of the temperature at which the charge will be reduced in the kiln. 


Reference to liquidus diagrams shows that the melting point 
of Red Flat laterite will be about 14000 C. and for Red Flat serpentine 
about 15500 C. The mixture of 1 part each of laterite and Berpentine 
with 5 percent alumina given in the Sweco report would have a melting 
point of approximately 14:000 C. 


The matter of smelting Red Flat nickeliferous material was 
discussed with Mr. Lloyd Banning, Supervising Extractive Metallurgist, 
Bureau of Mines, Albany, Oregon, on July 24, 1957, at Albany. We were 
both of the opinion that the smelting temperature should not be in 
excess of 13000.C. to operate and to prevent excessive wear on kiln 
lining.


Since Bureau of Mines drilling had indicated the ratio of 
1 laterite to 4.5 serpentine, we used this ratio to compute a kiln 
charge with a slag melting point in the 13000 C. with a 10% Al2O3 plane. 


A clay having a composition of about 81.3% S102 and 18.7% 
Al203 and lime were calculated to be used as fluxes. Any number of 
substitutes composed of silica and alumina might be used. For each 
100 lbs. of mixed laterite and serpentine, 53 lbs. of clay and 10 lbs. 
of lime are calculated to be required to produce a satisfactory slag 
having a composition of l0% Al203, 64% 3102, 17% MgO and 9% CaO. The 
ore mix would contain about 0.91% Ni and 13.45% Fe. The content of 
the ore charge and fluxes would contain about 0.56% Ni and 8.25% Fe.

Because the nickel and iron contents of the charge are 


considerably lower than the estimate of Sweco, due to the addition 
of a considerable amount of fluxes, we estimate recoveries of about 
85 percent of the nickel and 90 percent of the iron in the final product.

Unpublished confidential reserves indicated by Bureau of Nines 
drilling Red Flats in 1952 were about 600,000 tons of laterite and 
2,700,000 tons of serpentine. Details of the project, excepting 
reserves, are reported in Report of Investigations 5072. It is the 
belief that the most favorable portion of the deposit was examined 
and drilled at the time. 


Assuming the Sweco report estimate of plant capacity is

It must be borne in mind that these estimates are full of 
assumptions. However, I believe that the estimates are sufficiently 
adequate to show that the estimated total cost to produce a ton of luppen 
is considerably in excess of the estimated gross value of $127.92 of the 
product.


There is some question whether the luppen would have a 
domestic market. It would be difficult to estimate the price it would 
bring on a foreign.inarket. The Japanese would probably be the most 
likely purchaser for such a product. 


A preliminary examination of the Snow Camp Meadow deposit 
and 9 auger samples indicates it is a low-grade serpentine deposit and 
probably not economically amenable to the Krupp-Renn process.

I feel that it would be feasible to add silica as a diluent and 
flux for the higher MgO content of the serpentine fraction. I 
believe that such addition would allow increase of the serpentine 
fraction of the feed mixture. 


The extent to which silica might be added would be governed by 
economic and other considerations. The influence of these factors 
will require careful study and confirmation on a pilot plant scale 
after more information on the deposits becomes available. 


The Krupp-Renn process requires slag having certain physical 
characteristics and chemical composition.. In respect to the 
latter, a content of 28% MgO is regarded as nearly maximum, while 
AL2O', Si02 and CaO should be within a desired range. The purpose 
of silic addition would be to control the slag composition, 
particularly in respect to MgO content. In some cases the addition 
of alumina bearing siliceous material might be preferable to 
straight silica. 


Since the slag would represent considerably less by weight than 
the original ore, it would be affected to greater extent by addi-
tions. Introduction of 5-15% of silica would have a marked bearing 
on slag composition.

GSA Rejects Proposal J By Inco to Stockpile 
Its Expanded Output 


Federal Agency Believes Expansion 
Of Nickel Production Already 
Under Way Will Meet Needs

WASHINGTON—The Government has re-
jected International Nickel Co.'s proposal that 
Uncle Sam agree to buy part of its expanded 
nidkel output for stockpiling. 


General Services Administration Chief 
Frapklin G. Floete, whose agency manages 
the nation's strategic s'tockpile, said, "We've 
advised them (Inco) that the Government is 
not interested." The decision he said, was 
based on "half a dozen factors," including the 
fact that nickel expansion already underway 
promises to make a total of 440 million pounds 
available to the U. S. by 1961, up from the cur-
rent level of approximately 300 million pounds. 


In June the big Canadian company—which-
supplies more than half of U. S. needs for the 
scarce metal—sent Mr. Floete and Defense 
Mobilizer Gordon Gray letters proposi-ng that 
the Government stand ready to take part of 
the estimated 75 million pounds a year which 
Inco said it hopes to add to its output from 
new deposits in Manitoba, being developed at 
an estimated cost of $115 million. 


Purpose of such a U. S. commitment would 
have been an added spur to the company to 
complete the expansion. 
Expansion Already Underway. 


However, it was understood the officials of 
the G.S.A. and the Office of Defense Mobiliza-
tion—which lay down over-all stockpiling pol-
icy—believed this added spur isn't necessary 
since Inco is already embarked on the expan-
sion anyway. 


In the first public disclosure of some of the 
details of the rejected Inco proposal, Mr. 
Floete said the Government was asked to 
agree to take up to 150 million ppunds of 
nickel from the new deposits durirga two-and-
a-half-year period beginning July 1, 1960, If 
Inco couldn't sell this quartity privately. 
Under this backstopping arrangement, Uncle

the U.S. Government agree to buy 
part of its expanded nickel output 
was rejected by the General Services 
Administration. In June, the big Cana-
dian company which supplies the 
U.S. with more than half its nickel re-
tluirements_urged the G.S.A. to stand 
'ready to take a portion of the 75 mil-
lion pounds which Inco expects to add 
to its output from new deposits in 
Manitoba. But this country's defense 
officials turned thumbs down on the 
offer. Nickel expansion now in prog-
ress, they said, promises to make 440 
million pounds yearly available to the 
U.S. by 1961, compared with 300 mil-
lion pounds now.

The applicant t s proposal pertains to a loan of $83,233 
for the proposed exploration of the Red flats nickel deposit in 
Curry County, about 8 miles east of Gold Beach, Oregon.

The Red flats nickel deposit was first examined by the 
Bureau of Nines in June 1945 but it was not until 1952 that the 
deposit was drilled and sampled. In 1953 a 15-ton simple was pro-
cured and subjected to continuous smelting tests at the Northwest 
E1ectrodevelonent Experiment Station, Albany, Oregon. The results 
of diamond drilling of the deposit and of smelting tests on the 
15-ton sample are given in Report of Investigations 5072. The 
tests indicated that it is technically feasible to recover a low-
carbon ferronickel product from the Red flats nickel ore, but for 
a commercial operation a grade of ore considerably higher in nickel 
than the sample tested will be required. However, neither the 
field investigations nor the smelting tests were considered com-
plete; nevertheless, a fairly large area of nickeliferous laterite 
and nickeliferous serpentine was indicated by the Bureau's drilling 
program. Consequently, it was concluded that further drilling and 
exploration should be planned to delimit areas of nickel-rich 
laterite and serpentine indicated by the investigations reported.

The applicant requests assistance in exploring by drilling 
a property underlain by nickel-bearing laterite and serpentine. 


The property consists of two tracts of which one, the 
westerly, includes the Red Fkaprospect which has been the subject 
of previous applications 3052 and 3773. Both applications were denied. 


The applicant has done additional trenching and sampling of 
the Red. Flats area. The trenching probably has supplemented the work 
done by previous applicants and the U. S. Bureau of Mines, and the 
drilling proposed would extend materially the drilling program of the 
Bureau of Mines consisting of 23 boles. A thorough sampling of the 
hard. material below the lateritic top akin would result if such drill-
ing should be carried out. 


Probably the Field Team can appraise the proposal without 
an examination. Perhaps the reasons for denial, good as for the othex' 
applications, are still good..

The 'rock is a typical serpentine, probably developed by alteration of 
an olivine-or pyroxene-rich rock during the process of cooling. The

•	 magnetite were apparently 'developed during alteration of the serpentine 
by 'waters percolating thru ;the rock from the surface. ' Limonite appears 
to be most abundant in the initial stages of the latter alteration, 
with more and more hematite later developing along cracks.

tine rock. A considerable amount of fine-grained magnetite seems 
to have developed in the weathering process, and of course 
hematite has become the dominant mineral.
