you a small sample of sulphide and an analysis of the
Dillsburg ore.

Sorry you did not see fit to give me some money
to investigate the cobalt.

The reason why I left you the sulphide sample
is, the cobalt is contained in the sulphur crystals, and
was considered a nuisance in the early days.

The only real way to 1earn anything about this
ore is to get the water out at one of the shafts and make
a full 1nvest1gat10n of the vein matter. I do not
believe very much in drilling for this kind of ore, as
this ore lays in pockets and does not spread out like a
coal mine. I could show you on our maps how to locate
the different grades of ore — where we find them and how
we do it.

I have been trying to find out something about
the cobalt. The analysis showed about three fourthsof one
per cent and it also showed considerable sulphates, in ad-
dition to the cobalt sulphate, which might make it con-
siderably higher. If we had 8 to 10 pounds of cobalt to
a ton of ore, the mines could be run as a paying proposition
and throw the iron ore on the dump. '

If you knew how these things are lined up to locate
pockets, you would have an entirely different idea. I
could show you on our maps how they line up, and I thlnk
you would be very much surprised.

The reason I am not interested in mining the mag-
netic ore is the railroad company's freight rate. At
one time we had a switch clear to the mine and loaded the
ore on cars from the shaft. My father paid for the rails
and ties in building this road. When times got hard, the
railroad company tore up the rails and went off with them
and left us to build a new switch, if we wanted one. In
addition to this, the Cornwall mines get a freight rate of
$1.23 and they ask us $2.40. I do not care to mine any-
thing I would have to ship over that railroad.

I would be glad to come to Washington some time and
go over this matter with you when you have time.

Personally, I do not expect to do the mining — merely
investigating the cobalt. I am over 74 years of age, and
that is too old to start active mining, but it does not mean
that I do not know more about the situation than the younger
men can find out with a drill.

The work of the Bureau
of Mines indicated a series of small magnetite lenses which could hot
be corrslated.

vhethor or not the lonses were connecved by stringers of mineable ore,
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
