My previous extensive experience in the Western
States and in Canada has been that. the geological structure
was: fairly simple. In diamond drilling the rock changes were”
well defined and the rock was usually where it should be ex-
pected. By this I mean that if we were drilling in diabase
or diorite and went into quartz the change was well defined
and the same in going out of quartz into amigdeloid, basalt

. or other rocks. Also when we once determined the dip of the
formation we could depend on the dip holding true in most
casese Mineralization was seldome complicated. : _

‘ In this Southeastern Piedmont belt the general
geology 1s very old rocks of the Archean age some of which
is billion and four hundred million years old which is o
metamorphosed that ldentification is almost impossible and.
especially when they blend gradually into other rocks. They
are also in narrow bands frequently changing from one rock
to another. Some of the metamorphic rocks are of the later.
cambrian age while most of the igneous rocks including
granites, pegmatite and quartz are of late carbonlferouS'
agoe . .

In certaln sections the geological structure is
extremely difficult to determine because. the metamorphic
rocks, in mountain building periods, have been pushed,
folded, thrust faulted and sheared by inconcievable press--

.ure. The folds sometime change the direction of the dip of
"the rock. _ .

It is in these highly dlsturbed and weakened rock
sections that the igneous rocks push up in a molten mass -

" through laminations, fractures and faults in the metamorphic. - =

rocks. The igneous intrusions are usually mineralized and in
addition the chemical changes that take place in metamorphism
of the older rocks create some minerallzations. o

Determining theIVarlous ‘possibilities of mlneraliza-

‘tion and what minerals to suspect might be present in any rock

here is a real challenge. Often the greater values are not

_visable or if so they can not be identified.-

A11 of the geology that has ever been written about
the Carolina tin belt places the tin occurrence in.the 57 mile
belt of pegmatite. Since the beginning of our exploration pro-
gram, much geological information not heretofore known has been- -
gathered., In one copper=-gold property which contains some tungs-
ten and is 35 miles off the tin belt and where no-pegmatite is -
present we have found that.the ore carries 1% tin. Near Grover,

Ne Ceo tin is found associated with columbium and tantalum and

occurs in altered amphibolite as the host rock. Also tin occurs
in or associated with manganese and other minerals in a belt
paralleling the tin-pegmatite belt.

To the unseasoned geologist or engineer the cores we
have obtained from our diamond drilling, for the most part,
would appear pitifully barren of economic values. However, care-
ful study and an attitude of suspecting all minerals that might
be associated in the host rock and some minerals considered
away from home has been very revealing to date.

Minerals suspected as possiblympresent in the Ross

Tin Mine are tin, CODper, gold; nickel, tungsten,.heryl, lith- N

- ium, columbium and tantalum. .

Eleven assays have been made for tin from core. over’
a very wide area (approximately 285 feet). The host rock in the
eleven samples consisted of five different kinds of rock (horn-

. blende, biotite gneiss, and actenolite-pegmatite-garnetiferous:

biotite gneiss=-actenolite carrying sulphides-chlorite,quartz
and feldspar carrying sulphides.

‘Structural Geology

The area involving the Ross Tin Mine is a mineralized area em-
bracing a section of Roan Gneiss having a width of approximately
600 feet and lies between the Carolina Gneiss on the West and

the Whiteside Granite on the East. A study of the drill cores
shows that almost the full width of the upper mineralized fingers
in the mineralized zone have been crossed or penetrated by the.
drilling to date., This drilling has been confined to the upper
limits of the zone. The writer can easily classify at least
twelve types of formation penetrated by the first five drill
holes and refers to his logs for this information.

If all five drill holes were plotted on the same profile (refer-
ence is made to Mr., Bantals profile of Diamond Drill holes one,
two, three, four, and five as of February 23, 1953) and if each
structure or bed as ecut and plotted in any one hole were to be
projected upward or downward to the next drill hole it ecould be
quickly seen that these structures cannot be connected from hole
to hele. As a graphie example man I present the following.

Place your two hands together side by side with thumbs
and palms downward and match both index fingers so
that both hands touch as if they were one. Spread all
fingers apart with the exception of the index fingers
so that in reality there are seven finge¥s pointing
outward. " In this fashion draw or peneil  &n" outline of
éach finger starting with the wrist and ending at: the
opposite wrist on'a sheet of paper., Assuming that a
horizonal line joining the tip of each middle finger
were to result as: the surface profile draw downward’
from it at any point a line meeting this imaginary
surface ' line at an angle of approximately 45 to- 659,
It will be seen that three or four fingers will be.
cut by-the angled peneil line representing the Dia-
mond Drill hole. The fingers will represent three or
four structures or beds cut by the subject line and,
the areas between the fingers will represent other -
beds cut by the subject line. The writer uses this
il1lustration to t%ry to simply show and picture what’
is interpreted by him as the geological subsurface
gtructural conditions existing ag he sees ‘them on.

Diamond Drill hole number four was the deepest hole
"drilled and probably cut an area on our little v
sketeh just below the little finger, the ring finger,
. and the middle finger on the left side of the sketch.
This hole showed all three fingers blending them-
‘selves together as the uppermost limits of a plug be-
low. ZExamination of the core in hole number four
from 400 feet to the bottom of the hole shows that
the majority of it is the best source for a massive,
highly disseminated ore body.

Many of the writers refer to the ore bodies as being dikes not
veins. The writer agrees with them. Records show a concen-
tration of tin values in these dikes. These dikes are the
fingers in our sketch and are fairly narrow and irregilar.

The cores show no tin values at the contacts on either eside ¢
of the fingers nor in the areas between the fingers.

CONCLUSIONS

The dikes carrying mineral values are fingers extendlng upward
near the surface from a mass somevhere below which gave birth
to the mineralized zones.

The uppermost limits of the mass below was probably cut 1n
drill hole number four. :

vStructural control of the tin bearing zones is very important

as an aid to future mineable tonnage. It will aid in yielding
a very large low grade disseminated mass rather than an un-
desirable small tonnage of high grade ore.

Extreme caution should be taken in csrryingxout further drill-
ing because other minerals such as Scheelite, Gold, Copper,
and Acid-Source minerals were all noted by the writer in going
over the cores.
