ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the 
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached 
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein. 
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits of the commodity designated above. 
The Operator shall begin the work on or before , and, subject to the 
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work withi -- n---------7---------months from the date 
of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot 
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as specified in 
Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the project work is $.5,Li.80.00-----------------The Government will 
contribute --- - -75. percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $l.,].10.00 ------------ 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. 


(c) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder 
without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that 
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 


to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The 
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing 







in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to 
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument 
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per- 
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining 
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and li'abiiity inurancé covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a). 	 - 


(b) GOverment may inspect —The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to' inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the ,Govrnment is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated. total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make 'payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either.b.y itself & by acertifiedpublic accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States &r'his rejresentative, until the expifation of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports and vohe.rs.The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of 
monthly progress reports in three s 'eètions as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Rp6rth6&ing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
during the reporting pèiidd including adequale ngineering-geological map or sketchs'dril'i ho1è'logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with, an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.







• (e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. 0. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5 .00 ) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.







(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of 
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

The contract,.authorized the expenditure of $5 ,480 . Oo in 
exploring a tadpole shaped pegmatite by shaft sinking,, drifting 
and crosscutting. The shape was shown by stripping and the form 
persists, although the mass is shrinking, to the level of the 
drifting and crosscutting. 


Whereas the bulldozing had indicated the existence of a 
pegmatite with good mica-bearing potential, the work suggests 
the upper part of the 'head' of the pegmatite carried the mica 
recovered in bulldozing. Erosion probably has removed most of the 
mica-bearing part of the pegmatite and left a low grade bottom 
and'tail'. 


The work cost $4,555.50, of which the Government con-
tributed $1, 1 16.62. The value of production to date is $471.16 


and $23.55 has been remitted as royalty. 


The examiners recommend that no certification be imposed. 
I concur with the recommendation.

This project has been completed. A vertical shaft was 
sunk 39 feet from the bottom of the bulldozer cut. The collar 
was cribbed and backfilled 11 feet up to the original ground level. 
As the pegmatite bottomed 5 feet above the end of the Ehaft, 
levels were turned off 6 feet above the bottom; 44 feet below the 
original ground level. 


A crosscut was driven 10 feet 855.°E from the shaft 
intersecting a schist contact striking due north and dipping 
60°west.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the 'costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6).  


Under Item (4) appear the three types of 'operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third' party will be reported tinder "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".  


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs toequipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of -payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the' 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro 
priate signature. If. the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases' whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re- 
quired to be supported -by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item . (1)' of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Indcpendent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the " Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been Outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to he 
reported for a particular project.

Reference is made to your letter of March 27. 


We 'do not think the shaft site can be properly located without the 
drilling proposed in the Field Examination Report, Your letter says "The 
cross-section in the Field Examination Report suggests this plan." This 
implies a greater degree of accuracy for the section than is warranted. 
The section, as explained in the third paragraph of the "'Geology" section, 
shows at least three different interpretations based on the available evi-
dence. To eliminate two of these and assure proper location of the shaft, 
the drill holes were proposed as being preferable to bulldozing. We agreed 
with this suggestion, and after review of the report and further discussion 
with the examiners, we are of the same opinion. 


The unit of length in the land description is the chain. However, 
there appears to be some discrepancy in the position of the s1t. The 
examiners report that the shaft is at least 100 feet east of the road, but 
429 feet in a N80W direction, at the scale of the sketch, should put the 
shaft a short distance west of the road (that is, if the unit is a chain 
of 66 feet).

Summary 


A bulbous discordant pod-like pegmatite has been inter-
mittently-exposed by the applicant in a shallow, bowl-like bull-
dozer excavation for about 60 feet along strike and 30 feet 
across at its widest part. The structure is mica-rich and ex-
hibits an excellent mineralogic and textural environment for the 
occurence of strategic muscovite. Approximately 2000 pounds of 
mine-run block was recovgred from the bulldozing, ót of which Al 
about 130Q pounds of hand coed muscovite was sheeted for a 
final recovery of slightly over 61 pounds of sheet muscovite. At 
least 150 pounds of good quality block muczsvite was observed 
strewn over the surface of the excavation. It is recommended that 
DMEA assistance be granted to explore the downdip or plunge 
extensions of the exposed pegmatite. 


Introduction 


Location:


The prospect is located about 100 feet southeast of the 
Harrison Bridge road, 5.4.5 airline miles S 74 1/2° W from the 
intersection of US Highway 276 and State Route 417 in the center 
of Simpsonville, Greenville County, South Carolina. 


Examination: 


The Examiners inspected the subject property February 21, 
1957, in company with the applicant, Mr. Ralph Burdetted About 
two hours were spent at the prospect site. 


As far as could be determined, there have been no 
previous prospecting or exploration efforts on the subject peg-
matite. The Applicant has bulldozed a semicircular 120 x 140 foot 
bowl-shaped depression to a depth of about 10 feet beneath the 
surface of the ground. The dump rises from 3 to 8 feet above the 
surface around the rim of the cut. The center of the cut is 
about 110 feet southeast of the paved Harrison Bridge road and 
within 90 feet of a 3-phase 220 volt power line and pole.

within about 155 feet of a small tenant house on the Knight 
estate. The only equipment present at the cut was a D Cater-
pillar tractor. No buildings except the tenant house are at the 
site.


Geology 


In the center of the bowl-shaped depression is exposed 
a northeast-southwest trending discordant pegmatite. It is a 
thick lenticular or pod-shaped structure trending roughly N 20° E 
whose margins dip in opposite directions. Only one contact is 
well enough exposed to measure the dip (see map). Pegmatite is 
intermittently exposed for about 60 feet along strike and about 
30 feet across its widest section, thinning to about 5 feet thick 
at the southwest end of the exposure.

The applicant's proposal to bulldoze, sink shaft and 
drift with the pegmatite is somewhat indefinite, since mapping 
of the existing exposure has raised some question as to the in-
clination and plunge of what appears to be a discordant pod-like 
structure. Possibilities exist for a wide range of dip orienta-
tions from 60° NW to an unknown dip to the southeast. There is no 
evidence to indicate the direction or inclination of the plunge 
of the strike length extremities.

drilling, it should be possible to orient the underground work 
with a minimum of expense and to the best exploration advantage. 
Churn drilling is suggested since well drillers are locally 
available and for the small amount of footage recommended would 
be by far the most inexpensive method of drilling. The driller 
should be requested to save an'd bag the cuttings recovered from 
each 5-foot interval for inspection by the Field Examiners. At 
the time of examination, the possibility of preliminary drilling 
was not discussed with the applicant so that he should be contacted, 
advised of the recommendations and requested to secure bids. A 
total of 250 feet of churn drilling is suggested which should not 
run more than about 2.50 per foot. This s recommended in place 
of the applicant's proposed bulldozing which would not add 
materially to the existing information and would only add to an 
already good-size catchment basin for the accumulation of surface 
runoff.


Conclusions and Recommendations 


The Applicant has exposed a large pod-like pegmatite 
with excellent indicated potential for the occurence of strategic 
muscovite.	 Some very good quality muscovite has been recovered 
from the preliminary bulldozing. Because of uncertainties as to 
the structural orientation of the pegmatite, the Examiners rec-
commend 5 preliminary churn drill hdes aggregating 250 feet. At 
a point determined from the results of the drilling, the examiners 
recommend sinking 60 feet of shaft and drifting and/or crosscutting 
for a distance of 80 feet in the subject pegmatite.

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the 
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached 
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein. 
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits of the commodity designated above. 
The Operator shall begin the work on or before ----------, and, subject to the----------- ;W,21 -1 Ji - -%-, SY 
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within --------- 7 months from the date 
of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot 
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as specified in 
Exhibit A The estimated total cost of the project work is 	 The Government will 
contribute	 L percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding 	 ------------
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. 


(c) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder 
without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that 
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:Ot 2O

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 


(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holder of the legal title of the 
land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached, as follows 	 COrt to X*d	 rt*NIt** 


(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The 
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing







in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to 
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument 
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The wqrk shall be per- 
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining 
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a). 


(b) Government may inspect .—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of 
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Reort shóWth the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
during the reporting period, including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.	 .

(e) Compliance with requirements.—if in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 


reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($ 1 0.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.







(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of' the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of 
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government maybe delivered to the Operator or maybe sent 
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.
