. Our semi-annual report on certified progects, dated July 2,
1954, advised that there was a shipment of 26 pounds of ¢olumbite-
tantalite made on October 9, 1953 to the General Services Administra-
tion Purchasing Depot, Custer, South Dakota, by Stewart-Roseberry, -op=
erators of contract E-165, docket DMEA 1554. We have been advised that
this shipment of 26 pounds of columbite-tantalite did not come from the
Gap Lode, which was the subject of their exploration under contract
E-165, but rather from the Wilhelm mine, and that the ore was produced
in 1940. Apparently the information obtained by our representatives in
the Black Hills was in error, We are asking them to make a further
check, but we are convinced now that the report that royalties had to
be made by this docket was in error. We believe their letter to you,
which is attached, clarlfles the 31tuatlon.

‘The same semi-annual report advised that the Operators of
contract E-221, docket 1236, were in arrears for royalty payments on
some mica which they shipped. We have received their check in the
amount of $24.58 in payment of royalty on 1,672 pounds which was sold:
in their name. Their letter to you, which is attached, indicates that
all of the 1,672 pounds was not produced at their property, but that
. others had added mica to bring the sale up sufficiently large to be.of-
 interest to dispose of with the General Services Administration depot.
Settlement sheet for the 1,672 pounds was not included with their check,
but we are making a requeSt for it.

You know there has been discussion after discussion, both
in Washington and in the Regional offices, concerning a definition
of discovery and development, and no conclusive definition has been
decided on,

Region V thinking on the matter is that if a cross-cut or
drift is driven in or through a pegmatite, for example, it is defi-
nitely a development which enhances the value of the pegmatite for
exploitation, If such a cross-<cut had not been driven, the pegmatite
might not have been opened up and mined. Since the adit was driven,
it provides a mining condition conducive to mining, it enhances the
value of the deposit, hence is considered that a development has been
made, even though there is no more of the mineral sought than was
known before the project started. Perhaps “the operator will mine the
pegmatite for feldspar and perhaps he might recover some beryl in the
process,

Take another case, not a pegmatite, but suppose only one
hole was drilled in a zinc mineralization and it 6 percent zinc; and
even though a tonnage estimate is not made in definite tons, it is a
discovery from which a commercial production may result. It appears
to us, then, most any tomnage or ‘grade might have to be certified,

The White Top pegmatite, better known as the Dakota Feldspar pegma-

tite, is located approximately L.5 miles east of Pringle, South Dakota

in sec. 8, Te 5 S., R. 5 E. The pegmatite has been extensively mined for

feldspar, mica, and beryl,

At the close of previous operations the open cut was permitted to
fill withA broken rock and the end of the crosscut adit waé inaccessible,
Stage 1 was to rehabllitate the adit in order to map the geology of the
lowest workings of the mine, Stage 2 was to consist of diamond drilling
providing the evidence obtained in the adit justified further exploration,

The adit was examined after the rehabilitation was completed and
the accompanying map and cross section prepared. The adit crosscuts the
pegmatite and extends 9 feet into the schist and quartzite of the hanging
wall, The pegmatite is 12 feet thick at this level, Because of contact
irregularities the exact attitude of the dike could not be determined, but
there is no indicati/on that the dike will inerease in thickness with
greater depth.

The exploration has not resulted in a discovery, 'fhe operators have
removed a considerable amount of the material from the old workings
above the adit by using the rehabilitated adit, This work has disclosed
benches of unmined pegmatite on both sides of the adit. Although the
benches are still largely covered by rock and debris, they do contain //
exposures of beryl, feldspar, and mica. Possibly there are sufficient
tonnages of these minerals for profitable mining, At present the
operators are preparing to mine the remainder of these benches,

If ore is.produced from the main portion of the pegmatite, it will
be possible, mainly, because of the rehabilitation of the adit,
Therefore, a development has been made. Production will probably result
from the development and, to that extent, the project is successful.

It is recommended that tﬁe project be terminated as theré is no

The project, as outlined in the application, is not feasible. The -
applicants were unaware that their proposed adit drift was not in thé main
and productive pegmatite dike. This productive dike, called No. 2 because
of its relation to the portal of-an old northward-driven crosscut adit,
has been practically mined out above the old adit level, except for a
100~foot long east striking spure The spur has been explored by & drift
driven west into the oldlstope about 50 feet above the old crosscut edite
& very‘ﬁominal tonnage is indicated for this spur; however, the operator
stated that approximately half the cost of driving the drift was returned
from the sale of beryl recovered. The future of the enterpfise-is to be
found below the old crosscut adit level.
It is recommended first, that the old crosscut adit be rehabilitated
to its face, a distance of probebly 30 to 40 feet; and that, if it has

The Vhite Top pegmatite (known as the Dakote Feldsper and/or the
Beryl Mica Lode) is located approximately 4.5 miles east of Pringle,
South Dakota, in sece 8, Te 5 Se, Re 5 E« The mine vas one of the
first producers of feldspar, columbite-tantalite, end beryl in the Black
Hills. Later, in 1943, the property was operated for mice.

‘I‘he.pegmatite is a narrow, dike-like body, approximately 415 feet
long and 20 to 30 feet thick, whiph trends: about Ne 65° We The average
dip is probably about 70° to the north and its plunge is not knowmne

The mine workings consist of an oéen cut 325 feet long, 10 to 30 feet
~ wide, and from 45 to 70 feet deep,> and two adits. The iarger of these
two adits is inaccessible at its face, but is at least 210 feet longe
It crosscuts the east-central portion of the pegmatite and is about 90 feet
beléw the lower edge of the open cut. A raise, 40 feet long, is supposed
to have connected this aélit with the apezi cut and ore was drawn out through
& shoot at the bottom level. The shorter adit is located in the east end
of the pegmatite and was driven parallel to the strike of the pegmatite
for 120 feet. It is located approximately 60 feet above the level‘;)f the
lover ac.li"b. '

The western end of the pegmatité is well-zoned, but the eastern. end

thet is exposed is the shorter adit, appears to lack zoning, and has an






erratic. distribution of the mica and beryl. The zoned portion has a
muscovite-rich wall zone, and a per‘thi’ce‘-rich' core which is locally nearly
pure quartze

The eastern part of the pegmatite has medium-;grained quartz-cleavelandite
pegmetite erratically distributed in perthite-beariﬁg pegmatite that locally
extends to the contact. Several tons of ﬂ'reenishlle pidolite are exposed
in the adite There are no distinct zones exposed.

Beryl occurs chiefly in the outer edge of the core and on the inner
edge of the wall zone.. Three beryl drys‘cals from 4 to 10 inchés in dismeter
are exposed along a portion of the core 'remaining on the north wall of the
open cut. The past production of beryl is not known, but one operator
(not the épplicant) who mined here for‘ five years states that he can account
for 68 tons of beryl that was mined by him and other lessdrs. This figure
- is not supposved'to include possible beryl production during the period
that Consolidated Feldspar Corporation operated the mine for feldspar.

This minimum production indicates that recovered beryl amounted to 037
percent of mined rocke g

Three beryl crystals, ranging from 5 to 9 inches in diameter, were
observed in the adit that explores the eastern end of the pegmatite. The
applicant reports that they recovered two to three tons of beryl here while
drifting. This would indicate 0«3 to 0.45 percent of recoverable beryl.
Pive or six. tons of mica recovered duriné; the d-riifting is stockpiled in
the drift. It is meinly of scrap quality though possibly 3 to 5 percent
of the total is crude sheet and punch mica. The sheet is stained and is

probably mostly No. 2 inferiores About 1 percent of the total mined rock is

rscoverable scrap mica.






Reserves and Recommendations

Since the bottom of the oi)en cut is covered with muck and the back
of the long crosscut ad.it' is inaccessible, it is impossible to ascertain '.
the nature of the pegmatite at its deepest workings. Miners who have worked
the deposit claim that the open cut has not been mined below about the 50-foot
level, and that the muck now covering the floor is only a thin layere’ .&n
examination of the bottom of the open cut appears to corroberate that the
entire open cut is not mined dovm to the lowest adit ievél. This leeves
a block of med pegmetite extending down to t he level of the bottom
adit. This block may be as much as 300 feet long, 20 feet thick, and 40
feet highe The miner who constructed the bottom adit back in the 1930's
claims that large beryl logs were encounteréd on the 90=-foot level during
the construction of a raise from that level up to the 50-foot level
(present bottom of the open cut). Lacking any concrete evidence either way,
it seems quite possible that thé beryl continues with depth, as well as
the mica-rich zones. At present there is no evidence that the deposit
is thinning except that the thickness of the feldspar-rich core has
epparently decreased at the bottom of the open cute.

It is proposed thet the following work bé done as the first stage of
the project in order to obtain more geologic evidence.

The lower crosscut adit should be rehabilitated to its face and driven
to the hanging wall of the pegmatite (if not already there)s This project
can probably be completedl for $500 to $1,000 (the figure $4,000, given in
the costs breakdown, representé the worst possible conditions for rehabili-
ta;bion) .

After cormpletior; of this phase of the work, the crosscut should be

examined for the nature of the zoning, evidence of a decrease in size of
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the pegmatite, and possible unknown workings at this levels If the
results are favorable, it is proposed to explore the pegnatite.at depth
with thrée diamond drill holes (to be located at a later ggggh) having an
ageregate footage of not over 700 feet.

If the results of Stage I are satisfactory, the applicant will pre-
sumably start mining the block of pegmatite above the 90-foot level.
This may lead to the production of as much as 35 tons of beryl and a con-

siderable quantity of micae

Here is the report of the exploration of the White Top or Dakota Feldspar
Pegmatite, (Exploration Project IMA-1236X).

The rehabilitation of the adit was started on Feb. 5 and completed
on the 5th day of March 1952.

It was necessary toremove part of the overlaying dump which was |
blocking the adit., The raise was then blocked and the old shoot
removed.

Behind the block partion of the adit, #t:was found that the adit
extended across the hanging wall of the dike and 9 feet into the
quartzite., At the hanging wall an old drift extends 30 feet to
the east where it is filled with much. This drifts hists both
the footwall and hanging wall of the dike near the end of its
accessible portion, Apparently the dike is only about 10 feet
thick there. The dike is only 12 feet thick where it is crosscut
in the adit behind the old raise.

In the adit there is no mica slab exposed, nor was any beryl found.
A little spar is exposed but it is not very rich and is very thin.
Only a few feet wide. About the same conditions are found in the
old drift.

The dike was narrowed down so much in the adit and in the drift
that it does not seem good engineering to start the diamond drill-
ing of the project. Also the values are too low to hope to make

a profit of the rock exposed. Therefore my partner and myself did
not desire to go on with the exploration and neither did the
Bureau of Mines,

By rehabilitating the adit we are going to mine some of the benches
of mica in the old workings. We hope to recover some Mica, Beryl,
and Columbite. If the government will buy our Mica we think we

can make a go of it. ' '

If the government certifies this project as a development we will
gladly pay the royalty as our moral obligation of the loan. Ve
still don't know if we can make a go of it but will do our best.

I certify that this above report is a complete account of the exploration
and its findings, prepared to the best of my knowledge and ability.
