The Glendale pegmt.’_mte claims are located in the 8% sec. 14, T. 2 S.,
R. 6 E., Black Hills Meridian, or approximately 3%- miles southeast of
' Keystone, South Dakotae. Several differently named claims are included in
-Ehé area, but for the purpose of this report they are all referred to as the
Glendale pegmatitese . | |

Six different pegmatites are exposed on the claims, as shown on the
accompanying niap. A féw quartz veins are exposed in prospects but have no
relationship to the.pegmatites. The epplicant appears to have believed that
the quartz veins were related to the pegmatitess.

Pegmatite No. 1

I‘he northernmost pegmatite is a pipe-like body, having a length of
62 feet and a width of 32 feet. The piunge is epparently about 80° to
the southeast. A small open cut, a tu.nnell 60 fee‘& lmg, and a 45-foot
shaft that connects the turnnel and the open cut, have éxposed the zoning
in the pegmatites

Two distinet zoneﬂs have been mapped, a wall zone from 3 inches to 3 feet
in thickness, and & central core. At the elevation of the 'bﬁnn.el an inter=-
mediate zone could probably be distinguished by careful and large scale
mapping.

The average grain size of the wall zone is 2 inches and the average
thickness of the zone is approximately 1 foot. The composition of the zone

is estimted at 50 percent plagioclase, 40 percent quartz, 4 percent

muscovite, and accessory tourmaline, apatite, anci beryle. Beryl is concen=-
treted in the outer one foot of the zoner.‘ ‘fhe average grade of the beryl-
bearing portion of the zone is from 3 to 4 percente. All the beryl crystals
are relatively small - less than 4 inches .in diametere

The core has a maximum thickness of about 30 feet and an average
thickness of approximately 28 feet. It is composed of 44'pe;'cent quartz,
.44 percent perthite, 7 percent plggioclase; 2 percent muscovite, 1 percent
lithiophilite, and accessory tourmaline, apatite, and columbite-tantalites
The average grain size of the zone is 2 feet. Individual crystals of
perthite have maximum dimensions of 6 feet. The plagioclase forms fine-
grained sugary masses and also radiating masses of cleavelandite. Very
thin bledes of columbite-tentalite ere associated with part of the cleave-
landites Beryl was not found in the core, but it is possible that large
crystals_ have been removed from the faces during the gou‘rse of the mininge

Reserves and recommendations for Pegmatite Noe 1

The wall zone of the pegmatite is estimated to contain from 500 to 800
pouﬁds of beryl per foot of depth. Probably only sbout 25 percent of the
total could be hand-cobbede It is possible that large cryétals occur in
the core, but none were found and hence reserves were not co@uted .

The muscovi’r;e conteins such a high percentage of serap that no reserves
were computed. The grade and Eguality of the mic‘e. may improve vith depth.
‘Columbite~tantalite occurs in such small plates and limited areas thet no
substantial reserves are inferred.

It is recommended that the exploration loan be denied 'for this pegmatitee
Previous work hes disclosed sufficient quantities of feldsper, beryl, and
scrap mica sbove the tunnel level that this pegmect’i{:e could be mined at

presente. The structure of the exposed pegmtite indicates that profitable

mining could be carried out for & depth of 50 feet below the present workings.

Pegmatite Noe 2

This pegmetite has a 1enébh of approximately és feet and a widfh of
30 feet. All contacts are poorly exposed and very irregulare. The structure
and plunge are doubtful, but it is believed that the pegmatite is i'oughly
ovel in shape and plunges steeply to the southeast.

The zoning is not as well de;relo'ped as in Pegmatite Noe le & fine-
graine;i wall zone ranges in thickness from & few inches to &5 feet. It
consists mainly of plagio.cla.se, quartz, mica, and accessory tourmaline,
apatite, and beryl. _

The central portion or core is composed of 45 percent quartz, 42 percent
pertiai-be, 4 percent plagioclase, 2 percent muécovite, end accessory tourma-
line, lithiophilite, beryl, and lollingite.
