In the accompanying Amendment No, 5 the applicants request that
$2,500.00 of the $.,800,00 allotted under Phase I (Diamond Drilling)
be transferred to Phase II to supplement the funds remaining under
Phase IT in order to continue the adit 100 feet from the present face
and to repair the road to the property.

The estimated total cost for extension of the adit and road repairs

is $L,300.00. Of this, $3,300.00 will be required to drive 100 feet
of adit and $1,000.00 will be used for labor and rental of equipment,
dozer and loader on road repairs.

As of June 15, 1952 a total of $1,811.L5 remained in the funds
originally allotted to Phase IT and Amendment No., 3 of the Contract.

At present the property is inaccessible except on foot and the
project has been recessed since the flood,





In the opinion of the field team the Amendment permitting a transfer
of funds for road repair must be approved if the work’on the adit is
to be continued. The adit completed to date (200 feet from the open cut)
has, to some extent, explored the pegmatite up to that point and,
obviously, an additional 100 feet will give further geologic information.

It is apparent that progress at the project has not been entirely
satisfactory. The l ck of progress is not solely the fault of the
applicants and has not been deliberate. Tnexperience, some difficulty
with equipment, and weather, particularly the weather, all have been
contributing factors,. :

Our semi-anmual report on certified prodeets , Gated July 2,
1954, advised that there was a shipment of 26 pounds of columbite-
tantalite made on October 9, 1953 to the General Services Administra-
tion Purchasing Depét, Custer, South Dakota, by Stewart-Roseberry, op-
erators of contract s-165, docket, DMEA 1554. We have been advised that
this shipment of 26 pounds of columbite-tantalite did not come from the
Gap Iode, which was the subject of their exploration under contract
E-165, but rather from the Wilhelm mine, and that the ore was produced
in 1940. Apparently the information obtained by our representatives in
the Black Hills was in error. We are asking them to make a further
check, but we are convinced now that the report that royalties had to
be made by this docket was in error. We beliexe their letter to yo,
vwhich is attached, clarifies the situation.

The same semi-annual report sdvised that the operators of
contract E~-221, docket 1236, were in arrears for royalty payments on
some mica which they ahipped. We have received their check in the
smount of $24.58 in payment of royalty on 1,672 pounds which was sold
in their name. Their letter to yon, which is attached, indicates that
all of the 1,672 pounds was not produced at their property, but that
others had added mica to bring the sale up sufficiently large to be of

SUMMARY

The proposed exploration of the Gap pegmatite under the contract
was to be in two phases. Phase I, core drilling, included drilling an
aggregate total of 800 feet of BX hole and under Phase II a 350-foot,
5- by 7-foot adit was to be driven, Phase II was subject to approval
by the field team and was to be carried out if Phase I results were
favorable. By agreement between the applicant and the field team the
contract was amended to permit starting with Phase II and on November
15, 1951 work was started on an open cut preparatory to collaring the
adit.

A total of 73 cubic yards was excavated from the open cut which
was 35 feet in length, 7 feet in width, and 16 feet in depth at the
face. The adit was driven a total of 259.,8 feet from the collar.

An incline raise was started at a point 160 feet from the collar and
was driven 16 feet before it was learned that the amendment to the
contract to permit driving the raise had not been approved. The costs
of the raise were assumed by the applicant and were not charged against
the project,

An amendment was approved to permit building and repair of approx+
imately 2.3 miles of the road into the mine. The road and bridges had
been washed out by a flash flood,

The total approved cost of the project amounted to $13,203.,03, of
which the government's share is 90 percent, or $11,882.73.

From the available geologic data, inferred reserves are estimated
at 3,000 short tons of feldspar and 25 tons of beryl., An estimate of
the strategic mica reserves can not be made with any degree of accuracy.

~ CONCLUSIONS

The project has not resulted in a significant discovery of beryl //7
or mica., Geologic data indicate that the pegmatite is thinning with /
depth and it is unlikely that another "bulge" similar to the one

which is shown on the map will be found along the pegmatite. The

grade of beryl and mica, from the exposures in the adit, is lower

than estimated originally., From the available data, Phase IT, core
drilling, would not result in a significant discovery below the adit

level and additional exploration is not warranted.





RECOMMENDATTONS

Tt is recommended that the project be terminated and that a
certification of development be issued. Royalty payments under the |
certification shall be made on any and all production from the property. |

DESCRIPTION OF THE WORK

Work was started on the project on Octovber 15, 1951, It was
necessary to excavate an open cut in order to collar the adit at the
elevation as shown on the plan. The open cut is 35 feet in length,

7 feet in width, and 16 feet at depth at the face. A total of 73

cubic yards was excavated. The adit was driven a total of 259.8 feet.
The measurement is along thé center line and from the collar or face of
the open cut. The total length of the adit as reported by the applicant
is 316.1 feet. This figure is obtained by taking the length, 259.8 feet
from the collar, and adding to it 56.3 feet, which is the number of .
linear feet of 5- by 7-foot adit that the 35- by 7- by 16-foot open cut
represents, However, the total length of the adit from the toe of the
open cut to the present face is 29L.8 feet.

At a point 160 feet from the collar of the adit a raise bearing
S. 60° W. and inclined at 55° was started., The raise was driven 16
feet before it was learned that the amendment to permit driving the
raise had not been approved. The raise was stopped and the cost of
the work was assumed by the applicant,

Owing to an unusual rainfall and resulting flash flood, the road
to the property was badly cut up and two bridges were washed out., An
amendment for road repair was approved and under the amendment 2,3
miles of road was repaired and the bridges replaced. Cost of the road
work, which is included in the total cost of the project of $13,203.03,
amounted to $1,609.41.

All vwork at the project was stopped October 22, 1952, and the
project was considered terminated,

GEOLOGY

Upon completion of the drifting, a detailed plane table map was
completed on a scale of 1 inch equals LO feet. The accompanying map
and cross-sections indicate that the drift was approximately 20 feet
east of the inferred projection of the main pegmatite. The applicants
had been repeatedly warned to turn to the right with the drift, but
apparently through a misunderstanding with the workman this change was

not made until the last 30 feet of drift.

The geology of the adit indicates that the size of the pegmatite
has diminished with depth where exposed in the adit. The detailed
map also indicates that the main pegmatite is thinning with depth. It
is also indicated that the main "bulge" of the pegmatite is probably
controlled by the intersection of northeast trending, gently dipping
joints and shears with a similar northeast trending fracture having
a vertical dip which contains the zoned pegmatite.

Based on the geologic information from the adit and the geologic
maps, it is doubtful that another "bulge" is present along the pegma-
tite. The adit has failed to disclose any significant discovery. It
is very doubtful that the adit would have resulted in any additional
discovery even if the last 80 feet had been properly located along the

pegmatite,

From the evidence of the geologic mapping, there is an inferred
tomnnage of 3,000 short tons of recoverable feldspar. In addition, there
is possibly 25 tons of beryl. Considerable scrap mica and sheet mica
are present. The sheet mica that was observed is all heavy stained
and is not acceptable by the GSA purchasing depot. '

Inasmuch as use of the adit for mining purposes is quite feasible,
it is recommended that the property be certified for development and
that royalties shall be paid on all production. The use of DMEA
money for road repair is sufficient reason to warrant inclusion of all
production for royalty payment,

EXPENDITURES

A total of $15,769,00 was the original-.amount approved for Phase T
and IT of the contract; of this, $L,800 was for Phase I, core drilling,
and $10,969 for Phase II, drifting., However, by amendments- the phases
of work were reversed, Phase I being designated as drifting and Phase II,
core drilling, For Phase I, $12,133.55 was allotted and $2,361.L5
was allotted to Phase II. Also $1,274.00 was apportioned to road
repair., Under a previous amendment (No. i), $700 had been transferred
from the original amount allotted to drifting to road repair.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
- statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information.is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary. for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, ‘“Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”’, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. “Operating Equipment’’, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and ‘“New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Because of this extra road repair work and difficulty in driving the
adit thus far, there are not sufficient funds in the Phase 2 allot~
ment to permit driving the adit to the approximate destination;
therefore, they have requested a transfer of funds from Phase 1 to
complete the work as planned,

There are enclosed the original and two copies of Amendment
No. 5 to provide for this transfer of funds. The amendment was dis-
cussed with Mr. Hauk today and, considering all angles of the project
it is felt it is to our interest to permit the amendment. In all
probability, the driving of the adit will complete the project. Dril
ing on Phase 1 might not be necessary, and all geologic information
might be had from the adit work.

> difficulties encountered must bé furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. .In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

¢ Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and fechnical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs nf material and supplies

used in the project other than that used under items (5) -

and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under “Rental”’. The amount

paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-

ment will be reported under *‘Purchase’”’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
gon”of equipment owned will be reported under ‘“ Deprecia-
ion”.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
ayroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment ahd sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
unfler item (2) as lg,bor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
““Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer -of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘“‘on-site” audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of acecount,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher, N. B.—
Only-the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. ,The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be
thus supported.

Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word ‘‘Independent”
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the ‘“ Monthly
Total” amount due. *‘Totals Previously Reported”, and
“Totals to Date’” columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS

Preparation of Form MF-104A—O0perator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There-are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases” which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: ‘“Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, ‘Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”’, and “New. Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire econtract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF—104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total Costs’” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, ‘“‘Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, ete.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

After an examination of the property on May 5, 1952, and in agree-
ment with the applicant, the field team recommends that the adit, as
described under phase II, Exhibit A, be stopped at the present length of
200 feet and, with the funds remaining for this work, a raise be driven
from the face of the adit to hole through at the surface at a point
approximately 60 feet and S 650 W from the face. The raise is to be
driven at an inclination of L0° and will be approximately 9L feet in
. length and 5 by 7 feet in cross section. The applicants were advised
that the available funds are insufficient to complete the raise to the
surface and obviously that it would be necessary to hole it through,
They stated that the raise would be completed whether or not funds
under the contract were available,

The recormmendation is based on several factors as follows:

The adit, regardless of its length, is of no value unless it can
be used in future mining operations and so far has proven of little
value for exploration purposes, The grade of the dike as exposed in
the adit will not permit economic underground mining of the deposit back
from the face of the adit to the portal., The better part of the dike '
lies ahead of the adit face, starting §t a point approximately 67 feet

To drive the adit to the length originally proposed, 350 feet, and
then raise to the surface would require between 6 and 7 months. The
advantage in future mining operations to either the applicants or .the
government are slightly in favor of extending the adit to 350 feet
inasmich as the block between the adit and upper cut, if of minable
-grade, could be mined, However, as stated, the grade of the dike
exposed in the adit is not minable and this advantage is offset by the
fact that the work proposed in the accompanying amendment will permit
production to start in about 2 months.

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative deseription of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

- The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF—-104—O0perator’'s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
flgl.f,er;t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form, .

- The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms." .

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form’’ if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and-technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

third party will be reported under “Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under *Purchase”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion ’of equipment owned will be reported under ‘“ Deprecia-
tion”’, :

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, ete., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Ttem (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of ﬁayrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

priate signature. -If the Executive Officer of the Region

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF—104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs’”” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is a.lso true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a’ number of items. For ihstance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days, of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable Dasis. “Operating Equipment”, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ““A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances ca.usmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.
