The geological evidence is sufficient to deny the applicant an
exploration loan on the Hawk pegmatite.

It is 15 to
20 feet thick, but segregated longitudigally into four parts by schiste
The plunge is on a sﬁall angle and corresponds in direction to the strike
of the pegmatitee. The deposif is composed mainly of graphic intergrowths
of perthite and quartz with minor amounts of muscovite, biotité and tour=-
maline. The grain size averages less than'one foote Along a fracture
filling of quartz five small beryl crystals were found. An open pit
30 feet long,_8 to 12 feet wide, and 15 feet in maximum depth near the
western extremity of the deposit discloses the interﬁal compdsition gnd
structure. The feldspar, mica, and beryl in the dike could no doubt be
recovered #o a large extent by & milling process, but under preéent hénd
methods the deposit has littlg'promise as a profitable produwer.
