The
pegmatite is 250 feet long, 8 to 10 feet thick, and is explored by &a
shaft or pit on the southeast side, 20 feet by 10 feet by an unknown
depth, due to water. A second pit in the south branch of the deposit,
8 feet by 6 feet by 4 feet, is emtirely iin the wall zone and shows graphic
granitee . | |
The pegmatite is mostly wall zoné 3 to 5 feet thicke. This zone -
corﬁ;ains oligoclase (47 percent), quartz (40 percent), sillimanite (10 per=-
cent), tourmaline (3 percent), and minor amounts of muscovite, biotite and

garnet. The muscovite is in small crystals and is scrap quality. The

wall zone is medium to fine grained (1 to 4 inches). No beryl was found.
