All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipm , or other items costing more than $50 
each, paid or or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 	 . 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by ntimbers and classes (miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.	 .

11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time.

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration oject or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 mohths thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government. a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produted within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without, interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon tl3e mineral deposit which is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or devèopment, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce. ore from any such discovery 
or development. 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of thç Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

The Tanner pegmatite is located in the E sec. 17, T. 5 S., R. 


5 E., Black Hills Meridian, Custer County, S. Dak. The claim is owned 
by John Tanner of Pringle, S. Dak., and is leased by B. A. Gira and 
Carl Wiehe, the applicants, of Custer, S. Dak. 


The first phase of the exploration was to consist of a maximum of 
250 feet of diamond drilling. If the drilling results were favorable, 
a second phase consisting of drifting was to be undertaken. 


The diamond drilling ended on May 1., 195 2 , upon the completion of 
two holes totaling 220 feet. The results of the drilling are not favor-
able for continuing with the drifting phase of the exploration. 


The accompanying map and drill hole sections indicate that the zoned 
peginatite is very thin and is separated from the large undifferentiated 
pegmatite by a considerable thickness of quartzite. If the bottom of 
the open cut was cleared of broken rock it is believed that the footwall 
wall zone would be visible. This is one of the easiest explanations for 
the cessation of mining in the old open cut. 


Two zones were distinguished in the drill cor?, as indicated in the 
accompanying logs of the holes. These consisted of a 3- to 5-foot thick 
wall zone composed of quartz-perthite-plagioclase-muscovite pegmatite, 
and a 5- to 6-foot thick intermediate zone consisting of quartz-perthite 
pegmatite. The spodumene- and beryl-bearing core that is present in 
the edge of the open cut was not found in the holes. 


The wall zones are relatively thick for the size of the pegmatite. 
The only mineral of importance which they contain is muscovite, but it 
is mostly fine-grained and of scrap quality. The perthte in the inter-
mediate zone is mostly graphically intergrown with quartz and is not 
accettable for sale in the local feldspar mills. Beryl was not found in 
any of the zones in the drill core. 


The tonnage of the zoned pegmatite is much smaller than was evident 
from the surface exposures. An estimate of the total reserves in the 
deposit, based on the sections shown in the accompanying map extended to 
a depth of LLO feet below the drill holes, is 20,000 short tons. Of the 
total reserves, 12,000 tons are in the wall zone and 8,000 tons in the 
intermediate zone. 


The wall zone is estimated to contain 38 percent perthite and 5 
percent muscovite. However, the mica is almost entirely of scrap grade 
and much of it is small grained. Most of the perthite is too small to 
be recovered economically. It is apparent that the wall zone cannot be 
mined profitably.

The intermediate zone contains approximately 0 percent perthite 
of which, owing to the grain size and quality, only about 30 percent 
is recoverable. The zone does not contain a sufficient amount of 
either mica or beryl to be mined at a profit. 


The spoduinenea..beryl..bearing core noted in the open cut does not 
extend to the elevation of the holes 29 feet below the cut. Because of 
its size and grade it is not economically important. 


From the drilling results the field team concludes that the deposit 
is too small and low grade to be mined economically at present. This 
was discussed with the applicants and they are in agreement that further 
exploration under the contract is not warranted

The amounts of beryl and mica observed on thisproperty justify an 


expenditure for some exploration. 


•	 It is recommended, as the first phase, that two5x core holes total-


ing about 250 feet be drilled from the open cut. (See maps). The first 


• hole will be horizontal, the other at a proper angle to obtain information 


as to depth possibilities of the deposit. The second phase would depend 


upon favorable data obtained from the core drilling. This additional wbrk 


would consist of driving a 5-foot by 7-foot crosscut adit approximately 


200 feet at an elevation 20 to 30 feet below the existing open cut. The 


project as outlined would prospect about 48,000 tons of pegmnatite at a 


cost ofapproxiinatel'y14 cents a ton. 


Manpower in this area is not atpresent readily available. This 


condition exists because the higher paying construction jobs are available 


at this season.

The equipment used on this project is to be all rented or contracted; 


therefore, it should be available as several ooncerns in Rapid City are 


in the equipment rental business. 


The project is located within one-fourth mile of a ranch, which is 


only a hundred yards off a county-maintained, all-weather graveled road. 


Water sufficient for this project is available at the ranch. Power 


will be produced by .soline, which will be delivered to the property in 


barrels. 


The applicants, particularly Gira, have a very wide experience in 


practical mining of pegraatites.

•	 The pegmatite to be explored can best be described as a pegmatite 


within a egmatite (see sketch map). The coarse-grained pegmatite repre-


sents a separate intrusion plastered iii and along the edge of the finer-


grained pegmatite, or possibly a portion of the larger pegmatite which 


was able to differentiate to a greater extent. 


The exposed coarso-grained pegmatite has a length of 120 feet and a 


maximum width of 75 feet. The eastern dip-slope contact dips steeply to 


the east • The west border contacts fine-grained pegrnatite and is 


especially disoernable at points where mica-bearing pegmatite is developed 


in the wall zone. At other points the contact is less distinct and grades 


into the finer-grained pegrnatite. A roll of schist, mostly eroded, marks 


the general trond of this contact. The northern contact is even more 


gradational and is roughly parallel to an easterly trending fl]ulgett of 


the finer-grained pegmatite • The plunge of the c oarse-grainod petite 


2
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is questionable, but it is probably steep to the east. 


It is possible to distinguish three pegmatite zones in the open cut. 


These include a quar-bz-perthite-plagioclase-musoovite unit, apparently 


wall zone; a perthite-quarbz-plagioclase pegmatite intermediate unit; 


and a quartz-oleavelandite-spodumene pégmatite unit, apparent core. 


The quartz-per(hite-plagioclase-muscovite pegmatite unit is exposed 


as the outer edge of the pit, and over the entire dip-slope of the coarse-' 


grained pegrnátite. The average thickness of the zone' is about 4 feet. 


Its composition is estimated at 40 percent quartz, 38 percent perthite, 


15 to 20 percent plagioclase, and 5 percent muscovite. Biotite, and 


tourmaline are accessory minerals. Perthite crystals average about 4 


inches in diameter, but may attain a foot or more in size. Muscovite 


occurs as blades as much as 2 feet in length and 8 inches in breadth. 


These are commonly 'intergrown with biotite and are roughly oriented per-


pondicular to the contact. 


The intermediate zone contains about 5 percent' less plagioclase than 


the outer zone and only I or 2 percent of muscovite. Perthite is in 


excess of quartz by about 3 percent. The distinguishing features of the 


unit are the lack of bladed muscovite books and the occurrence of 


coarser-grained perthite, in masses up to 5 feet across. 


A quartzcleavelandite_spodnene pegmatito unit exposed in one edge 


of the pit may represent the c ore of the pegmati-be. There is a strong 


possibility that the unit is'a fracture filling body' and may or may not 


represent part of the core. Only a sn.l1 part of the unit is exposed and 


only about 10 percent of that was spodumene. The spod.umene occurs as laths 


as much as.3 feet in length.

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A small amount of sheet and punch quality mica occurs in the outer 


zone. Most of the mica is of scrap quality and probably none is better 


than No. 2 or No. 2 inferior. 


Beryl was found only in the edge of the apparent core. No aempt 


was made to make an accurate estimate of the grade of the zone since 


most of the zone is covered by broken rock. A rough guesstimate would 


be that the beryl would not exceed 0.6 percent of the zone. 


Columbite-ta.ntalite was repdrted to have been found during assess-


ment work, but none was observed. It probably occurs in the apparent 


core, associated with cleavelandite masses. 


Large reserves of perthite are present, and most of that in the inter-


mediate zone is ininable. Part of the pex'thite is of poor quality because 


of quartz inclusions. It is questionable that the exposed penatite 


could be mined for perthite alone. 


The spodumene is ininable, but such a mall portion of the spodumene-


bearing unit is exposed that no estimate of.reserves is possible. 


It is reconunended that a limited amount of exploration work be con-


ducted on this property. The penatite could be most adequately explored 


by a drift, 100 feet or less in length, at the floor level of the pit and 


trending due west. 


The pegmatite could also be explored by diamond drill holes. These 


should be located along the east contact and should trend about due west 


at a low angle or horizontal. 


There is not sufficient geologic evidence to warrant a large explora-


tion loan (over 3,000) at present. The results of a relatively small
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amount of work will detormine.the need for more extensive exploration. 


The five beryl crystals noted were 4 to 6 inches in diameter and 


about 1 foot in length. They were distributed in or near the contact 


of the intermediate zone and the core. A rather exhaustive search in 


the mica-rich portion of the wall zone failed to locate beryl; however, 


nwnorous muscovite crystals, several inches in diameter, were observed. 


The open cut was about half full of muck; therefore, a complete examination 


of it was impossible. 


The project, as modified, consists of first: twojx core holes



drilled from one set-up in the open cut • This work will be contracted 


- but the direction of the holes, and the examination of the cores will be 


the responsibility of the DMA field team. Should the drilling prove the 


deposit dips into the hill and that it extends below the proposed adit 


level, then a 5-foot by 7-foot adit, of sufficient lengtth to crosscut 


the pegmatite, is recommended. The crosscut is for the purpose of further 


appraising the grade of the deposit with regard to muscovite and beryl.

The drilling can be started after negotiations with core drilling con-


tractors are completed and can probably be finished in 20 shifts. The 


time required for the crosscutting should be about 70 shifts, which n.kes 


a total of 90 shifts or 'about 16 weeks (6-day) for completion of the project.
