- zone is mnscovite. The interior of the pegmatite is chiefly perthite and
quartz, and contains considerably less muscovitee. |

| Most of the mica is cracked and reévéd,‘or is air stained.v it appears

that very little mica of sheet quality is present, and except for a small
quantity of perthite, no other commercial minérals are preéent.

The second pegmatite is located 300 to 406 feet to the sbuﬁhwest
and has two ;mall prospect pitskexposing the bodye. It is apparently a
thin, -flat=lying pegmatite and nd éignificantfquantities of commercial

nminerals were observed.
