SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The applicant is the Lakota Mining amd Exploration Company,
a Nebraska Corporation, with mailing address at Scottsbluff National
Bank Building, Scottsbluff, Nebraskae All correspondence to date has
been directed to Harry Pinneker, Secretary and Treasurer of the Company
at the given address,

Company holdings which are held under lease agreement cone
sist of two widely separated groups of 5 and 3 claims respectively known
as the Little Windy and Eagles Aerie groupe The Little Windy claims are
in Section'25, 'T. 7S, Ro 2E and SeC'bion 30, T. 7S., R. BE., B.HQBQM. and
the Eagle's Aerie group is approximately 3 miles to the southeast in Section
h, T. BS., R. BEQ’ B.H.B.MQ’ Fa].l River County, S. Dak. The Little Windy
group is approximately 10 miles and the Eagle's Aerie group approximately
7 miles, by road, north of Efgemont, Both groups of claims are accessible
by fair roads during periods of good weather, but operations would be
limited or have to cease entirely during a good part of the winter months,

The application was received on February 1l3th but owing to
weather conditions the property could not be examined until March
18, 1953, It was examined by the field team-on this date in company
with William Braddock and Arthur Rose of the U, S, Geological Survey
stationed at the AEC office in Hot Springs, Se Dake Approximately
3 hours were spent in examining the two groups of claimse Prior to
the examination a discussion of the general area was held W1thnembers
of the AEC staff at the Hot Springs office,

Based on the extremely poor indications of mineralization

as noted in the few small discovery pits which are the only workings
on the property, as well as the geologic data which indicates very
limited extension of similar showings of mineralization in the area,
it is concluded that the probabilities of making a significant

discovery do not warrant exploration of the property and it is recommend=

ed that the application be denieds

Also other factors such as the poor results obtained from
fairly extensive exploration conducted by two large mining. companies
in the immediate vicinity, and the type and extent of mineralization
as indicated by the core drilling being done by AEC on Love Mountain
a short distance to the north, have been considered in making the
recormendation for denial of the applications

In addition most of the mineralized outcrops are on very
steep canyon rims and core drilling would be required to adequately
explore an area for any distance horizontally back from the rims. The
cost of exploration would be excessive and out of proportion to any
return that can reasonably be expected from any ore deposits that
might be disclosed by the drillinge

NAME, LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY

The property known as the Eagle's Aerie and Little Windy
groups consist of 8 unpatented lode mining claims divided into one
group of 3 claims, the Eagle's Aerie Nos 2, 3 and L, and the Little
Windy group of 5 claims the Little Windy No, 1, 2 and 3, the Lucky
Toss Noe 2 and the Little Loraine,

The Eggle's Aerie claims are in Section L, T. 8S, R. 3E,
BeHeBeM., Fall River County, S, Dake and one approximately 7 miles
north and slightly east of Edgemont, The Little Windy group
approxim tely 3 miles to the northwest. and up Craven Canyon is about
10 miles from Edgemonte

Roads to either group are only fair and access to the
property during a part of the winter months or periods of bad
weather would be difficult if not impossible.

The discovery workings on the claims are all located on
canyon rims of varying steepnesse For the most part the rims are so
steep that exploration of the exposures horlzontally back of the rims
by drilling would, in most instances, require core drilling,

PROPERTY RIGHTS

The applicant hold both groups of claims under lease agreem
ment with Earl E, Stevens and brother, Edgemont, S, Dake The claims
are recorded by the owners at the County Recorder's Office. in Hot
Springs, Se Dgke
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GEOLOGY

The Little Windy No, 2 claim contains one small prospect
from which approximately 100 pounds of uranium bearing sandstone has
been removed, The sandstone is from the middle or lower Lakota formae
tion and is relatively massive. All of the ore has been removed
and radioactivity is very low along the edges of the prospect pite

, The ore occurances on the Little Windy No, 1 claim duplicates
that on the Little Windy No. 2 claim, Approximately 100 pounds of
ore has been removed from a single small prospect pit at approximtely
the same stratigraphic location as that on the first claims

The Lucky Toss No, 2 claim contains three small occurrences
of uranium mineralization which has been prospecteds The occurrences -
are approximately at the same stratigraphic level as those on the
Little Windy claims, The better exposures are in vertical cliffs
of massive sandstone of the lower Lakota' formation and in talus blocks
from these exposures., Blasting has removed nearly all traces of
mineralization, The carnotite tends to stain joints and bedding
plains along the surface outcrop but does not continue inwarde Possibly
.a few hundred pounds of ore were removed by the prospecting works A
small amount of float mineralization was noted on the Little Loraine

claim,

. The Eagle's Aerie No, 2 and Noe 3 and No, L claims apparently
lack any substantial surface outcrops of mineralization, The Eagle's
Aerie Noe 1 claim was visited although it is not leased by the applicant,
Two small prospects on this claim have produced an estimated LOO pounds
of carnotite ore from a two foot thick massive sandstone intere '
layered with shaly bedse Both prospects indicate that the ore occurrence
was very small and does not extend any great distance into the canyon
Wall. -

. Rather extensive exploration by two larger mining companies
in the immediate viecinity of these claims in similar type rock, but
with considerably more promising outcrops of ore, having failed to
show extension of this type of deposit to any great distance from the
rimse » . '

All mineralized exposures are extremely small, and for the
most part little, if any, mineralization remains in the walls and
faces of the very shallow prospect pits that were examineds It appears
very unlikely that there will be any substantial extension of the
mineralization back of the present outcropse It is assumed that
the area has been rather thoroughly prospected by radioactive prosw=
pecting devices and that the mineralized outcrop, which as stated, are
extremely small, were the only occurrences that were discovered,
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Diamond drill exploration by the Atomic Energy Commission
of Love Mountain located a short distance to the north is believed
to indicate that mineralized areas are very thin and do not continue
from one drill hole to the nexte Each individual ore body is apparently
separate and lanses out very rapidly. .

The exposed mineralization occurs on very steep canyon
rims and exploration by wagon drilling would necessarily be confined
to small areas extending only a very short distance (horizontally)
back into the rims from the outcrops, or else it would be necessary
to drill extremely long holes, in most cases deeper than the maximum
limit for wagon drilling, to reach the same mineralized horizonse

The cost of exploration would be unusually high and with-
out more favorable surfade exposures the probabilities of making a
signifieaht discovery are not sufficient to warrant even exploration
at less coste The cost of any exploration would be umusually high,
and if undertaken at all, should require more favorable surface exposurese

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Considering all factors it is concluded that the probabilities
of making a significant. discovery are insufficient to warrant exploration
of the propertys It is recommended that the application be denieds

The conclusions and probability of an unfavorable recommendation
by the local field team were discussed by one of the members (E, O Binyon)
at some length with Mr, John Donnelly who stated that he was connected
with the Lakota Mining and Exploration Companye. He was in disagreement

Comment

No specific information pertaining to this application is
available in the Washington files of the Geological Survey. The
claims are situated, however, in a potentially uranium-bearing area.
In addition, the information supplied in the consultant's report,
which accompanies the revised application, furnishes some specific
evidence of a presence of uranium in probabl@ commercial grade.

The data, however, are inadequate for a satisfactory appraisal of
the amount and layout of the exploration that might be desirable
on the applicant's properties. These factors can be determined
only by field examination.

Recommendation

I recommend that this application be referred to the
field team for determination of its merits. I suggest strongly
that the members of the field team consult with the local Geological
Survey party stationed at Hot Springs, South Dakota, and also with
the staff of the AEC stationed in the same town to obtain the
benefits of the information and suggestions that those groups may
be able to furnish with respect to the applicant's property.

The glaims are owned by the Steven's brothers of Edgemont, South
Dakota and are controlled by Mr. Harry Pimneker of Scottsbluff, Nebrasks
by lease agreement. These claims were located by the Steven's brothers

in early 1952 shortly after the area came into prominence.

LOCATION AND PHYSIOGRAPHY
The claims are located approximately 8 miles north of Edgemont, South

Dakota in Fall River County. The Ljittle Windy Group lie in Section 25,
778, R2E, and in Section 30, T 7 S, R 3 E along Craven Canyon. The
Eagle Aerie Group lie in Section 4, 78S, R 3 E, near the junction of
Craven Canyon with Red Canyon. -

The elevation ranges from 3500 in the bottoms of the canyons to 4500
on the higher rims. The weather is mild in summer and moderately severe

in winters but not bad enough to suspend mining or drilling operations.

~
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The Edgemont area in general lies on the edge of the sediments which
havé been uplifted to dip about 2 to 3 degrges to the south and southwest.
These relatively flat sediments have been cut by a series of streams
flowing in a southeast to & southwest direction. The upper benches between
the canyons forﬁ gradual dipping grass covered slopes while the debris
covered canyon sides have a plentiful supply of pine trees. Steep, well
exposed, rims and benches as those which characterize the carnotite pro-
ducing areas of Colorado are not common in this area and prospecting by
surface features is more difficult. ﬁoad construction and development
drilling, however, should be less costly because of the less severe topo-
graphy.

GENERAL GEOILOGY

The Edgemont, South Dakota area lies on the southwest flank of the
Black Hills uplift which tilted the relatively flat sediments two or three
degrees in a south westerly direction.

The general geology of this area has been described at length in
several publicatiﬁns including Edgemont Folio N. 108, USGS 1904; Carnotite
Prospects of the Craven Canyon Area, USGS, Cir. No. 175, 1952 and Carnotite
Deposits Near Bdgemont, South Dakota, AEC, Feb. 1952, No further detail
description is necessary here, however, a typical geologic section is shown
on Figure 2 and it is similar to sections through all the claims in this
report, Since the slopes are soil and tree covered structural features
and even contacts are diffi¢u1t to determine in most places.

In general the area is capped with the Dakota formation which averages
about 35 feet thick., This is underlain by the Fuson, an inconspicuous
formation made up of thin bedded clays, shales and sandstones. Below the

Tuson is the Lakota which consists of a series of thick, soft sandstone





lenses with thin shale and clay partings.

No major faults, fractures or folds were recognized in or near the
ore horizons. Some minor fractures or joints near the ore are filled with
high grade carnotite, however, there is no apparent relation of structural

features to the deposition of the ore.

_~ ORE DEPQSITS

The majority of the outcrops occur in the thick sandstones of the
lower Lakota formation, however, one deposit was seen in the Fuson and
recently several commercial deposits have been mined in the Dakota. Out-
crops of the Little Windy Group énd the BEagle Aerie Group are in the lower
Lakota and below the thick, black carbonaceous shale bed that forms a promi-
nent marker in several areaé.

With the small amount of development work that has been done on these
claims and the area in general, it is difficult to determine thg origin or
habits of the ore, however. from the outcrops seen it is evident that the
ore generally occurs in a thick light brown to red, course-grained, sand-
stone which shows some éigns of alteration. Some of the more apparent evi-
dence such as rich carnotite fracture filling, alteration. give indications
that the ore may have been deposited by the upward or downward perculétion
of solutions or gaéses éfter the sands had been deposited and solidified.
The presence of carbon wds noted but it does not appear to be a definite
favorable characteristic. More exploration and development work will be
required before guides can be established.

The ore bodies are irregular in shape and range from small pods con-
taining about a ton of ore to large masses of carnotite impregnated sandstone

up to several thousand tons.





The outcrops on the Imcky Toss No. 2 are found at different levels
within the thick favorable sandstone. Sample No. 2 was cut near the top of
this sandstone and shows 0.22 Uz08. Sample No. 3 which was cut along the
bottom of this sandstone rim assayed 0.31 UzOé. There seems to be no con-
tinuity between these bodies of ore which are zpproximately 35 feet apart
stratigraphically and within the same sand lems. The ocutcrop at the Little
Windy ¥o. 1 is on the same horizon and analysis shows this sample to con-
tain 0,14 Uz0g8. Another outcrop was found on the Little Windy No. 2 and
on the Eagle Aerie No. 1

INDIVIDUAL OUTCROPS

‘The most favorable outcrop as for the number of exposures of ore grade
and development possibilities is that of the Iucky Toss No. 2. Three min-
eralized sandstone lenses show ore grade material that varies from three
feet to six inches in thickness. The length which is difficult to determine
without a considerable number of check samples appears to range from four
to twenty feet. Visual estimation is extremely difficult in this type ore,
however, high counter réadings can be obtained all along the exposed rim on
the point ﬁhere the ore outcrops. ‘

The exposures of ore on the Little Windy No. 1 and No. 2 in the dis-
covery cuts is difficult to evalutate on the basis of size and shape be-
cause of the small amount of work done in opening up these outcrops. The
ore appears to be disseminated irregularly in the sandstone and true thick-
ness and grade are not apparent.

The outcrop of mineralized material on the Eagle Aerie Ngo. 1 has been
picked up about 50 feet along the rim by surface exposure and float. The
part of the relatively flat lying bed from which the sample was taken
varies from two feet to six inches- in places where it is exposed in the

surface cut.





HISTORY -

The two groups of claims, Little Windy and the Zagle Aerie were pros-
pected and located by the Steven's brothers in Early 1952.

The Atomic Energy Commission field representatives visited some of the
claims and sampled the deposits but little or no exploration or development
work has been done.

DEVELOPMENT

Aside from the initial discovery cut on the claims, little work has -
been done on the claims., Ore is exposed in the discovery cut on the Little
Windy Wo. 1, Little Windy No. 2 and the Imcky Toss No. 2 and also on the
Eagle Aerie No, 1. Samples were taken from several ore exposures and they

are listed below with their descriptions:

EXPLORATION PLANS

Exploration would consist mainly of wagon drill (percussion) holes
spaced at 25 foot intervals around the outcrops‘and at 50 or 100 foot spacing
avay from the outcrops. Two roads, one constructed on top of the main ore
sandstone and one 50 foot above and behind the top of the ore sandstone would
provide enough drilling sites to test the favorability to within the limits
of the wagon drilling. The proposed roads are shown on Figures 3 and 4.
Deeper drilling at this time which would require a diamond drill would be
impractical until the favorabilify and geologic criteria to intelligently

guide a deep drilling program were recognized.

First Phase Drilli

Holes should be spaced at 25 foot intervals around the outcrops on the
Little Windy No. 1 and Little Windy Wo. 3, Imcky Toss Ny. 2 and the
Eagle Aerie No. 1. A small bench behind the outcrops on the Iucky
Toss appears to be one of the most favorable places to drill. Four
rim outcrops exposed on three sides give reason to believe this ore
may continue through the bench. It is estimated that it will require
twenty holes 60 feet deep on this claim to complete the initial phase
of drilling and 900 feet of drilling shbuld be done around each of the
other three outcrops. Total footage on this phase would require 3900 feet.
Second Stage

Wide spaced drilling (100 foot intervals) along a drill road at the top
of the ore horizon would find other favorable zones that are not ex-
posed because of’surface debris. Favorable geologic criteria may be

determined on the relatively close-spaced initial phase which should

be helpful in selecting more favoréble areas on a wider spacing.

It is estimated that this phase of drilling would require 36 holes
averaging 60 feet deep on the Eagle Aerie Group and 19 holes on the
Little Windy Group which averages 60 feet in depth. Total for this
phase would be 3300 feet.

Third Phase

This phase would consist of blocking out the mineralized and favor-
able holes found on the first two phases, It is estimated that this
phase would require 50 percent of the initial two phases or 3800 feet.

T LABOR AND LIVING CONDITIONS
Unskilled labor is in adequate supply vwhile skilled labor, such as

drillers and miners are scarce, however, the work-planned on this proposed
project would be done by contract and labor would be no problem.
Contractors would furnish their own housing and no problems would be
encountered. The town of Edgemont, eizht miles south of the area, has
adequate housing facilities.
SUPPLIES
Supplies of all kinds needed for this project can be purchased in
Fdgemont or Hot Springs, South Dakota which is serviced by the Chicago,
Burlington and Quincy Railroad.
An AEC ore purchasing'depot has been established at Edgemont as of
December 1, 1952. '
ACCESS ROADS
The area covered by this report has an adequate network of roads

through the main districts vhichare good in dry weather but muddy in wet





weather. Ore shipments, however, would not be held up for periods of
longer than two or three days during rains or thaws.

COHCI;USIQN :

The Edgemont Area in general and the Little Windy and Eagle Aerie Groups
in particular have had 1little development and exploration work to prove the
merits of these areas. These areas compare favorably in grade of ore and
size 04.‘.‘ deposits with those of the Colorado Plateau in its early stages o'f
development. An exploration project as described herein might help to
evaluate the area as a whole and may assist in developing the much needed
reserves for our rapidly expanding Atomic Energy Program.

Since little has been done to eétablish geologic criteria favorable for
the deposition of ore in the area, considerable reliance must be placed on
the judement of the qualified operators to take full advantage of the initial
drilling to guide the wide-spaced drilling.

The Little Windy Group offers an excellent opportunity to prove or dis-
approve the continuity of the ore deposits. The mumber of mineralized out-
crops in this area as compared to the amount of rim exposed far exceeds the
proportion in the Colorado Plateau and this leads the author to believe that
large ore bodies may exist behind the rims that can be found only by drilling.

The Eagle Aerie Group shows only one mineralized outcrop, however, radio-
activity has been picked up with field counters at other places along the
ore horizon, and radio-active anoggligs have been plotted by the Atomic Energy

Commission's Airborne survey crews near or on the Eagle Aerie Claims. More
