(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time.

The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary, transfer or,conveyance 'of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making' suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided,, that nwre failure' by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in'the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining' such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment .work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. .

The Dyke No. 2 property comprises 2 patented lode mining 
claims located in the SE JJ14 sec. 13, T. IL 5., R. I. E,, and W. 1/2, 
sec. 18, T. 14 S., R. 5 E., B.H.B.M., Custer County, S. Dak1 


Exploration of the pegmatite was by core drilling and was 
started November 19, 1952, and completed May 27, 1953. 


Four BXuwslze holes were drilled with an aggregate total 
footage of 552 feet. Hole depth ranged from a maximum of 180 feet in 
hole 1 to a minimum of 100 feet in hole 2. The location, bearing, anil 
Inclination are shown on the accompanying map and the logs of mdlvi. 
dual holes, except for hole 2, which was drilled entirely In schist, are 
a part of this report. 


Owing to exceptionally bad ground, core recovery in the 
pegmatite was about 6 percent in holes 3 and 14 ard about 60 percent in 
hole 1. No contacts were recovered in any of the ho]es. 


From the results of the drilling, little information as to 
the mineralogy of the pegmatite was obtained, Some beryl was observed 
but only in very small amounts and the poor core recovery does not permit 
an estimate of grade. The drilling did result In some information as 
to delineation of the pegmatite, however, other than this little exact 
data were obtained on structure. 


Based on the drilling results aiti poor drilling condition, 
additional exploration by core drilling or other methods with govern. 
mt assistance are not warranted. The applicant states that he intends 
to further explore the peginatite by shaft and surface trenching. While 
it is possible that some rninable beryl may be encountered in a shaft, 
It is not at all likely.

A. discovery has not resulted from the exploration and it 
is recommended that no certification be made. 


However, if in the opinion of ])NEA officials, the delineation 
of the pegmatite can be considered a development, then a certification 
of development is, in the opinion of the field, justified and the govern.. 
nnt is entitled to royalties from any future production. 


DESCRIPTION OF THE WORK 


An aggregate total of 552 feet was core drilled in four 
BX-size holes numbers 1, 2, 3, and 1.. In holes 2, 3, and )j. a total 
of 257 feet of casing was placed and in hole 3, 33 feet of cement was 
placed in addition to the 67 feet of BX-.casing that was used. 


The location, bearing, and incLination of the holes are 
shown on the accompanying map. Detailed logs of holes 1, 3, and 1.. 
also are given. Hole 2 was drilled entirely in schist, 


Core drilling equipment was moved in and prep'atory work 
was started on November 19, 1952, but owLng to adverse weather actual 
drill on hole 1 was not started until December 14, 1952. Following 
completion of the hole on December 16 the project was recessed pending 
approval of an amendment 'to the contract 1 This amendment was to per-
mit including the cost of reaming, casing, and cementing as a part of 
the cost over and above actual drilling, but not to increase the total 
amount approved under the contract, Another amendment extending the 
time for completion was granted owing to some delay in approving amend'.. 
ment No. 1 and to adverse weather. Drilling was resumed until March 
23, 1953, The project was completed May 27, 1953. 


GEOLOGY 


The results of the drilling delineate the structure of the 
pegmatite, but provide very little information on the mineralogy of 
the pegmatite. Beryl was observed in the drill core, but the lack of 
core recovery makes it impossible to est:irnate grade, There is still 
possibility that substantial beryl reserves are present, No discovery 
has resulted from the exploration. Possibly the drilling may be con 
sidered a development. 


Dimond drill hole No. 1 (see drill sections) was drilled at 
a ..14i° S. 85 W. near the center of the pegruatite and approxinately 
normal to the one observed contact of the pegmatite. Pegmatite was 
encountered from 109 feet to 116 feet. It consisted of plagioclase 
quartz pegmatite containing	 Jba1	 ale. Core recovery of 
the pegmatite was fair. 


Diamond drill hole 2 was drilled from the opposite side of 
the pegmatite to intersect the same section as hole 1. The location 
was based on the statnent of the applicant concerning the location of 
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S	 . 
a crosscut at the bottom of the caved shaft, The bottom of the shaft 
and the crosscut were supposed to be in peatite (apparently corro.-
berated by the visible dun material from the shaft). The drill hole, 
although directed as close to the shaft as practical, faied to en-
counter pegmatite. Three interpretations are possible: (1) the 
applicants' memory of pegniatite in the shaft bottom was erroneous or 
confused with altered pegmatite float material from the pegmatite, 
(2) the applicants are wrong about the depth of the shaft, (3) an 
east-west fault, or very sharp flexure exists in the pegniatite contact 
between the drill hole and the shaft. It is believed that the one or 
the other of the first two interpretations, or a combination of the 
first two, is more likely than the third interpretation. 


Drill0hole 3 was drilled from the northeast end of the peg.. 
inatite at a ..2S , and a bearing of S, 8S° W. Peginatite was encountered from S8 feet to 109 feet. Part of the pegmatite was brecciated and 
all was heavily iron stained or converted to clay. Actual recovery of 
pegmatite was only percent. 


The last hole, hole 14, was drilled on the southwest side of 
the pegmatite at .'1i10 , with a bearing of S. 8S° W. Approximately 76 
feet of pegrnatite was encountered, but only 7 percent of core was ob 
tamed. The few fragments of core appeared to be mostly of quartz 
and plagioclase, Perthite was not noticeable, whereas pegmatite from 
hole 3 was mostly perthite, If the recovered core is representative 
of the peginatite, the wall zones are quite thick on the south end of 
the pegrnatite, 


The structure of the peginatite is still poorly known. Not 
a single outer contact of the pegmatite is exposed on the surface. 
Neither were there any contacts recovered in the drill holes. Apparently, 
the çe g]Tatite is flat lying, and may be doubly plunging to the north 
and south, It has limited thickness an d depth in its central portion, 
It's sie is considerable however, 


The coriositjon of the interior of the peginatite is very-
doubtful, There is apparently an extension of the perthiterich outer 
zone with depth in hole 3. Hole 14 may have thick wall zones, Small 
crystals of beryl were encountered in the wall zone from hole 1. The 
recovered beryl was fresh, but the general state of the pegmatite 
alteration in the other drill holes, suggests that beryl may have been 
altered and BeO removed, However, in the Beecher No. 3 pegmatite a 
few hundred feet to the north, the beryl appears to be the most resis 
tant mineral. 


Based on the alteration arxl staining of the recovered core, 
it can be assumed that there are no saleable reserves of feldspar or 
spodumene within the depth limit of the drill holes. The possibility 
of recoverable beryl or columbite-.tantalite from the pegmatite cannot 
be answered on the basis of the drill core and geology of the deposit, 
It is believed that any- coarse-grained beryl present, will be so 
altered that it will be worthless.

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The applicants may, by sinking a shaft or prospecting the 
north end of the wall zone, prove this belief to be false, The 
zoning as exposed on the surface of the pegmatite is very promising, 
if it were not for the bhly altered state of the interior of the 
pegmatite.


EXPENDITURES 


The approved total expenditures under the contract amounted 
to $E,2S0.0O, or a total of 1,000 feet of drilling at a unit price 
of $S.2 per foot. 


Amendment 1 of the contract allowed a unit price of $2.50 per 
foot for reaming, casing, and cementing, in addition to the drilling 
price of $5.25. 


A total of $3, 623.00 was expended on the, project. Of this 
$2,898.00 was for drilling 552 feet, $6I.2.5O for 257 feet of casing, 
and $82.50 for 33 feet of cement. 


The government's share of the cost, at 9Y,4 participation, 
amounts to $3,260.70, which leaves an unexpended balance of the total 
governiuents. share of $l,L,.614..30. 


There was no production of any mineral from the property. 


As all of the work of the project was confined to the contract 
drilling, the operator's supergision of the work was practically negligible. 


It is doubtful that the operator will submit a final report, 
and if submitted by him, it would consist of only the factual data pre-. 
sented here. 


The operator's have stated that they wish to terminate the 
contract, and termination would be by mutual agreement as far as the / 
field team is concerned.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voncher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
indepe	 contract.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs.to equipment-and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by th& Regiona 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on 'orm MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (I) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and. 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INTRUCTIQNS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Iepot.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the cOsts of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not istrihqting these items on amonthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the 9perator, since such çiistribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-1O4A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on theyarious phases, oh man day, of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment" "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA It the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorizd by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

I have.now reviewed the subject docket with regard to 
Mr. Hoff1und' memorandum of January 15, 1953. 


The contract, which is written on the short form, provides 
for a maximum of 1,000 feet of BX core drill hole at $5.25 a foot. 
The contract does not mention what services or supplies and materials 
are to be furnished by the drilling contractor for this price. 


Prior to recent years a contract written in this manmier 
would have implied that the drilling contractor would have furnished 
everything and would have completed the hole at the contract price 
regardless of the amount of reaming and casing and/or . cementing 
that he had to do. 


In a supplementary report in justification of .mendmnent 
No. 1 by Binyon and Redden it is stated that the original application 
for exploration aid contained an independent core drilling contract 
with N. F. Fillmore in which the drilling price was $6.00 per foot 
and the price for cementing and for reaming and casing ( a single 
itern)was $3.00 per foot. As the drilling price of $6. 00 was con-
sidered too high, the drilling contract was refused and the applicants 
notified to that effect. 


They then entered into an oral agreement with Joe T. Monger 
to core BX hole at a price of $5.25 a foot. The contract was signed 
at this price and it was only after the drilling contractor billed 
the operators for reaming and casing did it become apparent that there 
had been a misunderstanding as to what was included in the $5.25 a 
foot price.

On page 2 of the supplementary report mention is made of 


a discussion with the applicants and the drilling contractor prior 
to their signing the contract during which the Field Team was assured 
that the two first parties were agreed as to the unit price of 5.25 
a foot of hole. 


Just why the matter of cementing and/. :or reaming and casing 
was not thought of or discussed at this time is not understandable. 


The price of 05.25 a foot for BX core is about average for 
at least the greater part of the United States. 


In recent years all reliable drill companies usually quote 
a footage price for the actual drilling of thee and quote adcitional 
prices for cementing and/or reaming and casing and delays. 


It does not seem likely that the drilling contractor could 
drill and ream and case any amount of hole profitably at 05.25 a 
foot since the charge of 02.50 a foot for reaming and casing is 
reasonable and average. 


I believe that Mr. Hofflund is entirely correct in his 
interpretation of the contract solely from a legal viewpoint. 


In Article 6 of DMA Circular 21 to which he refers an 
example is cited which sets forth the difficulty of amending a short 
form contract unless certain physical conditions are described. 


In the particular case in question it would appear that the 
Government is somewhat at fault in the riting of the contract because 
of the loosely drawn phraseology describing the work. 


Since it does not appear reasonable that the drilling con-
tractor could drill and ream and case any amount of hole profitably 
at the contract figure of 05.25, I would, reconnnend that the contract 
be amended to provide for cementing and/or reaming and casing as an 
extra charge. 


In the future all contracts involving independent contracts 
for drilling should state the conditions in detail to which the drilling 
price applies.

It has been repeatedly pointed out that th theory 
and purpose of the short-form contract is to fix an agreed

unit cost on the basis of which the Oovex'rgnent will coi 
tributo without cost accounting. It this sgree4 unit cost 
turns out to be too high, we .m b sure that the Operator 
is nt going to release the Goverzent from ite obligation 
to contribute on the basis agreed upon.

Here are seven copies of a proposed amendment to the 
subject contract, the purpose of which is to include in the drill-
ing cost, $2.50 extra for cementing and/or reaming and casing. 


Although the representatives in the field are of the opinion 
the total footage to be drilled will approximate only 500 or about 
half the amount provided for in the contract, by drilling less than 
is called for the proposed increase of $2.50 per foot wifl, therefore, 
not increase the total cost of the project. 


However, the contract still provides for 1,000 feet and an 
increase of $2.50 a foot will increase the total cost unless the amount 
of drilling is decreased. 


Since the amendment, as written by the field representatives, 
does not provide for less footage; and since, theoretically, there 
would be an increase in total cost, it appears th be a function. of the 
Washington office to draw and approve an amendment increasing the cost 
per foot by $2.50. If the 1,000 feet of drilling is not done, and the 
information necessary to determine the potential can be done with 500 
feet of drilling, well and good.

Drill hole No. 1 was located approximately 3 feet east of 
the limit of the outcrop on the south side of the center trench 
cutting across the pegmatite. The hole was inclined at	 the 
assumption, based on the limited outcrop, being that the pegmatite 
dipped to the east, arid was drilled to a depth of 180 feet. 


The hole was in schist to l09. feet and in pegrnatite from l09. 
to 118 feet; the remainder of the hole was schist. All of the schist 
was extrerrly soft and dlling was very difficult. No contact angles 
were obtained from either side of the pegmatite; consequently, the 
structural information available is stil:L limited. The pegmatite 
encountered was mainly quartz-plagioclase-muscovite in conosition and 
is what would be expected from the thinness of the pegmatite. 


The pegmatite cut by the hole was either a thin branch from the 
main pegmatite or the keel of the main peginatite. The bottom of the 
shaft was supposed to have been in pegmatite and it is entirely 
possible that the dip of the pegmatite is to thewest, contrary to the 
only dips (to the east) obtained on the exposed pegmatite. 


It is necessary to check this dip and a second short, steeply 
inclined hole should be located on the west side of the pegmatite along 
the same drill section as hole No. 1. If the second hole fails to 
encounter a considerable thickness of pegmatite, it is evident that 
the first hole cut the keel of the pegmatite and another hole is 
needed on the northern end of the pegmatite to obtain information on 
its structure and the inner zones. 


The results from the first hole have not materially reduced the 
iossibility of substantial discovery of beryl in the pegmatite and 
addit-..onal exploration by drilling is still warranted. 


The original application was submitted wLth an independent core 
drilling contract dth N. F. Fillmore in wi7ich the drilling price 
was $6.00 per foot and the price for cementing and/or reaming and 
casing (a single item) was $3.00 per foot. As the drilling price of







I 
6.0o was considered too high the drilling contract was rejected and 
the applicants were notified to that effect. The applicants then 
entered into a verbal agreement with Joe T. Monger to core drill BX 
hole at a price of .25 per foot. In the meantime the contract, 
1dm E-Li38, was sent to the field team for the applicant's signature. 
Under Exhibit "A" of the contract the price for drilling 1000 feet of 
DX hole was set at $S.2 per foot of hold and the cost of cementing 
and/or reaming and casing were not included and no price was set for 
these items. 


The applicants, however, signed the contract as written and has 
since stated that he was under the impression that the price of $S.2, 
as agreed to with J. T. Monger the drilling contractor, was the total 
cost. The drilling contractor has stated that the price of 	 per

foot was the price for drilling only and that he would not have con-
sidered taking the contract without the inclusion of 2.S0 per foot 
for cementing and/or reaming and casing. In a discussion with the 
aoplicant and the drilling contractor prior to their signing the con-
tract the field team was assured that they were agreed as to the unit 
price of	 .2S per foot of hole. Apparently, there has been a mis-
understanding between the operator and the drilling contractor in 
failing to agree on the additional item for cement±ng and/or reaming 
and casing. 


Upon completion of drill hole No. 1 the contractor submitted an 
invoice for drilling 180 feet of DX hole at $.2S per foot, or 9It.00, 
plus $192.0 for reaming and casing 77 feet of hole. The operator has 
refused to pay the additional l92.0 and the drilling . caitractor has 
refused to continue drilling unless an allowance of	 per foot is

made for cementing and/or reaming and casing on future holes. The 
operator was informed by the field team that $5.2 per foot was the 
total price the government could pay under the contract. 


Conclusions and Recommendations 


The ecreme1y poor character (for drilling) of the schist in the 
hole already drilled makes it advisable both for the protection of the 
gorerrnent and the drilling ntractor to prepare a contract permitting 
a unit drilling cost and also a unit cost for necessary casing. The 
necessary casing in the other holes proposed may be considerably less 
and the government would lose money if it was necessary for the drilling 
contractor to set a single unit price thich would be sufficiently 
high to cover his unit rate for doing all casing necessary at a single 
unit price per foot of hole. 


It is recor'nended that the attached amendment be approved.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Co81 and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. if the Executive Officer of the Region

Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progres Reporl.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers nd other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining • costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distriIution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days 9f labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Reference is made to your letter of October 6, 19,2, on 
the subject docket. 


The application is made as a partnership, but no formal 
agreement, except verbal, has been made between the parties involved. 
They do claim they are a partnership. 


It was the intent of the field team that it would be well 
to do the project in two phases, the first to consist of 600 feet 
of drilling, and the second phase to consist of 1OO feet location 
and direction of holes to have prior approval of the Survey-Mines 
field team. Estimated costs would, therefore, be $3,600 and $2,Li00,. 
respectively. 


It would still be satisfactory to have the contract drawn 
for 1,000 feet, but holes would have to be approved in advance by 
the field team before proceeding and they could stop the drilling 
if they find no encouragement to proceed, even though the 1,000 feet 
had not been drilled. 


We have, now, a copy of a sub-drill contract between the 
operators and Fillmore Drilling Co. arid the rate is $6 per foot. 
We believe it slightly excessive because in previous contracts the 
price was $5 a foot; however, I suppose drill costs have gone up 
like everything else, but a 20 percent increase in considerable.

The property, which consists of two claims, the Dyke No. 2 and 


Dewey, is in Caster County, S. Dak. in the SE sec. 13, T. 14 S., R. 14 E., 


and the W sec. 18, T. 14 5., R. E., 6 miis by good county road south 


of Caster, 


It is held under a lease agreement between L. T. Rodemacher, the 


owner, and a partnership, Lewis W. Collngwood, Dean W. Collingwood, and 


Dale B. McDermand, the lessee. 


The Dyke No, 2 pegniatite was examined by the field team on Augist 13, 


19S2 in company with J. J. Norton of the Geological Survey and Lewis W. 


Collingwood, one of the applicants. Approximately 2 hours was spent on 


the examination, 


Owing to the topography, the pegmatite is not well exposed and, 


from the present workings, little geologic data can be obtained. 


Estimated true thickness of the deposit is between 80 and 100 feet 


and the length is assumed to be not over 300 feet, the exposed portion 


being less than 200 feet. It strflces almost due north and dips 3 to 140 


degrees to the east.

The Dyke No. 2 is approximately OO feet south and along the strike 


of the Beecher No. 3 (an extremely rich beryl discovery was recently 


made on the Beecher No. 3), and is similar in attitude and in general 


mineralogical character to this beryl-rich peginatite. 


Although the Dyke No. 2 peginatite has been partially explored by 


trenches and reportedly 	 a shaft and crosscut, the geologic informa-


tion that may have been obtained from the work is not available at 


present. The shaft is caved and the trenches have sloughed to such an 


extent that only a small part of the deposit can be examined. 


The limited geologic data indicates that the pegniatite has unex-


posed inner zones which should contain beryl, as well as spodumene. The 


presence of ool'umbite-tantalite as claimed by the applicant is question-


able. From this and the proximity and similarity of the deposit to the 


beryl-rich Beecher No. 3, the property warrants ftirther exploration.

The pegmatite crops out as a gentle knoll and is deeply weathered, 


being for the most part covered br peginatite float.

A drift, approximately 30 feet in length, supposedly extended 


easterly into the pegmatite. AU of this information is unauthenticated 


and no information is available on the nature of the rock encountered. 


The other mine workings consist of three bulldozer trenches that 


crosscut the peginatite.

Penatite was supposed to 


have been encountered in the shaft at a depth of l feet, and, if so, 


the pegmatite has a maximum thickness in excess of 80 feet. 


Four mineralogic zones are visible at the pegmatite. Their relative 


composition and position are shown on the accompanying sketch map. The 


wall zone, as exposed around a schist parting, is about 2 feet thick. 


It contains about 10 percent of scrap mica but no other minerals of 


present economic interest were observed. 


A second intermediate zone of perthite-quartz pegmatite is interesting 


because the zone is of large size and contains an unusually high content 


of perthite, averaging an estimated 80 percent of the total rock. Probably 


the perthite-rich zone forms a "hood" over inner lithia-rich zones. 


Unfortunately, the perthite is iron-stained and would require some bene-


fioiation prior to marketing. 


Spodumene crops out in a small exposure on the western end of 


trench No. 2. It is believed that this exposure is part of a fracture 


filling deposit that comes from an inner, unexposed zone that is rich 


in spodumene and possible other rare minerals, 


Property rights are supported by the accompanying copy of lease and 


subordination agreement. 


The starting date of the project is to some extent indefinite as 


there is only one core drilling contractor in the district, and any small 


drilling project is dependent on the contractor's schedule. The applicant,

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however, intends to start as soon as the drilling contractor is avail. 


able. It is estimated that the project can be completed in ILO drill 


shifts, or 7 weeks. 


Core drilling is to be done under an independent contract with the 


maximum price of no more than $6.00 per foot. AU holes are to be BX 


size and the total aggregate footage shall not exceed 600 feet without 


approval of the government field team. 


The price per foot as submitted by the drilling contractor (maximum

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-. 
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Opérator's Monlhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. . In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the RegiOn not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


'Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of lab6r charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. '4Dperating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

WHEREAS, under certain provisions of said contract which are set forth on the reverse 


side hereof, the Government is entitled to a percentage royalty on production and to certain other 


rights and equities which do or may conflict with or be adverse to the interest of the undersigned 


in said property; 


NOW THEREFORE, the undersigned, in consideration of said contract and as an inducement 


to the Government to enter into same, undertakes and agrees as follows:	 - 


1. The Government's equity in and right to dismantle, sever, take possession of, and 


remove and dispose of facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items as provided in 


the contract, or any amendment thereof, shall prevail over and be prior and superior to any con-


flicting or adverse rights of the undersigned, and the Government is authorized to enter upon the 


land-for such purposes. 


2. To secure the payment to the Government of the percentage royalty on production3/ 


provided for under the terms of said exploration project contract, or any amendment thereof which 


does not increase the maximum amount of the Government's claim here stated or alter the provisions 


for repayment, there is hereby granted to the Government a lien upon the land herein described and 


upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is fully paid in the amount of 


the Government's contribution, not in excess of 4/$ 5,000,00 , or ten 


years have elapsed from the date of the contract. 


The undersigned shall, commit no act nor assert any claim that may contravene or con-
f__i	 viiimeni under the__pv isions of said contract.

RELEVANT CONTRACT PROVISIONS 


Rep inent bQpej&r. (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery 


or a development from which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the 


Government, at any time not later than six months after the. Operator has rendered the required 


final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certification shall 


describe broadly or. indicate the nature.of t isco.vé.ry..ordè.v.é.lopmen.t., In .theleyent of such 


certification any minerals, mined or produc.ed from the land described in Article 2 wihin 10 years 


from the date of this contract including any mined prpduced before the csrtification shall 


be subject to a percentage royltywhich the Operator or hi successr in interest shallj pay to 


the Government, upon. the net smelter rurns,1 hp:nt conptrtor;reuft, oç:9t1r J9tmouflts 


realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, 


including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total amount contributed by the Government, with-


out interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


(1) One and one-half (14) per cent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars 
($8.00) per ton. 


(2.)-.O'ean	 one ..hlf;(l4) per..ent Of any .stch.net a6u1ts..pus, oe.há1ft (.4) par; cant

such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed 


eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) per oe:ii.t:'of 	 c.h.net::amouts. 


(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, 


would be one and one-half (14) per cent; onanet amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three 


and one-half (34) per cent.) 


(b) As here used, "net smelter returns", "net concentrator returns", and "other net 


amounts realized from the sale or other disposition", mean gross revenue from sales; or if not 


sold, the market value, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in which 


and the place where it'is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the materialis not 


disposed of as such, these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for 


percentage depletion purposes in income tax determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is 


hereby granted a lien upon the land described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals 


therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or 


the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any mining or production operations. 


Title to and dispgition of' pjp.prt. All facilities, buildings, . fixtures, equipment, 


or other items costing more than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds.contributed jointly 


by the Operator and the Government, although title may be taken in the name of the Operator, shall 
belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, 


and upon the completion of the work o,rth , termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly 


by the Operator for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the 


vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the Operator at a price at least as high, as could other-


wise be obtained, as may appear .to be for the best interest of the Government, unless the Govern-


ment, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such dispo-


sition, the Operator shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost 


thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, fails, 


neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, 


take possession of, and remove and dispose of' any such property as above provided.
