The property, known as the Ponca Nine, was previously owned 
by A. I. Johnson and J. R. Jurisch, who made an application (Docket 2056X) 
for exploration of the property in September 1951. The application 
was denied. 


We do not have a copy of the application, Docket No. 2056X, 
in this office; however, judging from the field team's report of 
examination, the method and cost of the exploration then proposed is 
practically identical with the work proposed in the subject application, 
Docket 311311. 


The report of examination dated October 23, 1951, prepared by 
Glen Walker, mining engineer, and J. A. Redden, the Geological Survey 
member of the field team, was transmitted to your office on October 
211th, and your transmittal letter to Washington is dated October 25, 1951. 
This report reconmiends that the application be denied on the basis of 
insufficient strategic minerals, beryl àr sheet mica, to warrant the 
work then proposed: 300 feet of coé drilling, an adit, drift, and 
raise. Later, the applicant requested that only the first phase of 
exploration, core drilling, be done; however, this also was denied. 


No work has been done on, the property since the first applica-
tion (Docket 2056X) was submitted. 


It is possible that a small amount of sheet mica and some 
beryl can be produced; however, the amount would not support an 
economic mining operation. It is my opinion that the deposit is a 
small pod and that the proposed adit may not cut the deposit. In 
other words, the floor of the preset workings Is very nar the'bpttom 
of the deposit and the tonnage of recoverable strategic mine!als f 
even less than was stated in the report of examination.
