Field Team Report:

The Fall River sandstone and Lakota sandstone of the Inyan Kara
group are the main host rocks for uranium deposits in this area.
Production from the Fuson formation and Minnewaste limestone,
lying between the Fall River and Lakota, has been negligible,

The subject property lies on the steéply-dipping western flank
of the Chilson Anticline. Relationship of known ore deposits
to geologic structures such as the Chilson Anticline is not clear,






A poorly defined major facies change in the Fall River formation,
indicated by a change from a thick massive channel sandstone
southwest of the property to a thin-bedded mudstone, siltstone, and
sandstone northeast of the claims, may represent the eastern
margin of a northwest-trending channel. If such a channel exists,
its eastern margin would pass close to the northeastern boundary

- of the subject claims and make at least the extreme western part

of the property favorable for exploration.

The Gould Mine, one of the largest producers in the Black Hills,

is U miles north of the subject property along the regional strike.
Ore at the Gould Mine is localized 50 feet above the base of a
channel sandstone of the Fall River formation.

At least 21 small deposits have been found within 2.5 miles of

the property. Six of the deposits have been mined and have a
total production of LO2 tons. All production has come from the
Lakota sandstone, and all except 2 of the 21 deposits were found
in this member. The two exceptions, the Sheep Canyon and Starlite
deposits were found in the Fall River sandstone and, in the case
of the Starlite deposit, mineralization was also found at the base
of the Fuson formation. Mineralization found to date in these two
deposits has not been impressive. A small 2-ton stockpile of ore
from an open cut on the Johnson No. 10 claim was found to have -
0.06% equivalent uranium. Not enough ore was found in place in
the open cut to provide a channel sample.

The Operator drilled 21 preliminary core holes.in the three most
favorable surface areas on the subject property with negative
results, although gamma ray logs of the holes show anomalous
stratigraphic intervals near the base of the Fall River and near
the base of the Fuson. Material having slightly more than 0.10%
equivalent uranium was found near the Sheep Canyon deposit under
an exploration contract with Mining Research Corporation (Docket
No. DMEA-2768).

On the basis of the known mineralization within a 2.5 mile radius
of the subject claims the most favorable ore horizon is in the
basal Lakota sandstone. However, nothing is known of this horizon
on the subject claims and any program of exploration would have to
be based almost entirely on the projection, over a considerable

distance, of the known mineralized sediments. Furthermore, relatively

deep drilling (up to LS50 feet) would be required to reach the base
of the Lakota sandstone. Exploration of this horizon is therefore
not recommended under this project.

Some exploration of the Fall River and Fuson intervals is believed
Justified because favorable sedimentary and chemical conditions are
present and the facies changes mentioned above are indicative of
the presence of a channel favorable for ore deposition. A modified
two-stage drilling program costing $15,226.00 is recommended.

Commodity Group Comments:

Bureau of Mines - James Paone - January 3, 1956:

Discussed the report of examination with the A.E.C. representative
who favors the proposed project. Justification for the proposed
program is based on the many small deposits and radioactive
anomalies that are found widely distributed within a 2.5 mile
radius of the subject property which indicate that sedimentary

and chemical conditions were generally favorable for the deposition
of uranium. Based on the statistics of production in the area,
the results of preliminary drilling, and the sub-marginal grade

of ore encountered on subject claims, approval of an exploration
project would be questionable economically. Also sees some
inconsistency in the Field Team's recommendation which prompts
some reluctance in concurring with its recommendation..

Geological Survey - T. H. Kiilsgaard - January 5, 1956:

Although no trend of the indicated paleochannel is shown on the
maps accompanying the report of examination, a well-defined
channel is shown on a map of the area in Survey Trace Elements
Investigations Report 590, pages . 154-155. Another geologic
aspect favoring the proposed project is that the property is

on the western limb of the Chilson Anticline at or near the
point where the 1imb of the Anticline flattens into a monocline.
At other nearby areas similar situations have served as traps
to uranium mineralization, thereby accounting for some of the
more important deposits.

On the basis of regional structure and lithology the property
would warrant exploration. On its own individual merit, however,
the property presents little evidence that would support
exploration. Open cut work and drilling done to date have not
exposed ore and have been discouraging. Some holes have already
been drilled in the same area where the field examiners recommend
drilling, but with unfavorable results. The proposed drilling
would therefore appear to be too speculative to warrant DMEA
participation. It would be more prospecting than exploration.
Recommends denial of the application without prejudice.

Rare and Miscellaneous Metals Division ~ Michael Ching - January 11, 1956:

Minable deposits of uranium discovered within a 2.5 mile radius

of the subject property have been confined to the Lakota sandstone.
No data is available on the subject claims to warrant exploration
of this horizon.

Exploratibn of the Fall River and Fuson intervals is recommended
by the examiners on the basis of the indicated presence of a
paleochannel in the western part of the property and the belief






that sedimentary and chemical conditions in this area are
favorable. Rather extensive work to date by the Applicant
has failed to furnish concrete information that would support
the belief that there is a geologic probability of making a
significant discovery on the property.

Conclusions and Recommendations:

Despite favorable structure and lithology, the work already
done on the property, together with the results of work on
nearby properties, indicate that an exploration project is
not justified. It is recommended that the application be
"denied without prejudice to the property. If, through
additional preliminary work, the Applicant can establish the
presence of specific targets of a worthwhile nature in the

paleochannel, consideration should be given to a ney application.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report.

The Fieid Team has recommended approval of a modified exploration
project on the appllcants‘ property, the work to be done as two stages of
drilling. The first stage, comprising 21 holes to be drilled in two rows
along the western edge of the property, is designed to explore the Fall
River and the underlying Fuson formations. If this work proves successful
a second stage of offset drilling around the favorable holes is recommended.

Geologic Jjustification for the progect is premised on & paleo-
channel passing through the property in a northwesterly direction. This
paleochannel is evidenced by a facies change in the thick, channel, Fall
River sandstone from the southwest to a thin-bedded mudstone and siltstone
in the northeast. Although no trend of the paleochannel is shown on the
maps accompanying the report, a well-defined channel is shown on a map
of the area in Survey Trace Elements Investigations Report 590, pages
154-155. Another geologic aspect favoring the proposed project is that
the property is on the western limb of the Chilson anticline at or near
the point where the limb of the anticline flattens into a monocline. In
other nearby areas in South Dakota, similar flattened limbs of anticlines
and monoclines in areas of abrupt facies change, have served as traps to
uranium mineralization thereby accounting for some of the more important
uranium deposits.

On the basis of regional structure and lithology the property
would warrant exploration; it is readily understood why such exploration
was recommended by the field examiners. On its own individual merit,
however, the property presents little evidence that would support explora-
tion. The open cuts on Starlite Nos. 1 and 2, and on Johnson 10 claims
have not produced ore. Certainly, the 2 tons of .06 percent U Og from
Johnson 10 claim is not encouraging. Furthermore, the anomaliés in both
these areas have been drililed, as well as other areas, and all drilling






has been discouraging. Drilling depths on the Johnson b ¢laim have
been enough to go through the Fuson formation and through the upper
section of the .Iakota, which in other nearby areas has been an important
ore horizon. Holes have already been driiled in the western part of the
claims (Nos. 16, 1(, 18, 19, and 20), in the same ares where field
examiners recommended drilling, but with unfavorable results. It would
therefore appear that the proposed drilling should be considered as
too_speculative to warrant DMEA participation.

I recommend denial of the contract on the grounds that proposed
work is more prospecting than exploration. The denial should be without
prejudice. It additional work by the applicant should prove the property
to have a greater potential than would now appear we could reconsider a
contract.

I have reviewed the report of examination of the Starlite
and Johnson claims, DMEA Docket 3796, dated December 23 and received
in this office December 30. I have also discussed it with Joseph O.
Hosted, Washington representative of the Atomic Energy Commissitn.

The applicant proposes to explore separate areas on 22 of
the 31 claims with 44 core-drill holes totaling 8,800 feet of core
drilling at an estimated cost of $23,918.00. An examination of the
subject claims was made by a DMEA Field Team on July 13, 1955, and
again on August 26. The examining team found the property to con-
tain no known reserves of minable ore and the two tons of "ore"
stockpiled by the espplicant from the subject claims was found by
radiometric assay to be only 0.06 percent U30g. The Field Team
further state that in their opinion, the applicent's proposed drilling
program is wildcatting or purely prospecting and the holes are too
widely scattered and the spacing on and around anomalous areas is
too great to be considered exploratory drilling.

) In view of the wildcat nature of the exploration project,
the Field Team recommend a modified two-stage drilling program con-
sisting of 36 non-core holes totaling 7,200 feet and 6 core holes
totaling 1,200 feet at a total project cost of $15,226.,00. The
justification of the program is based on the many small deposits and
radioactive anomalies that are found widely distributed within a 2.5
mile radius of the subject property which indicate that sedimentary
and chemical conditions were generally favorable for the deposition
of uranium. ‘
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Within the 2.5 mile radius of the property, 21 small
deposits have been found; six of these deposits have been mined
and have a total aggregate production of 402 tons. The applicant
drilled 21 core holes on the subject claims with negative results.
Based on these statistics and the sub-marginal grade of ore en-
countered on subject claims, approval of a modified exploration

project would be questiona]gle economically.

The Field Team's comments state on one page that any
program of exploration would be purely wildcatting, and on ancther
page they recommend an exploration project. The inconsistency
prompts some reluctance in concurrence with the Field Team's recom-
mendation. .

Mr. Hosted cencurs in the recommendation of the field
examiners.

The report of examination is being forwarded to the

Chief, Division of Minerals, in accordance with the routing slip
attached thereto.

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LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY AND CLIMATE

The Starlite and Johnson Claims, a continguous group of 31 claims,
are in seca 35, Te 8 Se, Re 3 E., and secs 2, Ts 95., Re 3 E., BH.B.N,,
Fall River County, S. Daks As shown on figure l, Location Map, the
claims are 5 3/L miles by road almost due east of Edgemont and 23 miles

Edgemont, the site of the AEC buying station and a mlIL now being
