Subject: Review of Field Teem report. 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring by 
drilling and underground work two groups of claims, 80 miles apart 
and. with differing types of uranium mineralization. 


At the Black vein property uranium is found in a thin 
carbonaceous shale of the Fall River formation • At the White Cloud 
property the mineralization occurs in sandstone and conglomerate 
of the Cambrian Deadwood formation. The examiners found a thin 
low grade shale at the Black vein property. A sample of the 
radioactive material across 15 inches of' thickness assayed 
0.095% 1.1303. No samples were taken at the White Cloud property. 
Scintillometer readings were taken at several places without 
finding marked radioactivity. Sample results submitted by the.. 
applicant were of' samples taken on a property a mile distant 


Because of the low grade and small thickness of the 
radioactive shale and the low grade of the sandstone-conglomerate, 
the examiners concluded significant quantities of worthwhile 
material are lacking and recommend denial of the application.

Black Vein Claim Group 


The Cretaceous Fall River formation is the principal uranium 
producing horizon in the Black Hills area, and consists of an inter-
bedded sandstone, siltstone, and mudstone' series of marine origin. 
This formation is approximately 125 feet thick in the vicinity of 
the claims. 


Cursory scintiflometer examination of the ôlaims revealed 
only slight radioactivity anomalies. Highest readings were over a' 
thin, 1 to 2-foot thick carbonaceous 'shale bed where values of 0.035 to 
0.050 b/hr (background 0.005 to 0.01 NR/hr) were observed.' In two 
other places calcareous sandstone,' overlying the shale bed were very 
slightly 'radioactive giving values of approximately 2X background. 


The AEC cOre drilled a deep hole in the 'nOrthwest corner 
of claim No. 6 and' found only slight 'radioactivity 10 feet below' the 
surface in the carbonaceous shale, and 266 feet below the surface in 
the Lakota sandstone. 


Chips of the strongest radioactive matérial from the thin 
carbonaceous shale chemically analyzed 0.095 percent U308. 


White Cloud Claim Group 


The consolidated rocks exposed on these claims consists of 
metamorphic and sedimentary rocks ranging in age from Precambrian to 
Nississippian. The Applicant's principal interest in these claims' 
is in the Cambrian Deadwood formation" ôcnsisting' Of a lower conglomeratic 
section, bS feet thick, and an upper coarse sandstone' seátion 
approximately LiD feet thick, where a few minor radioactive anomalies 
have been found. 


Scintillometer examinations were made Of a number of emaIl 
pits in both the sandstone and conglomerate, where, according t6 the 
Applicant, high radioactivity was present. The highest found was 
0.025 Nr/hr (background 0.007 Mr/hr) in a pit on the White Cloud No. 1 
claim. In two pits in the Narin claims, some very slight radioactivity 
(2X background) was nOted.' During the course Of the examinatiOn it was 
determined that the twO sample ana1ysés Cubinittéd wIth the application 
did not come from the subject property as was reported. 


The depositC on the subject' piOpe±tyand in similar type 
occurrenceC throüghoüt the Black Hills are not, at the present time, 
economically significant.	 - 


It is c thcludéd 'that an exploration program would not' 
disclose economical uranium mineralIzation On either of the' properties. 
Therefore, it is recommended that the application for DNEA assistance 
be denied.

INTRODUCTION 


Black Hills Exploration Company, 510 Main, Miles City, Montana, 


a South Dakota corporation, requested D}I]EA assistance 'tO explore for 


uranium on its Black Vein claims in Crook County, Wyoming, and its 


White Cloud, Marion, and Luckey claims in Pennington County, South 


Dakota. The application was received March 28, 1956, by DMEA, Denver, 


Colorado. Processing was deferred pending receipt of additional 


information from applicant, and the application was released for 


examination on August 10, 1956. 


The applicant proposed to explore for uranium by drilling, tunnel-


ing, and bulldozer cuts on two properties 'that are about .80 miles 


apart. The total estimated cost was $202,150. 


A Region III DMEA examining team composed of D. H. Richter, 


U. 5. Geological Surv'ey, and D. E. Redmon, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 


investigated the properties on September 11 and 12, 1956, accompanied 


by Willis Aye, president of the company.
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SUNMARY 


The property consists of 31 unpatented mining claims from which 


there has been no production to date. 


The Black Vein claims in Wyoming are underlain by Cretaceous 


rocks of the Skull Creek and Fall River formations. They have been 


partly explored by drilling 1.-inch auger holes 10 to 50 feet deep on 


outcrops and radioactivity anomalies. No records were kept of the 


radioinetric probe results, but apparently no. significant mineraliza-


tion was encountered. AEC hole no. 100 was drilled on the property, 


and AEC personnel indicated slight interest in further exploration. 


A sample of radioactive carbonaceous shale (lignite?), which averages 


15 inches thick, contained 0.095 percent U308. 


The White Cloud, Marion, and Luckey claim groups in South Dakota 


are underlain by a series of Precambrian inetasediments and lower Pa.leo-


zoic sediments. The Cambrian Deadwood formation, which is approxi-


inately 85 feet thick consists of sandstone and conglomerate, and 


contains a few weak radioactivity anomalies. Radioactivity checks 


In several bulldozer excavations showed a maximum of 0.025 Mr/hr with 


a background of 0.007 Mr/hr. 


It is concluded that there is little probability of finding sig-


nificant quantities of uranium ore on either of the two properties. 


It is recommended that the application for DMEA assistance be 


denied


.
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LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The property consists of two widely separated groups of claims. 


Black Vein claims 


The Black Vein claims are in secs. 10 and 15, T. 56 N., R. 66 W., 


6th P. M., Crook County, Wyoming J . This group is reached by first 


travelling west on Highway 214 from Hulett, Wyoming, then turning 


right immediately after crossing the Belle Fourche River bridge 


(fig. 1). Proceed 1 mile and turn right on a well-travelled dirt 


road. Stay on this road for 16.0 miles, then turn left at the high-


pressure gasoline valve and proceed one-half mile south on an ill-


defined trail. One then will be about at the center of the west side.

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The surface of the claims dips gently to the northwest. Topo-


graphic relief does not exceed 75 feet. 


There is moderate rainfall during the warm months, and heavy 


drifting snow during the winter. There are no permanent streams; 


water would have to be hauled about 2 miles. There is no usable 


timber, and only scattered sage . and other low-growing brush occur on 


the property. 


Labor and housing are available in Hulett and at local ranches. 


Operating supplies are available in Hulett, Wyoming, Sundance, Wyoming, 


and Belle Fourche, South Dakota. 


White Cloud, Marion, and Luckey claims 


This group is in secs. 25 and 26, T. 2 N., R. 2 E., Black Hills. 


P. M., Pennington County, South Dakota (fig. 2). The claims are reached 


from Rockford, South Dakota, by traveling west 6 miles, then turning 


left on the Deerfield road for 3.5 miles, and then turning right on a 


Forest Serrice road toward the Rhoades ranch. Proceed .1.3 miles, turn 


left on Rhoades ranch road for 1.6 miles, then turn left on the Taylor 


Springs road for 1 mile. The Marion claims will then be down slope 


to the left. 


The claims lie at an average altitude of 6,600 feet, the greatest 


difference in altitude being about 600 feet.

Black Vein claim group 


The Black Vein claim group is in Crook County, Wyoming, in the 


northwestern part of the Black Hills. Gently-dipping consolidated 


rocks of the Cretaceous Skull Creek and Fall River formations are 


exposed on the claims. 


The Fall River formation, which is one of the principal uranium-


producing horizons in the Black Hills area, consists of an interbedded 


sandstone, siltstone, and mudstone series of marine origin. In the 


vicinity of the Black Vein claims the Fall River formation is approxi-


znately 125 feet thick and has the following generalized lithology:

Cursory scintillometer examination of the claims revealed only 


sliglit radioactivity anomalies. Highest readings were over the thin 


carbonaceous shale bed, which overlies SS No. 2, where values of 


0.035 to 0.050 Mr/hr (background 0.005 to 0.01 Mr/hr) were obtained. 


In two other places the calcareous sandstones of SS No. 3 were very

	 slightly radioactive, giving values of approximately 2X background.
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The AEC, which core-drilled a deep hole .(AEC D.H. No. 100) in the north-


west corner of claim no. 6 (fig. 3), found only slight radioactivity, 


14.0 feet below the surface in the carbonaceous shale, and 266 feet 


below the surface in the Lakota formation. The applicant has also 


done considerable drilling on the property but failed to keep any 


record of the work. 


Chips of the strongest radioactive material from the thin carbon-


aceous shale chemically analyzed 0.095 percent U308. 


The Western Uranium Company and the Sodak Uranium and Mining Com-


pany operate two small open-pit mines 2 and 2-1/2 miles, respectively, 


south of the Black Vein claims. Both mines are producing black-type 


uranium ore from the vicinity of the carbonaceous shale bed in the 


upper part of the Fall River formation. However, in these cases, the 


carbonaceous shale has apparently thickened, from the exposures observed 


to the north, to a bed, or series of beds, up to 8 feet thick. No ore 


control, other than this stratigraphic thickening, is known. 


White Cloud, Marion, and. Luckey claim 


The consolidated rocks, exposed on the White Cloud, Marion, and 


Luckey claim groups in Pennington County, South Dakota, consist of meta-


morphic and sedimentary rocks ranging in age from Precambrian to Miss-


issippian. The Paleozoic sedimentary rocks are essentially flat-lying; 


the Precambrian metamorphic rocks, unconformably underlying the Paleozoic 


rocks, are a series of tightly folded schists and quartzites.

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The applicant's principal interest in these claim groups is in 


the Cambrian Deadwood formation, where a few very minor radioactivity 


anomalies have, been found. The Deadwood formation, which directly 


overlies the truncated Precambrian rocks is, in the area examined, 


a marine-beach deposit consisting of a lower conglomeratic section, 


14-5 feet thick, and an upper coarse sandstone section approximately 


14-0 feet thick. The rocks are characteristically yellow-brown to brown, 


with the exception of the very top of the formation where a thin, 


glauconitic greenish shale is usually present. Rounded pebbles in the 


conglomerate are usually quartz, although many metamorphic rocks were 


observed. Overlying the Deadwood formation is a thick ,series of massive 


Mississippian limestone beds of the Pahasapa and Englevood formations 


.


No structures, either folded or faulted, were observed in the 


Paleozoic sedimentary rocks. 


Scintillometer examinations were made in a number of small pits, 


in both the sandstone and conglomerate, where, according to the ap-. 


plicant, high radioactivity was present. The highest the writers 


could find was 0.025 Mr/hr (background 0.007 Mr/hr) in a pit in White 


Cloud No. 1. In two pits in the Marion claim group some very slight 


radioactivity (2X background) was noted. During the course of the

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the application did. not come from the subject property, but from 


claims in the Deadwood formation, over a mile distant. It was the 


applicant's contention that similar material might also underly the 


subject property and apparently there was no hesitation in forwarding 


the analytical results. The applicant also has done considerable 


drilling on this property, but again has keitno record of the work. 


The radioactivity is probably due to limited concentrations of 


uranium-a.nd thorium-bearing minerals in beach sands derived from the 


old Precambrian land mass and deposited during Cambrian time in the 


Deadwood formation. The deposits on the subject property and. in similar 


type occurrences throughout the Black Hills are not, at the present 


time, economically significant. 


PRESENT STATUS 


No equipment or improvements were seen on either of the claim 


groups. The applicant is reported to own a truck-mounted foy hydraulic 


rotary core drill and a water truck, both being 1952 models. 


APPLICANTS PROPOSAL AND COST ESTIMATE 


The applicant makes no specific proposal as to work division be-


tween the subject properties. Holes, drifts, and bulldozer cuts in-


dicated on the applicant' s claim map are only approximate as to location. 


Many of the indicated holes are on end lines or side lines of claims 


that are not contiguous with other company property.

it is concluded that an exploration program would not disclose 


commercial uranium mineralization on either of the two properties due 


to the following reasons: 


1. In the Black Vein claim group the radioactive carbonaceous 


shale, which is apparently closely associated with uranium inineraliza-


tion in two mines 2 miles distant, is very thin. 


2. A representative sample of this carbonaceous shale, taken 


from the area of strongest radioactivity, chemically analyzed only 


0.095 percent U308.

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• 3 . Holes drilled by the applicant and the AEC on the Black Vein 


claims failed to disclose any significant radioactivity. 


1i. The presence of a small anticlinal or domal structure on 


the Black Vein claims does not enhance the uranium potential of the 


property.


5. In the White Cloud, Marion, and Luckey claim groups only a 


few very weak radioactivity anomalies were observed. The strongest 


anomaly gave 0.025 Mr/hr against a background of approximately 0.005 - 


0.01 Mr/hr. 


6. The weak radioactivity is probably due to the scattered 


concentration of uranium- and thorium-bearing minerals in beach sands 


of the Deadwood formation. No economically significant deposits of 


this type are known to occur in the Black Hills. 


It is recommended that the application for DMEA assistance be 


denied.

3. In reply to your questions No. 1: 


On the previous map that we sent you the names of the claims were 
not the same as they appear on the certifiaate of notice. They are 
corrected on the enclosed maps. The names on the location certificates 
are correct. It would be best to use the new maps and not the original 
ones. 


In reply to question No. 2:
\ 


a. The mineralized exposure on the White Cloud Claims is shown by the 
dashed .line with the main outcrops shown where high radio activity 
was found. On the Black Vêii Claims the mineralization is not 
continuously exposed but it does outcrop at the locations shown 
on the map. 


b. The certicates of analysis were taken from the mineralized ex-
posures on the claims. 


c. The maps show in some detail the location of the proposed drill 
holes, where the drifts are to be made, proposed excavations and 
where the major trails are to be built in order to complete the 
exploration work. Some changes in the location of the proposed 
work will probably be necessary but the major work will be done 
as shown on the map. It is planned that the drill holes will be 
drilled in a pattern, spacing them about 600 feet apart on the 
start. If a good showing is found in a certain area then closer 
spacing will be used to locate the ore body. You will notice on 
the map we have shown areas where we propose to drill a group of 
holes.
