Box 86,V
Colorado Springs, Coloradé, appiied to the Defense Minerals Exploration
Administration for aid in exploration'of the Standen-Ta&lor, DePue, and
Metal Oxide Leases, in sections 25, 26, 27, and 35, T. 7 S., R. 2 E.,
Fall River County, South Dakota. The property comprises a group of 37
mostly contiguoﬁs, ﬁnpatented claims or about T4O acres.

The applicant proposed an exploration drilling program that consisted
of three stages. The first and second stages comprise 55 plug bit holes;

." program is 19,140 feet, and the estimated cost is $33,356.00.

The program is designed to explore the Lakota formation, and espe-

.j cially the lower sandstone interval of the Lakota. A number of AEC drill

holes have been put_down through Lekota in the vicinity of the claims,
but the company has not drilled through Lakota on the Qfoperty.

At the'present time no mining is in progress on the property. There
is some past pioduction but it was confined to the exposed Fallzgiver
formation.

The approximate center of the property
is 10.5 miles by road slightly west of north of Edgemont, South Dakota,
the nearest sizable community. To reach the property from Edgemont go

In section 35 the Standen-Taylor
lease area slopes gently to the southwest, the southwest corner having
an altitude of 3,830 feet and the northwest corner 4,030 feet. There
are no outstanding topographic features on the property other than the
draws that cut south and southwest through the cla}ms.

A small amount of timber, mainly ponderosa pine, is found on the
property mainly along the draws. Most of the timber is small and knotty
and appears unfit for mine use. The flats and mesas are well covered
with grasses and some cacti. A small stock pond is on fhe Standen-Taylor
lease but this pond could not supply water steadily for drilling or small
mine use; however, water could be hauled from other nearby ponds or wells.
Electric power is not available. Gasoline or diesel driven equipment
is used for drilling and mining.

The climate is typical of the north-central plains states. Summers
are moderate; however, the winters are sometimes severe, and temperatures
drop to well below O degrees for short periods. The low temperature

with snow and wind can make outside operations difficudt.or impractical

for such short periods.

The applicant holds the subject property under assignments of
lease agreements from Giant Resources, Inc., a Nevada Corporation, and
Golden Cycle Corp., a Colorado corporation; and from Giant Resources,
Inc., which held the property under an assignment of the leases from
Edgemont Mining and Uranium Co., Inc., and A. Ludwig and E. J. Brackmon
of Edgemont, South Dakota.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The Virginia C group and the Goof Off and South View-Valley View
claims were some of the first claims located and worked in the Edgemont
mining district. The Virginia\g group of claims, owned by Edgemont
Mining Co., was the largest producer in the district during the first
year or two of mining. All mines now have ceased to operate. The prop-
erty as a whole produced about 6,@90 tons of ore that averaged O:EHS
.percent U308. The South View-Valley View claims were exploratory drilled |
through Fall River formation only in 1953 under a DMEA contract to Oxide b
Metals Corp., a subsidiary of Miﬁing Research Corp. (DMEA contract
Idm-E 580). The records show that production from the property amounted
to 67.2 tons of ore that averaged 0.34 percent U308; however, it is re-
ported that about 120 tons were shipped. Production of ore from the
Standen-Taylor lease (N3, sec.}35) was 1,307.1 tons with a grade of 0.235

percent U308. A1l prodiiction was'from the Fall River formation.
PRESENT STATUS

The property is not being worked at present.





GEOLOGY

The Giant Cycle Corporation Bear Lodge property is situated at the
southern end of the Black Hills domal uplift, on the western flank where
a thick section of sedimentary rock units ranging in age from Cambrian
to Tertiary dip southwestward away from the crystalline core.

The principal consolidated rocks exposed on the property consist of
a series of lower Cretaceous sedimentary formations that are known col-
lectively as the Inyan Kara group. This group which forms some of the
pronounced outer peripheral hogbacks to the Central Black Hills, contains
the majority of the known uranium ore deposits of both the southern and

northern Black Hills. The Inyan Kara group overlies the Jurassic Morri-

P

son formation, and in the area of the property forms a belt of outcrop
about 5 miles wide, covered to the west by overlying Skull Creek shale. \
Locally thin deposits of Tertiary White River formation and Quaternary
gravels and alluvium cover the Cretaceous rocks.

The Inyan Kara group of the lower Cretaceous stratigraphic interval
is now divided into two formations--the Fall River and the Lakota. The
Fall River or the uppermost formation of the group is about 150 feet
thick and consists predominantly of fine-grained sandstone interbedded
carbonaceous sandstone and mudstone, and thin mudstone beds. The Lakota
formation, which now includes the Fuson mudstone formation and the thin

discontinuous Minnewaste limestone of Darton, is 200 to 300 feet thick

end is a series of thick fluvial sandstones and mudstones. Interfingering





of the different rock types within the formation is common, and the
litholqgic sequence changes from place to place throughout the area.

Mapping by the USGS in the Southern Black Hills shows that several
channel sandstone units of both the Lakota and Fall River formations
are extensive. These sandstone units have been numbered from 5, to S5.
Sandstones Sy througﬁ Su are in Lakota; S5 is in lower Fall River. Of
these extensive sand units only S, S3 (lower Lakota), Sy, (upper Lakota),
and 85 are present in the vicinity of the property (Edgemont NE quad- |
rangle). The S, sandstone in the Edgemont NE quadrangle fills a broad
northwest-trending channel and ranges from 0-250 feet thick along the
axis of the channel. However, thicknesses of 200-250 feet are consist-
ent. The unit is generally not cemented but calcite and silica does
cement sand grains locally.

The S3 sandstone is a white massive fine-grained sandstone that can
be recognized generally because of its golor and lack of bedding. It
varies from 75 feet to 300 feet in thickness within the quadrangle, but
is probably absent generally west of Craven Canyon which runs northwest-
ward across the center of the quadrangle east of the property. Of the
three Lakota sands, the uppermost Sh is most notable because it contains
the Gould and Runge mines. Su sandstone fills in irreguiarities on a
pre-Fall River surface and reaches a maximum thickness of 150 feet along
a narrow northwest-trending channel. Sh is a crossbedded, fine- to

coarse-grained unit, light yellow to gray, and calcareous at places.
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. Sandstone 85 of lower Fall River is a micaceous wideSpreadlsand-
stone that is as much as 100 feet thick. This sandstone at places con-
tains abundant silica cement.

Structure in the sedimentary rocks of the Edgemont NE quadrangle is
simple. The beds dip generally 2-4 degrees to the southwest, away from
the Black Hills domal uplift. Dips on a west-dipping monocline in the
southeast part of the quadrangle has a maximum of 20 degrees. A small
pre-Inyan Kara dome is present in the southwest part of @he quadrangle

and several faults of minor displacement are noticeable.

APPLICANT'S PROGRAM

The program proposed by the apblicant consists of three stages of
drilling; Stage I to be the primary or grid drilling; Stage II, offset
drilling around mineralized Stage I holes; and Stage III, core drilling
for establishing the ratio between radiometric probe and chgmical assay
results. Some bulldozer work for the preparation of drill sites and
access roads to the sites is proposed.

recommended .
CONCLUSIONS ANDrRECOMMENDATIONSV/

The examining team concludes that the Giant Cycle Corporation prop-
erties, DePue, Standen-Taylor, and Metal Oxide leases, do not warrant
deep drilling exploration through the Lakota. It would appear from avail-.
able geologic and existing exploratory data that the properties are not v
located properly with respect to ény geologic feature of the Inyan Kara -
group to constitute a target. The S, sandstone of the 10werﬁ£akota is
graduallx;phinning westward from Craven Canyon to the property site, but [
the abrupt changes in thickness of this unit that in other places are
good drilling targets lie easﬁward of the property. The Sh sandstone of
upper Lakota that in other places to the southeast contains large uranium
deposits, has been drilled in the vicinity and on the property, and ap-
pears to have generally the wrongasharacteristics for an ore-bearing host
rock.

The examining team recommends that the applicant's request for assist-
ance in exploring by drilling the Lakota interval on the said property

be denied.
