supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7) —MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions ., accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the, Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciatio , n, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales

(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment . con-tributes - to costs and -such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article:@. 8. See Article 13 and Annex II,, 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation'to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating' to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any " other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shal1'be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit - Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during,^the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


M Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering -all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requireme?tts.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such ' with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records,'or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.— (a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment., at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indi--ate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the. Government a royalty on all minerals mined or

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
,(Including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
told (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of Aelivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying, to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at tfie "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it.1s extracted from the ground

(d) Unsold production. If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or.equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment.

ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.— (a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 


as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be -6ee 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to ' winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph " (b) " is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any nofice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 


such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may.be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to ^any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its

SPECIAL AGREEMENT CONCERNING LAND

Pp 
New Jersey Zinc did a little drilling in the area ., before dropping 
the options.

5. Excerpts from Cperator's Final Report: 


The Puncheon Camp Creek area explored under this contract 
lies in the Copper Ridge zinc district along Tennessee.- 
Highway 131.^ five miles southwest of Thorn Hill, and 
about 12 miles southwest of the area drilled under Contract 
Idm-E1176 (DmEA 4850) by New Jersey Zinc Company. 


The area is underlain by Ordovici4 Chicamaugd limestone and 
the Mascot, Kingsport ., and Longview dolomite formations in 
dec'ending order. The potential zinc (sphalerite) bearing 
horizons are in the Kingsport formation which is divided into

Drilling to intersect an extension of this mineraliza-
tion was not successful. The other holes were barren 
or indicated minor zinc mineralization. However ., these 
holes are so widely spaced it is possible that they 
could have missed other ore bodies that might occur in 
the project area.

Results to date have been encouraging ., but it is doubtful 
if they would support certification of discov^ery at this tiia. We 
think there is a reasonable probability that completion of the 
project would result in a discovery* 


Progress has been slow on this project because the 
Operator,, in common with other Operators of zinc-lead contracts., 
has had to cut costs and reduce staff. We agree i-rith Nr. 1B.11's 
proposal to proceed slowly enough to allow careful determination_ 
of each drill site on the basis of previously completed holes; 
however, we do think that tvyo_O#U rigs ., operating in separate 
parts of the area,, would not be inconsistent with sach ,& program.

-twenty-seven holes drilled on the Green-Dalton fam, eleven have penetrated 


"^^ 'Q^"commercial mineralization, twelve non-commercial mineralization ., and four 


holes were blank, This indicates that 85% of the area drilled is mineral-


ized, and 40% of the area contains commercial mineralization, Ore pene-


tration thicknesses range from 8J feet to 36 feet, averaging 15 feet. The 


average grade is 3 * 08^ zinc. It is our opinion that further drilling in 


this area will reveal a similar amount of mineralization. 


The area east of where we are presently drilling (Stapleton farm and 


vicinity) has a great deal of potential. We recently obtained. from New 


Jersey Zinc Company the drill logs of the holes they had drilled on the Staple-


ton farm. This information, coupled with our previous knowledge of the geo-


chemistry and geology will be of a great benefit in the exploration of this 


area.


Drilling by. National Lead Company on the west end of the project dis-


closed the presence of zinc mineralization in the vicinity of the "Elvin 


Jackson" , anomaly.

Our present rate of drilling (1500 feet per month) has proved to be 


very satisfactory to us. This allows us ample time to study each hole in 


detail and to fit it into the pattern. Rather than "plaster" the area 


with needless holes, as is usually the case with an intense drilling program., 


we would rather carefully study the previous drilling results before select-


ing the next drilling site. In our opinion, this approach increases the 


odds for a successful exploration program. 


In summary, by June 30, 1959, we will have drilled approximately 30,000 


feet of the 50,000 feet of the Puncheon Camp Creek contract. To date, it is 


our opinion that the program has been successful, but further drilling is 


necessary to test the areas adjacent to where we have been drilling. We 


feel that it is to our advantage as well as the government t s to continue the 


present program, 


By continuing the present rate of drilling, we should complete the pro-


gram by June 1960. We are requesting that the expiration date of the con-


tract be extended for an additional year to June 1960.

Enclosed are the original and ti-io copies of a letter from 
the Operator, discussing the need for a modification of the drilli 
pattern at Puncheon Camp Creek. 


On May 6. we requested an amendment, authorizing drilling 
on strike fences with minimum hole spacing of 100 feet. Because of 
the long delays which had occurred under Nation—al Lead,, the present 
Operator was anxious to get started and, vith our approval v drilled 
Hole GD-46 as the start of a new'strike fence wiih-out waiting for 
the amendment (understanding that ­piyment could not be made if the 
amendment should not be approved)., 


Hole GD-6 was a "shins" hole ., and study of this core by 
the Operator's geologists indicated GD-7 to be the best location to 
attempt to determine the rake of the orebody,, since GD-6 indicated 
it did not rake Southwesterly, as previously supposed, GD-7 was an 
ore hole, but core recovery was poor in the ore zone ., and the con. 
tractor (at its cnm expense) redrilled it at GD-7a ., 10 feet east of 
GD-7-, GD-7a i-ras an even better ore hole ., having over 200 feet of 
mineralized rock including several runs of ore grade and thickness. 
The Operator now postulated a southeasterly rake, and drilled GD-8. 
-which turned out to be a shine hole. They next want to drill holes 
along strike to the northeast., 200 feet east of CW-6 and GD-7. We 
are in agreement vdth the Operatorts reasoning on this, and consider 
the holes to be justified ,, although GD-6 was the only one of the 
westerly group of holes which we actually approved in advance. Once 
the trend or rake of the ore shoot is determined, a i-rider spacing 
can be used.

As pointed out in our memorandum on DMA-4153 (New Jersey 


Zinc Company) s the restriction of holes to 100-foot s^acing on dip p 
and strike fences which may not be closer than 400 feet,, makes it 
quite difficult to explore an ore shoot of the type we encounter in 
many of the Copper Ridge prospects. The Thorn Hill contract 
(DMEA-4422) is worded to provide the required flexibility to meet 
these conditions. It says ,, simply that "the hole locations shown 
on the map may be changed by the Operator in the light of results 
obtained as the work progresses ,. if such change is approved in 
advance by the Government. The locations i inclinations and depths 
of all holes shall be subject to prior Goverment approval," If 
possible, we would like to see this sort of flexibility restored to 
this and other Copper Ridge contracts. Also ., we would like your 
opinion as to whether holes GD-7 and GD-8 and holes 200 feet east 
of these should be paid for. GD-6 was 553 feet deep, GD-7 was 557 ' 
feet deep. GD-7 was drilled to a lower stratigraphic zone because 
it kept encountering ore in the Longview formation., hence it was as 
deep as GD-6 even though it collared up-dip from it. GD-8 was 
somewhat shallower. Holes on strike from GD-7 and GD-8 should have 
about the same depths.

Enclosed is a map showing the locations of hoie's that we have drilled 
on the Green—Dalton farm and the adjacent Stapleton farm. 


As you can see from the map s we have drilled several holes off of the 
pattern that was recommended in the original contract. After consider-
able drilling in the Puncheon Camp Creek area and many other areas, 
both DNEA and company projects, we came to the conclusion that the 
rake of the orebodies in the Copper Ridge District varied from area to 
afea and consequentlyt the initial-pahterns might have to be altered 
if the project was to be successful. In one area ., where dip fences 
would intersect most sizeable ore "shoots". the initial drilling 
pattern might be fine * In another area p where the ore shoots rake 
steeply down dip, widely spaced dip fences might entirely miss rela-
tively large orebodies. If the latter situation proved to be true at 
Puncheon Camp Creek ., this would alter an entire program. 


With this in mind,, we decided that we would have to take a 
-_ 
fence on which 


we had found ore and drill around it until we had some idea of the rake. 
Then we coula move a considerable distance away from the body and in-
tersect it with fewer holes. 


To date we have drilled three (3) holes: GD-6 ., GD-7 ., and GD-8 ., on the 
west side of the fence. We are now drilling a hole east of the fence 
and opposite GD-6. When we have determined the rake ., we plan to move 
the prescribed distance from the body and attempt to intersect it.

The purpose of this memorandum on the subject project is 
similar to that of this same date on DPEA-4422--to point up certain 
problems and request possible action for their ^Llleviation, 


1) The contract on the subject project was effective 
Play 20 .1 1957., drilling started on July 1T, 1957, and is scheduled 
for completion on November 20 ., 1958. The rate of progress was 
predicated on the use of four drill rigs on a 3-shift per day basis. 
To date approximtely only 25 percent of the drilling footage 
(12 p_000 foet of_50.,,,^gg f qt) , has been used and the project period 
J.s past its Mid-point. Since the start of drilling in July a mmcul= 
of only two drills has been used at any one tirm,, both on a 2-shift 
per day rate. However ,, the Wo drills were operating concurrently 
only about h-alf the tims. Since about the first of the year only 
one drill has been operating, . It is at once obvious that the present 
rate of drilling , or even the return to the rate of two or even four 
drills will not permit the completion of 50.,000 feet in the allotted 
time*


2) The slowness in the rate of drilling seems to derive 
from a reluctance on the part of the Operator to engage in more 
aggressive exploraticn. This lack of aggressiveness is due chiefly 
to the direct dependence for decisions on precise locations of new 
hole-sites upon an absentee consultant residing and working in 
California, As indicated in the memorandum on U-MA-4422,, C. D. Hulin,, 
the consiLltant ,, visits the projects only infrequently and when con-
tacted by phone will frequently delay the naming of locations which







at times requires the placement of drills and crews on standby. The 
local representatives of th-s Operator have no authority T-Thatsoe'ver 
to locate holes even when it is obvious that a standard offset of 
100 or 200 feet in a fence is what is needed. 


3) To date only one rather indefinitive hole has been 
completed on the Stapleton tract at the northeastern end of the project 
area. You may recall that the original option on this property was 
due to expire on November 2,, 1957. When this option was extended to 
November 2 ,, 1958., one of the original plans for the project was to 
concentrate at least a part of the initial drilling in the area of the 
Stapleton tract in order that sufficient data would be available for 
the Operator to make an early decision on the tract. The one hole 
drilled on the Stapleton property was done before Hulin submitted his 
project plan calling for a concentration of effort to the southwest* 
Although there is sufficient time in the contract to drill out the 
Stapleton area as well as complete the whole 50,,000 feet ., there is no 
indication that work on the Stapleton tract is planned or that the 
rate of drilling T-rill be speeded upe, If this situation is allowed 
to continue, it is obvious that the Operator will have to request a 
time extension to complete the drilling,..and T-rill then be faced with 
insufficient data on the Stapleton property before expiration of the 
option,


In conclusion it is apparent that the major difficUties on 
this project ., as T-rith the other National Lead DFEA projects in this 
district, develop chiefly because day-today control 'of the project is 
handled at a distance rather than residing in an on-site project chief 
concerned only vith local affairs. Plans frequently amit long distance 
decision that many times are not in accord with the opinion of the 
local representatives more familiair i-,dth the technical.pz^oblems of the 
project as x,,Tell as with the nature and operations of DkWA contracts, 
In addition, there is again the tendency of the Operator ., chiefly his 
New York offical"'to consider seriously that the commencement and 
completion dates4"d in a contract are'of any significance, 


The Operator should be requested to submit a revised 
schedule of completion of the project, with justification. We would not 
Tiant to insitt upon completion of the entire remainin g,, 38,000 feet in 
the next six months ,, but we do think a revised completion date should be 
set now ., in order to permit an orderly scheduling of the remaining 
drilling ., and we do think that the drilling on the Stapleton tract 
should be completed at least two months before expiration of the option 
(November 2) because of the possibility that the Stapleton family may 
refuse to extend it. Past experience indicates that it would do no 
good for us to present this request to the Operatogr', local field, office.

The portion of the Puncheon Camp leases upon which attention is now 
centered is represented by an area which is bounded on the southwest by 
a fault striking about N 150 W which crosses the GP base line in the vic-
inity of GP section 3 ., and bounded on the northeast by a second fault 
striking about N 600 W which crosses the GP base line in the vicinity of 
a point some 300 feet east of GP section 8. The wedge or block of ground 
'between these faults has been displaced to the northwest (relative movement), 
The outcrop of the Kingsport Formation between these limiting faults is wen 
marked by geochemical. anomalies. 


Cutting across the wedge of ground referred to above there occurs an 
Jmportant zone of strike faulting and shearing. On the ground this zone 
tf strikes faulting is visibly expressed in the topography and it is like..

In addition there is evidence for a somewhat widely spaced series of 
minor oblique faults or fissures which are weakly expressed in the topog-
raphy. These oblique faults strike roughly east-west and occur north of 
the zone of strike faulting, merging with that zone in the area eastward 
from GP section 7.

On GP section 7., drill holes MG-5 and MG-4 penetrate the,%one of strike - - 
faulting. Both holes are to be regarded as good prospect holes showing app-
reciable zinc mineralization and pyritization. Holes MG-1 ., MG-2 and MG-3 
are north of the zone of strike faulting but are in the area where a number 
of oblique faults and fissures occur. Each of these holes shows minor zinc 
mineralization and pyrite ., with the best showing being in hole MG-1 which 
is closest to the zone of strike faultine. 


On GF section 5 the zone of strike faulting is penetrated by holes CO-2 
and CO-4. Holes CO-1 and CO-2 in and south of the zone of strike faulting 
showed traces of zinc in the Mascot while hole CO-4 logged abundant pyrit-
ization. Holes CO-3 and CO-5 (log of CO-5 not yet received) are relatively 
"dry" holes with no zinc. These holes are north of the zone of strike 
faulting and well south of the southernmost oblique fault. In contrast 
hole CO-6 (log not yet received) which is close . to the southernmost obli-
que fault is showing some zinc. 


In the initial stage of drilling in the Puncheon Camp area the effort is 
being made to locate the test holes on geophysical sections .. this in order 
to obtain bome correlation between the drilling results and the geophysical 
work, 


The two holes on GP section 8 as proposed herein are planned to penetrate 
the zone of strike faulting * In that sense they are to be compared to holes 
MG-4 and NG-5., but are more favorably located in terms of structure than the 
MG holes in that the holes on section 8 will test a portion- of the zone of 
strike faulting within which oblique faults and fissures come in from the 
west. Moreover a minor flexure in the beds occur in the vicinity of sect-
ion 8 which may have had a favorable effect on the ground preparation requ-
isite to mineralization. The holes on section 8 are located about 500 feet 
from the fault which bounds on the northeast the wedge shaped area on which 
interest now centers. This fault may likewise have had an effect on favor-
able ground preparation. GP section 9 lies beyond this fault. 


The two holes on GP section 3 as proposed herein are again planned to 
penetrate the zone of strike faulting, and this at a location close to the 
fault (150 to 200 feet) which bounds the wedge shaped area on the southwest. 
Ih the immediate area penetrated by these holes there is also indicated a 
ninor flexure of the beds which may represdnt a favorable influence. 


In the area discussed in this memorandum the holes which hate been drilled 
have collectively given a rather clear picture of the structural associations 
favored by the zinc mineralization. Based upon this it is believed that the 
holes proposed herein as well as holes which may be planned in the future can 
be rather closely limited to locations which are potentially favorable, thus 
greatly increasing the chance of success in the drilling program.

The purpose of this form is 


twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 


statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 


furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more , important 


phases of operation on which permanent information is-desired have.been outlined in the 


form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 


reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 


costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 


which are not to be distributed by the Operator. !: These three items are: "Operating Equip-


ment Purch^sed", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-


ments, etc." The reason for pot distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 


clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 


month or period short of the entire contract pe6od.

if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 


filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 


usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract, A space for remarks has been provided for 


the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 


disproportionate unit costs.

ases of the project by the Washington Office of D-MEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last , two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for^remarks has been provided for 


the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 


disproportionate unit costs.

(b)Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c)Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in working g. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


. The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word

logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation'of Form MF-104-0perator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled ih by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

The purpose of th is form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising e , Dgine .ers and other administrators with 
statistical Information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 


furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 


phases of operation on which permanent informati"n is desired have'been outlined in the 10 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those 'Unusual phases which may need to* be

reported for a particular project. It will be necessar for the Operator to distribute his j,	 y 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 


which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-


ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs" , and "New Buildings, Improve-
Tents, etc."" The reason for not distributing these items on a Vionthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution mig "̂t well overstate the cost for any one 
month or p4iod short of the entire'c6ntract period]' 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 


cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form NIF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as, reported on Form M"F-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 


costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 


to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 


that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 


on the basis of time spent on the various, phases, ^'on man days of labor charged to such 


phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita.- 


tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns -hea"ded "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to , any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT , OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the^ Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b)Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
.progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be-sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February - 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item"(2) include labor, supervisi 
i 
on and technical 


services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project . other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


Jhird party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-


^ , tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtul-es, 
1 and equipment. These costs, therefore* should not be reported 
, under items (2) and'(3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under k6ms 
^(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
,'payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
,Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
,should be reported under item (7). The share paid by. 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included

Item (8) includes any -unforeseen costs not included in the

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a)Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly R ort and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures anX consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and-ass^ys 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are. to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator 'should be prepared in 
an original and four dopies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
th^ form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200.(Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do, not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
, paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
J,ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 


, expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
^'tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
:tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
,,services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
^tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
, and equipment. - These costs, therefore, should not be reportea 
,
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
!!materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new. 
,buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under it^ms 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

The purpose of this form is 


twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervisin^ engineers and other administrators with 9 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 


furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 


phases of operation on which permanent information is-desired have been outlined in the 


form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 


reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 


costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 


which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-


ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs",. and "New Buildings, Improve-


ments, etc.", The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 


clear to the Operator, since such disVibution might well overstate the cost for any one 


month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in With Form MF--104 for both monthly and 


cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form XTF-104A for each month should equal 


the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form' MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 


Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 


costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 


td be distrib*uted over several phases, 'such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 


that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 


on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of- labor charged to such 


phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-


tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 


several phases of the project by the WashiDgton Office of DMEA at the close of the project 


if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract"' will be 


filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 


usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. space'for remarks has been provided for 


the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual'circums.tantces'eausing excessive or 


disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.-L-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b)Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, t work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form r9F0-r200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor ' supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made forrenting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditure's due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Dep Tecia-
tion'^. 


Item (5) ^comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
andequipmei nt. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items,(2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fix6d improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability - insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under ^ item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item	 as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other Aven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit "of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of e pment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. Yni these 
casels the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.— 
Only the original of Form MF-104 is requirea to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus Qupported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
0 erator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
01104 by deleting as stated above'the word " Independent" 
and by showing; the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscuttitig, drifting, etc., and giving the " Monthly 
Total" amount , due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns 6hould also be filled in.

phases, or on some other equitable -basis. "Operating Equip m"ent", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.",' will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR. 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is, 


required to make a monthly report to the Goyernment;^ 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-', 
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b)Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties, encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
.should be filldd in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952) 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract.	 k 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


N. 
Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 


used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three-types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion ) of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion '.	 - 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under it6ms 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensat ' ion which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under- item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of ayrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive.

Such distributions should be made 


on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 


phases, or on some other equitable basis. ', "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-


tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washing"toh Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information' is found in the contract.

A space for remarks -has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causin g excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The purpose of this form is 


twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 


statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 


furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 


phases of operation on which permanent information is-desired have been ' outlined in the 


form. There are blank lines, howevef, for,those unusual phases which may need to be 


reported for a particular project. It will b^e: necessary for the Operator to distribute his 


costs among the applicable phases reported ^w.ith the exception of three items the costs of 


which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-


ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-


ments, etc." The reason for not distributin" these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 


clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 


month or period short of the entire contract period.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 


places on Form 104A should be filled in by thq Operator. The purpose of th . is form is 


twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical Information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 


furnish more permanent information on mining cos ; ts for future use. The more important 


phases of operation on which permanent information is-desired have been outlined in the 


form. There are blank lines, howevoi-, for those unusual phases which. may need to be 


reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 


costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 


which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased" "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-p 
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a , monthly basis is doubtless 


clear to the Operator, since such distribution migbt well overstate the cost for 'any one 


month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 


cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 


the monthly "Total Costs" ass reported on Form ^TF­ 104. This is also true of the "Total 


Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be ne^essary frequently to distribute certain 


costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 


to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 


that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 


on the basis of time spent on the various phases, , on man days of labor charged to such 


phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-


tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 


several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 


if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A^,space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 


disproportionate unit costs.
