Application was originelly denied on basis of information
submitted with docket meterial plus some telephoned investigations made
by the Executive Officer, IMA Field Teeme. Applicent appealed the denial,
end requested that his application be referred to Mr. W. L. DeCarbonel
of the Bureau of Mines who exemined the property efter the original
denial was mades.

Although Mr. deCarbonel has resigned from the Bureau, he
left a short memorandum on the property stating thet the probable quan-
tities or quelity of sny ore that could be discovered by further explore-
tion 28 extremely doubtful. This appreisel wes confirmed in a telephone
call made to him by Mr. Knox of the DMA Field Team offices.

In addition, a more detailed report by We De McMillan of the
Bureau of Mines, based on examinations made in 1946 and 1947, has been
consulted. This report shows that the ore is a mixture of lead carbonate
end barite thet would require flotetion for seperstion. There is an
indicated reserve of 6,400 tons of 7% lead on the dump. An additionel
inferred tonnage of 30,000 tons of 7% lead is based on the assumption
that edditional smell deposits, similar in size to the 2,100 tons
shipped (before 1900) from this property, could be fownd if enough
exploration were done in the block of favorable ground. This tonnage
is too small to justify a flotation mill. None of the field reports
mention any copper or zinc in the deposit, though some zinc cerbonate
is present in another prospect near the one proposed for exploration.

The field teem recommends re-denial of the application and
‘the Lead Zine Brench oconcurs with this recommendetion.

While de Carbonel of the Bureau of Mines, Rolla, Missouri was in
Southwest Texas last month assigned to a DMA field referral on Docket 1638X
which was fully examined and denied, he also made casual visits to numerous
adjacent mines and prospects and filed brief Summary Mineral Reports and
memoranda concerning the present status of each in the Bureau's Rolla office.
Those visits included the mine on the above subject docket, but did not consti-
tute formal examinations since he merely recorded rather hurried observations.
Unfortunately de Carbonel then resigned from the Bureau and DMA, so I referred
the docket to L. T+ McElvenny, acting executive, DMA Field Team, Region VI,

Box 136, Rolla, Missouri where the requested information was filed.

McElvenny returned the above subject docket along with the attached
copies of de Carbonel's memorandum and a copy of a more comprehensive exami-
nation report by We D. McMillan in 1947, then district engineer for the Bureau
of Mines in Texase. '

In addition to Dgvid Gallagher's denial of June 7, 1951, I also
recommend denial based more on McMillan's report than de Carbonel's memo-
randum. In a telephone conversation with de Carbonel on September 21, 1951,
he mentioned having reviewed McMillan's report when. preparing to make those
west TeXas examinations and inferred to me that he concurred with it and that

there had been little change in status since 1947.

Returned to you herewith is the file on the subject
docket 1089X and a copy of a report of an examination of the
property - by We De McMillan in December 1946. When McMillan
made his examination, the property was called "Julie" and was
owned by William Mossman of Pecos, Texase o

We Lo de Carbonel, accompanied by Re De Sample of the
UeS.G.S. and A. Po Williams of Van Horn, Texas, paid a very
casual visit to the mine on August 17, 1951, having been informed
that a large body of ore was being developeds A copy of his memo
report is attached.

In his report McMillan makes no mention of copper in
the ore and, in all probability, copper is not an important
element in the deposite

McMillan estimated the indicated reserves in the main
workings to be 6,400 tons and the inferred reserves to be 30,000
tons, all containing 7.0 percent lead in the form of cerussitee
He reoommended that two diamond drill holes be bored to prove the
existence of the inferred reserves.

My impression, gained from a study of the report, is
that the ore bodies are small; that flotation is required to
separate the lead carbonates from the barite; and that insufficient
ore could be found to justify constructing a mill. Most assuredly,
37,000 tons of ore would not repay the cost of a flotation mill,

You may use any or all of the attached information when
answering Tom Lyon's letter of September 8, 1951, It should be
pointed out to him that de Cyrbonel!s visit was only a casual one,
that he did not examine the mine or make a formal report on it,
and that you have based your findings on McMillan's reporte

Perhaps Mr. Melton would be satisfied with a few
diamond drill holes in place of his projected tunnele.

We were informed that the property
was developing a large body of ore, but on examining the various
scattered workings, found that most of the ore piled up at the
various portals is the result of dump sorting.

Ore is found in fracture zones in the overlying Hueco
limestone (Permian) in gossans and in barite gangues. The
probablility for extension of the ore into the underlying sand-
stone are fair, but the probable quantities or quality of ore
are extremely doubtful. The minerals are lead carbonates and
barite.

In this letter you state "There is no evidence or good reason
for the occurence of these metals 150 feet below the lead work-

-ings." In support of this conclusion you write "Lead does not

form a secondary zone of enrichment below leached outcrops'. This
is not universally true. Emmons in Principles of Economic Geology,
(1940) on page Y1l, points out "Some lead is transported, however,
for galena crystals have been found sitting in the eyes of picks

in reopened mines"., Bateman in Economic Mineral Deposits, (1942),
on pages 2W7, 249, 257, 261 and 260 offers evidence that Lead re-
deposits as a secondary mineral. He states on page 262 "The .
economie minerals redeposited within the zone of oxidation are
chiefly native metals, carbonates, silicates and oxides. Those of
greatest commercial value are...lead.... For the most part the ores
are deposited in the lower part of the zone of oxidation." The
actual assays from the winzes (pits) proves that by oxidation there
has been a transportation and concentration of lead at lower levels.
See the assay chart in my application. :

Of course, even if your statement were true, it would not be a valid
reason for refusing my application because 1 made no cdaim that there
was any secondary geposition of lead at this level. I mentioned only
copper.

You further refer to the development as "tunnelling at random",

which classification is wholly unjustified. As shown by the detailed
map in my application, the primary purpose of the tunnel is for the
purpose of drifting under, and running a mill-hole raise up to, known
deposits of ore on the dump and developed by the winzes (pits). This
is generally accepted by minigg men as the proper mining technique on
a hill such as this. The cutting of the fauly byx the'"random" tunnel
was listed as an extra possibility, with excellent chances for the
discovery of copper at the water table as pointed out by yourself.

Your final sentence to the effect that lead mineralization on the
fault could be more easily tested by less expensive "pitting", althogh
questionable, indicates that you did not observe from the map of the
0ld workings that four winzes (pits) had already been done, with
favorable results. See Assay Chart on values of ore taken from these
winzes (pits). :

The only conclusion which I can reach after a careful reading of
your letter is that my application was not properly studied, or was
incompetently analyzed. Otherwise, the above reasors would not have
been given as excuses for refusing my application.

Since the date of your letter, a representative of the Bureau of Mines,
Mr. W. deCarbonel, examining mining engineer and geologist has examined
this property. If you want an impartial opinion as the vaiue of the
property, please contact him about it. I will welcome a report by

the Bureau of Mines, and will go along with the Bureau on any program

of development which it desires to set up.

I will appreciate a reply within a reasonable time.

Even if we disregard the seemingly unfavorable geology and
assume that ore could be found by the proposed exploration, other factors,
as outlined below, suggest that the exploration would not be worth whilee

The ground is much faulted and mining might therefore be difficult
and expensives. '

Milling ore with the content indicated in the paragraph above
would be difficult. Failure to separate the barite, which appears to be
about as abundant as the ore minerals, would probably result in a penalty.
The proposed program would probably not discover sufficient tonnage to
justify the expense of erecting a mill to treat this difficult ore on the
propertye. The nearest custom mill is at Deming, New Mexico. It is doubt-
ful if this ore could stand the expense of over 200 miles of railroad
freight.

Marketing poses an even worse problem. So far as I can
ascertain, the A. S. & R. at E1 Paso would not want this type of ore
or concentrates. There may or may not be a market in Amarillo, Texas.
Bartlesville, Oklahoma might take the stuff for zinc but would probably
penalize the lead content. Coffeyville, Kansas and Fort Smith, Arkansas
are two other possible markets. The mine is so remote from all of these
possible markets that it seems likely that the freight charges would be
prohibitive. .

In conclusion, even if the ore was found, which seems unlikely,
and mined and milled, both of which would be difficult, the end result
would be a product for which there is no market near enough to make

Dear Mr. Melton,

I received your letter and card this morning and have:
been talking to the boys and trying to come to a conclusion.
First of all, I believe I can explain the malachite you '
found in the sample. The primary (original) ore undoubt-
edly carried both zinc, copper, iron, perhaps lead and
some others. Malachite like azurite 1s a secondary prod-
uct due to weathering, The gossen st#éill carries small
amounts of the metals that have not been thoroughly leach-
ed out. This does serve as a good indicater in what lles
below. It will probably be Zn,Cu, CB3. Thls can be elther
separate, a combined product, or a combination of the two.
The combination mineral is Aurichalcite; the separate min-
erals are azurite, malachite, hydrozincite, and smithson-
ite. You shall be able to recognize three or four of the
minerals in the cuttings. I'm hoping that they come up
for you.

Enough of this for now and to the immediate subject
at hand. Two of us say to drill in the place first decid-
ed upon. The others have good ideas, but time and the
monesy involved make then rather impractical now., One idea
is to run a plane tab2ge around the area and make a Geologilc
map of the mountain. I have several rsasons for rejecting
this plan at this time. Firstly it would taks 10 days to
two weeks to do it properly. Secondly it would then have
to have additional information from drill tests to supple-
ment it. Thirdly in any secondary deposit there is an
unknown factor that cant be figured. The minspal solution
follows the path of least resistance and that cant be
determined until the ore body is found. Another 1dea was
to strip off the mountain down the side of the hill where
the hydrozincite was found. This in itself is alright,
but 1t probably wouldn't lead to the ore body. When it
boils right down to it, there isn't much to go on. Now
my reasons for drilling in the first location., The hill
is slumped toward it throwihgnz the bedding planes at an
angle toward it. Any movement along the bedding planes
would tend to cause the bedding planes to slip and open
up along these planes. These planes could be channel ways
for the solutions. There is what I believe to be a fault
right to the east of this location. This fault if made
before the leaching would be a barrier for any further
movemsnt of the solutions. I will try to draw a plcturse
of what I'm trying to say. As for drilling at the west
end of ths mountain I'm not sure of it. There 1s a slump-
ing there also, but whether it would be mineralized or

.~ not I'm not ceztain., There is a possibility that 1t
‘could be a trap, or even carry ths original minsral, 18
the slumping took place before leaching and after mineral-
ization. However as I said Before, there isn't much to
go on except by drilling and trying to find the body.
Geologists are rsally only prospectors at heart with a
lot of doubtful information at hand. One of the best things

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to have is pra€tical experience, which I have very little
of. Thks sort of deposit we are looking for is one of the
hardest to locate because of so many uncertain quantities.
All of us say that it is one of the most interesting things
we have seen around here and one of the most difficult to
decipher., We are all pulling for you to hit it right smack
dead center. Unfortunately our education we are receiving
here can only take us so far. Really our opinion is but
very little better than yours. I am just hoping that you
in your prospacting wont make liars out of what people have
told us here at school. I guess this will about take care
of the answer you wanted, so drill away.
