The subject prospect was examined on August 16 by the
Field Team comprised of Donald MacLaren, representing the Geological
Survey (Denver Office), and myself, representing the Bureau of Mines,
accompanied by Mr. Francis K. Campbell, the Applicant's representa-
tive.

Sections 12 and 13, Block 10, Public School Lands of the
State of Texas, were presented in the application. The Applicant
holds Permits to Prospect on those two sections as well as several
other areas in Hudspeth County. This application proposes an
exploration project on a 3-acre area of the contact between the
Bliss sandstone and the underlying granitic basement rocks, about
1/l mile east of the line between sections 12 and 13. That area
is 1-1/2 miles east off the large No. 5 pumping station of the
El Paso Natural Gas Co., reached by traveling U, S. Highway 180
east 26 miles from El Paso and thence 12 miles southeasterly on a
graded desert road skirting the southwestern flank of the Hueco
mountain,

Summary, conclusions, and recommendations:

The outcrop of the contact is exposed across the area by
shallow bulldozer work in the prospect trenches and along the new
access road. The original discovery trench, designated as Hot Rock
No. 1 on the Applicantt!s Isorad map, was filled in somewhat by a
recent flood but the contact exposures, including that about 300
feet southeast where the most favorable-appearing sanples reportedly
had been taken, obviously do not indicate any probability for mak-
ing a significant discovery.

The Applicant's proposed great number of core drill holes,
drilling depths to as much as 100 feet, close grid pattern of drill
hole sites (never allowable on DMEA projects), 56 hours of addition-
al bulldozing (without any justification evidenced), and cost
estimates for engineering supervision, consulting services, and
sustenance, all appeared unrealistic.

I gained the impression that neither the Applicant nor
supervisor and consulting personnel q@signed to carry out the prop-
posed project work, have the necessary mining exploration experience
and background. I believe Mr. Campbell has been a successful oil
field operator and has done considerable uranium prospecting in the
past two years, both with the various conventional methods -and by
using new jeep-mounted electronic devices which he developed and
recently presented for patent after a great deal of research,
ingenuity, and expense. However, he did not claim to have had any
mining experience.

Therefore, I concur with MacLaren's recommendation in
his geologic exmaination report appended hereto, that this ap-
plication should be denied.

Other contemplated applications:

When informed by Mr. Campbell that preparation of a second
application was nearing completion in the Houston Office of the
Amicus 0il Co., the Field Team accompanied him in the late after-
noon of August 16 on an examination of that property, known as the
companyts Hot Rock No. 2 claims. They are about 80 miles southeast
' of El Paso, lying north of U, S, Highway 80, near Sierra Blanca,

or about five miles northwest of the town of Sierra Blanca. Only

a very little prospecting had been done there on a steep-dipping
sedimentary bed appearing to be black limestone, In attempting to
verify the Isorad map prepared by Mr. Campbell along that *black
outcrop, no appreciable radioactivity was detected by the Field Team
and on the basis if present indications there no exploration appear-
ed to be justifiable. -

I spent the forenoon of August 17 in E1 Paso discussing
with Mr. Campbell the various aspects of both the Applicant's

Rocks in the area in which it is proposed to eiplore are Precambrian
red granite and the unconformably overlying Bliss sandstone of Lower
Ordovicig.n age. The granite is medium-grained in texture, dull reddish
brown in color, and 1s composed essentially of quartz and feldspar. The
Bliss sandstone is medium- to coarse-grained with a conglomeratic zone
at the base. The sandstone strikes northwesterly and, near the granite
contact, dips 5° to 10° RE. It is about éoo feet thick.

Radiocactive anomg}ies.reported by the applicant are in the vicinity
of the granite-sandstone contact énd for the most part are low. Of
729 readings made by the applicant 676 are less than 0.2 MR/hr. Only
11 readings are more than 0.5 MR/hr. and all but ome of these are in
granite outcrops. The examiners endeavored to check the radiometric
readings of the applicant, but could detect radioactivity appreciably
above background at only two places about 240 feet apart. At one place
in the sandstone, just above the granite contact, radiation was recorded
' at the rate of 0.1k §§/hr., while at the other place in the granite it
was a£ the rate of 0.19 M@/hr. In the sandstone radioactivity appeared
to be limited to very thin streaks of finé-grained sand within the
bedded formation. In the granite, the radioactive zone was about 4 feet

-long and 3 inches thick, the thickness tapering at the ends of the zone.

A routine mineralogical examination of specimens taken at each
place was made by J. W. Adams of the U. S. Geological Survey. In

addition to quartz and feldspar, he found tourmsline, zircon, and.a

- yellow egfthg'mineral. In the visual arc spectroscope the aggregate

shows zirconium and titanium lines and yttrium bands. Assay returns
submitted with_the application indicated the presence in small amounts
of uranium, thorium, and undifferentiafed rare earths, The earthy
yellow mineral eppears to contain most of the uranium, while the
thorium, yttrium, and some of tﬁe ufanium are probably contained in

the zircon.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Because of the small size of the significantly radioactive areas
and because of the low uranium, thorium, and rare earth content of
the material within those areas, it is concluded that the chance of
making a significant discovery is poor.

It is recommended that this application be denied.
