4) ofthe Second Amended Contract, royalty is payable on all minerale
produced from the land described in Article 2 anð Exhibit,"B" of the
Second Amended Contract for a period of 15 years from the date of the
Original Contract (June 13, 1951) or until the total net amount con-
tributed by the Government without interest is fully repa£d, which-
ever occura first. A Report of Review dated October 10, 1958,
indicated accepida costs under the exploration contract amounting to
$346,626.13 with the Government's contribution being $174,695.18.

The Second Amended Contract, as further amended by the substityfion
of Annex II for the provisions of Article 6, provides that the Opera-
tor, as princiýäl if the producer or as surety if not the producer,
shall pay to the-Government a percentage royalty on all mineral pro-
duction from the .land described in Article 2 and set forth in
"B" and a map attached to the contract form.

Ï. INTRODUCTION


An audit was made from June 24 to June 28 of Defense Minerale


Contract No. E4, Chief Consolidated Mining Companya The general records


pertaining to this contract are in the office of the company at Salt


Lake City, Utah, while the detail payroll and material inventory recorde


are at the mine office at Eureka, Utah, which is approximately 100 miles


from Salt Taka City. In addition to the records of Chief Consolidated,


an examination was also made of the records of Centennial Development


Company, subcontractor on project development, and Eureka Machinery


Company, a wholly owned subsidiary of Chief Consolidated Mining Company.


The audit covered the period from June 15, 1951 to April 30, 1952


of the contract that continues until June 12, 1953. Mr. W.E. Young,


Mining Engineer, Salt Lake City office, rendered very capable assistance.


In the Salt Lake City office, Mr. W.W. Watson, Secretary and Treasurer


and Mr. R. Cornwell, Bookkeeper, were presents At the mine office in


Eureka, Mr. J.G. Hall, General Superintendent, and Mr. Maynard Carter,


Chief Clerk, were present, while at the office of Centennial Development


Campany, Mr. Robert Watts was present. All concerned extended us every


courtesy when consulted.


II. EXTENT AND SCOPE OF AUDIT


1. Eqvdpment Purchases


Original invoipes from suppliers, covering a major portion of the


cost charged to equipment purchases, were examined. Ðue to the highly







technîoal nature of the purohases, Mr. W.E. Young, Mining Engineer,


Salt Lake City office, was questioned from time to time as to the ap-


plicability of certain invoices. Comprehensive check of materials


issued by the oompany was made and found to be in order. Payrolls


for June 1951 and March 1952 were checked in detail for charges made


to equipment account. Payroll and materials covering Chief Consolidated


and Centennial Development Company were included in the test.


2. Labor


Due to their incentive plan, payroll records of Chief Consolidated


are very complicated. All charges to the project for labor for the


months of June 1951 and March 1962 were traced from individual time


cards of the men involved, to shift boss reports, to contract schedule,


to payroll aumary, which is maintained for each man, and finally to


the payroll record which.is maintained at the Salt Lake City office.


Charges were found to be in order.


5. Supplies .


The greater portion of the supplies used and charged to the operation


both by Chief Consolidated and Centennial Development Company are obtained


from Eureka Machinery Company. This company is a wholly owned subsidiary


of Chief Consolidated. The warehouse and office of Eureka Machinery


Company are located in the mine office building and the activities are


supervised by the Chief Clerk at the mine.


Charges for supplies are as follows: To Chief Consolidated - cost


plus 6¾ for handling and 2§ sales tax; Centennial Development Oompany


and independent leasers - cost plus 10% and 2¾ eales tax. It was ex-


plained in the case of Chief Consolidated that the smaller mark-up is

used as no charge for rent, supervision, etc., is made to Eureka


Machinery Company by Chief Gonsolidated. By purohasing in large


quantities, Chief Consolidated obtains more favorable prices which


are in turn passed on to Centennial Development Company and independ-


ent leasers, thus enabling Centennial Development Company to do


development work for Chief Consolidated at a lower rate and, in the


case of the independent leasers, enable them to make more favorable


returns to Chief Consolidated.


A test check of a representative number of suppliers' invoices


for supplies and materials purchased showed that respective items were


charged into records at cost plus transportation charges. Tests of


requisitions covering charges to chief consolidated and Centennial


Development Company reflected that all items charged were at oost.


The following formula is used to determine oost every month: On each


inventory card the total purchases for the month, both units and dollare,


are added to the balance on hand at the beginning of the month; from


this is subtraoted the total issued. Unite remaining are divided into


the remaining dollar balanoe to determine the average cost.


4. Workments Compensation Însuranoe


Rates charged for compensation insurance were verified by inspection


of invoice from State Insuranoe Department.


5. Contract Work


Direct examination of payroll records of Centennial Development


Company was made. Our test included tracing of individual time tickets


for the months of June and July 1961, and March 1958 to the payroll


distribution sheet, from there to the job analysis sheet, from whioh


sheet posting is made to cost records. Portion of oosts oharged to

project were traced to pro eet billing. $upplies as billed by Chief I


Consolidated were checked to project charges for June 19ð1 and Ëaroh


1952.


6. Bayroll Takes


Payroli taxeä oharged to project were verified by multiplying


total labor charge by .015 for FOAB and .012 for Utah State and Federal


Unemployment Taxes.


7. Applicable Charges Apportioried


Charges allocated to project are based as folldus: Compressor -


Proportion of compressing shifts devoted to project work as compared


to total compressor ahifts worked. Proportion of oara of ore and waste ~


handled for project as compared to total number of cars and waste handled


at mine. Total shifts on compressor and steel sharpening charged to


project were checked in detail for the months of June 1961 and March


1962, as were total care of waste handled those months.


8. Power


Allocation of power bille for ðune 1951 and March 1952 were checked


in detail. Main hoiets and other large operations are metered. Other


operations are prorated on basis of care hoisted and compressing shifts


working places as against total metered. Remaining EW hours give total


pumping charges for .power. Mr. W.E. Young, Mining Engineer, Salt Lake


City office, checked the analysis as presented and it is his opinion


that the a11ooations of costs as charged to the project are fair and


equitable.

Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
ible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here
used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other
production after it is extracted from the ground, to put it
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating
or manufacturing.


d. Unsold production.--If any production (ore,

ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.--This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of
1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects."


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.-With respect to that certain land situated in the State of .......SM.......... ...

the Operator represents and undertakes: '


(a) That the Operator is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the property is subject only to the


following claims, liens, or encumbrances as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder is attached:


The Operator shall devote the land and all isting im ovements, faciÏit es, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, re al value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof.


ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.-The Operator, ............ ......... t shall
work on a project of exploration for 6 .. ..S.


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to colnpletion within :
date.o£-thercorrtrrret The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided.


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.-(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens'
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.


(b) Independent contracts.-Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract.


(c) Government may inspect.-The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.-A 4tatement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A,"
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project.--(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to the following:


(1) Independent contracts.-Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in.Exhibit "A."
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the esämace of
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. .


(2) Labor,. supervision, consultants.--Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums.


(3) Operating materials and supplies.-Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A."


(4) Operating equipment.-Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and relate<Liméiek allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums.


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.-Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable
maximums.


(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.-Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit-"A." All of these items are allowable maximums.


(7) Miscellaneous.-Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs
of the Operator's equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability .insurance and


. payroll taxes.
(8) Contingencies.-Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit


of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of coj‡, in Exhibit "A," as may be
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its. approval and payment ou:es and vouchers


1If sufficient space is not provided in any blank, use an extra sheet of paper and refer to it in the blank.

(b) The Government's payments 11 cases will be based on actual, necessa ts (including contract unit
incurred not in excess of any "allowab ximum," and not in excess of the fixed percen of the total aggregate estima des .
Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due and payable.


(c) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in
which the Government will participate.


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.-(a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the .Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geologicalmaps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.


(b) Final report.--Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work.


(c) Compliance with requirements.-If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient
or incomplete, the Government may .procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or
incomplete reports.


(d) Accounts and audits.-The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the com-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12.

In the event of such certification, any mmerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows:


(1) One and one-half (1½) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.
(2) One and one-half (1½) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (½) percent of such net amounts for each


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5)
percent of such net amounts.


(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1½)
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3½) percent.)

disposition," mean gross revenue from sales; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such,
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax
determination.


(c) To secure the payment of its .percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or
is fully paid.


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations.


ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.-Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a .percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance.

Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The difference between the
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
góries of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price, or rental value, as
the case may be, annexed to each.

The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its ingrest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties.in proportion·to their respective interests.

The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. .


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the comp,letion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
,mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and ds ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

reimbursed for all pre-production expenditures, whichever first occurs.


2. The term "pre-production expenditures" (for which Bear Creek


is entitled to be reimbursed) means all expenditures made by Bear Creek


after the date of this Agreement, and before "production is begun", in


connection with any and all investigation, exploration, development, mining,


extraction, beneficiation, milling, processing, removal and sale of ores,


metals, minerals and other materials within and from the Unit Tract, as


authorized by these leases and this Agreement, except royalties paid to


Lessors, income and franchise taxes, hone office overhead expenses and


supervisory salaries not directly related to operations under the Unit


Tract, the acquisition cost of depreciable items, and allowance for


depletion. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, "pre-production


expendituresn shall include depreciation on depreciable items acquired


solely for use under this Agreement at a rate which will fully depreciate
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such items over their estimated useful life; home office overhead expenses


and supervisory salaries which are directly related to operations in the


Unit Tract, including allocation in accordance with generally accepted


accounting principies of insurance, rent, clerical salaries, supplies,


telephone, telegram, and legal services; the acquisition cost of items


used in connection with any of such operations of Bear Creek which by


generally accepted accounting principles is expensed at the time of


acquisition; reasonable rental charges for equipment owned and used by


Bear Creek in connection with such operations, but not acquired solely for


such use; reasonabie transportation expenses of employees, professional


staff, materials and equipment to the site of the work, and for the return


of equipment and such employees and staff on completion of their work.


3. The term nOperating Costs" means all expenditures made by Bear


Creek after "production is begun".in connection eith any and all investi-


gation, exploration, development, mining, extraction, beneficiation, milling,


processing, removal and sale of ores, metals, minerals and other materials


within and from the Unit Tract as authorized by these Leases and this


Agreement, except royalties paid to Lessors, incane and franchise taxes,


haue office overhead expenses and supervisory salaries not directly re-


lated to operations under the Unit Tract, the acquisition cost of depre-


ciable items, and allowance for depletion. Without limiting the generality


of the foregoing, "operating costs" shall include depreciation on depre-


ciable items acquired solely for use under this Agreement at a rate which


will fully depreciate such items over their estimated useful life; home


office overhead expenses and supervisory salaries which are directly related


to operations in the Unit Tract, including allocation in accordance with


generally accepted accounting principles of insurance, rent, clerical salaries,


supplies, telephone, teiegram, and legal services; the acquisition cost of


items used in connection with any of such operations of Bear Creek which by


generally accepted accounting principles is expensed at the tune of acquisi-


tion; reasonable rental charges for equipment owned and used by Bear Creek


in connection with such operations, but not acquired solely for such use;







reasonable transportation expenses of employees, professional staff, materials


and equipment to the site of the work, and for the return of equipment and


such employees and staff on completion of their work.


h. The term "depreciable items" means items the acquisition cost of


which by generally accepted accounting principles is recovered on a depre-


ciation basis.


5. The tenn unet smelter returns" means all sums received by Bear


Creek for ores or other productà from the Unit Tract and/or products derived


from such ores or products, and such additional enounts, if any, as are'


received by or accrue to Bear Creek frolm governmen al subsidies, governmental


purchase contracts or other like sources of revenue on account of the pro=


duction, sale and/or disposal of any and all ores mined fran the Unit Tract


and/or products obtained therefrom less any freight, truck or treatment


charges not deducted by the purchaser. In the event that Government regula-


tions prohibit the payment of royalties on all or a part of such additional


amounts, the amounts on which payment of royalties is prohibited shall not


be indluded in Net Smelter Returns. The words "products derived from such


ores or products" as used above are not intended to include products fabricated


or manufactured from such products. In the event that the mill or smelter '


to which the aforesaid ores or products shall be delivered is owned or operated


by Bear Creek or its assigns, the mill or smelter charges of such mill or


smelter shall not be greater than those of other comparable mills or smelters


for milling or smelting similar material.


ARTICLE IV


LESSORS COVENANT


1. Title Warranty. It is expressly understood that the several Lessors


in granting the foregoing leases, and entering into this Agreement, do not


agree with Bear Creek to warrant and defend the title to the claims and pro-


perty severally leased by them as against clains and demands of third persons.


Bear Creek takes such leases subject to any superior claims or demands, if any,


the defense of its lessee rights to be at the expense of Bear Creek, but







Lessors severally declare that to the best of their knowledge and belief


their several titles are clear subject in the case of unpatented mining


claims to the paramount title of the United States. Lessors do not under-


take or agree in any manner to acquire title or make good the title to any


of the claims covered by the aforesaid leases, but each said Lessor agrees


that should it hereafter acquire title or cure defects, if any, in the title


existing at the time of the execution of this Agreement such later acquire-


ment of title shall support and be subject to the rights herein granted.


Each Lessor, however, warrants title to and agrees to defend the property


covered by the aforesáid lease given by it to Bear Creek, and every part


thereof, against all acts or claims of said Lessor. Should Bear Creek


find it necessary in its judgment to cure any defect in the title of any


Lessor, the expense incurred in curing such defect may be deducted from


any royalties payable to such Lessor hereunder. The several Lessors


covenant to fully cooperate with Bear Creek in any legal action or pro-


ceeding so deemed necessary or desirable by Bear Creek to acquire title or


cure title defects.


2. Limitations in Surface Leases. Lessors severally promise and


agree that any lease, permit or license to any other person, partnership


or corporation for use of the leased premises for purposes other than


those hereby gTanted to Bear Creek, shall contain a specific covenant that


such Lessee, Permittee or_Licensee shall make no use of the premises which


shall interfere with Bear Creek's use thereof hereunder, and that such


Lessee, Permittee or Licensee shall have no claim against Bear Creek for


accidental damage to property of such Lessee.


Lessors shall promptly furnish Bear Creek copies of all existing


and future lease, permit or license agreements for the quarrying or mining


of limestone or dolomite or for the removal of mine dumps, or for any


purpose other than those hereby granted to Bear Creek. Lessors shall furnish


Bear Creek all geologic information available to Lessors whether under such


leases, permits, licenses or agreements or otherwise, all assays, geologic


maps, reports and opinions, logs of drill holes and surveys of surface







and underground workings and drill holes, in or pertaining to the Unit


Tract. All leases, permits, licenses and agreements aforesaid shall require


the lessees, permittees and licensees thereunder, to make available to Bear


Creek, upon the latter's demand, copies of their assays and geologic maps


and reports, logs of drill holes and surveys of surface, underground workings


and drill holes in or pertinent to the Unit Tract or any part of it.


ARTICLE V


BEAR CREEK COVENANTS


In consideration of the foregoing leases, Bear Creek does hereby


covenant and agree with the Lessors as follows:


1. Minimum Work Requirements. (a) During each of the first five


years from the date hereof to expend on exploration, development and mining


operations the sum of $100,000 a year on such portions of the land in the


Unit Tract as it shall deem advisable in order to determine the probability


of the presence of merchantable ores therein and to develop and mine the


same. The locations of such operations shall be determined by Bear Creek


in its discretion, and so long as any operations shall be conducted during


such period upon any of the lands lying in said Unit Tract, Bear Creek


shall be under no obligation to engage in any such operations upon the


premises embraced within any particular lease. Unless such exploration


or other operations shall have been commenced by Bear Creek on lands within


the Unit Tract prior to January 1, 1967, all such leases shall then terminate.


If Bear Creek shall expend a sum in excess of $100,000 in any of the first


five years, the amount in excess thereof may be carried forward as a credit


against the amount to be expended in any subsequent year of such five-year


period. In the sixth year, Bear Creelk's expenditures obligation shall be


$100,000 and no credit from an earlier year may be applied thereto, but


Bear Creelk shall have the right to credit any excess expenditure in the


sixth year to expenditures in the succeeding five years. Beginning in the


seventh year and continuing through the life of this lease and any extension


thereof, unless waived by the application of the waiver clause in subparagraph
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l(d) of this Article V, Bear Creek's miniman annual obligation to expend


shall likewise be $100,000, which may be satisfied to the extent of not more


than $50,000 by a credit carried forward equal in amount to not more than


60% of the excess expenditures during the preceding five years which have


not already been applied as a credit.


(b) It is understood that the above work requirement will be fulfilled


if performed on any of the tracts within the Unit Tract.


(c) Expenditures to be credited against the minimum work requirements


shall include all expenditures made by Bear Creek in connection with any and


all investigations, exploration, development, mining, extraction, beneficia-


tion, milling, processing, removal and sale of ores, metals, minerals and


other materials within and from the Unit Tract, as authorized by these leases


and this Agreement, except royalties paid to Lessors, income and franchise


taxes, hane office overhead expenses and supervisory salaries not directly


related to operations under this Unit Tract, the acquisition cost of depre-


ciable items, and allowance for depletion. Without limiting the generality


of the foregoing, minimum work requirement expenditures shall include depre-


ciation on depreciable items acquired solely for use under this Agreement


at a rate which will fully depreciate such items over their estimated useful


life; home office overhead expenses and supervisory salaries which are


directly related to operations in the Unit Tract, including allocation in


accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, of insurance, rent,


clerical salaries, supplies, telephone, telegram, and legal services; the


acquisition cost of items used in connection with any of such operations of


Bear Creek which by generally accepted accounting principles is expensed


at the time of acquisition; reasonable rental charges for equipment owned


and used by Bear Creek in connection with such operations, but not acquired


solely for such use; reasonable transportation expenses of employees, pro-


fessional staff, materials and equipment to the site of the work, and for


the return of equipment and such employees and staff on completion of their


work.


(d) After production shall have been begun, if for a period of not
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less than 30 days immediately prior to the commencement of a minimen work


year hereunder, prevailing metal prices shall be such that ore available in


adequate quantities in the Unit Tract would not yield net smelter returns


greater than the operating costs as defined in this Agreement, the foregoing


minimum work requirements for such succeeding work year shall be waived;


provided, however, that during any such year of waiver Bear Creek shall at


all times maintain the equipment and structures installed upon the Unit


Tract in good condition, shall keep safely accessible all mine workings of


a permanent nature used in or necessary to mining operations, and all un-


patented mining claims in good standing, and shall maintain water rights as


specified in Article V, paragraph l¾(b) of this Agreement; provided further,


that within 10 days from the commencement of such minimum work year, Bear


Creek shall have given Lessors notice containing a certificate of the pre-


vailing metal prices and other pertinent facts.


2. Reports to Lessors for Tax Purposes. To furnish annually to each


Lessor upon whose property money shall have been expended during the year,


such information as may be required to enable such Lessor to make its annual


net proceeds tax return for such year.


3. Royalties. To pay royalties as follows:


(a) Before production is begun: To pay to Lessors 19§ of any net


smelter returns remaining after deducting operating costs, divided among


then in the following proportions:


(i) On net smelter returns less costs attributable (in
accordance with subparagraph (c) below) to ores and
other products extracted fram Tracts 1, 2 and 3, owned
by Chief Consolidated Mining Company:

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The remaining 86¾ of any net smelter returns left after deducting operating


costs shall be applied in reduction of pre-production expenditures of Bear


Creek. The amount payable to Lessors shall be camputed for each calendar


month on the basis of smelter statements for ores shipped during such


calend r month and shall be paid before the end of the next succeeding


month, or as soon thereafter as possible.


(b) After production had begun:


(1) Until Bear Creek shall have been teimbursed for all pre-


production expenditures, to pay to Lessors 16¾ of any net smelter returns


remaining after deducting operating costs, divided among them as provided


in subparagraph (a) above. The renaining 89% thereof shall be applied in


reduction of such pre-production expenditures. The onount so payable to


Lessors for any calendar year shall be paid ön or before the 26th day of


March of the next succeeding year.


(2) After Bear Creek shall have been reimbursed for all pre-


production expenditures, to pay to Lessors 37-1/2¾ of any net smelter returns


remaining after deducting operating costs, divided among them in the fol-


lowing proportions:

(c) In deternining, for the purposes of subparagraphs (a) and (b) above,


the costs attributable to ores and other products extracted from the three
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tracts owned by Chief Consolidated Mining Company and from the five tracts


owned by the other four Lessors, the costs attributable to each Lessorts


tracts or tract shall be an amount which bears the same relationship to the


total operating costs incurred on all eight tracts as the net smelter


returns realized on ore and other products extracted fran such Lessor's


tracts or tract bears to the total amount of the net smelter returns


realized on the eight tracts.


(d) In determining the "net smelter returns remaining after deducting


operating costsu under subparagraphs (a) and (b) above, only operating costs


incurred in the calendar year may be deducted except that operating costs


in excess of net smelter returns for the calendar year may be carried forward


as a cost to any year in the first two years following such year.


h. Reports Relating to Royalties. To furnish reports as follows:


(a) Before production is beguns Before the end of each month following


a month in which any net smelter returns have been received, or as soon there-


after as possible, to furnish to each Lessor a report of the net smelter


returns so received, which report shall be accompanied by copies of mill or


smelter settlement sheets.


(b) After production had begun: (i) Within 60 days after production


had begun to furnish to each Lessor a detailed statement of all pre-production


expenditures and net smelter returns as of the date production had begun,


and the net onount of pre-production expenditures for which Bear Creek had


not been reimbursed before production had begun.


(ii) Before the end of each month after the month in which


production shall be begun, or as soon thereafter as possible, to furnish to


each Lessor a complete report of its operations during the preceding calendar


month, which report shall contain a statement of operating costs and net


smelter returns and which shall be accompanied by copies of mill or smelter


settlement sheets.


(iii) On or before the 29th day of March of each year after


the year in which production shall be begun, to furnish to each Lessor a report


of its operations during the preceding calendar year, which report shall con-
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tain a statement of operating costs, net smelter returns, tonnage and grade


of all ores and concentrates milled or shipped; provided, however, that


the first report so furnished shall cover the period from the date production


had begun until the end of the calendar:year in which production had begun.


6. Quality of Work. To perfonn all exploration, development, and


mining work in the premises leased herein in a minerlike fashion. All such


work shall at all times be under the sole control of, and done in accordance


with, the exercise of the discretion and judgment of Bear Creek as to time,


place and method of operation.


6. Safety and Edintenance. To keep all tunnels, drifts, shafts, and


other mine workings of a permanent nature which are used or necessary in mining


operations, free and clear of loose rock and rubbish, except when prevented


from so doing by mining casualty or other causes beyond its control; to make


all workings, tunnels, drifts, and raises in the premises leased herein of


such size as will meet all requirements of good mining practice; to timber,


and keep in repair, all timbering necessary and proper to be done in the


course of good mining, but Bear Creek shall not be obligated to maintain


any mine workings in existence at the date hereof, nor to maintain abandoned


tunnels, stopes, or sections which shall have been worked out, or which,


in the opinion of Bear Creek, shall be no longer-necessary to Bear Creek's


mining operation; and any such workings may be allowed to cave, provided


such caving shall not damage main shafts, entry adits or main mine arteries


excavated after the date hereof.


7. Shipment and Conservation of Ores. To remove, insofar as practicable


and consistent with good mining practice, all commercial ore encountered in


exploration, development and mining operations in the Unit Tract, to the end


that said ores shall be preserved or renoved and shall not be wasted or


left in an inaccessible condition. To ship all marketable ores and/or


products therefrom and any other materials of value produced fram the Unit


Tract, to the smelter, reduction works or plant offering the most favorable


terms, transportation and other costs and charges considered.


8. Payment of Labor and Material Claims. To furnish, and pay for, all
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labor, power, tools, equipment, powder, timber, and other materials and


supplies which may be used by it in the prosecution of work under these


leases, and not to allow any claim or lien for any such thing to be


effectually made or asserted against said premises, or against any Lessor.


9. Indemnity Clause. To hold the several Lessors harmless and


fully indemnify them against all cläims and demands of any kind or nature


which may be made upon them, or against any premises leased herein, for


. or on account of any debt or expense contracted or incurred by Bear Creek,


and Bear Creek shall defend and save Lessors harmless, and fully indemnify


them as to any liability or asserted liability for, or on account of, injury


to or death of any person (except representatives of a Lessor upon the


premises under permission granted pursuant to.paragraph 12 below) or for


damage to any property, sustained during the continuance of these leases,


resulting fran unsafe condition of any premises leased herein due to Bear


Creek's negligence or default. However, the leased premises are mining


property and will be operated as such, accompanied by the hazards attendant


upon such operation; in the absence of negligence or breach of duty owing


by Bear Creek, the latter guarantees the safety of neither person nor pro-


perty of any kind or character or wherever situate.


10. Posting Notices. Upon entering into possession of the premises


leased herein, to post forthwith, and thereafter keep posted, on the premises,


such notices as may be necessary to adequately notify all persons who may


come in or upon the leased premises that said premises are held by Bear


Creek under lease from a named Lessor, and that Bear Creek shall be liable


for the due compensation of all labor employed and the cost of all supplies


and materials purchased and used by Bear Creek in or upon the leased premises,


and that Bear Creek, and not said Lessor, will be responsible for any and


all debts and expenses incurred by Bear Creek in mining operations within


said premises. Bear Creek shall otherwise comply with the statutes of the


State of Utah in that behalf, if such statutes should be enacted.


11. Statutory Compliances. To carry Workmen's Compensation Insurance


and Occupational Disease Disability Insurance covering Bear Creek's employees
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and sublessees; to pay any taxes and/or make any deductions under the


Federal Insurance Contributions Act, the Federal Unemployment Tax Act and


the Utah Employment Security Act for which Bear Creek may become obligated,


and to comply with all other laws, rules and regulations of any duly consti-


tuted g;overnmental authority affecting Bear Creek's operations in the premises


leased hereby, and, on request of any Lessor, to furnish Lessor supporting


evidence of compliance with the requirements of this paragraph.


12. Inspection by Lessor. To permit a Lessor, or a duly authorized


representative of a Lessor, at all reasonable tLaes to enter into any


workings in the Unit Tract for the purpose of examining, inspecting, surveying


or td<ing such samples as such Lessor or representative may desire, and of


ascertaining whether the terms and conditions of these leases are being


performed by Bear Creek, and Bear Creek's agent or representative may accom-


pany such Lessor or its representative, but such Lessor or its representative


shall enter upon said premises at its or his own risk. Such Lessor or its


representative, authorized in writing, shall at all reasonable times have


access to all records of production from the Unit Tract and such other


records as will show compliance on the part of Bear Creek with the provisions


of these leases and this Agreement.


13. Furnishing Information. To furnish Lessors brief monthly progress


reports including a statement as to whether or not any shipments of ores or


other products were made during the preceding month.


To make available to any Lessor upon request a copy of Bear Creek's


assays and assay and geologic maps, logs, and surveys of drill holes and


surveys of the surface and of mine workings, and statement of expenditures


incurred to the then date.


14. Tax Payments.


(a) Upon timely receipt of notice of taxes due fram the appro-


priate Lessor or other entity, Bear Creek shall make tax payments as follows:


(i) Shall pay before delinquency all taxes upon personal
property placed or installed by Bear Creek in or upon
the leased premises and all taxes upon any structures
and improvements so constructed or installed thereon
and assessed to Bear Creek,
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(ii) Shall pay to each Lessor, not less than 19 days prior
to the delinquency date, an amount equal to all taxes
upon structures and improvements constructed or in-
stalled by Bear Creek and upon any other structure
being occupied or used by Bear Creek, in or upon the
premises covered by its lease and assessed to the
Lessor;


(iii) Shall pay to each Lessor, not less than 19 days prior
to the delinquency date, an amount equal to the net
proceeds taxes, occupation taxes and/or other taxes based
upon production from its premises covered by its lease;
and furnish to such Lessor information and data concer-
ning the operations in its premises as shall be required
to enable the Lessor to make returns for tax purposes;
and


(iv) Shall pay before delinquency all other general property
taxes levied and assessed against the demised premises,
and not specified in subparagraphs (a) i, ii and iii
of this paragraph là.


(b) Each Lessor promises and agrees to pay promptly the taxes


for which Bear,Creek is obligated under subparagraph (a) of this paragraph


là upon receiving from Bear Creek the amount thereof.


19. (a) Unpatented Mining Claims. Except as herein otherwise provided,


Bear Creek shall.perform, or make upon, or for the benefit of, the unpatented


mining claims embraced within the Unit Tract, aný annual labor or improvements


required to keep and maintain said mining claims in good standing, as unpaten-


ted lode mining claims, for each assessment year in which these leases shall


be in force on the first day of the third month prior to the end of each such


year; provided, that work performed by a Lessor on property adjoining an


unpatented mining claim and applicable to such assessment work, and work done


by Bear Creek in the ordinary course of its operations and so applicable may


be applied thereon and shall be at the cost of the person performing such


work; any work perfonned by Bear Creek solely for the purpose of maintaining


such claim or claims in good standing shall be for the account of the Lessor


of such claim and Bear Creek shall be entitled to reimbursement fran such


Lessor for the expenses so incurred. Any amount so due to Bear Creek may be


deducted by Bear Creek from any moneys becoming payable to such Lessors


hereunder. Unless a Lessor performing work on adjoining property applicable


toward annual assessment work on unpatented claims within the Unit Tract


shall notify Bear Creek of the perfonnance of such work and of the amount so
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applicable at least h6 days prior to the end of the assessment year, Bear


Creek shall, upon timely notice of the Lessor's failure, perform or cause


to be performed all work or make all improvements required to maintain such


claim or claims in good standing. Bear Cteek shàll furnish to such Lessor


information as to the work done by it to enable such Lessor to make proof


of the performance of annual assessment work, and each Lessor shall make


timely proof of the performance of annual assessment work; provided, however,


that for any year or years in which assessment work on unpatented mining


claims shall be suspended by act of Congress, the respective Lessors agree


to file Notice of Intention to Hold unpatented mining claims or other


papers required under any such law, and the Lessors do severally authorize


Bear Creek to file such papers in its behalf in the event of its unavailability.


If at any time any Lessor shall desire to abandon any of its unpatented


lode mining claims which are a part of the Unit Tract, such Lessor shall so


notify Bear Creek in writing at least one hundred twenty (120) days prior


to the end of the then current assessment year, naming and describing each


clain that Lessor shall desire to abandon, and upon receipt by Bear Creek


of such notice said claims shall thereafter be excluded from the Unit Tract,


and the acreage of such claims shall be sábtracted from the total acreage


of the tract or tracts in which such claims shall be situated, said tracts


and acreages being those set forth in Article I of this Unit Agreement.


Bear Creek shall then have the right to have any or all of said claims conveyed


to it by such Lessor, by so requesting in writing to Lessor prior to the


end of said assessment year, and Lessor agrees upon receipt of such notice


to forthwith convey to Bear Creek those claims so designated by Bear Creek.


(b) Water Rights. The sources of water supply hereinafter


mentioned are essential to the.successful conduct of the mining operation


contemplated by this Leases and Unit Agreement and as such Bear Creek will to


the best of its ability, consistent with the lawful conduct of its operations


hereunder and the untrammeled exercise by it as said Lessee of the rights


and privileges pertinent thereto, maintain the beneficial use of, and safe-


guard and protect said water sources, together with the pipe lines, storage
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tanks and distribution lines pertinent thereto; but Bear Creek will not


undertake to warrant, protect or defend Lessor's title to said water


sources or the use thereof, or to any thereof, or to provide any warranty


or assurance as to their continued existence, or as to the uninterrupted


continuity of their flow, against diversion, interruption or destruction,


howsoever caused.


Said water rights and sources of water supply are the following, to


wits


(i) Those certain rights in and to the waters of Gough
Springs, Big Lode Spring, Gold Bond Spring, and
Silver Rock Spring, shown on the plat attached
hereto and marked Exhibit nOR, and more particularly
dèscribed upon the list of Sources of Water Supply
Near Dividend, Utah, hereto attached and marked
Exhibit "Dn;


(ii) Bear Creek shall have the right to use any or all waters
issuing fran, or obtainable from the South Standard
Shaft, Aperdue Spring and/or Merriman (or Apex) Spring,
also shown on Exhibit ."C", and more particularly
described in Exhibit "DW; but Bear Creek shall not be
obligated to safeguard, protect or maintain these rights
or sources of water supply or any of them, should their
use, or the use of any of then, in Bear Creek's judgment,
þe unnecessary to the exploration or mining purposes of
Bear Creek.


The expense of protecting and maintaining said water rights, or any of


them, shall be a part of the pre-production expenditures or of the operating


costs, whichever shall then apply; and any revenue derived from the sale by


Bear Creek to others of water from any or all of the aforesaid sources shall


be credited as incane to the leased premises.


16. Mill on Land Outside Unit Tract. In the event Bear Creek shall


construct a mill on land outside the Unit Tract, for use in connection with


its operations in the Unit Tract, such mill shall in all respects and for all


purposes of this Unit Agreement be considered and treated as though constructed


on the Unit Tract and be subject to the same provisions respecting costs of


operation, allowance for depreciation, profits and sale upon termination


of this Unit Agreement, as any fixtures and equipment constructed or in-


stalled by Bear Creek within the Unit Tract. If upon termination of this


Unit Agreement and after reimbursement of Bear Creek as provided in


subparagraph (c) of paragraph 7 of Article VI of this Unit Agreement, such
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mill or any part thereof, including equipment, and Bear Creekts interest in


the land upon which the mill shall be located shall not have been so disposed


of, upon request of Lessors, Bear Creek shall execute and deliver suitable


instruments of conveyance to transfer to Lessors Bear Creekts remaining in-


terest in such mill, including equipment, and the land upon which it shall


be located.


17. Maintaining Insurance. Bear Creek shall maintain insurance


policies issued by such insurers as shall be approved by it, upon all


structures and equipment installed upon the Unit Tract, and upon any mill


constructed on land outside the Unit Tract for use in connection with its


operations in the Unit Tract, agagnst fire and such other hazards as Bear


Creek shall deem necessary, and in such amounts as shall in its judgment


fully cover the insurable value thereof. The proceeds of any loss payable


under such insurance policies shall be payable to Bear Creek. If any such


proceeds received by Bear Creek be not used by it for replacement or repair


of the damaged property within three years after receipt, or be not set


aside for such use in connection with repairs or reconstruction commenced


within such year, Bear Creek shall first reimburse itself out of such


proceeds in a sum equal to the portion of the cost of the lost or damaged


property for which it shall not have been reimbursed out of net smelter


returns, and the balance if any of the insurance proceeds received on


account of loss or damage of such property shall then be paid over to the


Lessors, respectively, in proportion to the acreage of each as set forth


in Article I of this Unit Agreement, as amended by paragraph 19 (a) of this


Article V.


ARTICLE VI


FURTHER MUTUAL AGREEMENTS OF THE PARTIES


1, Operating and Subcontracts. Bear Creek may and shall have the


right at any time to enter into any agreement or agreements not inconsistent


with the terms of these leases and this Agreement, with substantial and reli-


able operating companies, for the performance of any of the rights or obliga-
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tions of Bear Creek hereunder.


. 2. Subletting by Bear Creek. Bear Creek may block-lease portions


of the leased premises.


3. Incidental Use of Property. Bear Creek may possess, occupy and


use, in the course of and as pertinent to its operation upon or within the


leased premises, all or any of the office, industrial, residential or other


structures and their-contents presently upon or within said premises, in-


cluding any or all of the following at or in the vicinity of the Tintic


Standard No. 1 Shaft:


Hoist house, headframe, change house, ore bins, and any other
buildings and structures that are a part of these surface
installations;


and the following at or in the vicinity of Tintic Standard No. 2 Shaft:


Mine office, machine shop, warehouse, sampling and bucking house,
assay office, timber framing shed, dwellings and accompanying
garages, switch houses and transformer racks, warehouses and
other buildings.


Bear Creek shall maintain in reasonably good state of repair whatever


it shall elect to retain and use, ordinary wear and tear and reasonable de-


preciation to result from Bear Creek's said use and possession alone ex-


cepted; and Bear Creek shall pay the taxes and insurance, power, light and


miscellaneous costs on all such buildings and structures accruing over the


period of their said retention and use. Such payments shall be a part of


the pre-production expenditures or of the operating costs, whichever shall,


then apply.


Bear Creek shall have at least one responsible person living at the


Tintic Standard property to discourage theft and be alert to prevent damage


by fire. As soon as reasonably practical under the circumstances but not to


exceed two years from the date hereof, Bear Creek shall advise Tintic Standard


Mining Company, in writing, as to the said buildings and structures which


Bear Creek shall not require, whereupon Tintic Standard Mining Company shall


be at liberty to dispose of those not needed and Tintic Standard Mining


Company, upon receipt of such notice, shall assume the maintenance cost and


pay taxes and insurance on those buildings and structures not needed by
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Bear Creek.


Bear Creek may purchase all or any part of the machinery, tools,


instruments and equipment now on hand at the Tintic Standard, provided


that commitment to purchase such items be made by Bear Creek within


90 days from the date hereof. All items not desired by Bear Creek may


be disposed of by Tintic Standard, but Bear Creek shall have first


refusal of any such items and may purchase them for the price offered


Tintic Standard.


Bear Creek shall take over from Tintic Standard on a consignment


basis for a period of one year from the date hereof, the supplies which


are covered by Tintic Standard's Stores Inventory. Any items not pur-


chased by Bear Creek by the end of the year shall at that time be re-


turned to Tintic Standard.


Tintic Standard may have a representative on its leased property


to supervise the disposal of buildings, structures, machinery, tools and


equipment which Bear Creek elects not to use or purchase.


In connection with the investigation, exploration, development and


mining of the Unit Tract, Bear Creek may remove specimens of rock and ore


for study or analysis, may deposit excavated soil and rock upon the pre-


mises covered by any of the foregoing leases, may drain water from any such


premises and may use in connection with its operations any water and


timber upon or from any such premises, and make full use of all roads,


cartways and trails upon any such premises. Lessors shall grant easements,


permits and licenses for power lines and railroad spurs over and upon the


leased premises or any part thereof as requested by Bear Creek.

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or settlement made.


6. Vertical Mining Rights. The several Lessors covenant and agree


with Bear Creek, and with each other, that the boundary lines between


and separating any mining clains and portions of mining claims and


properties of Lessors lying either within or without the Unit Tract


shall be and the same are hereby extended downward vertically, and


vertical planes as thus described extended downward on and along the

THIS CONTRACT, entered into between the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, acting
by and through the DEFENSE MATERIALS PROCUREMENT AGENCY, its successors, assigns
and duly authorized representatives (hereinafter called the "Government"), pursuant
to the authority contained in the Defense Production Act of 1960, as amended, and
Executive Order 10161, as amended and supplemented, and CHIEF CONSOLIDATED MINING
COMPANY, a corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of
Arizona (hereinafter called the "Contractor"),


WITNESSETH:


In consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, the parties
hereto agree as follows:


ARTICLE I. CONTRACTORIS PROPERTY RIGHIS


A. With respect to that certain land situated in the Tintic Mining
District in the State of Utah, County of Juab, including in whole or in part the
Contractor's Chief No. 1 Mine and Plutus Mine, outlined on a map as a rectangle
3,000 feet long by 2,900 feet wide, which map is designated Schedule A and is at-
tached hereto and made a part hereof, the legal description of which is set forth
in Schedule A-1 attached hereto and made a part hereof, the Contractor represents
and undertakes that it is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and
that the property is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances
as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder will be forwarded to
the Government (except that no subordination agreement is required with respect to
any claims, liens, or encumbrances held by the United States of America or any
agency or instrumentality thereof, including wholly owned corporations):


Interest of Plutus Mining Company, a Utah corporation,
Salt Lake City, Utah, in the Plutus Mine.


B. The Contractor agrees to devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of
the development program described in Article II hareof without any allowances for
the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning,
or holding possession thereof.


ARTICLE, II. DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM


The Contractor shall commence work on or before August 19, 1993 on a pro-
gram of development for sinc and lead ores in or uoon the land described in







' ScheduleA lhereof; and shall bring the program (hereinafter called "Development
Program") to completion within a period of three (3) years from the date of this
Contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Schedule B attached
hereto, which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached or therein listed, is
made a part of this Contract. The Government will participate in the cost of this
work as hereinafter provided. The work shall be performed by the Contractor, or by
independent contractor or contractors, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike man-
ner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and
safety and for workments compensation and employers' liability insurance, and with
suitable mad adequate equipment, materials, and labor to bring the project to com-
pletion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and
observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Contractor shall pro-
vide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may con-
sult with and advise the Contractor on all phases of the work. Development work may
proceed at the same time but not in the same immediate area as exoloration work un-
der the contract between the Contractor and the United States of America, acting
through the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, under its Contract No.
IDM-Eh, dated June 13, 1991, and any amendments, extensions, or supplements there-
to, except that, below the 2700 foot level, development work under this Contract may
commence on any level when all such exploration work at that level has been substan-
tially completed beyond the point of commencement of the development work.


ARTICLE III. COST OF THE PROJECT


A. The agreed costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units
of work to be performed (e.g., per foot of drifting, per foot of diamond drilling,
etc.), are as follows:

The Government shall pay twenty-five percent (26¾) of these agreed costs, as they
accrue, for units of work actually performed that conform with the description or
specifications for the work set forth in this Contract, in an aggregate total amount
not in excess of Two Hundred Eighty Three Thousand Three Hundred and Seventy Three
Dollars ($283,373), which is twenty-five percent (26¾) of One Million One Hundred
Thirty Three Thousand Four Hundred and Ninety TWo Dollars (Šl,133,h92), exclusive of
general overhead or corporate management expenses of any kind, interest on capital
employed or on borrowed money, Federal, State or local taxes other than payroll and
sales taxes, or any other indirect costs, or costs of any nature incurred before the
date of this Contract, which shall be the agreed total cost of the Development Pro-
gram in which the Government will participate; provided,however, that until the Con-
tractor's final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government
and any final check or auditing required by the Government has been made, and a final
settlement of the Contract has been consummated, the Government may withhold from
the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten percent
(10¾) of the maximan total which the Government might have been called upon to pay
under the terms of the Contract. The Government may, as it sees fit, make payments
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direct to the Contractoris independent contractors and suppliers, if any, for the
account of the Contractor, rather than to the Contractor.


B. Development Ore, as defined hereinafter, is to be credited against
development cost, and the amount that the Government is required to pay the Con-
tractor each month shall be reduced by an amount equal to twenty-five percent (26¾)
of the net value of the Development Ore produced and hoisted to the surface during
the month, less twenty-five percent (2§%) of all the assay costs and the Contrac-
torts overhead and administrative expense allocable to such ore in accordance with
the Contractor's usual accounting methods, The monthly "net value" of the Develop-
ment Ore shall be the net smelter return, determined in accordance with standard
trade practices, which is paid for the ore by the concentrating plants or smelters
concerned. Five (5) copies of the net smelter return statements for Development
Ore shall be furnished to the Government together with the reports required by
Article IV.


Development Ore, which is economically marketable to the extent that
it will produce a net smelter return when raised to the surface of the mine, shall
be completely segregated and shall be separately shipped to concentrating plants
or smelters. Development Ore shall be shipped to concentrating plants or smelters
monthly in minimum carload lots.


Credits for Development Ore shall be applied to the Contractoris in-
voices to the Government when, and as, net smelter return statements are available.
Each invoice will include a certification as to the amount of Development Ore pro-
duced during the month of the invoice.


C, When each of the eight (8) projects comprising the Development Pro-
gram is coupleted, the total cost of each project (excluding costs in which the
Government does not herein agree to participate), will be detennined and calculated
on a per foot basis, as set forth in Article III hereof, for drifting, cross cutting,
raising and diamond drilling within the limits for each as provided in Schedule B.
If the actual cost of the project is less than the cost determined on said per foot
basis, then the amount of the Governmentis participation will be reduced to twenty-
five percent (29Á) of the actual cost and any overpayment made by the Government
shall be promptly paid by the Contractor to the Government; provided, however, that
such overpayment may be paid by crediting ,such overpayment against other invoices
of the Contractor to the Government.


D. For the purposes of paragraph B of this Article, mining shall be de-
fined as commencing when a normal drift, crosscut or raise is enlarged beyond
approximately five feet by eight feet ($1 x 87) in the case of a drift or a cross-
cut and beyond approximately six feet by six feet (61 x 6*) in the case of a raise.
Development Ore is defined as ore which is extracted from normal drifts, crosscuts
and raises made under the Development Program.


E. The Government shall not be required to pay any part of the cost of
the Development Program until it has received satisfactory evidence of the Con-
tractorts ability to meet its obligation to pay seventy-five percent (75%) of the
cost of the development work on each level within each project of the Development
Program as such cost accrues during the term of this Contract.
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ARTICLE IV. REPORTS, ACCOUNTS, AUDITS


A. Progress Reports. The Contractor shall provide the Government with
monthly reports (5 copies) of units of work performed (indicating footages of
drifting, crosscutting, raising and diamond drilling by levels and project numbers),
actual costs of performing the work (excluding costs in which the Government does
not herein agree to participate), and unit prices of work performed, under the Con-
tract, in form satisfactory to the Government. These progress reports shall consti-
tute both the Contractor's invoice of work performed on the project during the
period covered by the report and its voucher for payment by the Government, unless
the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached.
They shall be certified by the Contractor as follows:


"I certify that all costs of the work covered in this
report have been paid, that this bill is correct and just,
that payment therefor has not been received, and that this
report is made in order to obtain payment of said bill."


Progress reports shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological
maps or sketches showing the progress of the development, with assay reports on
samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.


B. Final Report. Upon completion of the development work or termination
of the Contract, the Contractor shall provide the Government with an adequate geo-
logical and engineering report (6 copies), including an estimate of ore reserves
resulting from the development work.


C. Compliance with Requirements. If, in the opinion of the Government,
any of the Contractort s reports are insufficient or incomplete, the Government may
procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as a cost of the
development work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any
vouchers if it deems the report insufficient or incomplete.


D. Accounts and Audits. The Contractor shall keep suitable records and
accounts of the work performed, which the Government may inspect and audit at any
time. The Government may, at any time, require a check of the work performed and
an audit of the Contractor's records and accounts by a certified public accountant
or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the development work.
The Contractor shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least three
(3) years after the completion of the program or termination of the Contract. Upon
completion of the progron or termination or cancellation of the Contract, the Con-
tractor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany
the final report.


ARTICLE V. REPAYMENT BY THE CONTRACTOR


A. Any minerals mined or produced from the land and properties referred
to hereinafter in this Article shall be subject to a percentage royalty, which the
Contractor or its successor in interest shall pay the Government, in the amount of
five percent ($$) of the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or
other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of any such produc-
tion, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until
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the total amount disbursed by the Government, with interest at the rate of five
percent ($¾) per annum from the date of the first production of the minerals re-
ferred to in Article V-A-1 hereof on the outstanding balance of the Government's
disbursements,is fully repaid, which percentage royalty shall be paid in the fol-
lowing order and manner:


1. Upon any minerals mined or produced as a result of
the Development Program from the land described in Article I,
except Development Ores.


2. In the event reserves of the minerals referred to in
Article V-A-1 hereof have been depleted to the extent that, in
the opinion of the Government, production from that source will
be insufficient to repay the Government's disbursements, with
interest, then, upon written notice by the Government to the
Contractor of such opinion, any minerals mined or produced from
the land described in Article I (except Development Ores),
whether or not.produced as a result of the Development Program,
and from the said land upwards to the surface and downwards to
and including the lowest level at which minerals are at any
time produced, shall also be subject to the percentage royalty.


3. In the event production of minerals from the sources
referred to in Article V-A-1 and V-A-2 hereof are insufficient


. to repay the Governmentis disbursements, with interest, at the
end of fifteen (15) years from the date of this Contract, then
any minerals mined or produced from the properties referred to
in Article V-D hereof shall also be subject to the percentage
royalty. '


B. As used in this Contract, "net smelter returns", "net concentrator
returns", and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other diqpositions, mean
gross revenue from sales, or if not sold, the market value of the material after it
is mined in the form in which and the place where it is held. In the case of in-
tegrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, these terms
mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in income-tax determination.


C. The Contractor shall have the right at any time or from time to time
to repay all or any part of the amounts disbursed by the Government hereunder, to-
gether with interest thereon, and its obligation hereunder shall thereupon be re-
duced accordingly.


D. To secure the payment of the Government's percentage royalty, the
Contractor shall deliver to the Government its note or notes, payable in accordance
with the provisions of paragraph A of this Article,which shall be secured by a
valid first and paramount mortgage lien upon all ores in place in or upon the pro-
perties listed in Schedule C, attached hereto and made a part hereof, such proper-
ties being delineated on the map designated as Schedule C-1, attached hereto and
made a part hereof, which mortgage shall be subject only to the lien which the
United States of America, acting through the Defense Minerals Exploration Adminis-
tration, may have under its Contract No, IDM-Eh, dated June 13, 1961, and any
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amendments, extensions or supplements thereto, with the Contractor, and to the lien


J which the Reconstruction Finance Corporation may have in connection with a loan to
the Contractor authorized on April 14, 1992 in the amount of $120,000. Said note
and mortgage shall be in form and substance satisfactory to the Government.


E. The Contractor shall have the right to determine whether and when to
mine ores which have been developed as a result of the Development Program; pro-
vided, however, that, subject to the provisions of Article VIII hereof, such mining
by the Contractor shall commence within six (6) years from the date of this Con-
tract if such mining by the Contractor at any time within said six (6) years, in
the opLnion of the Govemment, is economically feasible. Such mining by the Con-
tractor, once commenced, shall be continued as long as it is, in the opinion of the
Government,economically feasible to do sþp If such mining by the Contractor at the
end of said six (6) years, in the opinign of the Government, is economically feas-
ible, the Government shall render such opinion to the Contractor in writing, and
if, notwithstanding such opinion, mining #y the Contractor is not commenced at such
time, the outstanding balance of the Government's disbursements hereunder, together
with interest thereon, shall become immed¾ately due and payable,


ARTICLE VI. ASSIGNMENT, TRANSFER, OR LOSS OF CONTRACTOR'S INTEREST


Without the written consent of the Government, the Contractor shall not
assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this Contract or any rights hereunder.
The Contractor shall not make any voluntary, or permit any involuntary, assignment,
transfer, or conveyance of the Contractor's rights in the land described in Article
I mad in the properties referred to in Article V-D hereof without making suitable
provisions for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage .royalty
on production and a valid lien for the payment thereof satisfactory to the Govern-
ment, Should the Contractor make or permit any assignment, transfer, or conveyance
in violation of this Article, the Contractor shall be and remain liable for payment
to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have been paid
under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If, for any reason, the
net smelter returns, net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from
the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of
measuring the amount of the Contractort s liability, the amount thoreof shall be
estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute as to such estimates, the
determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Materials Procurement Agency
or by its successor shall be final and binding upon the Contractor.


ARTICLE VII. TERMINATION


The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Contractor,
terminate this Contract, if, in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the
time of the notice have not indicated the probability of obtaining any worth-while
production and if, in the opinion of the Government, further operations are not
justified; provided, however, that notwithstanding any other provision hereof, this
Contract shall automatically terminate without penalty as to any portion hereof
remaining uncompleted after three (3) years from the date hereof; except that the
following rights and obligations shall.survive the termination of the Contract:


A. The percentage royalty and the security for the payment thereof, pro-
vided for hereunder, shall remain in effect until discharged by payment in full of
the royalty claim.
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- · B. The Contractor's obligation to commence and to continue to mine, as


, provided in Article V-E. hereof.


ARTICLE VIII. FORCE MAJEURE


If the performance of any part of this Contract by either the Contractor
or the Government is prevented, hindered or delayed by reason of any cause or causes
beyond the respective control of the Contractor or the Government, and which cannot
be overcome by due diligence, then the Contractor or the Government, as the case may
be, shall be excused from such performance during the continuance of any such hap-
penings or events; provided, however, that in no event shall the Contractor be ex-
cused from completing the Development Program within four (h) years from the date of
this Contract. To become operative, the Contractor or Government, as the case may
be, shall give to the other, within ten (10) days after the occurrence of such hap-
penings or events, written notice thereof, together with a statement setting forth
the facts in evidence, and, upon the conclusion of such happenings or events, shall
notify the other in writing of such termination within ten (10) days.


ARTICLE IX. COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS


In the performance of this Contract, Contractor shall comply with and give
all stipulations and representations required by any applicable Federal, State,
Municipal or local law, or Executive Order, or any applicable rules, orders, regula-
tions or requirements of any government department or bureau, but nothing herein
contained shall be considered as preventing Contractor from contesting in good faith
the validity of such law, rule, order, regulation or requirement or any charge that
Contractor has not complied therewith.


ARTICt.E X. WALSH-HEALEY ACT


There are hereby incorporated by reference all representations and stipu-
lations re,quired by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act, as amended (bl U. S. Code
35-65), sad regulations issued thereunder by the Secretary of Labor, such represen-
tations and stipulations being subject to all applicable rulings and interpretations
of the Secretary of Labor which are now or may hereafter be in effect.


ARTICLE XI. ANTI-DISCRIMINATION


In connection with the performance of work under this Contract, the Con-
tractor agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, creed, color, or national origin; mad further agrees to insert the
foregoing provision in all subcontracts hereunder except subcontracts for standard
commercial supplies or for raw materials.


ARTICLE XII. CONTINGENT FEES


The Contractor warrants that no person or selling agency has been em-
ployed or retained to solicit or secure this Contract upon an agreement or under.
standingibr a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, excepting bona
fide employees or bona fide established commercial or selling agencies maintained
by the Contractor for the purpose of securing business. For breach or violation of
this warranty, the Government shall have the right to annul this Contract without
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liability or in its discretion to deduct from the Contract price or consideration


, the full amount of such commission, percentage, brokarage, or contingent fee,


ARTICLE XIII. INTEREST OF MEMBER OF CONGRESS


No member of or delegate to Congress, or resident commissioner, shall be
admitted to any share or part of this Contract, or to any benefit that may arise
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this Contract if
made with a corporation for its general benefit.


. ARTICLE XIV. NON-WAIVER


The failure of either the Contractor or the Government to insist in any
one or more instances upon the performance of any of the terms, covenants or condi-
tions of this Contract, shall not be construed as a waiver or relinquishment of the
future performance of any such term, covenant or condition by the other party here-
to, but the obligation of such other party with respect to such future performance
shall continue in full force and effect.


ARTICLE XV. MODIFICATIONS


No oral statement of any person shall modify or otherwise affect the
terms, conditions or specifications of this Contract.


ARTICLE XVI. ADDRESSES

(a) The Contractor becomes insolvent, or makes an assignment for
the benefit of creditors,or a petition is filed by or against the Contractor for the
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appoiñtment of a receiver, liquidator, or trustee for the Contractor or its property,


, or pursuant to any of the provisions of the United States Bankruptcy Act, as amendag
and such petition is not dismissed within sixty (60) days;


(b) Of the liquidation or dissolution of the_Contractor, whether
voluntary or involuntary;


(c) Of default by the Contractor in the performance of any of the
terms, conditions, or covenants of the Contract or any amendment or supplement
thereto, and of the failure by the Contractor to cure the default within thirty (30)
days from the date of written notice of such default, which notice shall be given
to the Contractor by the Government;


(d) Of the determination by the Government that the Contractor ob-
tained this Contract for the purpose of g(eculation;


(e) The Contractor fails (o provideth, share of the money necessary
to.prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the Contract; or


(f) The Contractor, in the opinion of the Government, fails to
prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the Contract; provided, however, that
the percentage royalty and the security for the payment thereof, provided for here-
under, shall remain in effect until discharged by payment in full of the royalty
claim.


In the event this Contract is cancelled by the Government pursuant to the
terms of this Article, the balance of any disbursements made by the Government here-
under, including accrued interest, shall be immediately due and payable by the Con..
tractor to the Government.

New pumping System to Handle 7000 gallons a minute
from 3100-Level Bottom to 1800-Level Drainage


Our present pumping system was designed to handle some 2500 gallons a
minute with standby facilities. All facilities are now being used to handle
h700 gallons a minute. Further development will probably cause a total flow
of 7,000 gallons a minute.


The reasons for this are illustrated in the two sections labelled Exhibit A
and A-1, which show some of the workings on two of our major ore-runs. Our ore-
runs rake to the north. In many places our mining down the rake has brought us
to a thin, east-west, nearly vertical, probably post-mineral dike. This dike
serves as a dam for waters to'the north. The formations are fairly well dewatered
to the 2700-level south of the dike. North of it, the water stands at the
2h00-level. Drill holes through the dike on the 2700-level give water. :.
pressures of 100.pounds per square inch. We have been unable to follow the
many ore-showing north of the dike because our pumping system can handle no
more water.


Installation of this new pumping system will require one year.


The restriction of our development to ground south of the dike has now
brought us to the point that we must reduce our output from some 10,000 tons .
of mill ore a month to some 6,000. Until the new pumping system is in operation,
we will probably be unable to restore our rate of production to 10,000 tons a
month.

GEOLOGICAL SUMMARY: A narrow, east-west dike extends across the entire north
part of the Chief mine. This dike is monzonitic, and seldom over one foot wide.
Closely associatedivith this dike is the strong, sub-parallel, nearly vertical
Leadville fault. On this fault the north block dropped down 800 feet. The dike
has been encountered in each of our present four main stoping operations.


Caving of the dike, and the high water level, have prevented more than a minor
amount of development beyond this dike-fault. However, from the development
done, ore seems to penetrate and extend b.eyond the dike.


The down-dropped block on the north side of the Leadville fault results in a
duplication of the 900 feet of Ordovician Bluebell dolomite that has been the
main host rock in the Chief mine for the past twenty years.


The Mammoth-Chief ore run has been stoped contiguously for over two miles, with
only minor directional changes when it has crossed major faults. The present
feeling is that this structure will present no greater hazard than those encoun-
tered to the south.

BALANCED DESIGN WITH DOUBLE VOLUTE CASE
Unbalanced pressure forces acting upon an impeller are
often ignored by designers of single stage centrifugal
pumps, and occasionally are disregarded even in pumps
of multi-stage design. These forces at partial capacity
may exceed the loading placed upon the shaft by its
own weight, plus that of the impellers, by as much as
500 to 1000 per cent. Failure of the designer to protect
against such unbalanced forces, which occur when pumps
operate at other than their maximum efficiency point re-
sults in, and is evidenced-by, the eccentric wear of the
stationary parts and premature shaft failure.


The explariation of this phenomenon will indicate
to the Process Engineer steps. required iri the control of
a process to avoid such undesirable conditions, or if
that is impractical, will enable him to select equipment
that will not be adversely affected by such process con-
ditions.


Efficient operation .of a centrifugal pump depends
upon designing passage-ways, through the impeller and
the volute section of the case, so proportioned and shaped
that liquid entering the suction of the pump and pass-
ing through the impeller to the volute case, is acceler-
ated and decelerated at a uniform rate without abrupt
changes of direction of flow. It is equally important
that the discharge from the impeller periphery to the
volute case also be free from abrupt changes of velocity
or direction of flow. The volute passage-ways of the
case are, therefore, carefully shaped so that the pressure
at any point is constant under conditions of normal
capacity, and when the flow through the case and im-
peller is closest to these ideal conditions, the pump op-
erates at sits maximum efficiency.


For any other condition of flow, the rélative veloci-
ties and pressures in the impeller and the volute case
necessarily change. However, the shape of the passage-
ways cannot be altered to accommodate this changed flow,
and the liquid, as it leaves the iriipeller periphery, muse
make abrupt changes of direction resulting in water im-
pact and pressure losses. Pressures in the volute case


under these conditions become unequal. These pressures
of varying intensity around the periphery of the im-
peller, as illustrated in Figuie 1, produce a resultant
radial force upon the shaft, which, under certain con-
ditions, can equal five to ten times the.weight of the rotat-
ing parts. As this force is proportional to the pressure,
impeller diameter and width, it becomes an important
element of the shaft loading on large capacity pumps
where impeller widths are great and the units operate
at other than their most efficient operating point. Tl is.
unbalanced force deflects the shaft until contact is
made with the stationary parts, resulting in their ec-
centric wear, after which, further high-speed deflections
induce.fatigue stresses in the shaft with ultimate failure.


By use of the double volute case, compensation for
this inherent problem of a centrifugal pump. is made in
the design of: (a) those pumps where the impeller is
of such size that the radial pressure forces would produce
undue loading of the shaft; or (b) multi-stage pumps
where the shaft is of such length that the deflecting forces
would bend the shaft more than the pump clearances
would permit. Figure 2 illustrates the basic design of
the double volute case, which divides the flow from the
impeller at points 180 degrees apart. The .liquid from
one side flows into one volute; the liquid from the other
side into a second volute. Both flows are directed to-
gether at the discharge. By this design, if the flow is
such that a low pressure area exists in one portion of
either volute, there . will be diametrically opposite a
similarly shaped volute with similar flow conditions in
it,.and, therefore, similar pressure conditions. Through
this means all radial' pressure forces exerted upon the
impeller are balanced:by equal and diametrically op-
posite forces.


Unless it can be determined definitely that a par-
ticular pump will always operate -at or near its peak
eTiiciency, the engineer making the pump selection should
assure himself that the design of the pump gives ade-
quate protection against this potential trouble.

In addition to the radial pressure force, the rotating element is subjected to its own weight and also to a momentum


force (of relatively small magnitude) which, have not been taken into consideration in the constant K.

This letter is to-present proposals for the expansion of pfoduction
of lead and zinc ores in the Tintic Mining District in Juab and Utah
Counties of Utah.


Our holdings in this area comprise some 10,000 acres. The production
record our Company since 1909 is summarized in the enclosed annual report -
for 1949. We invite your particular attention to the record for the years
1948 and 1949. During most of 1947, we were able to use funds supplied by
the Federal Government in an exploration program. As a result we were able
to increase our production from the 6900 tons a month of previous years to
10,000 tons a month. This rate has been maintained to date.


Our profits were no more than fair in 1948 and 1949. During the first
eight months of 1950 we operated at a loss, Œue to low metal prices.


Since 1947 we have been spendtag about Š2.00 per ton of ore mined, for
development .of new ore. Recent1,y this figure is $2.50. This expenditure
has been insuffic-iènt. It has been increasing]y difficult to maintain our
production of 10,000 tons a month of ore of a profitable grade. Unless it
is increased, we are faced with the prospect of diminishing tonnage and
grade. Even at present prices, such diminutions will shortly bring us to
operations at a loss.


On the other hand, we are confiŒent that execution of the seven pro-
jects proposed for the Chief Consolidated Mine and the two for the Plutus
Mine will enable us withiri 26years to increase our production to the order
of 15,000 tons a month of ore of about our present grade.


We face another critical situation in the inadequa of our present
pumping system. It was designed to handle some 2500 gallons a minute with
standby facilities. All facilities are now being used to handle 4700 gal-
lons a minute. Further development will probably cause a total flow of


7,000 gallons a minute.

- The reasons for this are illustrated in our exhibits to Project A and
A..l. Our ore-runs rake to the nor.th. In many places our mining down the
rake has brought us to a thia east-west, nearly vertical, probably post-
mineral dike. This dike serves as a dam for water to the north. The forma-
tions are fairly well dewatered to the 2700-level south of the Rike. North
of it, the water stands at the 2400 level. Drill holes through the dike on
the 2700-level give water pressures of'lOO pounds per square inch. We have
been unable to follow the many ore-showings north of dike, because our pump-
ing system can handle no more water.


Installation of the new pumping system will require one year.

The objectives of both of these proposals can be fully realized only if
present metal prices are maintained. Any decline in prices would necessitate
aŒjustment of our goals.


In addition we submit here three proposals for projects La the Evans,
Water Lil,y, and South Apex properties. Any of these may result in the establish-
ment of a new mine camparable to the Tintic Standard or the Chief Consolidated.
These would require three loans as follows:


Evans $ 29,400.00 y
Water Lily 444,500.00
South Apez 593,000.00


As to the proposed loans for the Chief Consolidated, we suggest that allo-
cation of 50¢ per ton of mill ore mined to interest and amortization would be
suitable. As to those for the Evans, Water Lily and South Apex, thirty per cent
of any operating profits from ore bodies encountered might well be Revoted to
them. We do not care to enter into any mortgage agreements .


Enclosed with this letter are descriptions of each of the projects. We do
not include a discussion of the g:eneral geology of the district, since Dr.
Lovering of the United States Geological Survey, with his many capable assistants,
is now in his eighth ýear of stu47 of the district. We understand that the Sur-
vey is to be consulted regarding such proposals as ours. We also understand
that the generalized map prepared by Dr. Lovering will be available for your use.


As to the projects, we have confined our maps and di scussion to the salient
points only, in the expectation that personal -emminations will be made by
representatives of the Bureau of Mines and the Survey, who will op welcome.

Yet no one could quarrel with Mr. Swopels statement that: 4


"A general order from DMEA changing the conditions of
repayment could be issued with propriety if all the many
government interests could agree."


That truly is a wide and sweeping statement, which covers a lot of
territory. Almost anything on earth could be done "if all the many
government interests would agree" to it.


Incidentally, it is worth mentioning that actions which
we are presently taking will have the effect of adding to this og
Operator's financial obligations to the Government. We have just 43
written Mr. King to send an engineer to the property to check up
on past and present production of ores subject to royalty. We are
presently writing a recessing amendment which will contain Annex I
(royalty annex) and also contain a rental dharge of $2,000 monthly,
payable by the Operator to the Government. This covers use of
pugping equipment during recess period.


The Operator's contention that he needs to retain the
royalty funds is unsound since he is already receiving substantial
Government assistance via the DMEA loans. It would be very diffi-
cult for this Operator to deny that the Government, via DMEA and
DMPA, has dealt most kindly with him as of now.







I must point out that one of the important reasons for
the substantial amount of DMEA assistance being granted, was the
feeling that existing ore bodies would provide sufficient royalty
to liquidate the loans.


However, if we should now grant a moritorium on royalty
payments for a period of time, the ore reserves could meanwhile
become seriously depleted. Hence, a royalty deferment would not
only delay loan repayment but would also undoubtedly impair the
security of the loan to a very marked degree.

There apoeary tp tie no immetiate relief in sight, A ontinuation
of these losses will eventúally close our properties permanently.


2. For some time the royalty payments paid the Government
Onthly have been renter than the amounts the GOVernment is contribut ing


under the contract terms fór vork accomplished on the erolorat ion program.
This results in an exchange o£ dhecks each month and is defeating the original
intention of the contract lihich is to assist the CompAny in financing an
exploration project.


3.3.It we are permitted to retain these royalty payments for
a period of time, the funds would be used in more rapit development of the
ore bodies which have resultgd from the exploration program, and conceauently,
the ùltimate retayment to the Government of the funds advanced would, in our
opinion, be considerably accélerated.


The Àdminisi tor replied by letter dated January 18, 1954 to
the effect that while he wás avere of the conditions under which the lead-zine
mining induàtry was working, and that he was also sympathetic toward any
solution of the industrien problems, he was of the opinîon that no legal
authority existed which would ermit a moratorium or determent of the royalty
payments due.
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Our co n el agrees with the Administrator but he is also
of the opinion that a general order providing for such a moratorium could
be effected with propriety if the proper parties in Government would agree.


We thi the matter should be called to your attent ion and
if you feel our reouest istreasonable under the circumstances, we would
su est steps be taken o imolement the necessary orders.

This is a formal request for two amendments to this Company's DMEA
Contract No. IDM-Eh, second amended dated June 16, 1953.


The first amendment is for permission to cease operations under the
terms of the contract for a period of nine months, starting December 15, 1953.


In justification of this amendment, we are attaching hereto copy of
a letter our Company's resident geologist, Mr. Max Evans, has addressed to Mr.
Cecil Fitch, Jr., General Manager, in which he calls attention to a possible
change in the structural environment of the ore channels north of. the Leadkille
Fault. Mr. Evans' letter outlines the problem and is fully explanatory. It is
accompanièd with a plan map of the 2700 ft. level together with sections of the
several ore channels involved.


It is our opinion that further exploration of the ore habits of these
channe16 should be pursued on the 2800 ft. level and possibly on the 2900 ft.
level before we will be justified in spending more of our money or the Government
funds allowable to us under the terms of the above captioned contract in the
further deepening of our 18-411 winze hoist shaft.


The second amendment is conditioned upon the granting of the first
amendment. It is a request for a nine months ' extension to the second amended
contract of June 16, 1953. In effect, it will allow the operator until Septem-
ber 13, 1955 to complete the contract. It is obvious that sufficient time in
which to complete the work outlined in the second amended contract will not be
available to the operator if the nine months ' recession of work is allowed.

Dear Mr. Fitch: Re: Geological summation of lower level develop-
ment work, Chief No. 1 Nine.


The structural picture, along with ore habits, has materially
changed as we have progressed with lower level development work north
of the Leadville fault-dike in the Chief No. l Mine.


Ore deposition from the 1800 foot level to the 2600 foot level


has been mainly confined to the Beck Fault - Leadville fault-dike
wedge and subsidiary northeast fissure systems prevailing within this
wedge. At the 2600 foot level the ore channels have penetrated north
of Leadville and have assumed a new structural environment which has
effected the trend,.size and grade of the ore. Development work
between the 2600 and 2700 foot levels, along with ore blocked out below
2700 foot level, shows the ore channels- to be striking and plunging
northeasterly. This new trend is apparently due to the ore being con-
trolled by the strike of relatively flat bedding north of Leadville.
This feature has resulted in long flat lying ore bodies, which greatly
increase our tonnage outlook over the previous estimated tonnages for
lower level development work.


A very encouraging feature in our lower level development work
has been the increase in grade of the sulphide ore developed.


It is, therefore, my recommendation that the 2800 level develop-
ment should precede any deeper development at this time. By using
this approach, we can more accurately outline our ore channel areas
below the 2800 foot level.


The attached plan map of 2700 foot level, along with a series
of cross sections showing geology and stoping, bears out the above
report.

Recommendations:


It is recommended that the Chief Consolidated Fining Company be


granted permission to temporarily cease operations under the terms of


DMEA Contract Idm-E4 until such time as the ore habits and ore locallization


controls on the 2,800 and 2,900 levels of the Chief No. 1 mine are more


fully known. It will be to the mutual benefit of the Government and the


Chief Consolidated Company not to undertake further deepening of the 18:411


winze, the principal interior shaft of the mine, at this time inasmuch as


a pronounced flattening of the ore zone recently has been recognized north


of the Leadville fault. It now appears probable on geologic evidence that


the ore zone may not extend downward to the proposed 3,100 level of the mine


in the area explored and mined through the 18:411 winze, but may flatten and


extend to the north at ábout the elevation of the 2,800 and 2,900 levels of


the mine.







To insure successful completion of the project and repayment of the


DNEA loan, provision should be made, however, to resume and complete the


exploration as originally proposed, in the event that the plunge of the ore


zone steepens beyond the limits of the presently explored ground and it


becomes likely that commercial ore will extend to the 3,100 level.


Introduction:


The Chief Consolidated Mining Company is currently carrying out an


exploration project under a Defense Minerals Exploration Administration loan


which consists of the following work: 1) installation of a new pumping and


electrical system in the mine, 2) drifting, crosscutting, and raising on the


2,700 level a total of 2,100 feet, 3) sinking of the 18:411 winze, 4 compartment,


400 feet from the 2,700 level to the 3,100 level, and 4) crosscutting, drifting


and raising on the 3,100 level a total of 3,300 feet. To date, the installation


of the pumping and electrical system and all the work on the 2,700 level


has been completed .and the deepening of the 18:411 winze has been completed


to the 2,900 level.


Concurrently, under a 25 percent government participation DMEA loan,


the Chief Consolidated Company is driving north on the 2,800 and 2,900 levels


to develop ore bodies discovered and mined on the 2,700 level as a result of


the DMEA project. The first of these ore bodies should be intercepted


in approximately l 1/2 months and the second in approximately 5 months from


January 1, 1954.


Two prior examinations of the Chief No. l mine have been made by the


writer relative to loans extended the Chief Consolidated Company by the


Defense Finerals Exploration Administration and the Defense Minerale


Production Authority. The reports covering these examinations are part of
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Docket No. DMBA 1 and l-A (Lead-Zinc) Contract IdwEA and of Docket


No. DMPA-87, Chief Consolidated Mining Company, Juab County, Utah and


should be referred•to in connection with this memorandum report.


Ore Locallization in the Chief Ore Zone:


The ore bodies of the Chief No. 1 mine are typical of the highly


irregular ore bodies of the limestone replacement type. They do, however,


show in detail pronounced evidence of structural and stratigraphic control


and it is on the basis of these controls observed underground in the mine


that the recommendations here presented have been made.


The Chief No. 1 ore bodies constitute the northern extension of the


Mammoth-Chief.ore zone, ore of the 5 major ore zones of the Tintic district.


This zone is actually a series of irregularly shaped pods, columns and pipes


of replacement ore which are connected by veins, stringers and small masses


of ore and low grade jasperoid. Although it is locally compound and consists


of two or more sub-parallel channels, the Mammoth-Chief ore zone is


remarkably linear in vertical projection and its total width, e:rcept


within the area of complex faulting in the northern part of the Chief No. 1


mine, is rarely more than 1/20th of its total length of ,11,200 feet.


The Mammoth-Chief mone (Fig. 1) properly has its beginning 7,000 feet


south of the Chief No. l mine at the Mammoth ore chimney, a steeply plunging


pipe of mineralization over 2,300 feet in vertical extent, which occurs at


the intersection of a series of northeasterly striking fissures and the


Sioux-Ajax fault zone. The ore bodies extend northward from this pipe


along dolomite beds on the east side of the Mammoth fault mone to a point


where they cross the fault and follow northerly along bedding plane faults


in the steep]« dipping Bluebell dolomite.


Where it leaves the Mammoth fault the ore zone, lies at an elevation of


about 7,000 feet. From this point it plunges steeply northward along bedding







to the Grand Central 800 level which is at an elevation of about 6,400 feet.


From this point northward the zone flattens and for about 3,000 feet the ore


bodies occur between the elevations of 5,800 feet and 6,500 feet still .


apparently controlled by bedding plane faults and steeply dipping dolomite


beds. Near the Grand Central-Bingham Mines end line the ore zone again


plunges to the north along bedding until the Centennial fault zone at the


Chief Consolidated property line is reached. At this intersection another


great pipe of ore is formed which has a vertical height of approximately


800 feet occurring between elevations 5,000 feet and 5,800 feet. The ore


zone crosses the Centennial fault and enters the lower Gardner formation


where the southernmost ore bodies of the Chief No. 1 mine are locallized.


As the ore zone follows northerly along the strike of the Gardner beds,


it plunges again to the north to an elevation of ábout 4,600 feet in the


area where it intersects the Beck fault zone. Here the mineralisation


spreads over a large area, and a series of complexly developed ore bodies


extend northeasterly, following the fractures related to the Beck fault.


These ore bodies extend up the Beck fault zone to the 1,200 level (elevation


of about 5,400 feet) and are locallized as steeply plunging shoots in the


highly faulted and brecciated dolomite adjacent to the main fault.


Between the elevations of 4,400 and 4,600 feet the ore zone divides


into two sub zones, the aC Sump* channel and the "Beck-Northeaster" channel.


Each of these sub-zones pass through the Beck fault on north-northeasterly


fractures of sman displacement and plunge downward to an elevation of


4,040 feet (the 2,600 level of the mine) . Here the two ore zones intersect


the Leadville fault and dike. It was upon the basis of the possible


continuation of these ore zones through the Leadville fault and dike zone


that the Chief Consolidated Company entered into an exploration agreement


with the Defense Minerals Exploration (Administration in 1951,







Within the wedge-shaped fault block defined by the Beck and


Leadville faults, the *C Sump" and "Beck-Northeaster" ore sub-zones show


complex development. The "O Sumpo sub-zone is apparently locallized where


an obscure north-northeasterly trending fissure intersects the hanging wall


breccias of the Leadville fault. This ore body plunges nearly vertically


from the 2,100 level (4,525 elevation) to the 2,500 level (4,140 elevation)


and less steeply to the 2,600 level (4,040 elevation) where it crosses the


Leadville fault. The eBeck-Northeaster" sub-sone is chiefly locallized


along the Beck fault to an elevation of 4,100 to 4,300 feet; from this


point it turns north-northeasterly on a small fault and plunges at a low


angle to the Leadville fault. In planning the original exploration in


relatively unknown block of ground north of the Leadville fault the average


plunge of these ore zones was used to establish the target areas.


Exploration and mine development carried out under the DMF& and DMPA


projects since July 1951, however, has shown the following facts: 1) the


ore zone successfully passes through the Leadville fault and dike zone with


no diminution of size but with a small .to moderate increase in the grade


of the ore; 2) the ore zone north of the Leadville fault is locallized


between the elevations of 4,040 feet and 3,940 feet in a relatively unfaulted


block of gently dipping dolomites; 3) the ore zone flattens abruptly in


this area. and appears to be chiefly locallized within shattered dolomite


beds bounded by bedding plane faults that dip to the north at 15° to 20°;


4) the trend and shape of the ore bodies are apparently controlled by


fissures and joints that are limited between bedding plane faults; and 5) no


steep, transverse faults are known for over 4,000 feet north of these


ore bodies. (See Fig. 2).
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In consideration of the geologic relations described ábove it may


be assumed, until otherwise demonstrated by additional mine development,


that the northerly extensions of the ore bodies currently being mined will


essentially follow the general dip of the bedding and mgy not be expected


to plunge to the elevation of the proposed 3,100 level of the mine within


close proximity of the 18:411 winse. It therefore seems inadvisable to .


sink the 18:411 winze below its present bottom on the 2,900 level until


more is known concerning the ore habits and controle in this section of the


mine. On the other hand, if development on the 2,800 and 2,900 levels


indicates a steepening of plunge the proposed exploration in the 3,100 should


be carried out as originally planned to insure successful completion of


the original exploration project and repayment of the DMBA loan.


Summary:


1. The geologic features that locallize ore in the Chief No, 1


mine include bedding plane and strike faults, favorable dolomite beds


and steeply inclined north-northeasterg, northeasterly and easterly


trending faults of small, moderate and large displacement.


2. Withia the wedge of rock between the converging Beck and


Leadville fault zones the major ore bodies are locallized along steep3;


dipping faults and fissures and plunge steeply to the north and northeast.


3. North of the Leadville fault in a relatively undisturbed area


in which the favorable dolomite beds dip to the north at 20°-30°, the


ore bodies are apparently locallized beneath and between bedding plane


faults, and plunge to the north-northeast at a low angle.


Therefore, the request made by the Chief Consolidated Mining Company


for permission to cease operations under the terms of DNEA contract Idm-E4


for a period of 9 monthsuntil further exploration of the ore habits of
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of the channels north of the Leadville fault can be pursued on the 2,800


level and possibly on the 2,900 level is within the best interests of


the Governannt and should be granted.

The original contract is dated June 13, 19$1, on the
old form. WCh'k was suspended beginning July 1, 1952, on
account of a strik:e, and remained in suspension until about
July 1, 1953


The irst amended contract, dated "the 16th day of
June, 1953, as of June 13, 1951," is for the purpose of super
seding the .contract on the old form by the same contract on
the new long form; and for fixins the amount of allowable
costa for the period June 13, 1951, to July 1; 21, the date
of the resumption of work. This will preclude the Company
from claimin any . costs incurred during the period of suspen-
sion, which is the intention of the parties.


The second amended contract is dated "this 16th day
4f June, 1953 as of July 1, 1 2." The purpose of the
second Amended contract is to place all of the work beginning
with July 1, 1952, the date of suspension, on an agreed unit-
cost banië . Inastnuch as no units of work were performed
during the period of suspension, July 1, 1952, to July 1, 1953
the Company cannot claim for any coats incurred during this
period, which is the intention of the parties .


With no recitals in the contract concerning the
period of auspensio¢, it is difficult to understand, upon
casual reading whyithe second amended contract la dated


as of July 1, 19529 " when the first amended. contract settles
the account up o July.1, 1211.


Alth ugh neither of the amended contracts refers
expressly to the pe lod of .auspension, the f*et of the suspen-
sion is indicated in Article 3 of the irst amended contract
which recites that te Opei•ator "shall resume work, " and the
second amended con ct, Article 3, states that the Operator
"shall continue wor .







The contracts were sent to the field without filling
in the dates when the Operator must "resume" the work under
the first amended contract and "continue" the work under the
second amended contract; and the Operator executed the con-
tracts and returned the Governmentia copies without these
dates being filled in. Similarly, the time allowed for com-
pletion was left blank.


The Operator agrees that the understanding was that
it would have 3# years from the date of the original contract,
or until December 13, 1954, in which to complete; and it
requests (by phone) that the time for resuming be fixed at
August 15, 1953, as it will be engaged in preparatory work up
to that time. We will write to the Operator accepting these
dates. The Operator may claim some costs for the period
frop July 1, 1953, to August 15, 1953, but there may properly
be some allowable costs in this period.

The


area of exploration la cut by the Leadville Fault, which runs


easterly and wester1¿, and also b a dilte* which roughly


parallels the Fault and la near it.. · The dike holds the water


back to the north of it, so that when the exploration work .


was commenced the water level north of the dike was at


the 2350-level of the 18-411 winze, while south of the dike


the water was at the 2700-level of the 18411 winze. There-


fore, Exhibit %" of the contract recites that existing


pumping facilities are adequate to enable the Operator to


produce from the 2700-level south of the dike. It also


recitee that the mine pumping system is inadequate to handle


the floa of unter from the miao zorkinga propaced north of


the dike únd below the 2700 level. (This might raisevan


A.nference that the pumping system was adequate to handle


the water morth of the dike and above the 2700-level, but







the fac is that the water level north of the dilte was then


at the $350-level, and could not be further reduced.)


2. Except for Appendix "A", the Government would


be able to certify the entire 10,000 acres except south of


the Leadville Pault and above the 2700-level of the 18-411


winze, nhich was then being worked. Appendix "A" adde to


this right ' presently known bodies of ore situated south


of the Leadn11e Fault and below the 2450-foot level of the


18-411 winze and which lies outside of the exploration


project described in this contract (the last clause recog-


nizes the fact that the area between the 2450-level and the


2700-level a are "outside the exploration project described


in this dontract, " because that area Was already available


for production; but is nevertheless included}.


3. It follows that under the original contract,


without Appendix "A", the Government la right of certifica-


tion extends to the whole 10,000 acres except the area


south of the Leadville Pault from the 2700-level of the


18-411 Wir e up (because this area was already available


for production), plus the area "south of the Leadville


Fault and below the 2450-level of the 18-411 winze " particu-

NOTE Mr. swope contended that because Ap-
pendiz "A" particularly gives the Government the
area below the 2450-level south of the Leadville
Fault it follows that we must not have the area







below the 2450-1evel north of the Leadville
Fault.

If there is any question of the Operator *s obligation to


pay royalty on production made prior to the date of certi-


fication this will be resolved when the contract is trans-


terred to the new form.


5. Of course, the 10,000 acres is much more


extens e than is required for the interest of the Govern-


ment as er as certification under the old contract form


is conoerned. Inasmuch as all production from. the land to


e deser ed in the new contract will be - subject to the







Ooyerme t 's royalty, it would be unreasonable to require


the ¢ompany to include in the new description, for the


new contract form, anything more extensive than the


Goverment might reasonably certify under the oriSinal


contract Although there is primarily plenty of con-


sideration tunning to the Goverment for accepting a new


description in the new contract form of lesser extent


than the original 10,000 acres, yet it seems preferable


not to permit the exclusion of any areas which elearly


would have been subject to certification under the original


contract. Therefore, we should not permit the exclusion


from the new description of anything south of the Lead-


ville Pault and below the 2450-foot level of the 18-411


winze" which is particularly granted to the Goverment


by Appendix A", regardless of benefit derived from the


exploration work.

Subject: Telephone conversation with Chief Consolidated Lining Co.
Docket Ko. US-1 and lA.


Mr. Fitch, President, and Mr. Watson, Secretary, both on the
telephone called the writer.


They discussed the pumping load which had not been clearly
described in their application. They are presently pumping 7,000
gallons per minute from the 2,700 foot level and experience causes
them to believe that they will encounter at least 1,000 gallons per
minute when sinking. If a fracture is crossed by the sinking then
the 7,000 gallons per minute on the 2,700-foot level may draw to the
shaft.


Kr. Fitch and Er. 3atson both confirm an agreed unit price
of 634.00 per foot for drift.ing and crosscutting, both timbered and
untimbered, and $360.00 per foot for sinking.


Er. Watson also discussed the time to be allowed for com-
pletion of t,he project and requested that it be generous due to un-
certainties of water conditions in sinking.


Kr. Watson requested a modification of the provision in the
present contract which includes 10,000 acres. Kr. Fitch asked that
this be reconsidered and reduced -- to a reasonable area of surface and
to include any ore handled †,hrough any of the work accomplished under
DLEA exploration contract.


The writer asked them if they would agree to.an increase in .
the period of 10 years for royalty repayment to the Government. Fitch
and 'atson agreed that any reasonable extension would be acceptable
since it was thoir sincere intention to repay the Government in full.


Kr. Watson wanted to discuss the delineation of ore areas which
would be subject to royalties. He suggested that all ore on both sides of







the Leadville fault, vertical to the 1,800-foot level, be made subject
to royalttes but wanted to make. these areas subject after a reason-
able retroactive date. Mr. Fitch stated his greatest conceral was having
to get up a contingent liability which might be serious because of their
limiteð financial condition. The writer called attention to the provisions
of the preserit contract which provided that royalty was to be paid on all
ore north of the Leadville Fault and all ore below the 2,400-foot level
south of thé Leadville fault.


Mr. Watson also brought up the matter of settlement in re
pumping installatione. He suggested a lump sua agreement estimated on
a salvage value based upon its value to an operating mine at the com-
pletion of the IMA - exploration project. Mr. Fitch appeared to be very
reasonable and expressed e. desire to arrange only auch compromise egree-
monts as w uld not be too damaging to their company.

(a) All contracts between the employees involved and the company were
reopened for negotiation and adjustments in wages and other items
July 1,1991.


(b) The parties have agreed to paid retroactive dates through collective
bargaining across the table.


(c) The Board has recognized that where the parties have agreed to an
effective .date not earlier than the date of the expiration of the
contract or the date of a reopening for adjustments in wages and
other items,such agreement should be approved.


(d) Other companies in the industry have almost without exception agreed
to retroactivity to the expiration date of their last contract.or
the date of reopening for negotiations on wages.


III- Basis of Request for Wage Increase:


Practically all of the nonferrous industry in western United States, other
than the Lead- Zinc comþanies in the State of Utah, represented by the
Steelworkers made a settlement effective July 1,1991, which was approved
by the Board ( see for example NW S.B Cases N-lkh83, N-14831 and N-lh892)
(See also Exhibit "C" hereto attached) amounting to an 8¢ per hour general
across the board increase and between 7¢ and 8¢ per hour additional
increase for gob reclassification. The Steelworkers Union in the Utah
lead-zinc operations insisted on a complete job evaluation rather than
a negotiated job reclassification as concluded in all other operations.
It has taken approximately one year to conclude said study based upon the
evaluation manual and criteria approved by the NWSR in cases No, D-22-Y
and No. D-31-V, involving Combined Metals Reduction Company, New Park
Mining Company and United States Smelting, Refining & Mining Co. Your
petitioner compagy, after a complete job study and evaluation, conducted
jointly with the union, finally was able to slot and evaluate its jobs
into 16 job classes and the parties then agreed to apply the $11.30
per shift to job class No..1 and $14.16.per shift to job class No. 14

as benchmarks and a 2-3/h¢ per hour increment between each of the 16 job
classes as approved by the Board in said case No. D-22-V. above cited.
Consequently, there is justification for the increases for which approval
is asked upon the basis of approved industry settlements. However, in
addition almost the entire nonferrous industry has settled their contracts
as of July 1,1992 granting an additional 8¢ per hour across the board
increase, which settlements are pending approval by the Wage Stabliization
Board, (See Exhibit "'C" hereto attached.)

The remaining money to effect the increases as set forth herein by petitioners
isnot permissible under the provisions of GWR Nos. 6 and.8, but are justified
on the basis of the above cited Utah lead sinc cases and as a result of the
jobevaluation and job reclassification effected in £he industry retroactive
to July 1,1991 and approved by the Board.


The wage rates in effect in petitioners operations on the various dates stated
are all contained in Exhibit "B" of the Master Labor Contract hereto attached.
The wage rates, approval on which ie asked herein, are set forth in Schedule
"A" of the Amendment of Agreement (Exhibit "A" hereof.)


Your particular attention is directed to Section 3 of said Amendment of Agreement
which provides that said.wage increase for which petitioners herein seek
approval for the period July 1,1991 to Sept. 2,1962 is payable as in said
agreement contained to described eligible employees as follows: Five cents
per hour in cash upon approval by W.S.B. and the balance if and when earned
and available out of 146 of future profits as in said contract set forth.
The reason for such provision is that this company did not have money
available, except for the son of $26,000, to pay said retroactive pay and
will have to make the balance of said retooactive increase from profits,
as stated, before paying any balance remaining unpaid. .If there is any
money available from said.Š26,ooo. after paying said $¢ per hour in cash
as aforesaid, such remaining amount will be placed in the fund and used
to help pay future retroactivity wage installments, if any. The wage
scale set forth in the schedule-attached to said Amendment of Agreement
will, subject to W.S.B. approval, be paid in.by the company to employees
prospectively beginning September 2,1992 ( See. Exhibit "D" hereto
attached)
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In these operations miners and certain other employees are paid on an
incentive or contract system whereby such employees are guaranteed an
established shift rate £or their classification as a minimum. Prices
have been established for various types of work, for example, footage
advance in headings, or tonnage of ore or waste removed, and there are
established rates for other types of work as well. The amount of work
and the class of work are measured or determined for each period and
the earnings of the employee thus calculated. Obviously, the contractor
who accomplishes an amount of work in excess of the average will recéive
greater incentive earnings than the employee who accomplishes less.
The earnings of the contractor will vary from week to week. The.average
increase in contract earnings for a miner, for example, wåll amount to
approximately $2.11 per day. In order to take care of the retroactive
pay for contractors it is proposed that the muount of increase for said
classification involved.be added to their earnings for the entire
retroactive period.


IV - Conclusions:


Your petitioners, therefore, believe that the increase for which approval
is asked herein should be granted partially on the basis of a cost-of
living increase and the remainder on the basis of a tandem relationship
with all of the other principal companies in the nonferrous metals
industry and particularly by reason of the decision in case D-22-Y entitled
"In the matter of Combined Metals Reduction Company, New Park Mining Company
and United Steelworkers of America, CIO, Utah Locals h331, 43kk, and h264"
decided by the National Wage Stabilization Board on or about
July 3,1992.

Even it should be held that DMA did not have
authority to pródide for participhtion in costs incurred
before the date of an explorafton project. contract; yet the
fact is, As indicated in the oþening statement of facts,
that the parties tually agreed with respect to these costa







prior to the da signified by the witten oontract. All
that the writtett contract did was to express the oral
understanding of the parties, and the written contract
might have been dated to correspond to the date of this
oral understanding.


t seetne plain that the inclusion of the estimated
total cost of the pumping equipnent in the contract as orig-
inally writtenowithout any dedoetion for costa incurred with
respect thereto prior to the date of the contract, is suffi-
aient evidenoe tha it was the intention of the parties to
include such costa previously incurred. It is only in Artiële
10 of the printed contract form that there is any conflict,
the provision there being that " . . . costs incurred before
the date of this contract shall notbe allowed ..." Certainly
this formal printed provision cannot be held to prevail over
the express typewritten allowance of these costs as set forth
ta Exhibit "A" attached to the contract .

Reference is made to that part o.f your memorandum dated
March 26, 1992, which concerns the extent to which payments should
be withheld to cover the Governmentis equity in equipment purchased
for the subject exploration project. You will recall that during
your recent visit to Washington we discussed the co ntents of my
former reply to you dated April 28 and it was agreed that you would
return all copies of that letter in lieu of this reply, which will
specifically relate to the matter of withholding funds, and leave the
answer to the other question of method of disposal of equipment
deferred until a later date.


Due to the special circumstances in this case, the instruc-
tions appearing in paragraph 5 of DEA Circular 10, dated January 2,


O 1962, are hereby waived. Accordingly, for the time being, you are
hereby authorized to continue to make payment for approved vouchers
without regard to the retention of sufficient funds to cover the
Government *s equity in the cost of the equipment.


In the me antime it is suggested that you endeavor to make
a determination as to the probable salvage value of the equipment
upon the termination of the exploration contract, and to undertake
discussions with the operator with the hope of arriving at an equita-
ble arrangement for his acquisition of the Government 's interest
taerein.


Upon examination of the docket in this case I note that as
of February 29 there had been a total of $1hl,681 of Government
funds expended on the project, and that there was an unexpended sum
of $90,029 allocated for the work. I also note that the Governmentis


(I







share of the cost for the months of January and February averaged
about R, 000 per month. The average monthly rate of Government
contribution, when considered along with the unexpanded balance of
$90,000 would indicate that an additional 22 months wouM be required
before the approved funds were exhausted. Expressing the situation
differently, it would appear that the exploration work must be per.•
formed at an average rate of $5, 600 per month (Government participation)
in order to complete the project within the 16 months which are remaining
under the contract beginning with March 1, 1952. (This statement presumes,
of course, that the forecast of unit costs and progress are being attained.)


It is readily apparent that when we consider the Government's
share of the equipment cost of about $120,000 as having a salvage .
value of 50 percent, for.instande, that in order to protect the
Government's equity as outlined in DMEA Circular 10, it would be
necessary to withhold payment for vouchers for a period of 12 months
at an estimated monthly rate of $5,000. It also appears that such
a long period might result in hardship on the operator.


Should we adopt a policy similar to that which appears in
Article 8 of the new contract form MF-2OO, the maximum sum to be
withheld would be in the order of $23,000, or approximately equivalent
to the Government's participation in the last four months* costs of
operat,ion. All of this seems to point up the urgency to give imme-
diate consideration to the probable salvage value of the equipment and
to arrive at some tentative agreement with the operator as to how he
proposes to acquire the Government,'s equity.


It is suggested that your engineers and our auditors explore
the matter.with the operator during the audit which is planned to be
undertaken shortly.

He stated that
he wished to have the leverage of the fact that we had not approved of
the amended contract, for he believed that this would be of great help
to him in negotiating a settlement.


In a memorandum dated January 2, the writer informed you that
this office would go ahead and prepare a proposed contract subject to
further discussion. A rough draft was drawn of a proposed amended
contract by rewriting the original contract and transferring it to the







short form. Due to the tedhnicalities involved this was difficult to
do unless the item of the equity in the pumping equipment was included.

We have reviewed the request of the Chief Consolidated
Mining Company of Salt Lake City in which the company asks for five
amendments to Contract 1-DMA-Eh dated June 13, 1951.


The amendments with our comments follow:


1. Extend the existing 2-year contract by seven -
months, so as to expire January 13, 1954
rather than June 13, 1953.


This amendment is recommended by the field team. We
concur in recommending the extension as the delays which make the
extension of time necessary were unforeseeable and beyond the
company's control.


2. Increase total estimated cost of project to
cover increased labor, power and supply costs
that have resulted since date of application
November 3, 1950. Estimates used in contract
were $30.00 per foot for drifting and raising
and $350.00 per foot of winze sinking as compared
to present estimates of $33.56 and $401.70,- ,
respectively.


This amendment was recommended by W. E. Young, the
examining engineer and is recommended with some modifications by
the field team executive officer, W. H. King. Telephone conver-
sations with King should clarify his statement. In principle we
agree that the amendment should be allowed so that actual costs will
be borne by the contracting parties in the ratio originally agreed







upon. There might well be advantages in changing to the short form
contract and if the Government has suffered inequities under the
previous agreement the amendment should be worded to correct them.


3. Government participate in retro active wage
payments amounting to a total of $5,256.8"(. ,


The Government's share would be limited to the percentage
of the cost provided for in the contract. The field team recommends
this as fair and equitable and we recommend it.


4. This amendment requests a sump and pump
station at the 3,100 level station with the
Government participating in 50 percent of
the total cost, estimated at $20,482.50.


The field engineer and field team recommend inclusion of
this amendment as a necessary element in the safe prosecution of the
drifting on the 3,100 foot level. We concur with their ,judgement
in the matter. .


5. This amendment provides that the Government
participate in 50 percent of the winze costs .
in lieu of the 25 percent now stipulated in


. the contract.


Or the Government took the position that a 2-
compartment was adequate for exploration, that it would pay 50


reent of such costs or 25 percent of the cost of a 4-compartment
such as the company proposed. This was agreed to by the


,company. The company subsequently arranged the compartments so that
they were able to sink a 3-compartment winze under the conditions
encountered, but Government -participation remsd ned on a 25 percent
basis. The company maintains that the 3-compartment winze is the .
minimum winze that can be sunk and that therefore it should not be
considered as being in part for development purposes, but rather the
whole cost should be considered as exploration. The examining
engineer, Mr. Young, agrees that safety of the winze crew requires a
minimum of 3 compartments, and that it is impossible to safely sink
a 2-compartment winze. The field team members, Mr. King of the U. S.
Bureau of Mines, and Mr. Morris of the U. S. Geological Survey, make
no recommendation on amendment 5, but suggest that it be determined
at the Washington level.


It is our opinion that 1."{0 per foot is too costly to
be called solely exploration, and that many elements of the winze

are designed for production and will be so used and that therefore
the cost should not be borne eqim11y as is requested, but rather
at the present ratio as was earlier determined and agreed upon.

In my opinion the approach in the Chief Counsel' s proposed
letter re the above-cited project does not express the principle of
settlenent which ábould be used in dealing with a project which has
met the requirements of certification of a discovery or development.
It is my understanding that at one time the lawyers for Chief Con-
solidated took the position that on a certified project there should
be no settlement of joint-owned equipment, but that the entire cost
of such equipment should become a receivable for the Government
payable by the Company by royalties established in the project con-
tract (applicable, of course, to equipment which will be used in
mine operations). I believe that this position is the correct one
and that we should notify Chief Consolidated that we expect payment
for the entire amount of money expended on their project provided
the royalties over the next ten year period are adequate.


All our settlements of joint-owned equipment in the past
have been based upon equipment that would not be used in operating
the mine. I believe the contract itself supports the contention that
on a certified project the entire cost of the contract including the
cost of equipment is payable from royalties, y

Amendment No. A


Request for authorization to construct a sump and pump station at.the
3100 level. Total estimated cost $20,482.50, Government participation $10,241.25 •-
This is recommended by the inspecting engineer as a necessary facility for the
safety of the operation. We concur in the engineers recommendation.


Amendment No. 5


Request that the Government participate 50 percent in the cost of winze
sinking in lieu of the 25 percent participation stipulated in the contract: The
large size winze is well justified, however, -it appears that the increase in
Government participation is no more justifiable now than when the original con-
tract was negotiated. Therefore, we leave this matter open for the consideration
of those who made the original decision as to the limitation of 25 percent
Government participation.


We further recommend that prior to amending the contract to authorize
additional work or additional funds that a settlement should be negotiated







regarding the amount öf Government equity in equipment and unexpended material
that has beèn purchased to date under the present contract. By effecting the
settlement prior to amending the present contract the amount of such settlement
credited to the total project costs to date, will automatically reinstate a
consideráble amount of the total funds originally allocated to the project and
which will be availdble for reallocation to other expenditures

By literal interpretation of the amendment mentioned above,
if the cost of removal plus the cost of sale expense ip more than the
salvage value of the equipment, that the Government's equity can be


written off. TËis equipment is of little value to any one except the
company. The cost of removal will be tremendous, and we would


like to have your advise us the action you recommend in light of

Amend the contract to permit the Government to participate in the costs
of sinking the 18-411 winze-3 compartment shaft to the extent of 50 instead
of 25( as now provided for.

JUSTIFICATION FOR THESE REQUESTED AMENDMENTS TO THE CONTRACT FOLLOWS:


AMENDMENT NO. 1


Additional cost to the Government.................... Nothing


During May, 1952 we were forced to discontinue work on the exploration
project .due to the depressed market price for both lead and zine metals which
would not permit us to make a profit from our operations with which we could
finance our share of the exploration project costs. We do not have sufficient
working capital that had been retained from previous profits and could be used
for this purpose. A strike occurred at our properties on June 25, 1952 and


. continued until September 2, 1952. During this period all.of our operations
ceased, but we did keep the Chief No. 1 Nine partially dewatered during the entire
period of the strike. The cost to us for disposal of water and maintenance of
technical staff during the period of the strike approximated $70,000.00. Further
reductions in the price paid the Company for its metals has prevented us from
resuming both the exploration project and full scale production from our proper-
ties. We hope to be able to finance ourshare of the..exploration project and
resume this part of our operations in the near future. Obviously, we cannot
complete the exploration project within the time limits set by the contract,
and therefore, request an extension of the contract for a period of seven months.

On September 2, 1952 we concluded a labor contract agreement with the
. United Steel Workers of America, C.I.O. This contract is now before the Wage


Stabilization Board at Denver, Colorado for approval, because the petition for
. approval establishes a tandem relationship with other mines in the area- who


have concluded similar wage settlements, and who have already received Wage
Stabilization Board's approval, we feel assured our petition will receive
approval in the-near future. The conträct agreement provides for an increase


. in the miner's base rate of pay per 8-hour shift from $12.05 to $14.16 or an
increase of lT.4 . The Utah State Public Servic; Cpmmission recently granted '
the power company from whom we purchase electric energy an increase in the
rates for their services, which, in our instance, will increase our purchased
electrical power costs slightly in excess of hjk. The estimates of the cost of
our exploration project were made prior to November 3, 1950, the date of our
application for Government assistance. Since that time certain increases in
prices of material and supply items have either occurred or are definitely
anticipated as a result of recent price increases granted to the steel com-
panies by the Office of Price Stabilization. The effect of these increases
in our exploration project cost is outlined in_Exhibit "A" and supporting
Schedules 1 and 2.

A labor contract negotiated with the United Steel Workers of America,
C.I.0., effective September 2, 1952 provides that the wage increases nego-
tiated therein be paid retroactively to July 1, 1951. The new wage scale
provides for an increase in the miner's base wage rate per day of 8 hours


' from $12.05 to $14.16, or 17.49¾. The increase in costs of that part of our
exploration project which were performed prior to September 2, 1952 resulting
from this retroactive wage increase are outlined in Exhibit "B" and supporting
schedules attached hereto.

Our original application provided for the excavation of a sump and
construction of a pump station on the 2700 ft. level; cost of which was pro-


. vided for in the exploration contract. Tests were conducted after the con-
struction was completed and revealed that in case of power or other failure,
the volume of water contained in the 3 - 400 ft. 12" pump columns together
with the normal flow of water from the 2700 ft. level was sufficient to fill
the total reservoir capacity and would allow men working in the 18-411 shaft
only 12 seconds time in which to escape. Enlargement of this sump on the
2700 ft. level to permit an adequate time safety factor was immediately com-
menced and completed at Company cost. A similar condition will exist on the
3100 ft. level when the 18-411 shaft has been completed ànd drifting opera-
tions on the 3100 ft. level commenced. This amendment provides for Govern-
ment participation in the cost of this addition to the original project. We,
therefore, in further justification, refer you to Exhibit "D", our Engineer-
ing Department's report on the need for this additional facility, also to
Exhibit "CA', Detail Cost Statement of the proposed addition, and Exhibit 15",
Drawing giving the plan and section of the proposed excavation. . .


AMENDMENT NO. 5


Additional Cost to the Government (See Exhibit "H").. $39,395.54


- In our original application for Government assistance we requested
the Government to participate to the extent of 50# in the estimated cost of
sinking a four compartment shaft an additional 400 feet at our 18-411 winze.
The Government advised that under the regulations implementing the Defense


i Production Act of 1950, they could not participate to that extent in a four
compartment shaft when in the opinion of the Government 's examining engineers
a two compartment shaft would be adequate for the proposed exploration work,
and regardless of the fact that a four compartment shaft would be necessary
for production. The Government, therefore, agreed to participate only to the
extent of 25# of the estimated cost of the four compartment shaft. Later and
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with Government. consent we devised and are now sinking a three compartment
shaft at no decrease in the original estimated cost.


We have never felt that the physical conditions under which this shaft
would be sunk have been properly presented to and appraised by the Government 's
engineers. In our opinion, it would be impossible to complete either the shaft
sinking or the projected exploration work on the 3100 ft. level with the facil-i
ities of a two compartment shaft. We, therefore, request you review this phase'
of our exploration contract with the view towards granting this amendment, and
in further justification of this request, we refer you ix> Exhibit '7", Letter
of John G. Hall, our General Superintendent, to Cecil Fitch, Jr., General
Manager, dated October 27,. 1952, Exhibit "G", Drawing showing .the method of
sinking both the original four compartment shaft and the present three compart-
ment sbaft, and Exhibiþ "H", Statement showing additional cost to the Govern-
ment of this amendment if granted.


In support of the above proposed amendments, we feel we should call to
your attention the very excellent results that have been obtained by this explor-
ation program up-to last Maf when we were forced to discontinue the operation due
to adverse metal market prices. The exploration work performed on the 2700 ft.
level resulted in opening up and yerifying the existence of a continuation of
t'hetore channéls that had been cut off þý'an intersecting dike. Not only were
substantial tonnages developed, but a distinct improvement in the average grade
of both lead and zine was encountered, to such an extent we were able to repay
to the Government, under the terms of the exploration contract, a sum in excess
of $14,000.00. We' ake now confidently able to estimate that as a result of the
contemplated 400 feet of additional-exploration work at vertical depth, we will
open up' a minimum of 400,000 tons of lead-zine sulphide ores, and assuming an
average metak.price of 30( a pound for lead and zine cgd, we will during
thë next four years be able to return to the Government its entire cost of this
project.


It appears evident that the present outlook for improvement in the market
price for both lead and zinc is poor. Under this condition, it is impossible
for us to finance our share of the exploration project from the mining and sale
of ores. We do not at the moment have sufficient working capital with which to
continue financing this program. Nevertheless, it is important that we resume
the exploration program in the near future if our Chief No. l Mine is to con-
tinue to be a producer. We hope to secure additional financing soon. The alter-
native, of course, is to close down this part of our property indefinitely and
allow the-mine to flood, and in that event, the date of re-opening, if ever,
would be very problematical.


I know that you will give every possible and immediate consideration
towards.amending our exploration project contract as we are now requesting.

ENGINEERS ' REPORT ON NEED FOR 3100 LEVEL PUMP STATION AND
EMERGENCY SUMP


Stage-pumping requirements necessary for development and mining below water
table elevation, against a water inflow of 7000 gallons per minute, have been
successfully designed for on the present 2700 Level Station. Using this opera-
ting experience as a design-cost guide the following proposal, for a similar
installation to be constructed on the 3100 Level Station, is respectfully sub-
mitted.


Efficient design has to satisfy needs of both a continuous pumping opera-
tion and emergency safety reservoir in case of a pumping failure, measured in
minutes of shut-down time. In the engineering of a satisfactory pump installa-
tion the need pattern is fixed by performance and operation figures established
through experience and manufacturers' specifications. The provision of a safety
valve against pump failure, however, deals with the human element for which
there are no established formilas to cover all situations. In regards to this,
caë€related emergencies have founded the need and given limited study informa-
tiéri, howevey, to fofm a-gg for the included table, calculations have been
based on average man animatkne capabilities.


Installation requífements for an adequate pump station requires a reser-
Voir of suitable area and depth to accommodate a maximum of fbur submersible
pumps with a free area to allow for dredging operations. In depth, provisions
have-to be made for complete submergence of pumps, a controlled volume head and
a sedimentation zóne. Overhead room must be sufficient for careful and expedient
handling in installing and replacing of pumps. Entries to the pump reservoir,
judiciously placed so as not to interrupt station operation, to provide ditch-
ing of incoming water .and handling of pumps and supplies. The excavation of a
telow grade emergency storage sump, adjacent to the pump reservoir and having a
connecting drain to allow emptying. Capacity of 17,000 cubic feet would allow
approximately 18 minutes to clear all working heading and to lift personnel to
a safe elevation.

Herewith, is submitted a discussion of the proposed plans for sinking
our 18-411 Winze from 2750 to 3150 level. To date 77 feet of this project


. has been completed.


As originally proposed, 18-kll Winzi was to be sunk as a four compart-
ment shaft from the 2750 level to the 3190 level. Details are given in
Memoranden dated January h, 1991, and submitted to Mr. S. R. Wilson of the
DMA (see copy attached). In order to carry on the D(A exploration work on
2700 level, and to sink 18-411 Winze at the same time, it was necessary to
provide a minimum of four campartuents at 2700 level; (1) One compartment
is required as a sinking compartment through which to remove rock excavated
from shaft; (2) TWo canpartments at 2700 level are required to allow for
disposal or hoisting from 2700 to 1800 level throdgh the operating shaft
of rock excavated from shaft sinking and 2700 level exploration. Good safety
practice and Utah State Safety orders require that these two compartments
be solidly bulkheaded or blocked off below 2700 level to prevent anything
from falling from operating shaft into working face at bottom of shaft where
sinking operation is carried on; (3) One campartment is required for sink-
ing pumps and columns. It is expected that 1000 gallons per minute inflow
of water may be encountered in shaft. The necessary pumps and columns to
handle this inflow occupy a full shaft compartment with no room to spare.
Much detailed design and thought based on experience locally and elsewhere,
and the help of several qualified manufacturers went into the final makeup
of the sinking pump arrangement.


Under the conditions existing at the 2700 level of 18-kll Winze, it is ·
a physical impossibility to sink 18-kll Winze to 3160 level without provid-
ing four compartments at the 2700 level.


The original proposal called for sinking the four compartments from
2760 to 3160 levels. On December 6, 1951, as explained in letter and draw-
ing submitted to Mr. J. H. East, Jr., of the DMA (see copy attached), a
new proposal was developed for sinking 18-kll Winze as a three compartment

winze from 2750 level to 3160 level, the fourth compartment being required
only fra 2700 level to the 2750 level as shown on detailed drawing. The
three compartments thus provided in the working face of the shaft sinking
operation provide for; (1) One compartment is required and is fully occupied
by sinking cage used to dispose of excavated rock; (2) One compartment is
required as an escape manway necessary as a good safety practice and required
by Utah State Mining Safety Orders. This compartment has been further util-
ized to accomodate the Hydro-clam-shell shaft mucking device used to mech-
anize the disposal of excavated rock.fran the shaft bottom. Such mechanical
devices have become almost standard practice in efficient shaft sinking oper-
ations as high labor costs have made hand mucking an extremely costly pro-
cedure. Actual experience, so far, in our sinking operation has proven the
value of the hydro-mucker; (3) One comparkent is required and fully occupied
by the necessary shaft sinking pumping equipment, air lines, ventilation
lines, drill water lines, and power lines. This compartment is also lined
and divided from other compartments, and arranged at 2700 level, to provide
a means of confining to this compartment the possible 7000 gallon per minute
downpour that occurs when, for any reason, the 2700 level pumping system
ceases to operate (power failures, mechanical failures, etc.). It would be
a near physical impossibility to climb up the escape manway from the bottom
of the shaft to the 2700 level in event of pump failure, if the 7000 gallons
per minute downpour was not confined to a separate compartment. This pro-
vision was a requirement ordered by the Utah State Metal Mine Inspector.


It is the opinion of our operating managenent and engineering staff
that a three compartment winze is absolutely necessary in the sinking oper-
ation, and also necessary to provide minimum operating facilities to allow
completion of 3100 level exploration work.


It is therefore felt that the Defense Minerals Administration should
reconsider their decision as expressed byMr. James Boyd in his letter of
July 11, 1991 (see copy attached), that a two compartment winze would be
sufficient for the purposes of exploration.

MEMORANDUM


Proposed sinking of 18 411 Winze from 2750 level to 3150 level.


It is proposed to cut a sinking hoist room and a pump sump room on the
2700 level (see rawings). It will be necessary to sink 18/411 winze as a
four compartment winze from 2750 level to 3150. The fourth compartment will
accommodate the sinking cage or bucket, allowing the two cages in the regu-
lar hoisting compartments to be lowered to 2700 station so that ore and
waste may be hoisted at the normal rate from 2700 during the sinking opera-
tion. The sinking pump will occupy part of the manway compartment and will
pump to the sump on 2700 level.


It is proposeä to use the Riddell Mechanical shaft Mucking Machine to
muck out the broken rock from the shaft. It's purpose is two-fold: (1) It
will effect definite savings in labor - hand mucking in a wet shaft is an
expensive operation at today's labor prices - also, miners are not today
accumstomed to use of hand shovels. (2) It will allow the mucking operation
to proceed even though the water level in bottom of shaft may rise two or
three feet - hand mucking requires the water be kept below level of muck at
all times


It is proposed to.obtain several "Navy Salvage" submersible type pumps
built by Byron-Jackson for the U. S. Navy - these would be ideal for use as
sinking pumps. As a second alternative a specially designed deepwell pump
might be used - the pump being raised and lowered by an air hoist. The
pumps on which quotations have been obtained are I.R. "motorpumps " which
though satisfactory, caused us much delay and mechanical difficulty during
our last sinking operation. We may expect as much as 1000 GPM to devëlop
during our sinking operation.


' The opohonga limestone was encountered in 18/411 winze at about the
2650 level and the shaft will pass thru this formation to the proposed
depth.


The opohonga is a shaly limestone, and when the shaft passed through
this formation from the 2650 to 2750 little water was encountered. It is
therefore felt that in sinking from 2750 to 3150 that water conditions in
shaft sinking may not be too severe,


A sinking hoist of sufficient capacity.to carry on the 2750-3150 job
is on hand, and available for use on 2750 level.

My dear Mr. Watson:


Reference is made to the letter of Chief Consolidated Mining Co. (by
Vice President and General Manager) to myself, dated April 20, to your explora-
tion project contract with the Government, dated June 13 (I-IMA-Eh) and to your
letter of June 23 to Mr. John B. East, Jr., Regional Director of the Bureau of
Mines at Denver. It is to be noted that the letter of April 20 was written
before the date of the exploration contract and your letter of June 23 after
the date of the exploration contract.


In your letter-of April 20 youppoint out that section 13 of MO-6 "is
quite definite in excluding all costs incurred, prior to the date of contract .
fram participation by the Government.* In your letter of June 23 you state
that: "We understand that the termi of our contract with the Defense Minerals
Administration provide that the government will participate in the agreed costs
of the project only to the ektent of-invoices, labor, and other applicable
charges that are actually paid by us subsequent to the signing of the contract
on June 13, 1991, the date of payment being the only determining factor. The
contract (section 10) provides that no *. . . work performed or costa incurred
before the chte of this contract shall .be allowed as costs of the project in
which the Goveranent will participate.*


I gather fran your letters that a very considerable part of the costs
of purchasing and installing the pumping systen, at an estimated total cost of
Š231,1120, would come within the description of *work performed or costs incurred
before the date of the contract* as that ianguage is used in Article 10 of the
contract. Consequently, insofar as this work had been perforned or the costs
for it incurred prior to the.date of the contract, the Government, under the
terms of contract and the regulations (MO-$) would not partiöipate in them as
such. '1his is not to say that the Government could not make any contribution
to your costs in these items. It is to say that the Governmentis participation
would not be in the fonn of a payment of SO percent of the costs incurred
under Article 11 of the contract, but would be in the form or an allowance from
the rental value of these installations under Article 6 of the .exploration con-
tract. Inasmuch as the contract does not presently provide for any such allow-
ance for rental value, it seems to me desirable to clarify it in this respect
by agreeing on those items which have already been installed and the costs of
which have been incurred by you, and setting forth a reasonable allowance for
the rental value thereof. This would not return to you immediateiy one-half
of your capital expenditures for these .items, but would provide a means for
making a reasonable allowance for their use on the exploration project.
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Defense Minerals Administration does not deem it proper or expediènt
to make an exception with respect to making any allowance for Work performed or
costs incurred* before the date of the contract. In the case of installations
in progress when the contract is signed, it may be difficult to make a cutoff
point which would fix -the installation either as. one in the cost of which the
Government will participate or as one for the allowance of rental value in lieu
of participation in the cost. It seems to me that in any.case where orders for
the equipment have been placed and the installation well-advanced before the
date of the contract, the installation should be viewed as one for the allowance
of rerital value rather than as one in the cost .of which the Government will
participate.


If the insta11Ëtione now under way are completed or viewed as proper
subject for the allowance of rental value, this will resolve your inquiry as
to the disposition of such equipment as set forth in yote letter of April 20.
You will om it, and the Government will have no interest in it. However,
insofar as the Government does participate in the. cost of equipment and installa-.
tions, it will have, under section 7 of the contract, an equigy therein which
will have to be settled upon the termination of the contract. The Government
would not waive its equity as long as there was any salvage value. Of course,
such equipment and installations would be of more value to the operator than to
the Government, and it would be up to the operator to make a suitable arrange-
ment with the Government for acquiring the whole interest.


In yoùr.letter of April 20 you inquire if the operator will be permitted to
mine ore which is encountered in the course of the exploration work. Certainly the
Government would have no objection to such mining operations as long as they would
not interfere with the exploration work, but the proceeds from .the ore would be
subject to the Governmentis claim for reimbursenent under the terms of the contract.


I suggest that the contract be amended immediately to set forth in
Erh,bit "A* those installations which are to be treated as the subject of an
allowance for rental, and the agreed.amount of the rental allowance. In this con-
nection, it appears from Exhibit "A" that the Govetnment is participating in the
amount of 31.2 per cent in..the estimated cost of certain of the work, rather than
the full 50 per cent allowable for lead añd sinc ores,.because a -compartnent
winze is called for.instead of a 2-compartment one, which would be sufficient for
the purposes of exploration. I think this should be made clear if and when we
amend the contract as sttggested here. In the absence of such an admendment, the
contract as it presently stands does not provide for any allownace for installations
already made or in progresa.

It is noted that Chief Consolidated believes that the
teras of the contract should not apply with respect to the block of
ground described in the contract that is subject to royalty payments
to the Government for its share of the cost of the exploration work,
beoause work performed by the company on the 2600 foot level dis•
eovered are prior to the discovery made on the 2700 foot level. 14
is also noted that they believe verkieal and horisontal lines should
be drawn to delineate the block of ground subjest to royalty payments,
or exclude discoveries resulting from the companyte development work.


We of course do not wish to claim royalty payments from
production which was not irrtended to be included under the contraot,
and will favorably consider any suggestions to reYise the description
of the area subjeet to royalty payments, if in order, However, this
is a very ¢omplex problem. The area subject to royalty paysants dem
seribed in the teatract and Appendix As was established after eareful
study of all factora concerned, in order to protect the Government
and to provide for payment from any block of ground reasonably expected
to be benefited by the exploration work. In this connection, we felt
that any areas that would be unwatered as a result of the exploration
work or expenditures made under the contract should be subject to
royalty payments.







It is où¾understanding that you intend to send a repre-
sentative to Utah to discuss †.his matter.

Thank you very much for your reply to our letter of May 2nd
regarding the delineation of the ore bodies which are suy¿lect t.o Government,
royalties in connection with our Contract, No. I-MA-t-4 with the Defense
Minerals Administration.


We are fully cognizant of the terms of our contract with the

level was in progress and ore discovered prior to any work done on †,he 2700
ft. level and it, is the ore bogies that, were distovered as a result, of t.his


prior deVËlopment work †,bat are very much in qpest,ion, and which we feel t,he
Government, should eliminate from any delinestion of the ore bodies subject
t.o Government royalty under the t,erms of the ore cont.ract, with the Defense
Minerale Administrat,ion.


During †,he past few mont.hs we have mined a considerable tonnage
of ores from our 2600 ft. level which were discovered prior to any discovery
on the 2700 ft. level, and in view of Paragraph 14 of the Contract, are not
subject to Government royalty. In connection t,herewith Paragraph 5 of the
Contract states t,hat, t,he owner should devote the land and all facilit.ieg f,o
the purposes of t,he exploration project, and †,his presumably would be the
ordinary sit.uation. 3ut when as here concurrently with the D.M.A. project,
the Campany is at, its own expense carrying on extensive other exploration
work, it would seen reasonable to ask t.hat vertical as well as horizontal
lines be drawn delimiting the area subject to royalty payment,s, or else t,tat
it, be expressly provided that, discoveries result,ing froa †,he Company's develop-
ment, work should be excluded from the area subject, to such royalt.y.

Refe nce is made to your memorandum of March 26, 1952,
concerning the disposal of electrical and pumping equipment upon
the completion o'f the exploration work under the subject contract.


You inquire, ". . . will the equipment, electrical and
pumping, be dispos'e,d of at a salvage value, or will the disposal be
by some other methog?" On completion of the exploration project
contract with Chief Consolidated Mining Company, obviously, a cerbi-
fication of discovery or development will be made. This situation
poses a problem not involved where no certification of discovery or
development is made, insofar as jointly owned equipment is concerned.


Undoubtedly, Chief. Con. will desire to use the equipment
installed under the exploràtion contract in its mining operations on
the discovered ore. Therefore, it will be necessaryto come to some
agreement regarding the fuÀher use of the equipment in which the
Government has a joint inter t. The Government may agree to permit
the company to use the equipment without any allowance or depreciation
paid to the Government for its interest in the equipment, provided the
company maintains and pays for gl necessary repairs in keeping the
equipment in good operating cond\tion. This agreement would continue
in existence until the Government Mad been repaid the full share of
its contribution toward the cost o'f the exploration project, or until
mining operations were discontinued. In the latter case, disposition
of the equipment should be made in accordance with the terms of the
contract. Another alternative would De for the company to purchase
the Government's interest in the equi ent on completion of the ex-
ploration project. This could be done b repaying the Government its
share of the purchase price of the equipm'ent, or buying the Government 's
interest at a negotiated price. The amoun paid to the Government for .

the balance of the Government is contribution would be paid from
royalties on production. .


You ask, ". . . are we to hold back sufficient payments to
cover the Government *s equity, as provided in the new contract form?"
Contracts that are written on the old contract forms cannot be made .
subject to the provisions of the new contract forms. However, if the
Government is doubtful of the financial responsibility of an Operator,
it may, even under the old contract forms, withhold sufficient pay-
ments to protect its interest in equipment in the cost of which it
has participated. In the case of Chief Consolidated Mining Company,
it does not seem necessary that the Government should take this pre-
caution.

Due to the special circumstances in this case, the instrue-
tions appearing 14 paragraph 5 of DMEA Circular 10, dated January 2,
1952, are hereby valved. Accordingly, for the time being, you are ·
hereby authorized to continue to make payment for approved vouchers
without regard to the retention of sufficient funda to cover the
Government's equity in the eost of the equipment,.

In the meantime it is suggested that you endeavor to make

Upon essaination of the docket in this case I note that as
of February 29 there had been a total of #141,681 of Government
funds expended en the project, and that there was an unexpended sum
of #90,029 a13.oented for the work.

about $4,000 per month. This average monthly rate of Government
contribution, when considered along with the unexpended balance of
$90,000 would ‡ndicate that an additional 22 aonths trould be required
before the approved funds trere exhausted. Expressing the situation
differently, it, would appear t.hat the exploration work must be per-
formed at an average rate of #5,600 per month (Government participation)
in order to complete the pro,†eot Within the 16 monthe which are reminin
under the eentract beginning March 1, 1952. (This statement presumes,
of course, that the forecast of unit costs and progresa are being
attained.)


It, is readily apparent that when we consider the Government s
share of the equipment cost of about $120,000 as having a aalvage
value of 50 percent, for instance, that in order to proteet the
Governmentis equity as out.lined in DBA Circular 10, it would be
necessary to withhold payment for vouabers for a period of 12 months
at an estimated monthly rate of $5,000.

1Should we adopt a policy alai1ar to t.hat which appears in
Article 8 of the new nontract fora NF-200, the aarhaum sua to be
withheld would be in the order of $23,000, er appror1tnately equivalent
to the Government a participation in the last four mont.hs' costs of
operation. Ag of this seems to point up the urgency to give imme-
diate considerätion to the probable salvage value of the equipment and
to arrive at some tentative agreement, with the operator as to how he
proposes to acquire the Government's equity.


It is suggested that your engineerp and our enditors explore
the matter with the operator during the andit which is planned to be
undertaken shortly.

Reference is made to your memorandum of March 26, 1952,
concerning the disposal of electrical and pumping equipment upon
the completion of the exploration work under the subject contract.


Tou inquire, . . . will the equipment, electrical and
pumping, be disposed of at a salvage value, or will the disposal be
by some other method?" On completion of the exploration project
contract with Chief Consolidated Mining Company, obviously, a certi-
fication of discovery or develoµaent will be made. This situation
poses a problem not involved where no certification of discovery or
develoµaent is made, insofar as jointly owned egaipment is concerned.


Undoubtedly, Chief. Con, will desire to use the equipment
installed under the exploration gentract in its mining operations on
the discovered ore. Therefore, it, will be necessary to come to some
agreement regarding the further use of the equiµaent in which the
Government has a joint interest. The Government any agree to permit
the company to use the equipment without any allowante or depreciation
pait to the Goverment for its interest in the equipment, provided the
company maintains and pays for all necessary repairs in keeping the
equipment in good operating condition. This agreement would continue
in existence until the Government had been repaid the full share of
its contribution t'oward the cost of the exploration project, or until
sinîng operations were discontinued. In the latter case, disposition
of the equipment should be made in accordance with the teras of the
contract. Another alternative would be for the company to purchase
the Goverment te interest in the equipment on completion of the ex•
pleration project. This could be done by repaying the Goverment its
share of the purchase prios of the equipment, or buying the Government 's
interest at a negotiated price. The amount paid .to the Government for
its interest in the equipment would be applied towards repayment of the
Goverment's contribution towards the oost of the project. In any case
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the balance oÈ the Goverrment a contribution would be paid fzoa
royalties on production.


You ask, ". . . are we to hold back sufficient payments to
cover the Government 's equity, as provided in the new contract fora?
Contracts that are written on the old contract forms cannot be made
subject to the provisions of the new contract forms. However, if the
Goverrment is doubtful of the financial responsibility of an Operator
it may, even under the old contract forms, withhold sufficient pay-
ments to protect its interest in équipment in the costi of which it
has participated. In the case of Chief Consolidated Nining Company,
it does not seem necessary that the Goverment should take this pre-
caution.

It was the intent of the DMA engineer that

(2) The equipment purchased under the contract will
be required for production in event of discovery from
the exploration and also to continue production from
the horizon below the 2650 level South of the Leadville
Fault.

ParagraPh ll, Form W-200, states that the total of all
sums paid by the Government under this agreement shall not exceed
$231,710 wEich is 50 Percent of the agreed estimated total cost of
this project, $463.420.

The first item in Project 1-A (Sinking 18-411 Winze, 4
compartment 400 feet @ $350 Per foot) gives a total cost of $140,(29
and DMA funds of $35,000. This item accounts for the discrepancy
in the totals.


Our interPretation is that the Government should only
25 percent of the actual cost of sinking the winze as is indicated
in Exhibit A, and the total amount of the contract should be
$533,420.00, not $463 0 as given in paragraph 11, W-200. According
to the exhibits, the Government cannot disburse $231,710.00 unless the
oPerator sPends $533,420.00.

Attached for your signature is an "Amendment of
Exploration Prodeot Contract" amending the subject explora-
tion contract. I deem it racessary for the sake of the
record and for your information to explain the circumstances
under which this amendment is presented for your signature.
A copy of this memorandum should be preserved with the DMA
file for future reference.


You will observe that this is the Very first
docket number áspigned by DNA. The application was re-
ceived before the staff was well-acquainged with procedures
and before procedures had been well-formulated.


It is og understanding that the application in
its first form was for a loan to increase the production
from the property. After examination of the project and
considerable negotiations it was agreed between DMA and
the applicant that the application would be considered as
for an exploration project contract.


As an application for an exploration project con-
tract the matter is peculiar in two respects:


1. The 1Arge amount of the estimated oost,
$463,420, in which the Government's participa-
tion would be one-half or $231,710; and


2. The faot that one-half of the estimated
cost of the project is for increasing the pumping
system to dewater and keep clear from water an
existing operating mine.


It is my understanding that the mine probably
oculd not continue even its present operations without







asking the taproiremente to the plamping system and that
oortainly the desired further exploration for new ore
bodies could out be carried out witho¤¾ the improvements
to the putaping system. In these alrealmstantes, the
determination of whether the tost of the improvements
the pumping nyttem 19 propefly allowable ao an element
of the oost of exploration is essentially a matter for
engineeri räther than for legal determination. From a
legal atan int, the mere fatty standing by itself, that
the improvem*nt et the p ing system is a permanent and
neeessary benéfit to the ne does not require a legal
fiattag that it shoult not be allowed as a oost of explo-
ration. It depends, of course, on the importance the
Goverament «¾taches to the possible discovery and develop-
meat of further ore bodies as ocapared with the cost of
making the ingrovement. The engineers have determined
that the oost is justifiable as an element of exploration
and that the exploration eennot be carried out without
makinB the exýenditure for the pumping states. From a
legal standpoint, I have no ran14 to find with this
engineering determination, and would not withhold apptoval
of the contreet on that point.


Thedontract, therefore, to terms provides
(Exhibits "8 and "C") for an allowance for the cost
of a new pumping system in the estimated total amount
of #231,420, the contraot, da**d June 13, 1951, has
been executed by the Operator and the Govermaant, After
having been approved from a legal standpoint by this
offiee. There was nothing on the face of the contrast
when presented for legal r*View to indiette that at the
date of Abe contraot the new pumping system had already
beta installed la Whole of 10 þart at the expense of the
Operator. I is my understanding that the Operator in-
ourred this expense before the Aetual consummation et the
contract, because of the necessities it was under for
placing its orders ter the equipment and in relianoe upon
the representations of the Government representatives that
the oost of the installation would be allowed as an
element of the oosts of the exploration projoet. That
both the Government anA the Operator understood that 14
would be so.allowed as a cost of the exploration project
is sufficient1ý indicated by the feet that the item is
expressly included in the contreet as a allowable coat.







Ar icle 10 of the contreet form provides thats
No itema og .. costs incurred before the date of this


contract shall be allowed as costa of the project in
which the Government.will participate." Thus there is
in fact, alth ugh not apparent on the taee of the contract
a oonflict in its provisions in that one proŸiwien allows
as one of the costs in which the Government will part101-
pate the oost f the now pumping system (which was in-
curred in whole or in part before the date of the sontract
and another pyövision which states that no costo incurred
before the date of the sontract will he allowed.


In these circumstantes it is my opinion that
à is proper tr amend the eentoaot to resolve this con


flict and tp garry out what was the obvious intention
of the parties a The actual signing of the contract by
the parties had to await the development et application
and contract fórms, but if these had been ready the ¢o¤-
tract would háve been dated and signed before the applicant
had placed it# prgers for the new pumping equipment. It
is to be obsented that if the item of cost .of the new
pumping equipment abould be disallowed as a cost of the
exploration project, then the operator would be entitled
to an allowance of "rental value " for the use of the equip-
ment under Arti le 6 of the contraot form. It may be that
the allowancé for "rental value" would be as much or more
than the not amäunt of the Government *a contribution to
the cost of the equipment after the salvage value thereof
is deducted uppá the termination of the contreet under the
provisions of Attiele 6 of the contract form. It is my
understanding however, that the Operator incurred this
goat in relianeg upon the representations of the Government
representativesi that it would be allowed and paid at an
element of the total oost of the exploration project, and
that for purpdies of finanging the Operator needs to have
this money in hand now rather than spread over the term of
the contract as an allowance or "rental value.


It been pointed out that the Governhent 's
regulationa under which this ¢ohtreet is entered into
(MO-5) exprewaly previge, as the contract goes, that:
"No itema ... of coats incurred before the date of the
oontract, shall be allowed as opsts of the roject in







hieh the 0 vernment will partioipate." It is my opinion
that this profigion in the publishet regulations is no
deterrent to .entering into the proposed amendment. The
appliçation Was filed months before the regulat.tons were
proan1gated and the terms of theexploration projoet con
traat were attived at,though not set forth in a signed
document, before the new pasping equipment was ordered.
The amendment in effect changes the date of the contract
to the date when the parties actually understood what its
teras would be and the amendment might possibly have
been expressed in terms of amending the date of the eon-
treet. Noreover, I tM nk that the regulations (¾0-9)
which are published by the DNA Administrator, do not pro
Vide the exclusive means for "the encouragement of
exploration,. development, and mising of orttical and
and strategie niinerals and metala" within the meaning
of section 303(a) of the Defense Production Act. If the
Administratof dhould see fit to enter into a special con-
traot for exploration without reference . to the regulations
(¾0-5) or the ophtract forma provided for therein, I think


h& would have £411 authority to do so. In any case, the
execution by 70û of this amendment will operate as a .
waiver of the provision in the regulations (NO-5) Which
would p1•event the allowante of oosts inctn•red before the
date of the contract as far as this particular contract
is concerned

Reference is made to Exhibit "B of the Exploration Project
Contract consumated with this company under date of June 13, 1991, by te
Defense Minerals Administration under their Dockets Nos. DMA 1 and 1-A.


The above mentioned exhibit refers to the cost and installation
of additional pumping equipment, additions to the electric power distribu-
tion system, and certain sumps, as well as enlargements and extensions of
drainage workings -- all of which are essential to, and.had to be completed
before any of the exploration work detailed in Exhibit "A" of the contract
could be started.


In this connection, we would like to call to your attention
that our application for government assistance under the Defense Production
Act of 1990 was filed with the Defense Minerals Administration on November 3,
1990, and we, realizing that the equipment essential to this project would
be in short supply and that delivery dates would be very uncertain, immediately
began to place orders for the necessary items to assure their being available
to us when we received final approval of our application. At that time, we
anticipated approval or disapproval of our application would be received by
us in three or four months at the latest. Actually the contract was signed
on June 13, 1961, over eight months elapsing since the date of the application.
During this eight months period we purchased and paid for equipment items in
excess of $50,000.00, and also proceeded with work preparatory to installation
of the equipment for which we have paid, in labor and other direct costs,
almost $50,000.00 -- or räughly almost a total of $100,00.00. Of this amount,
it was necessary for us, in order to meet these bills as they became due, to
negotiate a loan at our bank for $§0,000.00, which note remains unpaid at
this time.


We understand that the terms of our contract with the Defense
Minerals Administration provide that the government will participate in the
agreed costs of the project only to the extent of invoices, labor, and other
applicable charges that are actually paid by us subsequent to the signing of
the contract on June 13, 1961, the date of payment being the only determining
factor.


This letter is a request to the Defense Minerals Administration,

through your offices, for reconsideration of the above terms of the contract,
with a view towards securing some relaxation permitting the Defense Minerals
Administration to participate in the applicable costs incurred prior to the
signing of the contract.


In our application of November 3, 1990, we specifically called
attention to the fact that three of our major ore runs had been cut off by
a dike and that until we were able to overcome dewatering difficulties our
production, both as to tonnage and grade, would drop precipitately, with
the result that at this time we have experienced an operating loss of
approximately $76,000.00. This amount, together with the amounts we have
expended on the project to date, has so depleted our working capital that
any assistance you may be able to secure for us, in the way of recognizing
the need for government participation in the costs we have incurred prior
to the signing of the contract, will be most essential. It is quite obvious
that had we not gone ahead with this project when we did, it would have become
necessary for us to secure financial assistance from some other source.


In addition to the facts already brought out, we wish to call
your attention to correspondence between Mr. Francis Speaker, Director of
the Requirements Division, Defense Minerals Administration, and ourselves
relating to requests for assistance in securing priorities and advancing
delivery dates for specified items of equipment essential to this project.
The first of these requests dates back to March 8, 1991, and they continue
through June 8, 1991. Eh believe this file of correspondence will be
available to you in Washington and should have a direct bearing on this
request. We are also attaching hereto copy of a letter addressed to
Dr. Boyd from Mr. Fitch, Jr., under date of April 20, 1951, which you
requested of me yesterday.

The following pages are an attempt to forecast the operating results
in terms of production, revenues and costs of an exploration area defined
in this company's application to the Defense Minerals Administration for
Government participation in the exploration costs, wlüch applications have
been assigned DMA Docket Nos. 1 and lA.


In the Companyts original application, it has been stated that the
area to be explored was north of our present workings and separated by a
thin east-west dike through which diamond drill holes have indicated a
continuation of mineralization, but whether marketable.ore exists and, if
so, its grade and quantity are entirely unknown.


Consequently, this forecast can only be based upon the following fac-
torswhich may or may not be factual until the exploration program is com-
pleted and the area developed.


First, the mine is equipped to easily handle 11,000 tons per month or
. 132,000 tons annually from the explored area in addition to tonnages from


other sections. The forecast istherefor based upon the assumption that
after the exploration program has been completed, it can be developed te


- average this tonnage.


Second, in the absence of any knowledge relative to the grade of ore
in the exploration area, the average grade of sulphide milling ore pro-
duced by the company during the year 1960 has been used.


Third, a net smelter return has been comþuted which indicates the
revenue that can be expected from the stated grade based upon ore settle-
ment agreements in effect at the present time.


Fourth, Direct Mining Costs are those in effect at this time and no
adjustments have been made to offset wage and material increases or other
inflationary conditions that will probably exist at the time mining opera-
tions could commence in the exploration area.


Fifth, Indirect Mining Expenses, General and Administrative Expenses
have been estimated to be 11/19 of the total for such expenses as appli-
cable to the exploration area, assuming a total production of 15,000 tons
from all sections of the mine.

AGREEMENT


THIS AGREEMENT made in duplicate this lst day of January, 1991, between
CONBINED METALS REDUCTION COMPANY, a corporation, the "Buyer", and CHIEF


CONSOLIDATED MINING COMPANY, a corporation, the "Shipper",


WITNESSETH:


Buyer agrees to purchase and Shipper agrees to sell ores produced
by Shipper, in accordance with the terms and conditions herein stated, to-wit:


NATERIAL
The material covered by this agreement shall be the crude lead-zinc


sulphide milling ores produced by the Shipper from the Chief Consolidated Mine
at Eureka, Utah, that are suitable for treatment in the Buyerts mill at Bauer,
Utah, and are of the same character as samples and shipments previously received
by the Buyer and approved by .the Buyer for treatment. Buyer reserves the right
to refuse any ore tendered that is not sibilar in character to the samples and


shipments received.


' DELIVERI
F. O. B. Bauer, Utah, in not less than carload lots up to 10,000 tons


per month.- Any excess may be accepted or refused at Buyert.s option. All ship-
ments shall be consigned to Combined Metals Reduction Co., Bauer, Utah. The
original bill of Lading shall be mailed to Combined Metals Reduction Co., P. O.
Box 190, Salt Lake City 10, Utah. There shall be no «charge for sampling and
unloading at the plant if delivered in open top, bottom dump cars in not less
than carload lots. Date of delivery means date of receipt of last car of a lot
at the Buyerts plant. Month of receipt means the calendar month in which the
last car of the lot is received at the plant.


SETTLEMENT
Settlements shall be made within seven (7) days after agreement of


assays, and in accordance with variations in metal prices, freight charges
(which shall include Federal Tax) and labor costs, all as hereinafter stated.

Dear Dr. Boyd:


We respectfull,y wish to direct; your attention to our applica-
tions for Government assistance under the Defense Production Act of 1990
which have been docketed under Numbers DMA 1 and lA and which we understand
have been approved by the commodity branch of IMA as an exploration project
eligible for Government participation to the extent of 90$ of the final
cost of these projects or the approved estimated cost whichever is lower.


In connection with these applications, we have studied the
DMA Mineral Order (MOS) and the Exploration Contract (ME200) and we will
greaty appreciate receiving clarification of the following paragraphs of
ME200 as they will be applied to the conditions outlined in our applications '
if finally approved:


Vith reference to paragraph 4 of the contract ME200, we have
for the past five years contracted the greater part of our development and
exploratory work to a local firm of specialists in this work who have been
successful in a number of similar projects throughout Utah and adjoining
States. This practice has proven to be not ong less costly than when done
17 our own crews, but allows us to utilize our working force more fully on
direct mining operations. The estimates in our application are based upon
this firm doing the drifting, winze sinking, etc. We have also contracted
with the H. P. Foley Company, a national firm of electrical engineers, to
install all of the electrical work in connection with our application DMA 1
(Pumping getem) . Copies of these contracts will be sent you for approval
at the proper time. . We understand such contracts will be approved without
question by ,the Government provided they are in accord with sound business
principles.


Section 13D of mA Mineral Order #3 is quite definite in
excluding all costs incurred prior to the date of contract from participation
by the Government. In this connection we have followed as close]; as pos-
sible the administration of the Defense Production Act of 1990 since its
inception and particularly that part of the act which pertains to defense
minerals. It was our observation that the intent of the Act was not only
to aid the mining Ladustry La its efforts to explore and discover additional
essential metals but to bring these metals into production at the earliest
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possible time. With this in mind, we filed our applications with DMA at
the earliest opportunity and in full cognizance of the two-year limita-
tion of Government participation. A program As extensive as ours will
require the full two years for completion. Obviously, if we were delayed
because of failure to receive any piece of equipment essential to the
project, we could not complete the work within the specified time, con-
seguently we immediateJ,y placed orders for all the essential equipment
needed and applied to EMA in several instances for assistance in securing
priorities and insuring delivery dates. The assistance from DMA was
immediate and very satisfactory. Not only have we contracted for equip-
ment essential to the project but we have done a considerable amount of
the preliminay work outlined in the project. In all we have as at this
date expended in excess of (AO,000.00 and have also contracted to purchase
equipment involving additional expenditures.


In view of the above we will greatly appreciate your consider-
ation of the equity of our position with a view towards some relaxation of
the definition contained in Section 13D·


Ve would like also to call to your attention a problem we
anticipate in regards to paragraph 10 of the contract. Our application
provides for a considerable expenditure for equipment and anticipates
Government assistance in payment thereof. Paragraph 10 allows only depreci-
ation as an allowable cost. Obviously at the end of the project the Govern-
ment would have a considerable equity in the equipment amounting in our
instance to 3 of the cost less depreciation. May we assume that in the
event marketable ore is discovered 17 the project, the Government will per-
mit this equipment to remain intact and receive repayment amortized over
the ten-year production period, or will we have to settle with the Govern-
ment in accordance with (Section 7 of the contract? Under what circumstances
will the Government waive its interest in such items?


The last sentence of Section 8(a) of DRA Nineral Order MOS
suggests the following question:


In the event marketable ore is discovered within and during
the life of the project, will the operator be permitted to immediately com-
mence mining operations as well as continue the exploration project to its
intended completion, or will mining operations have to be suspended until
completion of the project and such date as the aâministrator certifies to
the existance of marketable ore as provided in Section 14 of the regulations?

Sln&ARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECONMENDATIONS


The Chief Consolidated mine at Fureka, Utah was investigated by the


Federal Government under the DNA program during January 1951, to obtain


data for evaluating requests for loans to complete projects A and A-1,


proposed by the Chief Consolidated Mining Co. Personnel of the Bureau of Mines


and Geological Survey examined the mine and checked details of the proposed


projects with company representatives,


ti Ores of the Chief mine are found in the Bluebell, Victoria, and Gardner


formations of Paleozoic age, the Bluebell dolomite being the most important


host rock in the area involved in the two proposals. The ores do not occur


in single bodies but in a series of separate, irregular masses best described


as pods, pipes, and chimneys connected by narrow veins and stringers. The


most noteworthy mineralized zone is a run of ore mined almost continuoulsly


for 1-1/4 miles from the Mammoth mine northerly through the Chief property.


The sedimentary beds within the Chief property have been displaced


by four major faults, the Centennial, Intermediate, Beck, and Leadville.


The Leadville fault, below the 1600 level, is occupied by a narrow latite


dike which serves to dam the water to the north of the dike from the 2350


to 2700 levels. South of the dike present pumping operations maintain the


water at the 2700 level.







Ores have been mined from shoots north of.the Leadville dike but,


because of heavy water flow, production has not been maintained from this


area, Present ore exposures north of the dike indicate persistence of


mineralization.

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HISTORY AND PRODUCTION


Chief Consolidated Mining Co. was incorporated in 1909, and since


that.date production has been continuous although at a greatly reduced rate


during depression years. From 1909 to 1918 ores were developed and mined


from the 600 level to the 1800 level. This work is above the permanent


water level. As the ores were mined from the upper levels, it became apparent


that in order to maintain production it would be necessary to pump water and


deepen the development, Water was first pumped to the surface, but later


an exploratory drift on the 1600 level encountered a large natural cavern


which proved capable of disposing of all the water pumped from the mine.


Tests were made, using sodium fluorescein salt, to determine whether any of


the water returned to the mine. No trace of the salt was found in the mine


waters.


By 1927 workings had been extended to the 2500 level and a reximum of


2,000 g.p.m. was being pumped, During 1927 a combination of adverse conditions,


foremost of which was a drop in metal prices, forced the company to abandon


the lower levels and they were allowed to flood. The graph following page 6


shows production, net smelter returns and profits for the Chief Consolidated


Mining Co.


In 1942 the critical shortage of lead and zinc induced the Government to


offer a bonus for ores mined above a certain tonnage quota based on 1941


production. This plan enabled the company to again dewater the lower levels.


During previous operations exploration from the Gemini mine located another


natural cavern on the 1800 level of the Chief mine. In 1944 a connection was


made to this lower cavern, and since that date all waters have been pumped
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into this cavern. This cavern is known as the "Gemini Sink." Recent tests


conducted in cooperation with the Bureau of Mines using sodium chloride


have failed to show any increase in either sodium or chlorine in mine waters .


to the present time. It is estimated that if it were necessary to pump


water to the surface pumping costs probably would be three times the present


costs,


Production reached a peak in the period 1922 to 1927, Development


carried on in 1947, utilizing funds supplied by the Federal Government in an


exploration program, has now brought the production of the mine to 10,000


tons per month. To maintain this rate it will be necessary to install more


pumps and a new electrical system together with an accelerated development


program. The mine now is spending $2.50 on development for every ton of


ore mined.


At present the.company employs about 250 men. The men are paid an


hourly wage, plus a bonus based on the tonnage of ore produced.

ounces silver, and 0.0264 ounce gold per ton - is sufficiently high to be


mined at a profit in the face of high operating costs, Mining was also


profitable at the low to moderate metal prices that prevailed in the first


half of 1950. .

The ore bodies of the Chief No, 1 mine are restricted to the Bluebell,


Victoria, and Gardner formations of Paleozoic age and are of the typical


replac'ement type.

The Leadville fault zone, below the 1600 level of the mine, is occupied


by an argillized latite dike 1 to 3 feet wide. This dike is an effective


dam for ground waters in the area north of the dike from the 2550 level to .nc


the 2700 level of the mine. The water table south of the dike has been


lowered from its normal level (30 feet below the 1800 level) to the 2700


level by extensive pumping operations.


At the intersection of the Mammoth-Chief ore zone and the Centennial

· ciated White limestone member of the Gardner formation in the hanging wall of


the fault. The ore leaves this pipe along a series of narrow fissures and


several pod-like bodies -of ore are found in the White limestone adjacent to


a strong bedding plane slip extending northward from the Centennial fault zone.

The "C Sump" ore bodies leave the Beck fault on the 1950 level and


plunge through the Bluebell dolomite following a north-trending fissure of ·


small displacement. The northernmost ore bodies of this run have been fol-


lowed to the underlying Opohonga shaly limestone on the 2650 sub-level. On


the 2300 level, ore of this zone has been followed through the Leadville fault


and dike zone, but exploration in depth north of the Leadville dike has been


prevented by excessive amounts of water below the 2350 level, South of the


Leadville dike the ore bodies apparently bottom at the base of the Bluebell


dolomite and do not enter the Opohonga limestone which is regarded as a poor


host rock for ore by most of the operators in the Tintic district.


The easternmost minor run, which apparently is the extension of the


Beck fault ore shoots, leaves the Beck fault zone approximately 500 feet


south of its intersection with the Leadville fault on a north-northeast


connecting fault. This ore run has been mined to the Leadville fault and
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diamond drilling has proved its extension north of the fault and dike zone


on the 2400, 2500, 2600, and 2700 levels. V'


Reverse .movement on the south-dipping Leadville fault displaces the


avorable Bluebell formation down on the north side of the fault in line


with the northward plunge of the four ore runs of the Chief No, 1 mine


.(fig. 5).


DISCUSSION OF PROJECTS


Projects A and A-1 will be considered separately in this report. The


two projects are, however, very closely tied together and each one is depen-


dent on the other.


Cost of the projects may be somewhat higher than quoted due to recent


general price increases but it is expected that the company can absorb any


additional costs. The company has proposed repayment of a loan by return of


D.50 on each ton of ore mined.


In view of the large demands for supplies and equipment being made by


defense industries, it will probably be necessary that the company be granted


priorities to obtain additional supplies and equipment.


Pro,iect A


Project A proposes the installation of a new pumping system capable of


pumping 7,000 g.p.m. from 3100 level into the "Gemini Sink." Installation


of this pumping system will require 1 year. - '


A new pumping system is necessary to maintain present production for the


following reasons:


1. The ore runs rake downward and in a northerly direction at approximately


17 degrees, therefore, the mine must be operated at progressively lower levels,
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2. As development progresses into the country rock more ground is opened


and consequently more water developed,


5. To the north, a thin, east-west, nearly vertical dike, the Leadville,


has been encountered in mining operations down the dip, this dike acting as


a dam to waters from the north. The formations are fairly well dewatered


down to the 2700 level south of the dike, North of the dike the water stands


at about the 2350 level. Drill holes through the dike on the 2700.level


give water pressures of 100 pounds per square inch, Little development has


been possible north of the dike because of the great amount of water but


ores have been mined in this area. Present ore exposures indicate persistence


of mineralization north of the dike. A total of 4,772 ,tons of ores averaging


6.7 percent lead, 10.6 percent sinc, and 6.4 ounces of silver per ton has been


O mined north of the dike.


4. Present pumping facilities are operating at well over rated capacity.


The present pumping system was designed to handle about 2,500 g.p.m.


with standby facilities, All facilities are being used now to handle 4,700 .


g.p.m. It is proposed to add three 450 h.p. submersible pumps at the 2700


level and two 600 h.p., single-stage, centrifugal pumps at the 2.300 level.


Contingent onL approval of project A-1, thr 450 h.p. submersible pumps will


be installed on the 5100 level.


This new pumping system will handle 7,000 g.p.m. with standby pumps


capable of handling an additional 5,500 g.p.m. A portion of the standby


equipment wi31 be provided by the existing pumping system.


The method of calculation of the flow of water to be expected, used by


the Chief Consolidated Mining Co., is presented here. This seems to be in


accord with good mining practice.
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"Calculation of expected inflow of water into Chief No. 1 Mine
when developed to 3100 level."


"At present time the inflow of water into the mine from area
south of the porphyry dike is approximately 2550.gallons per minute,
It can therefore be assumed that the inflow of water from the area
north of the dike will be the same when the water table north of
the dike is drained to the same elevation as the water table on
the south side of the dike,, This would then give an expected average
inflow of 5,100 GPMwhen development has progressed'for several yeirs
north of the dike. An overcapacity of 1900 GPM is proposed to handle
unforseen volumes and to allow for nore rapid dewatering of the area
north of the dike. This gives a proposed operating capacity of 7000
GPM, in addition to present facilities of some 5000 gallons per
minute. This would allow (considering power cable capacities and ,
pipe sizes) a total volume of some 10,000,GPM to be pumped in ¡†
emergencies by operating all possible pumps..


"It is felt by the management that these capacities will be
sufficient to handle the expected flows of water when mining is
progressing on the 5100 level. Careful consideration has been
given to past experiences, and this :knowledge has been applied
in the selection of the proposed new 7000 GPM pumping system,"


A schematic diagram of the proposed pumping system showing location of pumps


together with current and expected flows from the various levels is shown on


figure 6.


The company also proposes to install 16-inch I'.D. Victaulic Spiralweld


pipe from the 2500 level to 1800 level where it will discharge into a drift


behind a watertight bulkhead (fig. 7). This drift will carry the water to


the "Gemini Sink." Provisions have been made to clean the sludge, which


may settle from the mine waters, from the drift at periodic intervals. This


will be accomplished by using an already existing 14-inch water line for the


time required to clean the drift.


All water lines will be installed in mine workings not used in the mining


operations.

In order to supply power for the new pumping system it will be necessary


to install a supplemental electrical system. The company proposes to install


a completely new system entirely independent of but interconnected with the


old system. This new system will be brought into the mine through the Chief


Consolidated No. 2 shaft, a no'n-operating concreted shaft in excellent


condition. The cables will be placed in the shaft 'to the 1800 level and


then parallel the route of the new water line to the 2500 level.


The proposed electrical system has passed the State of Utah electrical


code and has been contracted to the Howard P. Foley Co., a reputable electrical


contracting firm. All equipment is standard make. Details of the system


are shown on figures 8 and 9. These drawings show only the design of the -


system to the 2700 level, but it has been determined that the design provides


ample facilities for .extending the system to the 3100 level.


The following excavations will be necessary for the installation of


pumps and electrical equipment and to provide a path for the pump line and


electrical cables from the 2500 level to the 1800 level through non-operating


workings. , ·

pumps and electrical equipment, including 6 auto-transformers, 4,160 to


2,300 volts (figs. 10, 11, and 12).


2. A sump and station on the 2700 level to accommodate 450 h.p. pumps


and local electrical equipment (fig. 15).

4. Four-hundred feet of slabbing in old drifts to accommodate the 16-


ilþ inch pump line (fig. 7).

Project A-1 proposes to deepen the 18/411 winze from the 2750 level to äkeA


the 5150 level and to explore the downward extension of the present ore r ns

on the 5100 level, A new hoist is to be installed on the 1800 level to handle


the expected production from the new and subsequent development (fig. 14).


The method of sinking the 18/411 winze proposed by the company is


presented here. The method has been investigated and is in accord with good


mining practice.


"Proposed sinking of 18 411 Winze from 2750 level to 3150 level."


"It is proposed to cut a sinking hoist room and a pump sump
room on the 2700 level (fig. 13). It will be necessary to sink .
18/411 winze as a four compartment winze from 2750 level to 5150.'
The fourth compartment will accommodate the sinking cage or bucket
allowing the two cages in the regular hoisting compartments to be '
lowered,to 2700 sta'tion so that ore and waste may Èë hoisted at the
normal rate from 2700 during the sinking operation. The sinking
pump will occupy part of the manway compartment and will pump to the
sump on 2700 level. .


"It is proposed to use the Riddell Mechanical Shaft Abcking
. · Machine to muck out the broken rock from the shaft. Its purpose is


two-fold: (1) It will effect definite savings in labor - hand
mucking in a wet shaft is an expensive operation at today's labor
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prices - also, miners are not accustomed today to the use of
band shovels, (2) It will allow the mucking operation to
proceed even though the water level in bottom of shaft may rise
two or three feet - hand mucking requires that the water be kept
below level of muck at all times.


"It is proposed to obtain several 'Navy Salvage ' submersible
type pumps built by Byron-Jackson for the U. S. Navy - these would
be ideal for use as sinking pumps, As a second alternative a
specially designed deepwell pump might be used - the pump being
raised and lowered by an air hoist. The pumps on which quotations
have been obtained are I. R. 'motorpumps' which although satis-
factory, caused much delay and mechanical difficulty during our
last sinking operation. We may expect as much as 1000 GPM to
develop during our sinking operation.


"The Oþohonga limestone was encountered in 18/411 winze at
about the 2650 level and the shaft will pass thru this formation
to the proposed depth.


"The Opohonga is a shaly limestone, and when the shaft passed
through this formation from the 2650 to 2750 little water was
encountered. It is therefore (elt that in sinking from 2750 to
3150 that water conditions in shaft sinking may not be too severe.


"A sinking hoist of sufficient capacity to carry on the 2750-
3150 job is on hand, and available for use on 2750 level."


The new hoist proposed by the company is designed to provide for the


monthly production of 15,000 tons of ore and 5,000 tons of waste from the


1800 to 5100 levels and would be capable of a maximum,depth of 3,000 feet.


Detailed specifications for the hoist are shown in the appendix.


A plan and section of the proposed drifting, crosscutting, and raising


is shown in figures 15 and 16. .The plan also shows the location of various


exploration targets. The development program provides for 400 feet of shaft


sinking, 4,000 feet of drifting, 1,000 feet of crosscutting, and 1,000 feet


of raising and is expected to take 2-lge years to complete. It is proposed .


that the money be made available at a set amount per month.

The


costs are in accord with good mining practice under comparable conditions.


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS


Ore bodies of the Chief mine are controlled by north trending structural


features and pass through northeasterly striking pre-ore faults with little


change excepting enlargement and complex development at fault intersections.


An important fault, the Leadville, is occupied by a latite dike below


the 1600 level, and serves to dam water north of the dike between the 2350


and 2700 levels. Ores have been mined from shoots north of the dike but,.


because of heavy water flow, production had not been maintained from this


area. Present ore exposures north of the dike indicate persistence of


mineralization. A total 4,772 tons of ores averaging 6.7 percent lead,


10.6 percent zinc, and 6,4 ounces of silver per ton has been mined north


of the Leadville dike.
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Two projects, A and A-1, have been proposed by the company for


increasing ore production. Project A provides for installation of


additional pumping equipment capable of pumping 7,000 gallons of water


per minute from the 5100 level to the "Gemini Sink" on the 1800 level at


a cost of $231,420. This proposal will permit lowering the water level


and mining ores north of the Leadville dike. Project A,Ð=-proposes deepen-


ing the 18/411 winze from the 2750 to the 3150 level to explore the down-


ward extension of the ore runs on.the 5100 level, at an estimated cost of


It is concluded that maximum production from the Chief minè cannot


be made unless present pumping facilities are expanded to permit mining


operations north of the Leadville dike. Present ore exposures, diamond


drilling, and ores already mined indicate the continuance of ore shoots


north of the dike, The irregularity of the replacement deposits does not


permit blocking out ore reserves ahead of actual mining,


The most favorable ore horizon, the Bluebell dolomite, has been dis-


placed several hundred feet down on the north side of the Leadville dike,


in line with the northward plunge of the several ore runs, providing a


considerable thickness of host rock to be explored north of the dike.


The methods of dewatering, exploration, and development as proposed


by the-Chief Consolidated Mining Co. in projects A and A-1 are based on


sound engineering principles and are the result of considerable experience in


mining under similar conditions. It.is imperative that pumping facilities


be _augmented before further exploration and development are undertaken to


reach maximum production of 10,000 tons of ores per month,







It is recommended that the two projects be approved. Repayment of


the loan may be accomplished by return of a fixed amount per ton of ore


mined.

Item "5(a) " of Exhibit "A" of First Amended Contract, by
reference to Article 11 of that Contract, tablishes the basis for
liquidating the jointly owned property acqu ed under the provisions
of the Original Contract.


Even though the First Amended Contrac does not contain a
restatement of the provisions of iten "6" of the iginal Contract,
the basis established therein for charging the ne cost of property to
the project remains in effect.







It is ifficult for us to understand your company's
reluctance to se tle the matter of the property liquidation on a
basis acceptáble o the Government, when actually the more the
project costs are educed by the amount of the property liquida-
tion the less will have to be repaid on a royalty basis.

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LOCATION & GENERAL SCOPE OF PROJECT


Chief Consolidated Mining Company became actively engaged in this project
on June 13, 1951. Location of the work to be completed under the terms of the con-
tract, was in the deep portion of the Chief No. 1 Mine, at Eureka, Utah.


The general scope of the project was to carry out lateral drifting and raising
on the 2700 Level of the mine and to explore for the downward continuation of the
deep ore channels.


This project also included the deepening of 18/411 Winze, a 3 compartment
underground winze, which handled all the deep ore production of the Chief No. 1
mine.


Lateral diifting and raising on the 3100 Level was also a portion of this pro-
ject, but was never completed.


GENERAL GEOLOGY


(A) General Geologic Setting in Pro¡ect Area


The area to be explored under this pro¡ect was geologically situated in the
flat trough of the main Tintic syneline. Dissecting this flat trough, and of extreme
interest, was an east-west structure, called the Leadville fault. This fault zone was
occupied by a thin, highly altered andesitic dike. This structure and related dike
had acted as an intersecting loci for the northeast fissure systems. which were the
main ore controls to the south.


The position of the northward plunging ore channels at the beginning of this pro-
ject was on and near the Leadville fault at the 2600 Level of the mine.


The geological exploration problem was to explore and locate these ore channels
north of the Leadville on the 2700 Level.


(B) Structure


Relatively flat lying beds were dominant in the area explored, this being due


to the position of the trough segment of the main syneline.


Local intra-folding within the trough prevailed, but of a minor nature. Fault
systems of the north-south and north-east quadrants prevailed, along with the east-
west striking Leadville and accompanying dike.


Local steepening of bedding was noted along and near the Leadville structure.
Flat bedding faults were also encountered on, above, and below the 2700 Level.

The trough segment explored had a defined low angle northward plunge of 20-25°
on the 2700 Level.


The east-west Leadville fault showed reverse movement as we progressed north-
ward on the 2700 Level. The north block of this fault had been down dropped some 800
feet. This placed the favorable Blue Bell dolomite formation down in line for the north-
ward plunging ore channels.


(C) Stratigraphy


The host rock for ore deposition on the 2700 Level was the upper member of the
Blue Be11 formation of Ordivician Age. This rock is a true dolomite in its' chemical
make-up and prepares itself very well for ore deposition under tectonic stresses. This
formation has numerous marker beds for identification and has also accounted for a great
portion of the district production.


The 18/411 Winze sinking, below the 2700 Level, was entirely confined to the
Ophonga formation, a shaly 11mestone.


ORE BODIES, LITHOLOGIC AND STRUCTURAL CONTROL


The ore bodies found on 2700 Level were typical in geometric form to the ores
above 2700 Level, ie, longitudinal pipe like masses with local irregularities.


As the ore channels penetrated north of the Leadville fault, a new system of lith-
ologic and structural controls prevailed.


Lithologically, the ore channels were localized in a favorable bedding horizon,
namely, the "eye bed" horizon of the upper Blue Bell formation. This is a very short
breaking unit within the Blue Bell formation and prepares itself well for ore deposition
in and near faults.


Structurally, the ore channels were localized within two flat bedding faults in
the "eye bed" horizon. Various local enlargements of the ore channels took place when
they intercepted cross breaking structures or became involved in intra-folding withio the
trough segment of the syneline.


As the northward plunging ore channels were explored to the north, a very dis-
tinct northeast trend was developed; this was due entirely to the previous mentioned
flat bedding fault control, and selective bedding replacement. The overall northward
plunge of the ore channels was consistant with the regional plunge of the main synclinal
structure.


' MINERALOGY


Mineralogically, the ores had a definite increase in zine content on the 2700
Level. The silicious quartz gangue, which is intimately associated with most Tintic
District ores, was ever present. An increase in iron sulphide, "pyrite", was also noted.
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The silver and lead ratio remained approximately equal, with the gold content near the
same as ores directly higher in the mine.


GRADE OF ORE MINED


Grade of the lower level ores are outlined as follows:

TONNAGE RESERVES


1. Factual tonnage from level to level within the Chief Mine has been the
only means of estimating possible ore reserves in known channels. This situation is pri-
marily due to two main factors:


(A) Drift development and diamond drilling below known ore channels
is lacking.


(B) The tortuous habits of the ore channels in their downward continu-
ation to the north and northeast, makes it difficult to actually block out
and delineate the entire channel. These channels will vary in size and
shape according to their structural and lithologic environments.


2. The best estimate for reserves is based on experience and factual tonnage
mined from each channel per vertical foot. On this basis the following tonnage figures
are outlined:


Production from 2500 - 2800 Level


Level Tons


2500 - 2600 61,564


2600 - 2700 67,954


2700 - 2800 68,977


The Tonnage figure, had 2700 to 2800 Level been completely mined out, was
expected to approximate 80,000 tons. This was related to known channels. .

Expected Tonnage From 2800 - 3000 Level


From the above data, it is reasonable to assume that from the limited channels
north of 18/411 Winze which were being mined, 160,000 tons of ore could be realized
between.2800 Level and the 3000 Level. Millionaire Row fissure to the east of this pro-
ject between the 2700 and the 3000 Level, should yield 40,000 tons of ore also, based
on the factor used of 133 tons per vertical foot. Total tonnage between 2800 Level and
3000 Level is placed at 200,000 tons expected reserves.


MINING AND ECONOMIC CONDITIONS


During the letter part of our deep level mining, many detrimental and damaging
factors developed that prevented the mining of the deep ores as a profitable operation.
These factors are outlined and discussed as follows:


1. Physical conditions in the mining of the ores became bad. The flat bed-
ding faults, which controlled the 2700 Level and deeper ore channels, had in-
tensely brecciated and loose hanging wall beds, as a result of this unfortunate
condition, excess dilution of wall rock into the ore breaking resulted. Various
methods were employed, such as roof bolting, back boards, etc., without success.


2. An increase in cost of materials and supplies otso faced this operation.


3. A fluctuating metal market, resulting in lower metal prices, also hampered
the survival of deep ore extraction in the Chief No. 1 Mine.


4. Increased labor costs also faced the Company during the deep level oper-
ation.


As these increasing non-economic conditions were met, and,a depletion of work-
ing capital continued, ibe lower levels were abandoned.


CONCLUSIONS


The D.M.E.A. exploration work in the deep portion of the Chief Mine was
carried out very diligently and'with good success, in finding and testing the ore channels
down to the 2900 Level.


The Company, is its attempt to cärry out a successful operation in the deep levels,
did drifting and raising on 2700 Level in excess of 6,500 feet. This work was carried out,
soley financed by Company capital, without government participation. This project car-
ried out the deepest underground penetration in the entire Tintic District. Substantial ore
reserves were also infered from lower level drilling, if and when, economic conditions
are such that a new attempt may be made to extract deep ores. Much new geological in-
formation was also gained through this project.

This condition was mainly due to bad ground in and near the ore channels, in-
creased labor, materials and power costs, along with depressed metal prices.


The Company faithfully and diligently pursued the work and cigreements within
the contracts.


Probable ore reserves were blocked out, in the deep portion of the mine, along
with other valuable information gained.

You will recall that, in a letter dated Octoþer 16, 1956,
thia Operator suggested paying the Goverrment the sua of $5,000.00
for its equit,y in the property. Such an offer seemed ridiculously
low, but if the Operator should be inclined to make a reasonable
o£fer in line with our usual disposal valuations, we would give it
our serious consideration. In ariy event, an informal discussion,
such-as we have suggested, could do no harm and might, possibly lead
to something.

Mr. Fitch's let,ter stated t,ho anonnt of sneh retroactive
labor cost,a as $5,256.87. For the reason st,ated in answer to your
Question To. 2 below, and subject, to the answere given below to
your Questions No. A and 5, this office vill not object, to the
t.ot,al of $5,256.81, divided as follows:

Your numbered questions are answered as follows:


(1} The figure $327,218.21 set forth in Port, B of Ex.-
hibit *A* of †,he Second Amended Contract., and in paragraph 4 of
†,he Piret Amended Cont.ract, does not const.itute a maximm allow•-
able, nor do the items which compose that, amount. cons%itute maxi.-
mas, for the reason that both provisiana stated that these figures
were "subject to audit*. Ihrt,hermore, insofar as toneerns the
item of "Retroactive Adjustment of ¾ages,* Article I of Exhibit, *A*
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of the Second Amended Contract explicitly atates that the First
Amended Contract shall govern the settlement of work done prior to
the Second Amended Contract (except in matters not here relevant);
and Article 1 of Exhibit "An of the First Amended Contract providea
that its terms supersede those of the Original Contract. There-
fore, since wages were not anximnma under the First Amended Con-
tract, the fact that wages were maximums under the Original Con-
tract is not now relevant. if the retroactive wage costs otherwise
elleuable were actua13y incurred as set forth in Mr. Fitches letter
of November 4, 1952, those coats are not to be disallowed on the
ground that they *exceeded maximans,*


(2) The retroactive wage claim of $883.09 appears to sp-
p17 to Project 3A, rather than Project 1 as stated in your letter,
In any event, the figure of $63,000.00 shown on the Original Con-
tract is not a unximum, having been superseded by the figure of
$63,999.5A in Part B of Exhibit *AW of the Second Amended Contract
which incorporates Article A of Exhibit nAn of the First Amended
Contract. As stated in the answer to question 1 above, that figure
is not a maxitsum.


(3) See answere to Questions 1 and 2 above.


(4) and (5) Amy retroaotive wage increases a11awed under
the Amended Contracts which have not been paid to the oployees
should be disallowed. The project to elosed and we have been try-
ing to get Chief Consolidated to make settlement for some time.
This work vas done on an actual-cost contract and since the company
incurred no cost on the, vages not actually paid to employees, the
Government could not participate in any unpaid amount held by the
company.


(6) Ail items should be disallowed. There should be no
suspensions.


Our Associate Solicitor's office hea approved the above
opinions.


Your endit should be complete to date, but it should not
be considered a final audit. It probably will be necessary for you
to issue a report of reviev when settlement has been effected on
all the equipment.

In your letter of December 18 you requested information
concerning the present status of our efforts to dispose of jointly
owned equipment acquired under the terms of the above captioned con-
tract.


In previous correspondence we mentioned that we had sup-
plied all of the used equipment dealers in Salt Lake City with a list
of the jointly owned equipment, and requested that they inspect and bid
upon the same. We.further contacted each of these firms by telephone
asking whether they would be interested in bidding upon this equipment.
As a result, one firm sent a representative to inspect the equipment,
others promised to do so, but did not. In further follow-ups, these
contacts indicated that they were not particularly interested in pur-
chasing special equipment of this nature.


Concurrently, we vrcte some fifty-odd letters to operating
mines in the Western United States, enclosing a list of the equipment,
and advising them of the conditions of the sale. To this effort, we have
not received a single inquiry.


We also wrote letters, enclosing a list of the equipment,
to several machinery dealers outside of t.he 3al' lake City area on the
Pacific Coast and in Arizona. We have heard from two of these firms who
express some interest :n certain substantial items on the list and have
had some correspondence 'oncerning them. At this writing, nothing definite
has been concluded.


We have supplied the Utah Power and Light Company with a
list of the electrica3 equipment involved. They are presently going over a
the list to see if it can be adapted to their needs. We expect to hear
further from this source in the near future.

To date, however, the representative of only
one firm has inspected the property, and the principal of this concern
advises that they will make a bid in about two weeks, a delay being occa-
sioned by the principal attending other matters in the North West. One
concern has advised d3by letter that they would not care to bid on this
type of equipment. The other three indicated that they will inspect the
equipment and give us a dècision. However, it is quite evident they will
do so at their convenience and not at ours.


The starting equipment, which you will recall, we got author-
ity to sell at a stated price from Washington, is still a possibility.

Reference is mad.e to your letter of June 29, i956
and prior correspondence, relative to the liquidation of the
Government's interest in the jointly owned 'property acquired
under the contract. In conjunction therewith, we are enclosing
four sets of data consisting of the following:


1. Mémorandum dated July 31, 1956, from stephen
R. Wilson, Bureau of Mines, with attachments
as follows:


(a) Partial listing by the Operator of the
jointly owned property.


(b) Supplemental listing by T. H. Brading,
DMEA Auditor, in collaboration with W. E.
Young, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines,
Salt Lake City, Utah.


We have advised the Operator of its re_sponsibility
in disposing of the property and have outlined the procedure
to be followed. Nevertheless, the Operator has not cooperated
or complied with the requirements. The property has not been
assembled to facilitate proper identification or disposal.


From the Operator's attitude, it seems that for
economic reasons they are attempting to force the Government
to waive its interest in the property or accept a settlement
decidedly in favor of the company.







It appears that it will be necessary for the
Washington Office to take a firm hand in the property
liquidation. Final decision in the matter is not within
the authority delegated to this office. Neither do we
have the means to force cooperation from the Operator and
compliance with the provisions of the contract.


If an equitable settlement cannot be arranged,
we recommend that if it is possible the Government close
the account leaving the entire cost of the property as a
charge to the project, repayable under royalty provisions
of the contract.


In the discussion between the Government and
Company officials at the Company's Salt Lake City office,
it was agreed that the Company would be furnished a copy of
the supplemental list prepared by T. H. Brading and W. E.
Young. However, we will not forward a copy of the supple-
mental listing to the Company until we receive instructions
from you to do so.


We await further instructions from you in the
matter.

Government
represent,atives included T. H. Brading, D. W. Finch, S. R. Wilson,
and W. E. Young.


Chief Consolidat.ed Nining Co. is not, interested in biMing
on t.he jointly owned equipment, and supplies. Company represent.atives
apparently have no plan for reopening the lower workings of t.he
mine and thus have no need for the equipment. During the discussions
July 10, 1956, Mr. Vat.son stated t.hat, in his opinion †.he equipment,
is of special design and thus could be used only on a mining
property wit.h conditions parallel to t,hose on t.he Chief Consolidated
property. This may be true for part of the equipment, but, t.he
majority of the it.ems could be utilised on many properties. Mr.

We are sorry that an unadvoidable series of delays has made
it impossible for us to comply with the request contained in your letter of
February 13 up to this time.


The closure of our lower levels, as you can rea131y realize,
necessitated drastic reduction in our key personnel, and partidularly those
most familiar with the clerical details concerning our DNEA contract. This
has placed a burden of preparing the detail requested upon the writer at a
time when year end closing of the books, income tax reports, stockholders'
and Directors' meetings all require a dead line. Regardless of your letter
of February 13, the writer had hoped the Government was considering the sug-
gestion outlined in my previous correspondence to you relative to the fact
that we had already returned to the Government in royalties a sum of money
far in excess of the equipment purchases made under the terms of the con-
tract and that therefor the Government might rightfully conclude they had
been fully reimbursed for such equipment. No reference to this suggestion
has been made in your past correspondence.


We have given considerable study to the content of your
letter of February 13, and at this time would like to make two suggestions
for your consideration: First, that if a Government auditor and/or engineer
were to assist us in preparing the initial inventory, the entire matter
might be greatly expedited. We believe that within a week the proper recon-
ciliation, with reports and the identification of equipment items in which
the Government claims an interest, could be concluded. Also such items of
equipment as were lost in the flooding of the mine could be identified and
proper notations made. Second, we are somewhat concerned over-the two bid
requirement for the sale of equipment in which the Government claims an
interest. The equipment referred to is very specialized, and we would feel
ourselves quite fortunate if we were able to find a purchaser who had need
for many of these items at a fair price. In most instances two bona-fide
bids could not be obtained at the same time. We would, therefore, suggest
that we be allowed to dispose of this equipment at what in purg
appears to be a fair price, and that the Government, for its protection,

establish a minimum price for each item below which we would not sell without
prior consent .of the Government.


Regardless of whether you decide to send an auditor or engin-
eer to assist in this final accounting, we are now prepared to go ahead with
the initial reporting and furnish the same to you by the first of June, if
not earlier.

Upon
eessatio¤ of work by the Contractor, the Contractor caused all of these
items, with the exception of two small pumps and their appurtenances to be
removed from the area subject to flooding. This equipment is no longer of
Valse to the Contractor, and the Contractor desires to dispose of the same
by sala.


Contractor realises under the conditions of Paragraph 6 of
the Contract that the Government any have an interest in the salvage value
of this equipment. The Contractor requests the Government to consider the
fact that it has paid to the Government from proceeds derived from the sale
of ores a sum in excese of $125,000.00, and further requests the Govern-
ment's consideration to exercise the powers inferred in Paragraph 6 of the


Contract and agree that it has been fully reimbursed for the equipment so
Purchased and that the title to the same and authority for the disposal i
remains with the Contractor and the Government's interest ceases therein.

As stated to you on the phone, I think the letter needs an-
other paragraph at the end emphasising that what we are trying to do
is to negotiate a deal with the Operator that results in the greatest
return to the Government of the money expended by it; that crediting
the Operator with the repayment of all money for the equipment pur-
chase from royalty already paid willnuot do it; that the best way to
do it is by negotiatin8 with the Operator (not quoting na provisions
of the contract with which we are already familiar); and to not give
up on the idea of getting more territory into the land description,
because the Operator is cutting us off^from a possible source of roy-
alty by default 98 in completion of the work. If we understand Harsh-
man's letter, he is probably talking all around the same point, but
not directly at it; and probably doesn't understand that if the Govern-
ment agreed to a negotiated settlement, it might not require the immed-
iate payment of cash for its interest in the property, such as if the
Operator agreed to throw into the land description a larger area of
land, some of which is pr^esently producing.

Reference is made to your letter of December 14, 1955, re-
garding termination of the.subject contract and liquidation of the
Government's interest in the jointly owned property.


In the third paragraph of your letter, it is stated that
you are not in accord that the contract be officially terminated
prior to the property settlement. In Exhibit "A" of the "Second


Amended Contract", paragraph "1", referring to the property liquida-
tion, it is stated in part:


". . . which shall be liquidated and accounted for
as provided in that Contract (meaning the First
Amended Contract), but upon the completion of the
work provided for in this Second Amended Contract
or upon its termination. "


It appears from the foregoing that either completion of the
work or termination of the confragt is a prerequisite to the settle-
ment of the Government 's interest in the jointly owned uproperty.
We are bringing the matter to your attention with the request that
you obtain the legal status before we initiate negotiations with the
pperator.


Regarding the Government taking over the property, or
threatening to do so, and to dispose of it for the joint account of
the Government and the Operator, it is doubtful that even the cost
of salvaging would be realisse,d if such action were actually taken by
the Government . This fact is apparent, no doibt, to the Operator
because of its impracticability.
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We doubt if the Operator would consider executing an agree-
ment to give the Government royalty from additional areas which are
presently in production. However, we will prospect that possibility
as you suggested. If it is determined that an agreement to that
effect is feasible, there would be a considerable amount of field in-
vestigation involved and a suitable Amendment to the Contract would
have to be prepared.


Regarding the suggestion of Mr. Watson pertaining to the
manner of effecting the liquidation, we agree with your viewpoint in
principle. However, it appears immaterial whether the return to the
Government is on the basis of a high percentage of its investment in
the cost of the jointly owned property and a low percentage of the
balance of the project costs, or vice versa.


Total disbursements to date under the contract amount to
$185,680.75, on which the Government has had a return by royalties of
$lèf,008.88, leaving an unpaid balance of $58,671.85.


The property involved consists of the pumping system which
was constructed at a cost of $240 705.59, in which the Government '
participated to the extent of.50 per cent, or an amount of $120 352.79.


Relative to the:pumping system, a fact that should be realized
is that a large portion of the original cost consisted of labor and
material in assembling the system which would have no salvage value
whatsoever. Also, some individual units of the system were constructed
by assembling company owned equipment and new equipment and supplies,
to which the Government contributed a part of the cost. Consequently,
in some cases, it would be impractical if not impossible to identify or
separate the portion to which the Government contributed.


We believe that the Operator's financial condition is such
that a cash outlay to liquidate the Government's interest in the pro-
perty would impose a severe hardship on them which probably would
preclude their bidding on the property to retain it in place. The
alternative, then, is to salvage such of the property as is possible
and dispose of it on the open market, which is not too good at this
time. On the other hand, if no outlay of additional cash was involved, j
at the time of the transaction, we ade;ht be able to negotiate a settle- /
ment with the Operator at a higher percentgge of the.Government's I
original investment, the Operator retaining the: property for possible
use in the future.


For example, if the settlement could be negotiated on a
depreciation basis, say not to exceed a maxBrium of liper ceni depre-
ciation per year of operation, then the remaining vague in the property,







on the maximom depreciation basis, would be 40 per cent of the original
cost, in which the Government's interest would be 20 per cent, or approx-
imately $48,000.00. If absorbing the amount due thfGovernment in roy-
alties alread paid woáld result in a higher return to the Government in
the property settlement transaction, then it appears to be to the best
interests of the Government to settle on that basis.. We believe a settle-
ment of the foregoing nature would bear investigation and would at the
same time give the Government a greater return on its original investment,
also effect a greater-return to the operator by enabling them to retain
the property intact for fùture use.


As a last resort, in event negotiations fail to effect a
satisfactory conclusion of the matter, if the project work is not com-
pleted by March 16, lg36, the expiration date of the contract, it appears
that the Operator would be in default under the terms of the contract
and therefore lÏable for such acii'on by the Government as indicated to
protect its interèšt in the maiter, even up to demanding immediate re-
payment to the Government of the unpaid balance .


We have requested the field office to supply us with an inven-
tory of salvageable property and their recommendations in the matter;
also, they have been requested to contact the Operator and have them
put in writing any proposal they may have relative to a settlement of
the Government's interest in the jointly owned property.


In the meantime, we will appreciate further advice from you
on the matters discusséd.herein.

Se have your semeranda of November 28, relative to the
Govermentis equity in equipment purobased usan the etted contract.


It would appear that this Operater is not inclined to make
an equitable offer. The suggestion of Mr. Watson *that the subsequentay
agreed spen amenat of the Govermentta interest in the property be con-
sidered as haviat been defrayed as a part of royalty payments already
maden is far from being ateeptable. In effeet, we would be making this
eompany a present of the Geverment's substantial equity. If, on the
other hand, t.he Operator will agree to the Government receiving royaltsy
es production from additional areas presently being operated, and if
sash areas show presise of yielding sabotantial amounts of ore, we
might be las11aad to come to some saeh arrangement.


Neither are we in aoaard that the contract be officially terai-
nated prior to the property settlement. Ioa will recall that work on the
projoet was stopped by the Operator without prior consultation with the
Oevernment. The reason given for the stoppage of work en the project was
that the over-all mine operation was not yielding a profit; yet there was
nothing in the exploration contract shieh mado project work contingent
upon profits from the mining operations. Certainly the Operator would not
want, the Government togeparte, terminte the contract bocasse of the
Operater's detenit, when tastead, the Goverment might be annunat to

The contract, with several amendments, approved the
expenditure of $518,040.71 on winze sinking and exploration on
levels from the 18-411 winze. To October 24, 1955, $389,383.46 had
been expended and $126,822.00 in royalties on ore mined paid. The
balance due is about $68,000.00. (Young and Osterstock to Executive
Officer, Region III.)


All work in the lower levels has been stopped by the
operator, due, as claimed, to decrease in grade of the ore, and
increases in development and mining costs.


As evidenced by the royalty paid on ore produced, the
exploration found ore, in this case the succeeding downward extensions
of known ore bodies. The examiners estimate the following tonnages
may be considered indicated and inferred as a result of the contract
work in the subordinated area between the 3100 and 2600-foot leveis. .
The estimate is based on mine experience which suggests that each
lOO-foot lift produces approximately 120,000 tons of which 70,000
is "fast" ore and 50,000 tons "supplemental" ore.

In the first paragraph on page 2 of the subject memorandum ,
the ore reserves between the lower four levels (2800, 2900, 5000 and
5100) are discussed. For reasons detailed in paragraph 2, page 2, ,
these reserves are figured at 70,000 tons for each of the three blocks.


Using the term ore in the restricted sence, perhaps the
figure of 70,000 tons for each of the lower levels is correct. How-
ever, for DMBA purposes, I would recommend that the supplemental
50,000 tons of lower grade material be included in the reserves,
par cularly between the 2800- and 2900-foot level, for although this
material may not be of ore grade at the present time, it may become
ore under changing economic conditions.


The lack of data on the grade of the "fast" ore and the
marginal grade material somewhat connises the problem of ore reserves
in the lower levels of the mine.

A contract was entered into between the Defense Minerals
Administration and Chief Consolidated Mining Co. June 13, 1951, Ore
was encountered on the 2700-foot level in September 1951, as a result
of contract work, Shipments were started in September 1951, and have
been continued to ßeptember 1955, except for a short interval during.
1952 when the mine was:not operating because of a strike, A total of
154,485,041 dry' tons of ore has. heen shipped, o which royalties amount-
ing to $1262822,53 have been paid to DMEA,


The contract work is divided into two projects. Project 1
consists of the installation of electrical and pumping sýstems.capable
of dewatering the mine, and of 1,800 feet of drifting and 300 feet of
raising on the 2700-foot level, The work has been completed.


Project la consists of sinking 400 feet in the 18-411 winze,
and driving 1,800 feet of drifts and 1,500 feet of raises on the 3100-
foot level. The operator has completed (31,7 feet of sinking in the
18-411 winže under project lA. Exploratory drifts have been driven from
the winze on both the 2800- and 2900-foot levels, using other than DMEA
funds.

Records show that the surve has produced an average of 120,000
tons o£ ore for each 100 feet of vertical depth.

The operator s decision
to pull the pumps and abandon the lower workings with subsequent flood-
ing of the lower levels resulted in the loss of 70,000 tons of indicated
ore between the 2900- and 2800-foot levels, It is in£erred that 140,000
tons of ore exists between the 3100- and 2900-foot levels.


Past mining procedure.has been to mine the central cores of
ore bodies withŠn the short period of 1 year, This production of fast
ore totals approximately 70,000 tons between levels, The renaining
50,000 tons is supplemented by lessees mining on higher levels.

Reference is made to your letter of November 18, 1955,
relative to the settlement of the Government's interest in the
,jointly owned equipment and property acquired under the contract.


Mr. Watson, of the Chief Consolidated Mining Company, was
in this office last week and the matter was discussed tentatively -
with him. Mr. Watson advanced the opinion that the termination of
the contract should be placed on an official basis prior ti negitia-
ting the settlement of the Government 's equities. He also said1hat
it was doubtful that his company would have any future use for the
property; consequently, in thafevent, the settlement would have to
be on a salvage or resale basis.


Mr. Watson also advanced the idea for consideration that
the subsequently agreed upon amount of the Government 's interest in
the property be considered as having been defrayed as a part of the
royalty payments already made. No commitment was made by this office.
However, the idea does seem~to have merit and might possibly result
in a higher settlement figure for the Government's interest.


Approval of any part of the liquidation of the Government 's
interest in the .property is not within the authority delegated to this
office. Therefore it will be difficult for us to negotiate the settle-
ment without some idea as to the minimum of a settlement amount or per-
centage that would be acceptable to your office.


We willappreciate immediate advice as to the necessity of
an official termination agreement and the other matters mentioned, for
our guidance in negotiations with the company.

Application for DMEA assistance for an exploration project was
made by the Chief Consolidated Mining Co, in December 1950. The original
application requested funds to complete 400 feet of winze sinking, 5,000
feet o:f drifting and crosscutting, and 1,000 feet of raising. Incidental
to,this work, the application requested £unds for additional electrical
and pumping facilities and for installation of a new hoist, The total
estimated cost o£ the project was $687,120,


In June 1951 a contract was entered into between the Defense
Minerals Administration and the Chief Consolidated Mining Co. Under
the contract a revised project was set up at an agreed estimated total
cost of $4632420, The project consists of sinkinga driftinga raising
and installation of electrical and pumping systems, The work is inher-
ently divided ,into three phases, Phase 1 cons‡sts of installation of
the pumping apd electrical systems; phase II consists of drifting and
raising on the 2700-£oot level; and phase III consists o£ sinking 400
feet below the 2750 level in the 18-411 winze and drifting and raising
on the 3100-foot level.


An amendment to the contract dated August 13, 1951, permits
payment for phase I, which was essentially completed before signing
of the contract,


An meendment to the contract dated November 26, 1951, specifies
the work on the 2700-foot level as project 1 and designates 1,800 feet
of drifting and 300 feet of raising to be done under contract, The
amendment also specifies shaft sinking and work on the 3100-foot level







as project lA and designates.400 feet o£ four-compartment shaft sinking
to the 3150-foot level, 1,800 feet of drifting, and 1,500 feet of raising
to be done.on the 3100-foot level under contract,


An amendment dated April 4, 1952, provides for additional joh
classifications at specified rates. In June 1953, the project was re-
evaluated and reyised, which resulted in preparation of the First and
Second knended Oontracts. The work remained essentia11† the same as a
result of these amended contracta, with the exception that the operator
is permitted to sink a three-compartment shaft instead of a four-compart-
ment sha£t. The total cost o£ the project was raised from $463,420 to
$518,040.71 because of increasing costs,


Four other amendments were made to the Second Amended Contract
which merely extended the time limits for completion,


Ore shipments from the project were started in September 1951,
These were continued regularly until the recent shutdown, except for
a period, July 1952 to December 1952, during which time the mine was
out on str4.ke, The company shipped a total of 154,485 dry tons of ore,
from September 1951 to September 1955. The bulk o£ the ore was mined.
from the 2800-foöt level to the 2600-£oot level, with a.minor muount
coming fran above the 2600-foot level. It is reported that approximately
90 percent of the ore between the 2700- and 2ß00-foot levels, and approxis
mately 75 percent of the ore between the 2800-foot level and the 2700-
foot level has been recovered. Development work for the 2900-foot-level
block had progressed to the point of encountering the first ore at the
time o£ the shutdown. The attached plan map and diamond-drill-hole log
illustrate the situation as of the date of closing the mine,


Estimates prepared by engineers at the time of the project
application indicated an average production of 120,000 tons of ore between
lOO-foot leyels, The mining procedure has been to mine the central cores
of the ore bodges within the relatively short period of 1 year. This
production of fast ore amounts to about 70,000 tons. The remaining 50,000
tons is slowly mined over a period of years by lessees. It would appear
that the blocks between the 2600- and 2700-foot levels and between the
2700-dand 2800-foot leyels are in the some order of magnitude as those
of the upper levels.


A study o‡ the shipment averages indicates that ore grade
improved after mining was started north of the Leadyille fault on the
2700-foot level, This condition persisted until about the last 6-month
period. During this period the silver content dropped nearly 2 ounces
and the lead and zinc also decreased. The operator brings this point out
in his letter of September 9, 1955, However, this may have been due to
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seyeral factors, Silver in the ores has always been erratic due to the
spotty occurrence of stopes with high silver The last such stope
encountered was in the "C" sump, 2700•-foot-level area. During the mining
of this stope, the average silver value of shipments naturally increased.
Another itaa of significance may be the fact that the central core of most
of the 2800-foot-level runs had been mined out previous to this last 6-
month period. Also, the "I" bed, a 4-foot linestone member overlying the
ore, changed in character, becoming softer and more difficult to hold thus
diluting the ore às it was mined, On the other hand, a new, blind ore
shoot was intersected on the 2800-foot level, This new shoot was mined
from the 2800- to about the 2700-foot level and is cont‡nuing upward,
A stope of this size and grade tends to raise the average. All in all
it may be said that similar fluctuations doubtlessly occurred during
numerous other 6-month periods throughout the life o£ the mine,


The failure of the operation is probably due to a number of
circumstances, To the inspecting engineer as an observer, it always
appeared thaf the operation was far behind in development work. The
bulk of the good ore in a level block was mined out before the succeeding
level development work was done, In other words, the supply o£ fast
cre was not sufficient to last during the period required for development
work, In the past, this was supplied by lessees from the upper levels
to supplement the difference. The attempt to develop new ore by the DMPA
program probably indicates the management was alert to this, Actually,
the DMPA progron had little success. The work in the Plutus mine failed
to find ore, and the Millionaire Row ore bodies.are not of suf£1cient
size and grade to: withstand the large amount of development necessary,


In summation, the above reasons are offered as contributing to
the failure of the project, The operator lists four other reasons, which
are all statistical, and can be proved or disproved.


The total amount of the DMEA loan is $518,040.71, The total
amount expended to date is $389,383.46,• There is remaining 68 feet of
shaft sinking, 1,800 feet of drifting, and 1,500 feet of raising to
complete the project. Based on the past work record, the project would
have required at least 1 year to complete. The work done has resulted
in the recovery of 154,485 dry tons.of ores. A return of $126,822 has
been received in royalty by the Government on these cres. It is inferred
that completion of the project would have resulted in discovery of
210,000 tons of material.of a grade comparable to that shipped. The
Goyernment has contributed a total of $186,532.11 as its share of the
work done to date. The Government's share of the total costs, had the
contract been completed, would haye been $259,020.36,
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The decision of the operator to discontinue come unexpectedly.
The Washington Office of DMEA was noti£1ed September 8, 1955, Final
DMEA inspection was made by the inspecting engineer October 6, 1955,
As, of that date, some of the pumps had been removed and dismantling of
the level eqqipment was in progress,


' The operator*s reasoning regarding the abandonment of some of
the jointly owned DMEA equipment is questioned, In his letter to the
Administrator dated September 9, 1955, he states that it would be
necessary to keep the mine dewatered for 6 weeks at a cost of $27,000,
Actually, almost all the material could have been salvaged while the
water was rising, The pumps were kept running while the 2900- and 2800-
Toot-level equipment was salvaged. After the work on these levels was
completed, there was ample time.to recover upper-level material with the
pumps inoperative, In order to recover the two submersible pumps in the
2900-foot-level sump it would have been necessary to -install two pumps
o£ equal capacity in the shaft. These could have been pulled directly
up the shaft after the power was cut. However the cost of installation
would have been greater than the valge of the pumps, There was sufficient
time to recover all other pumps and equipment,

GRADE OF ORE PRODUCED


We enclose copy of our internal statistics showing the average
grade of sulphide ore produced during the first seven months of 1996.
You will note that the average net value per ton decreased from $17.66
per ton in February. to $12.21 in Ju]y. The bulk of the ore produced
during July came from the 2800 level but wàs supplemented by some
tonnage of higher grade from the upper levels. A typical example of
the ore mined on the 2800 level is found in the settlement of lot
#hl3-GPU which returned $10.22 per ton. A. copy of this settlement is
in your files. Ninety five percent of the sulphide ore produced as
shown by the enclosed statistics came from areas opened up with the
assistance of D.M.E.A. funds and from which a royalty was paid the
Government.

Field examiners have recommended approval of an amendment
that would transfer exploration work proposed for the 3100 level
to the 3000 level. This recommendation agrees with a request of
the Operator, and it is concurred in by the Field Team. The
amendment is justified on the basis that ore bodies are flattening
in dip and that they will be too far from the shaft on the 3100
level to be profitably recovered.


From the maps submitted it is difficult to agree with
the justification suggested for the amendment. The dip of the ore
seems to be more or less uniform in the mine between the 2400 and
2800 levels, at least uniform enough to project to lower levels.
The ore body does not appear to depart any more from the over-all
dip on the 2800 level than it does on the 2400 or 2600 levels.


As proposed, it would seem that work on the 3000 ievel
is more development than exploration. DMEA has already assisted
in exploring the 2700 level and it is my understanding the company
obtained DMPA assistance on the 2800 and 2900 levels. All DMEA
would do in the proposed amendment is run the next lower level
under a known ore body. As to the fact that crosscutting on 3100
may be beyond the economic limits of mining off the shaft, it
might be noted that, as now projected, only 350 feet more cross-
cutting is needed on 3100 than on 3000 to reach the ore body.
It might also be noted that the 3100 level will open 350 feet more
dip length on the ore than will be opened on the 3000 levei.


The contract provides for work on the 3100 level. Such
work will give a fairly lonC "bite" on the projected ore body and
will give much information on what may be expected of the mine in
the future. Unless the applicant can produce more justification







for a change of work than has been presented, it is my belief the
work should be left as is. In this respect, if the 3100 level
should fail to find ore, a relatively short raise could be driven
to test the same target as would otherwise be reached by cross-
cutting on the 3000 level.


.I recommend disapproval of the proposed amendment,
unless the _Operator can present more justification for the change
in work than has been submitted. If the applicant wishes to stay
closer to the ore on the lower levels, and if water conditions
permit, maybe an inclined winze in the ore might be advantageous.

The Chief Consolidated Mining Company, applicant, asks an
amendment to Contract Idm-Eh whereby the operator is allowed to use
funds for drifting and crosscutting on the 3,000-foot level; and
whereby he is permitted to do 600 feet more drifting, crosscutting
or raising on the 3,000-foot level in lieu of sinking the shaft and
making an emergency sump on the 3,100-foot level.


The applicant aske the amendment because observations on
the 2,700, 2,800 and 2,900 levels indicate an apparent flattening of
the ore channa a and some decline in the size and grade of the ore
bodies which indicate exploration on the 3,lOO-foot level might not
be justified. The Field Team corroborates the observations of the
Chief Consolidated Mining Company and states that there is a very
real possibility that any ore runs encountered on the 3,100-foot
level will be at such a distance from the 6haft as to be beyond the
economic limit of mining.


These views, while presenting reasons for bottoming the
38-411 shaft at the present depth and not doing work on the 3,100-
foot level, do not present a compelling argument for the work pro-
posed on the 3,000-foot level.


The continuity of the ore runs in the past is such that
work on the 3,000-foot level looks like development despite the
operator's statement that there is probability of a radical change
in the ore channa a which introduce an added risk element.


I recommend that the Field Team be asked to justify the work
on the 3,ooo-foot levei, and that some incluiry be made into what
alternate method of ore recovery Mr. Fitch had in mind when he wrote
item 3, page 1 of his letter of May 18, 1955.

Watson's letter to you of May 13, we advised of our
intention to request an amendment to the above captioned contract and
that the necessary mapping and geologic report incident thereto would be
mailed you this week.


Enclosed, therefore, please find a report, in quadrupli-
cate, from our resident geologist, addressed to me, together with the
following maps:


1. Composite plan map of the 2700, 2800 and 2900 levels.


2. Three longitudinal sections of the lower level ore
channels.


I believe you will find the report and related mapping self-
explanatory and an accurate presentation of the problems we are encounter-
ing in our endeavor to complete the work contracted with D.M.E.A. The
apparent flattening of the ore channels from their previously consistent
downward rake gives rise to the following possibilities and the necessity
for management's decision to bottom the 18-411 shaft at its present 3075
foot depth.


1. That we have reached or are approaching the bottom of
a syncline and that the ore in the near future will
make upward.


2. That we are approaching the end of the presently known
ore channels.


3. That the probable contact with ore on the present pro-
jected 3100 level will be so distant from the 18-411
shaft as to make the mining of such ore uneconomical
and could be more profitably recovered by some other
method than that proposed in the contract.

In view of the ábove, it is our intention to start drifting
operations on the 3000 level. To assist in the financing of this work, we
request you give consideration towards amending contract Idm-Eh to permit
the work presently authorized on the 3100 level to be performed on the 3000
level. The 18-411 shaft is now bottomed 75 feet below the 3000 level, and
as that depth is adequate for a pump sump, the emergency sump authorized on
the 3100 level will not be required on the 3000 level, we therefore, further
kequest the contract be amended to permit the money already authorized for
an emergency sump and pump station on the 3100 level to be expended for an
additional 600 feet of drift, raise and cross-cut on the 3ooo levei, or a
total of 39oo feet.

There are presently eight ore channels being developed and


mined from the 2800 foot level at the Chief Consolidated No. 1


Mine. These various productive ore channels will be discussed


individually from their position in the mine, from West to East.


This will help convey the present number and distribution of ore


channels in our deep workings, along with the present habits of


the ore channels and.the associated geologic picture:


28-þ) Ore Channel


This channel represents one of three ore branches that have


developed from the main C-Sump channel. The ore is a steep pipe,


presently localized on the North side of the Leadville Fault-Dike


zone. This ore is deposited in the Blue Bell Formation and is


presently silled on the 2800 foot level.


28-g§ Ore Channel


This is the second of three ore branches that have developed


from our main C-Sump channel. It is a steep body of replacement .


ore and is localized along the South side of the Leadville Fault-
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Dike zone. Presently it is being developed by a raise from the


2800 level. Associated host rock surrounding this ore channel


is the Blue Bell dolomite formation, ggg


28-40 Ore Channel ggg


This is the remaining third branch that developed from our


main C-Sump channel. It is a typical pipe like ore body in its


geometric form. It is trending North 50 degrees East and is


plunging North-Easterly at a flat, minus 12 degrees. This ore


channel, in its downward continuation to th.e Northeast, may jun-


ction with the 28-18 channel. The associated ore mineralization


in both 28-18 and 28-40 channels is similar.

This North-South ore channel represents one of our major


producers in the lower levels of the Chief No. 1 Mine.

This ore channel is


controlled by a very strong Northeast bedding fault, the ore


channel has been confined to the foot wall block of this strong


fault.

In view of the above, it is our intention to start drifting
operations on the 3000 level.

The 18-411 shaft is now bottomed 75 feet below the 3000 level, and
as that depth is adequate for a pump sump, the emergency sump authorized on

(c) A letter and accompanying report with maps from W. W. Watson to
W. H. King, dated July 15, 1954, all of which concern: 1) resumption
of work by the Chief Consolidated Mining Co. on or before September 15,
1994, under the ,terms of contract I-DMA-Eh, and 2) a proposed amenŒment
to this contract to authorize additional funds for the construction of
a pump station and emergency sump on the 2900 level of the Chief No. 1
mine.


In reference to item 1 above: The Chief Consolidated Mining Co. was
allowed an 8 months' recess beginning January 15, 1954, from carrying out
the provisions of contract I-DNA-Eh to sink the 18:411 winze, the principal
interior shaft of the Chief No. 1 mine to the 3100 level. At that date the
18:411 winze stood at about the 2950 level, having been sunk from the 27§0
level under the aforementioned contract. This recess was granted because
it was believed at the time that the ore zones were flattening on the 2700
level and might not extend downward to the ßl00 level in the area mined
through the18:411 winze.


However, mining operations carried out during the interval February
15-July 15, 1994, have demonstrated that although many of the larger ore
bodies in the block north of the Leadville fault and dike below the 2600
level are chiefly locallized along 10° to 20° north-dipping bedding plane
faults and favorable dolomite beds, the more persistent and through-going
ore bodies and feeder channels crosscut the beds and are apparently con-
trolled along obscure steep fissures. This is especially tru.e of the
"C-sump" ore bodies (specifically the 27-36 ore shoot) which locally appear
to extend nearly vertically below the 2700 sill and which demonstrate an
overall plunge to the north of 35°. These features are clearly and ac-
curately illustrated on the map and sections submitted by the Chief Con-
solidated Nining Co.


Recommendation: It is therefore recommended that the Chief Consol-
idated Mining Co. resume deep exploration under the terms of contract
I-DMA-Eh and sink the 18:411 winze from the 2950 level to the 3150 level

to carry forward exploration for the down-rake projection of the main ore
zones on the 3100 level.


In reference to item 2 above: The construction of a pump station and
emergency sump on the 2900 level of the Chief No, 1 mine is based chiefly
on engineering considerations and only in an indirect way on geologic
factors. The installation of the pump station on the 2900 level is required
to provide a gathering sump for water resulting from operations currently
carried out on the 2800 level; the unused part of the 18:411 winze below
the 2900 level sill has been used for this purpose, but of course will not
be available when shaft sinking is resumed.


The proposed emergency sump will be constructed as a safety feature to
allow men working on the 2800 and 2900 levels and in the shaft, sufficient
time to escape up the shaft and up safety raises in the event of a pump
failure. The time required for the total water inflow in the mine to fill
the 16,800 cubic foot capacity sump would be approximately 16 minutes which
would give sufficient time for all employees on the 2800 and 2900 levels
to climb to safety.


The construction of the pump station and the emergency sump was in large
part made necessary by the recess that was granted to the Company. Had
shaft sinking proceeded to the 3100 level without a recess the pump station
and the emergency sump on the 2700 level could have effectively handled the
principal part of the water inflow into the mine, and sinking pumps could
have handled the water that made in the shaft. However, during the recess
the 2800 level was opened and according to Mr. C. A. Fitch, Jr., the Gen-
eral Manager of the Chief Consolidated Company, now makes approximately
3500 gallons of water per minute. This water flows into the mine at a
point below the 2700 level pump station and emergency sumps. Therefore, in
consideration of the best engineering and safety practice it would appear
that the construction of the emergency sump and pump station on the 2900
level is required before shaft sinking sad mining is started on or below
this level.


Recommendation: Inasmuch as the chief factors involved in the amend-
ment to add the construction of the pump station and emergency sump to the
existing DMEA contract, are aLaost wholly of an engineering nature and are
not directly related to geologic principles, nor directly to exploration,
I will defer any recommendations to the Bureau of Mines examining engineers.

Today, Mr. W. W. Watson, Secretary of the Chief Consolidated
Mining Company, called upon me for a discussion of their exploration
project. He was especially interested in obtaining an amendment to the
contract which whould delete three claims from the lands presently in-
cluded in the contract. Such three claims are located some two miles
northeasterly of the project operations and it would be hard to conceive
as to how they might be benefited directly by the project work program.


Mr. Watson explained that they were leasing a certain parcel
of land in their northerly area to the Longyear Company, and they hoped
to include the three above-mentioned claims in such a lease. I ex-
plained to him that there would be no objection on the part of the Gov-
ernment to such an arrangement, as long as someone, either the Longyear
Company, or the Chief Consolidated Mining Company, made proper royalty
payments to the Government upon any ores which might be produced from
such claims. However, Mr. Watson believed that perhaps, at a later date,
the Longyear Company might wish to sell and transfer their lease to some
other mining organization, and the fact that the three claims in question
were subject to a DMEA subordination might discourage such a transaction.


I told him that he of course could make a request for such a
teleting amendment and that we would give it consideration after having
received recommendations from the Field Team, and that obviously we were
in no position to make any statements until such a time. However, I did
exclain to him that it was my off-hand Lapression that both our legal
de^partment and ourselves would probably encounter difficulty in agreeing
to such an amendment, which apparently would be of no benefit to the Gov-
ernment, but which would rather represent a relinquishment of a Government
equity.


He then suggested that possibly his company might be willing to
make a cash payment to the Government (perhaps a thousand dollars) in re-
turn for the proposed amendment. I advised him that I was in no position
to comment upon such a proposal at this time.







We also discussed the matter of their request for an amendment
to the contract which would increase the contract sum by about twenty
thousand dollars, to permit excavation of a temporary water sump on the
2900 level of the mine. I told him that this request had not yet been
forwarded us by the Field Team, but since the Government had already
participated in the cost of such a sump on the 2700 mine level, I was
somewhat doubtful as to whether we could again duplicate such expense.
Obviously, the 2900 sump now becomes necessary due to the recent work
on the 2800 and 2900 levels, which were driven under their DMPA program.

In our letter of June 24th we advised you of our intention to
resume work under the terms and conditions of our DMEA Contract
No. IDM-E4. We also advised you that we would request amendment
to the contract to provide for additional facilities essential to
resumption of the work, and also to include the starting date of
work on these facilities'as the effective date of resumption of
work under the terms of the amendment granting the present re-
cession.


We, therefore, ask that consideration be given to amending the con-
tract to provide, in substance, the following:


AMENDENT NO. 1

Before the 18-411 shaft can be sunk, an additional 200
feet to the 3150 level as provided in the present DMEA contract, a
pump station must be provided for on the 2900 level to relieve the
shaft of its present function.

During the past seven months of lower level development
Chief No. 1 Mine, there have been important changes in the habits
channels.

The change in trend, along with the restricted areas of flat north-
eastbedding ore, warrants immediate development for the continuation of these
ore channels on the 2900, 3ooO and 3100 levels.


The various productive channels in the lower level development area
will be discussed individually and in orderly sequence from west to east. This
will facilitate in correlating this report with the attached plan map and sec-
tions.


C-Sump Ore Shannel:


This channel has changed materially between the 2600 level ill and
the 2700 level sill as summärized below:


A. This channel has presently developed three separate
replacement ore bodies on and below the sill of the 2700 level.


B. A pronounced. steepening of two of the replacement ore
bodies along the Leadville fault-dike between the 2600 level sill
and the 2700 level sill.


C. The C-Sump Channel is presently localized on and near a
very potential fault mone along with very receptive host rock,
the Bluebell dolomite formation.


D. The size of the replacement.ore bodies looks encouraging
and the metallization strong for.production at lower elevations.


E.. The pronounced steeping of the replacement bodies in C-Sump
ore channel should result in relatively short range development
work on the 2900, 3000 and 3100 levels·


26-10 Ore Channel:


This ore channel has been diamond drilled to within twenty-five feet
of the 2800 level, with little change in its attitude.


Diamond drilling has proven additional ore $0 prevail on the east
flank of this channel. This additional ore blocked out is suggestive of bedding
replacement ore trending, to the northeast along the strike of bedding. This
channel is presently being mined between the 2700 level and the 2800 level and
warrants immediate development for production of this channel below the 2800
level.







27-79 and 27- O Ore Channels:


These ore channels have provided a considerable tonnage of good high
grade ore.. Both channels. have been mined to the sill of 2700 level. Their
trend has been north .50 degrees east and they have been relatively flat .over a
distance of 35o feet in strike length.


These channels do not continue flat to the northeast, but junction
with the -10 North-South channel on the west and 27-58 North-South channel
on the east.

These complexities,
however, have proven very favorable for the localization of . a major ore body,
namely, 27-110. The metallization looks strong, the structural setting in
this area is extremely favorable for present and future production both above
and below the 2700 level.


In summarization of the above data, I conclude that the stratigraphic
and structural picture looks very favorable for the continuation of ore deposi-
tion on the 2800, 2900, 3000 and 31oo leveis of the chief No. i Mine. The
number, grade, and size of the ore channels trending above and below the 2700
level, along with ore blocked out in diamond drill holes near the 2800 level,
offers a very encouraging picture for lower level production. It is, therefore
my recommendation that development work proceed toward these productive ore
channels on the 2900, 3000, and 3100 levels.

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HISTORY AND BUSINESS


Iritroductory


The Company was organized in 1909 under the laws of the State of


Arizona. Since that date it has been engaged continuously in mining complex


ores containing in commercial quantities principally lead, zinc and silver


as well as a small content .of gold. Its mining properties are located in


the Tintic mining district in Juab and Utah Counties in the State of Utah.


The Tintic mining district has been a continuously producing mining


area since 1869. Fram 1869 through 1952 the district has produced, in


terms of recovered metals, in excess of 2,631,000 ounces of gold,


265,466,000 ounces of silver, 246,000,000 pounds of copper, 1,934,000,000


pounds of lead and 121,149,000 pounds of zinc. Production in the district


has generally declined substantially in the past eight years. The most


recent published production records available are for 1952, during which


year the district produced, in terms of recovered metals, 2,942 ounces of


gold, 666,345 ounces of silver, 265,800 pounds of copper, 8,557,000 pounds


of lead and $,901,000 pounds of zinc.


Since 1909 the Company has produced gold, silver, lead and zinc,


having a net smelter return to the Company over that period of time of


$45,787,062. During 1953 the Company produced 2,984 ounces of gold,


574,692 ounces of silver, 9,110,847 pounds of lead and 5,904,661 pounds of


zinc, in terms of total metal content, having a net smelter return to the


Company of $903,405.


The Company does not carry on any smelting, refining or other ore


beneficiating operations. It ships its entire production as a crude ore


to smelters and concentrating plants located in the Salt Lake Valley. For


the past 45 years these smelters and concentrating plants have included


United States Smelting, Refining and Mining Company; American Smelting and


Refining Company; International Smelting and Refining Company and Combined


Metals Reduction Company. Each of these companies is principally engaged


in smelting or concentrating ores mined from.their own properties in the


Western United States. For many years they have also engaged in custom


smelting and concentrating of ores purchased from other companies engaged


solely in mining, including the Company.


During the past two years the foreign importation, together with the


domestic production, of both lead and zinc has been greatly in excess of


domestic consumption. This has resulted in a generally depressed condition







in the lead-zi mining industry Md has led to e shutting down of many


lead and zinc mining operations. While, in the latter part of 1952, the


Company considered closing down Chief No. l mine, its principal producing


mine, it was deemed advisable, in the best interests of its stockholders,


to continue mining operations and the water pumping necessary to prevent


the mine from flooding.


Throughout the period of the Company's operations, while its own pro-


duction has fluctuated from year to year, the Company has always been able


- to sell all the ores it produced and generally at a profit. Reference is


made to the information herein under "Summary of Earnings."


Recent Developments


From 1928 to the present time the Company's production has been derived


almost solely from its Chief No. 1 mine.


During the 1920's, mining operations were conducted to a depth below


the normal water level of the mine and a water problem was encountered


necessitating constant pumping operations. As a result of the curtailment


of production during the depression of the 1930's, the pumping operations


were discontinued and the mine was allowed to flood.


At the start of World War II, with financial assistance from the


United States Government, a project was commenced of unwatering and reac-


tivating the lower levels of the mine. To stimulate production in the


industry the United States Government adopted a premium price plan during


the War which made possible the production and sale of low grade ores


which otherwise would not have been marketable . Little development work


was accomplished by the Company during the war period but in 1946 all


operating levels of the mine were again open for development and production.


Following the War and the return to a free metal market, the Company


in 1946 commenced a program of development and modernization to meet com-


petitive conditions. Since that date, the mine has been completely mech-


anized, including the extensive installation of new equipment and machinery,


as set forth herein under "Properties." .Among other improvements, water


pumping capacity was doubled to 14,000 gallons per minute, adequate for


operations at the mine in the foreseeable future; and underground facili-


ties for hoisting were increased to handle 10,000 tons of ore a month, if


produced, from the lowest levels of the mine.
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The underground conditions presently present two factors, one of which


is to the disadvantage of mining operations and the other to the advantage .


The Company's present pumping system has a capacity of 14,000 gallons per ,


minute . Up to the present time the maximum number of gallons per minute


pumped has not exceeded 7,000 gallons. The pumping expense is offset to


a great extent by the excellent country rock surrounding the ore bodies.


The country rock is such that we are able to use a modified open stoping


method of mining which requires virtually no timbering. Therefore, the


Company is able to mine its ores without the substantial costs involved


- where timbering is required in mines having heavy ground.


In the overall program, including development work, the Company has -


expended during the period 1946 through 1953 approximately $1,150,000, of


which amount an aggregate of approximately $200,000 has been furnished, as


of May 31, 1954, by Defense Minerals Ekploration Administration and Defense


Materials Procurement Agency, under contracts hereinafter referred to. In


• addition, on April 14, 1952, the Company obtained a loan from the Recon-


struction Finance Corporation in the amount of $120,000. The proceeds of


the loan were used entirely for the purchase and installation of the new


- hoisting facilities. Approximately $25,000 of this loan'has been repaid.


For many years the Company's production of ores has included both


relatively low grade siliceous ores (with a commercial content principally


of lead and silver with some gold) and relatively higher grade sulphide


ores (with a commercial content principally of lead, zinc and silver with


some gold). While the tonnage of the siliceous ores has generally exceeded


that of the sulphide ores, net smelter returns from the shipment of sul-


- phide ores have been considerably in excess of those from the siliceous


ores. The following table sets forth this comparison during the past five


years and the four month period ended April 30, 1954:

During the month of April, 1954 the Company received an average of $5.33


net smelter return per ton for the siliceous ores and approximately $18.35
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net smelter return per ton for the sulphide ores. AlthouSh the Company


has no reason to believe that the present rate of net smelter returns will


decrease, no representation can be made to this effect. Although the Com-


pany is paid for siliceous ores on the basis of 'the metal content, the


value of such ores to the Company's customers is mainly the silica content


which is used as a flux in connection with the smelting of copper ores.


The Company's properties are .served by both the Union Pacific Railroad


Company and the Denver & Rio Grande Western Railroad Company. The crude


ores are hauled a distance approximating ninety miles with very favorable


freight rates.


The Company's overall program has as its main objective the increase


of sulphide ore production. The Company has found it advantageous to sup-


plement its production of sulphide ores with siliceous ores until such time,


if ever, as further development of the aulphide ores materializes and pro-


duction increases. This proposed increase of production, if achieved, is


. expected to come mainly fram the lower levels of the mine. Sauf sulphide


ore is now. mined principally from the 2700 level, with development work


being concentrated at the 2800 and 2900 levels. Development of the 2800


level, while far from complete, has reached a point where production has .


started. This development work, which the Company contemplates will con-


tinue through 1956, embraces the sinking of the main underground shaft to


the 3100 levei; the development of the 3000 and 3100 levels; five short-


range development projects in the upper levels of the mine, and one such


project in the mine of the Campany's.92# owned subsidiary, Plutus Mining


Company.connection with the overall program, the Company, on June 13, 1951,


entered into an exploration project contract, which has been amended from


time to time, with the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration of the


United States Department of the Interidr. ,Under this contract the Govern-


ment is reguired to advance, as the exploration work is accomplished, a


maxinum of $259,020 in the aggregate, of which the Company has received


approximately $173,000 as of Nay 31, 1954. The Government's participation


is approximately SO¾ of the estimated total cost of the greatest portion,


and 25# of the balance, of the exploration project. The monies advanced


by the Government are non-interest bearing and, until fully repaid or a


15-year period has elapsed from the original date of the contract, whichever


occurs first, are repayable out of net proceeds, in amounts varying from
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ly to 5¾ ther , received by the Company from e sale of the ores pro-


duced in the mine areas defined in the contract. In the event the monies


are not fully repaid prior to the end of said 15-year period, the Company


has no further obligation to the Government. The Government has the right


to terminate the contract at any time in the event the Company fails to


provide its share of the money or perform the exploration operations contem-


plated, or in the event, in the opinion of the Government, operations have


not indicated the probability of a worthwhile discovery. In the opinion of


the Company no such ground exists nor does the Company anticipate that any


grounds will arise for such termination.


On June 29, 1953, the Company entered into a development contract with


Defense Materials Procurement Agency of the United States. This contract


is primarily concerned with the development of areas between the 1700 and


3100 levels which the above-mentioned exploration contract is designed to


explore. This contract includes an obligation on the part of the Government


to advance a maximum of $283,373 in the aggregate from time to time as the


Company furnishes the Government monthly progress reports of the work per-


formed. This work primarily includes drifting, cross-cutting, raising and


diamond drilling. As of May 31, 1954 the company had reported work per-


formed obligating the Government to advance approximately Š25,000, the sub-


stantial part of which the Company had received.


The monies advanced by the Government under this contract are repay-


able with interest at $# until repaid in full. The obligation of repayment


is limited to Sp of the net receipts of the ores produced and sold, regard-


less of value, from the mine areas defined in the contract and which pri-


marily relate to the areas being developed. However, other areas may be


included at the discretion of the Government. The contract automatically


terminates three years from its date whether or not the development work


has been completed. The Government has certain cancellation rights in-


cluding cancellation in the event the Company fails to perform the develop-


ment work. The Company has performed, and expects to continue to perform,


the work required.


Both the United States Bureau of Mines and the United States Geolog-


ical Survey have conducted extensive investigations of the Company's Chief


No. 1 Mine and have.certified to both the Government agencies participating


in the Company's exploration and development programs that, in their opinion,


the projects are feasible.
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The overall development program is approximately 30# complete . The


work performed to date includes deepening of the main underground shaft


to the 2900 level, completion of development work on the 2600 level, 80#


completion of the development work at the 2700 level, 25 completion of the


development work at the 2800 level and with development work just commenced


at the 2900 level.


The Company believes that the overall program can be concluded and


adequately financed through the monies to be received under the above-men-


tioned exploration and development contracts as well as from monies received


from the continued sale of ore, assuming that market prices for lead and


zine continue to improve, as they have for the past several months, or, at


least, do not worsen. The Company makes no representation as to any price


movements. As more fully described herein under "Application of Proceeds"


the Company will use a portion of the funds which may be received from the


sale of the securities offered hereby to further expedite the overall


program and to provide the additional funds which would be required in the


event the metal market did worsen. Monies already expended contribute to


the desirability of continuing the program.


The Company makes no claim to proven ore reserves on any of its


properties. Ore reserves in limestone replacement ore bodies, such as the


. Company has encountered in the past, cannot reasonably be estimated. With


respect to its Chief No. 1 mine, the Company anticipates, based upon past


habits of its known ore channels, the underground exploration and develop-


ment work hereinbefore described and the length of ore already exposed on


the 2700 level, the production of ore of grades similar to those now being


produced and at the present rate of production for several or more years.


Marketable ore has at this time been exposed for a distance of 670


feet on the 2700 level on the general line of its strike, and as of May 31,


1954, 58,000 tons of ore have been produced from this level. The Company


has every reason to believe that it vill extract in excess of 100,000 tons


from this level, and that the same conditions will continue to exist as


its development work.progresses to the 3100 level and below.


Except for the mine of the Plutus Mining Company, a 92'fo owned sub-


sidiary, the other properties of the Company hereinafter more fully


described, at the present time are unprospected and unexplored.


It is not the intention of the Company to use any of the funds which


may be received from the sale of the securities herein offered in the pros-
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pecting and exploration of such other mining properties. In connection with


prospecting operations, the Company's policy is to encourage other companies


to furnish the capital for exploration under lease arrangements whereby the


Company retains ownership and a share in the profits, if any.


In 1951 the Company commenced the negotiation of one such arrangement,


at which date extensive geological investigation started at no expense to


the Campany. These negotiations were concluded in 1953 with the signing of


a unitizing agreement between the Company and E. J. Longyear Company of


Minneapolis, Minnesota. The unitized area contains approximately 2"(OO acres


in which the Company is the largest single owner with approximately 1,240


acres, located north of its Chief No. 1 mine. If the venture is finally


successful, it contemplates mining operations of 25 to 50 years. At such


time, and after reimbursement to the lessees of all preproduction expenses,


the Company will receive net to its interest approximately 15p of the net


profits of the lessees' operations. Under the terms of this lease, drilling


or other sub-surface investigations should commence in the near future.


The Company has no obligation to furnish any monies in connection with this


arrangement with financially responsible operators.


Since 1951 another section of the Company's properties east of the


Chief No. 1 mine, known as the Apex Standard Properties, has been the sub-


ject of active geological investigation by diamond drilling conducted by


the United States Geological Survey. This prospecting work has been car-


ried on continuously since 1951, 'weather permitting, although it was some-


what curtailed during 1953. To date approximately 7000 feet of drilling


has been accomplished. In 1952 this investigation for the first time dis-


closed an important geological structure. The work still continues with-


out any expenditures or other obligations on the part of the Company. An


additional 2000 feet of drilling is projected. No representation is made


that the investigation will disclose the presence of ores of commercial


grade.


In June 1954 the Company filed an application with the Atomic Energy


Commission at Grand Junction, Colorado, for a lease on ground drilled by


the Commission in the Colorado Plateau for uranium mining purposes. No


representation is made as to whether or not such application will be granted,


or if granted, as to the ultimate success of the venture.
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Employee Relations


During the past few years the Company has employed on the average of


approximately 135 persons of whom 16 represent executive, administrative,


professional and clerical personnel with the balance being proŒuction per-


sonnel. The Company has a contract covering its production personnel with


Local 4260, United Steel Workers of America (CIO) . The Company has had


one strike in its history which lasted for approximately three months in


1952. The union contract contains the usual provisions prevailing in the


industry. In addition the Company inaugurated in 1941 an incentive pay


plan which is applicable to almost all the production workers and which,


in the opinion of the Company, has had and should continue to have excellent


results and is to a large degree responsible for the Company's excellent


labor relations.

PROPERTIES


The Company and its subsidiaries own in fee patented mining claims


and rights in excess of 10,000 acres, all of which are located in the


Tintic mining district, Juab and Utah Counties in the State of Utah. The


properties owned by the subsidiaries represent less than 3fo of the total


acreage. In addition, the Company holds under lease mining claims and


rights in the Tintic mining district covering approximately 30 acres.


The mining operations, which are located primarily at the Chief No. 1


mine, cover approximately 300 acres. Production at the mine of Plutus Min-


ing Company has been insignificant since 1928.
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In connection with the overall program set forth herein under "History


and Business" the Company, since 1946, has installed at Chief No. 1 mine new


machinery and equipment at a cost in excess of $750,000 to supplement the


machinery and equipment on hand at that time. This new machinery and equip-


ment includes a 400 h.p., double drum, sectionalized, underground hoist; a


new pumping system with 14,000 gallon per minute capacity; a fleet of trucks,


including dump trucks for hauling ore from the mining shaft to the railroad


car docks and pick-up trucks for use in distributing men and supplies on


the Company's properties; an ambulance, which is also used for transporting"


men; automobiles for use of supervisory personnel; electric battery locomo-


tives; ore cars; an additional compressor; mucking machines and slushers;


and drills and ventilating fans.


The Company maintains the usual surface facilities consisting of one-


story buildings of corrugated steel, brick and wood frame construction with


fire protection throughout and in good condition and repair. These include


a hoist and compressor house, machine shop, carpenter shop, blacksmith shop,


mine office, two warehouses, a truck repair shop and an engineering office.


No further addition to the Company's plant,machinery and equipment or


other mining facilities, except for normal replaceme¤ts, are required in


connection with the operations now contemplated under the overall program.


All plant and equipment is carefully maintained by current repairs,


replacements and improvements and is in excellent operating condition.


In addition, the Company owns eighteen single family dwelling houses


(most of which it rents to supervisors and employees). The houses average


thirty years of age and are in excellent repair.

This Company through its Washington counsel, Mr. Harold W.
Swope, by letter dated December 22, 1993 and by personal contact, formally
requested the Administrator of the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-
tion to consider the feasibility of granting us a moratorium in royalty
payments to the Government which result from the terms of an exploration
contract now in effect between the Government and our Company.


In justification of this request, the Administratorts atten-
tion was called to the following:


1. During the past. 18 months, the low market price received
for lead and sinc has been insufficient to allow this Company to operate at
a profit. There appears to be no immediate relief in sight. A continuation
of these losses will eventually close our properties permanently.


2. For some time the royalty payments paid the Government
monthly have been greater than the amounts the Government is contributing
under the contract terms for work accomplished on the exploration progræn.
This results in an exchange of checks each month and is defeating the original
intention of the contract which is to assist the Company in financing an
exploration project.


3. If we are permitted to retain these royalty payments for
a period of time, the funds would be used in more rapid development of the
ore bodies which have resulted from the exploration program, and consequently,
the ultimate repayment to the Government of the funds advanced would, in our
opinion, be considerably accelerated.


The Administrator replied by letter dated January 18, 196h to
the effect that while he was aware of the conditions under which the lead-zinc
mining industry was working, and that he was also sympathetic toward any
solution of the industries' problems, he was of the opinion that no legal
authority existed which would permit a moratorium or deferment of the royalty
payments due.







Mr. Felix Wormser . -2- January 29, 1994


Our counsel agrees with the Administrator, but he is also
of the opinion .that a general order providing for such a moratorium could
be effected with propriety if the proper parties in Government would agree.


We think the matter should be called to your attention, and
if you feel our request is reasonable under the circumstances, we would
suggest steps be taken to implement the necessary orders.

ACCOUNTANTS' OPINION


The President and Board of Directors,


Chief Consolidated Mining Company:


We have examined the consolidated balance sheet of Chief Con-


solidated Mining Company and its consolidated subsidiaries as of
December 31, 1962 (Exhibit A) and the related statement of con-


solidated income and earned surplus for the year then ended (Exhibit


B). Our examination was made in accordance with generally accepted


auditing standards, and accordingly included such tests of the account-


ing records and such other auditing procedures as we considered neces-


sary in the circumstances.


In our opinion, with the explanation in Note 2 to the financial
statements concerning the basis upon which fixed assets are stated, the


accompanying consolidated balance sheet and statement of consolidated


income and earned surplus present fairly the financial position of the


companies at December 31, 1962 and the results of their operations
for the year then ended, in conformity with generally accepted account-
ing principles applied on a basis consistent with that of the preceding


year.

During the past year Kennecott Copper Corporation completed in


the area leased to them 2612 feet of underground diamond drilling,


and 13,741 feet of surface rotary and diamond drilling.


The main purpose of surface drilling was to delineate the strike of
the East Tintic thrust fault over a broad area. This is the fault which


includes the Burgin ore body, and two of the holes drilled during the
year indicate that this geologic structure may carry ore as far as


5000 feet north from the presently known Burgin ore body. While
these indications at this time are extremely encouraging, it will not be
definitely determined until the implications are further proven out by


future drilling and underground work. If these indications can be


proven, the total ore bearing area will equal or surpass all previous


production in the Tintic District.


During the year a second underground shaft was put down to a


depth of 140 feet below the 1050 level. This is 250 feet south of the
bottom of the incline winze which we mentioned in our last annual


report. The water flow in these workings was between 175 and 200
gallons per minute. The average of the assays of the bulk samples


obtained between 116 and 140 feet in depth was 40% lead; .5% zinc;
and 35.6 oz. of silver per ton. This indicated grade of ore in bulk sam-


ples was considerably above the grade indicated by the recovered core
in adjacent drill holes. This, in general, would indicate that our overall


estimates of the value of this ore body are on the conservative side.


Development work completed on the west end of the Burgin ore


body in the area of the Eureka Standard fault has uncovered a silver


bearing ore fissure which should add to the preliminary tonnage to be


mined above the water table.


The rehabilitation of the Apex No. 2 shaft for ventilation pur-
poses has been completed to the 700 ft. level as at this writing, and we


anticipate that this work will be completed within the next 60 days.
We have been advised by Kennecott personnel that at this point pro-


duction from the Burgin shaft will commence on a limited basis and


will probably be in the order of 50 to 70 tons per day. This tonnage







should continue until completion of the production shaft. The site of


the production shaft has been leveled, the engineering completed, and


the bids for the sinking of this facility should be let in the near


future. Completion of this shaft according to newspaper releases by
Kennecott should be within the next nine months. On completion


of this shaft and ancillary drifts and cross cuts, this mine should come


into full production. We estimate this will take approximately two
years.


In the last few weeks, after many previous unsatisfactory negotia-


tions, we believe that we are approaching a reasonable conclusion
towards further financing of our Escalante joint venture. The water


problem on this prospect is still the prime concern, and if our negotia-
tions are successful, we believe by the end of this year we will know


whether we have a silver mine or whether we should abandon this


prospect.


We are continuing to examine silver properties brought to our


attention which have the possibility of profitable production.

Reference is made to Form MF-104, Operator ' s Monthly Report
and Voucher, covering salvage costs incurred by the subject Operator
from January 30, 1956, through February 1958, copies of which were
forwarded to you with our memorandum of April 25, 1958. Your advide
is requested in the following matter.


The first 77 feet of winze sinking under the contract was
performed on a cost incurred basis at 21 percent Government contribu-
tion, therefore the 'Government ' s interest in property acquired in
coänection with the winze sinking is 25 percent of the proceeds from
liquidation. The only applicable item sold to date is the Hydromucker
which was salvaged prior to January 30, 1956, and which was purchased
by the Operator. The Government was reimbursed for 25 percent of the
resale price.


We presume that the Government would nornn11y participate
to ihe extent of only ;25 percent in the salvage costs for property
acquired in connectîon with the winze sinking where Government partici-
pation was only 25 percent; however, a review of the Operator ' s account-
ing reports and vouchers indicates that, with the exception of the Hydro-
mucker, all property purchased in connection with the winze sinkirscon-
sisted of minor items, which for the most part, were expendable. The
value of any remining items which may have been salvaged from the winze
sinking operation would be insignificant in relation to the total value of
all salvaged property.


It will be very difficult if not impossible to determine
what portion, if any, of the reported salvage costs are applicable to

property purchased for the winze sinking operation, therefore we
- recommend that the Government participate on a straight 50 percent basis
in all of the acceptable salvage costs incurred on and a sequent to
January 30, 1956, the date of the Termination Agreement. We will appreciate
prompt advice in the matter.

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SUMMARY


The Chief Consolidated Mining Co. conducted a DMEA exploratory


project for lead-zinc ores on property near Eureka, Juab County, Utah,


during the period June 15, 1951, to May 4, 1955. The program was success-


ful in discovering substantial tonnages of ore, but subsequent decreases


in the prices of lead and zinc, and other factors forced the mine to


suspend operations,


Application for assistance was made in December 1950. A contract


was approved for a total expenditure of $518,040.71. 131e work consisted


of installing additional electrical and pumping facilities, drifting and


raising on the 2,700-foot level, sinking from the 2,700-foot level to


the 3,100-foot level, and drifting and raising on the 3,100-foot level.


The work was designed to explore the downward extensions of the Chief


ore shoots in the block of ground north of the Leadville fault.


Drifting and raising on the 2,700-foot level, costing $66,163.76,


was completed July 1, 1952. The shaft was sunk to the 3,080-foot level


by May 4, 1955, and installation of additional electrical and pumping


facilities was completed at a total cost of $238,060 53. The 18/411


winze was sunk 330.7 feet at a cost of $81,691,56. A total of $386,900.39


was expended on all work completed.


A decision to abandon the project, pull the'pumps, and flood the


lower levels, was made by the company in September 1955.


Additional exploration or development with Government participation


is not warranted at this time.
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The project was certified February 17, 1956, and the Government is


entitled to royalties on any production from ground encumbered by the


contract for a period of 15 years or to June 13, 1966.


Under present conditions it is not economically feasible to mine the


deep ores of the Chief mine. As a result of the exploration, substantial


tonnages of lead-zinc ore reserves are inferred and may be mined when


conditions warrant.


INTRODUCTION


The Chief Consolidated Mining Co. of Salt Lake City, Utah, with


mine and offices at Eureka, Utah, obtained a DMEA loan of $463,420 on


June 13, 1951, to explore for lead-zinc ores (fig. 1). The Chief mine


is .one of the most recently operating of the larger mining properties


of the Tintic district. The Tintic district was organized in 1870, and


since that time has produced ores valued in excess of $450 million.


The company owns a large part of the patented mining property of


the Tintic district. The original contract encumbered "10,000 acres


of mineral lands owned in fee simple, with the exception of presently


known ore bodies south of the Leadville fault and above the 2,450 level


of the 18/411 winze." In addition to properties owned, the company


controls other properties under lease. Several small excluded areas


also are present Within the acreage (figs. 2 and 3).


A remarkably continuous zone of connected and detached ore bodies


has been mined from the surface at the Mammoth mine, northward through


the properties of the Grand Central, Binghon Mines, and into.the property
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of the Chief COnsolidated Mining Co., a distance of 1-1/4 miles (fig. 4).


Prior to the establishment of the DMEA project, this "run" of ore, which


has an average dig of about 17° to the north, had been mined to a depth


of 2,600 to 2,700 feet in the Chief No. 1 mine. The DMEA project was


designed to explore and develop the ores at greater depth, thereby


augmenting the inferred ore reserve and assuring a maximum daily output


of ore in keeping with the existing production possibilities of the mine.


Project work consisted of stipulated amounts of drifting, raising,


and sinking, plus the installation of improved electrical and pumping


systems. The project was originally to have been accomplished in 2 years


but conditions made it impossible for the operator to complete the work


within the allotted'time, Four amendments were made to the original


contract. On June 16, 1953, the original contract was amended and


superseded by the first and second amended contracts. Four amendments


were made to the second onended contract, all of which extended the


time for completion of the work.


The primary factor contributing to increased mining costs is a


heavy flow of water below the 1,800-foot level of the mine, Seven


thousand gallons of water per minute is discharged from the lower levels,


In addition to the pumping problen, the mine faces ever-increasing


development costs because of the distance of.ore faces from existing


shafts and winzes.
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At the inception of the DMEA program, mining had progressed to the


2,700-foot level. Reserves of ore in the block of ground south of the


Leadville fault-dike had been'nearly exhausted above the 2,600-foot


level. It was known that ore occurred north of the dike, but attempts


to mine it had resulted in an increase of waterflow beyond the capacity


of the existing pumping system. It became apparent that, in order to


develop the block of ground north of the dike, it would be necessary to


augnent the pumping system, drain the north block, and prepare for mining


at greater depth and at greater distance from the existing 18/411 service


winze,


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY


Property of Chief Consolidated Mining Co. covers a large area in


T. 10 S., R. 2 and 3 W., S.L.B. and M., Juab and Utah Counties, Utah.


The principal mine workings lie directly under the town of Eureka in


Juab County,


Eureka is served by the Union Pacific and Denver and Rio Grande


Railroads and U. S. Highway 6. Salt Lake City, approximately 90 miles


to the north, is the principal source of supplies for mines of the


district.


The climate of the Tintic district is characterized.by severe


winters and cool, dry summers. The topography is moderately rough, with


broad valleys flanking the Tintic Mountains to the east and west. The

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HISTORY AND PROPERTY OWNERSHIP


Property of Chief Consolidated Mining Co. is located in the Tintic


mining district, Juab and Utah Counties, Utah, The company owns a


large part of the mining claims in the area. The original contract


encumbered "10,000 acres of mineral lands owned in fee simple, with


the exception of presently known ore bodies south of the Leadville


fault and above the 2,450 level of the 18/411 winze." The company also


holds other properties under lease.


The Chief Consolidated Mining Co. was incorporated in 1909, and .


since that date production has been virtually continuous, although at


a greatly reduced rate during depression years and periods of low metal


prices. The first work consisted of retimbering and deepening an


existing 800-foot shaft. During the period 1909 to 1918 ores were


mined between the 600-foot level and the 1,800-foot level. The 1,800-


foot level is the lowest level above the permanent water table.


As the ores were mined from the upper leVëls it became apparent


that sustained ore production would require pumping water from levels


below the 1,800-foot level. Water was first pumped to the surface, but


later an exploratory drift on the 1,600-foot level encountered a large


natural cavern. As an experiment, an attempt was made to fill this


cavern by pumping water into the opening. Strangely the cavern did not


fill; thus it was decided to pump the entire flow into the cavern.


One hundred pounds of sodium fluorescein salt was added to determine if


the water returned to the mine and was recirculated. No trace of return
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water Was found by this test or by subsequent tests using other indicators.


All water pumped during recent operations from levels below the 1,800-


foot level was discharged into this cavern.


A continuous zone of ore bodies has been mined from the surface


at the Mammoth mine, through the Grand Central and Bingham mines and


into the property of Chief Consolidated Mining Co., a distance of 1-1/4


miles. This ore zone has attained a depth, in the Chief property, at .


Which profitable operation is limited to periods of favorable metal


prices. Exploration outlined in the DMEA contract was designed to


search for ores at greater depth.


DESCRIPTION OF THE EXPLORATORY WORK


The original contract permitted the operator to complete 400 feet


of winze sinking, 3,600 feet of drifting and 1,800 feet of raising


under a long-form contract. The cost of installing additional electrical


and pumping facilities also was alloWed. The total cost of this work


originally was estimated at $463,420.


Actual construction of pumping and electrical facilities was


started during December 1950. Under Amendment No. 1, dated August 13,


1951, this work was allowable at a total cost of $231,420.


Exploration was divided into two projects. Project I, under

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Work was started on Project 1 June 15, 1951, Work on Project 19A


(18/411 winze sinking) was started during November 1951. Drifting on


the 2,700-foot level progressed satisfactorily. Ore was encountered


at projected locations and mining proceeded at the anticipated rate,


notwithstanding the excessive floW of water. Sinking operations in


the 18/411 winze were impeded by extensive preparations necessary for


control of the large volume of water. As a result of a labor strike


work was stopped July 1, 1952, and Project 1 was considered complete


with total advances of feet of drifting an feet of raising.


Additional drifting and raising in excess of 6,500 feet was accomplish4d


by the company in developing the 2,700-foot level (fig. 5). During


this period drifting costs averaged per foot and raising cósts,


The cost of drifting exceeded the estimated figure by


$4.03 per foot. Raising was accomplished for $4.32 per foot less than


estimated. However, the allowable cost for Project 1 was exceeded by


$999.54, thus the remaining 137 feet of drifting stipulated was not


allowed.


Progress on Project 1-A at this time totaled 77 feet of sinking in


the 18/411 winze. This work was accomplished at a cost of 467.86 er


foot as compared to the estimate of $350 per foot.


Labor trouble which forced cessation of operations July 1, 1952,


was settled by agreements between the company and the union and operation


of the mine was resumed July 1, 1953. The lower levels, which had been


partially flooded to minimize pumping costs, were dewatered. Work on
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Project 1-A Was resumed during August 1953 under revised contractp


designated the first and second amended contracts. These contracts


recapitulated and sanctioned all allowable costs incurred to July 1,


1953, and granted additional costs. Target objectives remained the


same, but the project was brought under a short-form contract. The


total allowable cost of all work under the new short-form contract


was $518,040.71. Increased performance expenses due to unforeseen


physical conditions and rising material and.labor costs made contract


revisions necessary.


Work on Project 1-A progressed only intermittently because of


operational difficulties. Excavation for an enlarged 1,800-foot-level


station and installation of a new hoist for the 18/411 winze on company


account contributed to the delay. It became evident to company


officials that ore reserves disclosed by Project 1 exploration, on


and above the 2,700-foot level, were not sufficient to keep the mine


operating while Project 1-A was completed. A DMPA loan was secured


for development of the 2,800-, 2,900-, and 3,000-foot levels. Sinking


in the 18/411 winze was delayed while the 2,800-foot-level station ..


was excavated. Work on the 2,800-foot-level development drift tended


to slow operation in the winze. The water drainage from the 2,800-


foot level increased difficulties and made necessary an escape raise


to the 2,700-foot level, The company anticipated the same difficulties


on the 2,900-foot level and requested DMEA funds for a safety sump to


permit water storage on this level. The request was denied on the
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ground that it was relative to and caused by the intermediate level


DMPA development, and costs could not be assumed by DMEA. The escape


raise was driven and the emergency sump was completed with DMPA and.


company funds. This work necessarily impeded the winze-sinking operation.


Sinking operations were suspended in 1953. At this time company


officials made a detailed study of the position and attitude of the


ore zone in light of developments on and below the 2,700-foot level.


As a result of this study application was made to change the sinking


plans and drift on the 3,000-foot level as a substitute for drifting


on the 3,100-foot level. This was denied, but permission to extend


the time for completion was granted, Sinking was resumed February 25,


1955, and as of May 4, 1955, the winze was stopped at the 3,080-foot


level. A total of 330.7'feet of sinking was completed. During


September 1955 company officials decided to abandon the lower levels


of the mine. Salvage operations were started preparatory to pulling


the pumps and flooding the area.


Utilizing DMPA funds the campany developed the 2,800-foot level


and partially developed the 2,900-foot level. Mining was started by


raising into the first ore channel intersected by diamond drill holes


drilled from the 2,900-foot level (figs. 6 and 7).
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GENERAL GEOLOGY


The sedimentary rocks of the Tintic district are folded into a


broad, asymmetric syncline which extends through the district in a


northerly direction. The syneline has a steeply dipping west limb


and a gently dipping east limb. The fold plunges gently to the north.


The Chief mine is developed in the steep western limb and the trough


of the syncline, Sedimentary rocks ranging in age from Cambrian to


Mississippian are found in the district. Tertiary igneous rocks which


are in part intrusive quartz monzonite and monzonite, and in part


effusive quartz latite, latite, and andesite, also are present.


Faulting and fissuring are prominent throughout the district.


The predominant faults strike easterly or northeasterly. Four of


these major faults traverse the property of the Chief Consolidated


Mining Co. Four major north-trending vein zones are recognized in .


O


the district. The Chief mine is the northernmost of a series of mines


along the second zone from the west.


The principal host rock is the Bluebell dolomite of Ordovician


to Devonian age. The main ore zone starts in steeply dipping .to


vertical beds of the Bluebell dolomite at the Mammoth mine on the


south. In its northerly course through the district the ore zone


chiefly follows the steep beds, but in the central part of the Chief


mine it enters the trough area of the syncline. In the gently dipping


beds of the synclinal trough it plunges slightly steeper than the pitch


of the syncline, thereby passing through the full thickness of the
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Victoria and Bluebell formations, reaching the base of the Bluebell in


the northern part of the mine near the point of its intersection with


the east-northeast-trending Leadville £ault. The South-dipping Leadville


fault is a reverse fault which lowers the north block the full thickness


of the Bluebell formation (approximately 800 feet). The ore shoot passes


through the fault with little or no displacement and continues its


northerly course high in the Bluebell dolomite (fig. 4).


The ore bodies are lead-zinc-gold-silver replacement-type deposits


in dolomite. They are localized along bedding faults, tear faults, rolls,


and bedded breccias. The mineralizing solutions apparently followed


bedding-plane faults, and northeasterly trending strike slip faults.


Ground preparation resulted in the development of pipelike deposits on


faults. High-grade masses or pods of ore are commonly encased in


envelopes of jasperoid, which form low-grade ore in the lower parts of


the mine. Replacement of the jasperoid or dolomite by sphalerite and


galena is extensive in the central part of the ore shoots, but some ore


bodies have been mined that are virtually uniform in grade throughout.


Silver is nearly always present in the ore, and some ore shoots are


occasionally encountered which contain much native silver and argentite.


Ground water was encountered approximately 30 feet below the 1,800-


foot level, and has presented an increasingly more difficult problem


as greater depth is attained. Water was pumped to the surface until


1921. In 1921 a natural cavern was encountered on the 1,600-foot level


and an attempt to discharge into this cavern was made. The successful
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use of the cavern for water disposal made mining at greater depth pos-


sible. By 1950 mining had progressed to the 2,700-foot level, and


the block of ground south of the Leadville fault had been drained to


this eleyation. Below the 1,600 level this structure is occupied by


an argillized latite dike 1 to 3 feet thick which has the peculiar


effect of damming the waters of the footwall block of the fault from


the unwatered, mined-out area of the hanging wall block. In order to


mine the ore zone north of the dike between the 2,450 and 2,700 levels


and at greater depths, in both blocks of the Leadville fault, it


became necessary to improve the pumping facilities of the mine. The


flow of water increases temporarily as each successively loWer level


is opened. After the block of ground is drained, the flow subsides


to normal and remains relatively constant irrespective of depth.


This condition prevails north of the Leadville dike.


ORE RESERVES


It has been estinated by company engineers that with each 100


feet of vertical.depth to the 2,200-foot level the ore bodies o£ the


Chief No. 1 mine have produced 120,000 tons of ore. It is believed


that this condition also will prevail below the 2,200-foot level.


The company shipped a total of 155,221 tons of ore between September


1951 and September 1955, The bulk of this ore was mined from the


2,700- and 2,800-foot levels, with minor amounts from the 2,600- and


2,500-foot levels, It is believed that approximately 65 percent of


the ore on the 2,800-foot level and 80 percent of the ore on the 2,700-


foot level has been mined.
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The practice of blocking out ore reserves in advance of mining


has not been successfully followed at the Chief No. 1 mine. Therefore,


ore reserves may be only roughly estinated on the basis of the above


infonaation. Company officials reported that the ore encountered on


the 2,900-foot level is of equal strength and intensity to that


encountered in other areas of the mine. However, a condition was


noted on this level which adversely affects economic mining. The


"eye bed" which forms the hanging wall of most of the ore bodies is


a brittle, highly fractured dolamite unit that tends to cave and


dilute the ore, thus substantially lowering the grade and increasing


the lime content. This condition, which may be local to the particular


area encountered on the 2,900-foot level, probably contributed to


the decision to abandon the lower levels. The open-stope mining method


is used exclusively. The ore is not sufficiently high grade to absorb


the additional cost of timbering.


Based on the above information, it is estinated that the following


tonnages of indicated and inferred ores remain in the mine below water


level:

A Certificate of Discovery


or Development was issued February 17, 1956. The company mined ores


throughout the period of contract operation and has paid royalties to


the Government totaling $127,035.90. -


Lead-zinc ores in the Chief property occur principally as replacement


of the Bluebell dolomite of Ordovician to Devonian age. The main ore


zone, explored on and below the 2,700-foot level of the Chief mine,


starts at the Mammoth mine about 1-1/4 miles south of the Chief No. 1


shaft. In the Chief mine the ore zone plunges slightly steeper than the


pitch of the prominent syncline in the area and passes through the full


vertical thickness of the Victoria and Bluebell formations. The base


of the Bluebell formation is found near the point of intersection of the


ore zone with the northeast-trending Leadville fault, This south-dipping


structure is a reverse fault which has lowered the footwall block approxi-


mately 800 feet. The ore shoot passes through the fault with little


displacement and is found near the top of the Bluebell dolomite on the


north side of the structure. Operations at the Chief mine traditionally


have been conducted without definite delineation of ore bodies prior
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to mining. Company engineers have estimated that with each 100 feet


of vertical depth to the 2,2OO-foot level, the main ore zone has pro-


duced 120,000 tons of ore.

The telegram dated March h, 1998, to Mr. W. W. Watson is
with reference to a phone conversation of that date between Ef.
Watson and Mr. C. O. Mittendorf.


Mr. Watson stated that hh,000 feet of 2/0 - 37 strand cable
was on hand. That he could sell 6,000 feet of this for twenty cents
per foot and perhaps sell more. Original cost had been $1 cents but
copper prices are down at the moment and the insulation was rather
inferior.


Mr. Watson also requested permission to reduce his asking
prices from 60% to 45% of new cost. Also be inquired about credit
selling.

Excerpt from Mr. Mittendorf's diary, 3/h/§8:


Watson, of Chief Con, phoned from Salt Lake City to tell me of an offer
he had received for 6000 ft. of 2 0 37-strand cable. It cost us $1¢ a foot
and the bid is 20¢. The bid comes from a Los Angeles outfit who might buy the
remainder of the kh,000 feet which was purchased under the contract.


Watson went on to say that he felt the offer was a good one because the
price of copper had decreased substantially since this cable was purchased,
and also that the insulation on it is not in too good shape. He pointed out
that this cable was a Korean War product and could not compare in quality
with cable manufactured today.


I thought we should accept the bid, but I wanted to clear with Chambers
first, and I promised to send him a telegran later in the day.


He asked if I would consider changing our blanket authorization to him
so he could sell anything fot h¾ percent of the cost price rather than 60 per
cent under the present authorization. I told him we would consider that item
also.


He then wondered if I would entertain any proposals to sell some of this
jointly owned equipment on terms. Hé felt that he could dispose of some of it
provided it did not require a full cash payment. He did not, however, want to
take the full responsibility for collection; nor did he want to run the risk of
the Government holding him responsible for the payment of the creditors '
accounts. I said we would take up that matter too.


We got out a telegram before the close of the day authorizing the sale
of the cable at 20¢ a foot. We also lowered the Appreciation percentage
from 60 to h5 percent.

The Chief Consolidated project was inspected October
26, 1991. . The diffien1ties in the pumping set-up have been
corrected and the installation is functioning properly.

The 27-18 drift was advanced only 9 feet
during September. A diamond drill has been set up in .this heading
to explore for ore. Ore was intersected in one up hole and a .
raise from coordinates 7470 N. and 8900 E. was driven to reach the
ore. The 27-27 drift east was driven 103 feet during September.
The ore south of the dike in 27-18 drift is being mined. The
27-4 drift was extended west 7h feet and then turned north 1h feet.
At this point, a diamond drill was set up and a hole drilled to
find the location of the fault. The fault was intersected at 32
feet. Holes will be drilled to grout the fault sone.


EF-10l forms for September 1991 have been checked and
found to conform with the contract.

(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workmgs. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and techmeal services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

Preparation of Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.-Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th4 Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is.desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total
Costs To Date".


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:


(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF--104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.--This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and -


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location arid assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and fóur copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.--All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order theÿ appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amouilt
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be repor,ted under " Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

The purpose of this forni is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engine€rs and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent informatign js desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those tinusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the aprilicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might -well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs.

We wish to report on the progress we are making towards die.. 
posing of certain equipment items in which the Government and ourseif have 
a joint Intarest under the terms of the above captioned contract. 


We have approached 5 of the leading Salt Lake concerns who 
handle used equipment of this nature by mailing to them a list of the 
equipmant and its cost; first, contacting them by telephone and later fol-
lowing up on these telephone calls. Initially all expressed an interest 
in bidding on the equijsnent. To date, however, the representative of only 
one fin has inspected the property, and the principal of this concern 
advises that they viii make a bid in about two weeks, a delay being occa-
sioned by the principal attending other matters in the North West • One 
concern baa advised tby letter that they woiid not care to bid on this 
type of equipment. The other three indicated that they will inspect the 
equipment and give us a decision. However, it is quite evident they will 
do so at their convenience and not &t ours.. 


The starting equipment, which you will recall, we got author-
ity to sell at a stated price from Washington, is still a possibility. 
The delay in this instance being occasioned by engineering problems which 
have not yet been detizied. 


We have been approached by the City of Murray who may 
possibly buy the 3,000 K.V.A. Larkin *ansformer which coat us $U,69.00, 
and the 6 500 K.V.A. Lkin Auto Tranáformers which oete us $11,899 20. 
We have offered these to Murray City, subject to D.M.E.A. approval, for 
$12,000.00 f.o.b. Eureka, Utah. The 6 - 500 K.V.A. Transformers are still

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DIRECTORS' REPORT 


To the Stockholders of the 


Chief Consolidated Mining Co. 


As anticipated final results of our Company's operations during 
the year 1955 have been disappointing both to its shareholders and to 
its management. All shareholders were advised in our Third Quarter 
Report of the adverse physical conditions encountered on the 2800 
and 2900 levels of our Chief No. 1 Mine, and of the management's 
decision to abandon all workings below the normal water level of this 
mine. Substantial sums spent in developing the lower levels, in an 
effort to control the conditions encountered on these levels and in the 
salvaging of valuable equipment, is reflected in the $107,046.24 oper-
ating loss before depreciation as shown in the Auditor's statements 
within this report. 


The closure of the lower levels made possible very substantial 
reductions in overhead costs which have now been accomplished. 
During the last three months of the year, operations conducted in the 
upper levels of the Chief No. 1 Mine, and particularly in our 98% 
owned Eagle and Blue Bell Mining Company's property, have greatly 
exceeded our immediate expectations both as to tonnage and grade 
of ore encountered. Production approximating 5,000 tons of ore per 
month during January and February of 1956 has been maintained at 
a profit. Prospects of this condition continuing during the immediate 
future is excellent, and our shareholders may look forward to more 
encouraging. reports. 


The Plutus Mining Company, a 93% owned subsidiary, is presently 
producing 500 tons per month of 24.6 oz. silver ore with good future 
prospects. 


The Bear Creek Mining Company, operating the Jenny Lind Unit 
Lease, have completed their shallow hole drilling program for structure 
successfully. It is our understanding that deep drilling for mineraliza-
tion will commence early this spring. 


E. J. Longyear Company, operators of the Homansvjlle Lease, 
have also completed their drilling program and are now considering 
the feasibility of underground exploration in this area.







During the year the Company's staff geologists have done con-
siderable surface mapping and geo-chemical work on the Company's 
Maltida Claim. The results of these studies are encouraging, and the 
Company intends to start an exploration program in this area some 
time during the current year. 


For some months past our Company, together with the Tintic 
Standard Mining Company, have jointly been engaged in negotiating 
a unit lease agreement with the Bear Creek Mining Company. This 
lease will involve our Company's Apex and Water Lily areas, com-
prising some 3,000 acres and all of the Tintic Standard Mining Com-
pany's property in that area. Several promising geologic targets have 
been developed in these areas, but will require the expenditure of 
several million dollars to fully explore the possibilities. It is anticipated 
that a satisfactory agreement will be consummated in the very near 
future wherein the Bear Creek Mining Company will furnish the 
necessary capital and conduct the operation. Our Company will 
participate in the net profits from these ventures whether from ores 
developed on our or Tintic Standard's property, but will not be required 
to furnish capital. Shareholders will be advised in more detail when 
the lease is finally signed. Success in this venture could open up an 
entirely new mining district with commensurate profits to all con-
cerned in the venture.

I have some q,uestions of contract interpretation that I would like a 
ruling on. 


Please refer to the original contract, Exhibit A. Under Project 1 
the total cost is $63,000.00. On the first amended contract reference is 
made to R,rhibit A without any figures being shown, but in paragraph 11 of this 
exhibit reference is made to the total allowable cost of $327,218.21, of 
which the Government is obligated to pay 50%, or $ 163, 609 . 11 (subject to aud-
it.)


On Exhibit	 Second Amended Contract, page 2, Section B under 
COSTS INCURRED UNDER ORIGINAL AND FIRST 	 corrtcs (suiEcT TO AUDIT)

Reference to the correspondence file shows that Cecil Fitch, Presi-
dent, wrote the Administrator on November 1;, 1952, and that Rhibit B at-
tached to this letter shows a breakdown of retroactive wages in the amount of 
$5,256.87 as shown above. 


Do the Washington files indicate who recommended the amount of 
$1;, 8i .32 under retroactive wage adjustment or the breakdown of this amount 
between projects 1 and lA? 


1. Is it the intent of the second amended contract to establish the compon-
ents of the $327,218.2]. as allowable maximums? 


2. Project 1 - Total at June 30, 1952 is $63,999.51; . To this amount must 
be added the retroactive wage claim shown above of $883.09, which gives 
a grand total of $61i, 882.63. Assuming that it is not the intent of the 
second amended contract to allow $63,999.51;. as an allowable maximum 
(I quote "subject to audit"), would the $63, 000.00 shown in the original 
contract be an allowable maximum? 


3. Another assumption: If the $63, 000.00 is not an allowable maximum and 
the $63,999.51; is, what portion of $li.,8l5.32 is allowable as cost of this 
project? 


1.. Assuming that the $611,882.63 mentioned under Item (3) is allowable, would 
the disallowance for that portion of the retroactive ..wage increase men-
tioñed in nr letter of July 30, 1956 (which I now calculate to be $253.05) 
be a disallowance or a suspension? 


5. Project lÀ - Is the portion of the retroactive wage increase covered in 
rr letter of July 30 ($l, 1l.Ol.81) be a disallowance or a suspension? 


6. If above items are suspensions, how should they be shown in my audit re-
port and certificate? 


There is no doubt that Chief Consolidated Mining Company will file a 
claim covering coats of salvage and disposal of jointly-owned property as pro-
vided in the termination agreement. When this will be done is the question. 


Under the circumstances, after you have given me your rulings on the 
questions in the foregoing paragraphs of this letter, what do you think of my 
submitting a second interim audit report based on all presettly known factors? 
This would. eliminate the necessity for reviewing facts, which thirty days or 
six months from now would be cold and require considerable time to review. 


In view of the fact that payment in full to date has been made on 
claimed costs, the necessity of obtaining reimbursement from the operator on 
overpayments due to items disallowed, or withho1ding a portion of the salvage 
costs claimed, could be important. (For example: - one item to be disallowed 
is coat of reels in the amount of $1,005.00). 


For the reasons above, Mr. Traver and. his staff are interested in 
having presently accepted total costs.
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You can see from the above questions that I am in the process of 
writing a report • I have studied the rulings on contract interpretation fol-
lowing page 21 in the manual, and. also the rulings in memorandum 8, but am 
still somewhat in doubt. Because of the operator's genera], attitude, I de-
cided to submit the above data to you for counsel.

In connection with the audit of the subject contractor's 
records, there is one point I failed to discuss with you on your 
recent Denver visit. 


Included in the supplementary list of equipment prepared 
by the writer and approved by W. E. Young, Mining Engineer, Salt 
Lake City Office, are reels in the amount of $1,005.00. 


Some of these reels were charged to Foley Construction 
Company and, in turn, billed by them to Chief Consolidated Mining 
Company; some are charged to Eureka Machinery Company; and the 
balance charged direct to Chief Consolidated Mining Company. 


These reels, in all cases, are returnable for credit. At 
the time of the original audit, my notes indicate that the reels 
have not been returned, or, if they have, credit had not been passed 
on to Chief Consolidated Mining Company, 


The question, Is Chief Consolidated Mining Company respon-
sible for the return of these reels, which, in my opinion, are in 
the same category as drums or oil containers and subject to credit 
when returned by the Company? If, through neglect on the part of 
Chief Consolidated Mining.Company or their subcontractor, Foley 
Construction Company, the reels were not returned, should the amount 
involved be listed as a disallowance?

I don't see how we would 
be justified in recommending a suspension of $19,328.56 when the total 
cost claimed by the Operator was $5,256.87, with Government participation 
of $2,1i.07.66.

I am enclosing annual report of subject company, together with 
balance sheet at December 31, 1955, certified to by Wefla, Baxter and M.ifler, 
Certified Public Accountants. 


Under Exhibit	 Note 3, is a statement concerning a contingent 
liability at December 31, 1955, for payment of retroactive pay increase for 
the period July 1, 195]. to September 3, 1952, in the amount of l9,338. 56. 
Also enclosed is a letter from Mr. W. W Watson, Vice-President of the Com-
pany, regarding this matter. 


In an application for amendments to Exploration Project Contract 
Idm-E4, dated November 4, 1952, the details of the Government's share of this 
retroactive wage increase is set forth. The June, 1953 Form MF-104 was filed 
in July, 1953, and paid in August for the Government's portion of the retro-' 
active wage increase. 


We reconciled the amount of the contingent liability at December 31, 
1955, as shown by the auditors report, and verified the amount set up as a 
current liability at that date by checking this amount to the General Ledger. 
The schedule attached shows our version of the amount of the Governments 
liability which is overpaid at the time of the audit. 


When we discussed the possibility of a disaflowanôe with Mr. Watson 
he was somewhat perturbed. He went on to say, as he repeats in his letter, 
that the expiration date of the contingent liability had been extended every 
year since the agreement had been signed and no doubt would be renewed again 
this year; further, that It was the intention of the company to pay the bal-
ance of the retroactive wages.







.
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Giving consideration to the present plans of the company to lease 
all the ground involved in the DNEA contract, there is a question in our 
minds as to the eventual, liquidation of the contingent liability. 


We agreed to submit the question to you before recommending the 
disaflowance. In view of the statements in Mr. Watson's letter, should this 
overparment be disaflowed? Your ruling in this matter will be appreciated.

Dear Mr. Chambers: 


In connection with the fii]. audit of the subject Operator's rec-
ords, there are several questions I would like your counsel on: - 


1. Disposal of Equipment - As I am sure you know, there has been 
some correspondence between the Executive Officer, ]EA Field Team, Region 
III, and the Operating Connnittee regarding the establishing of values on 
jointly owned equipment. I have prepared an analysis of the components 
charged to this account which I am attaching herewith. Sooner or later we 
are going to be asked for this and I thought it would be a good idea for you 
to have this data to review before rendering an opinion. 


2. In February, 1952 the Operator made an error of $176.79 in 
carrying totals of "Materials" forward. These amounts (November, 195]. - 
$54.39 and January, 1952 - $122.40) were paid by the Finance Officer in the 
month in which the amounts were claimed. 


3. On the voucher paid September 26, 1951 a disallowance of $79.29 
was made. This was prior to the period when the Finance Office was listing 
the disaflowances and attaching a "Disallowance Schedule" to the Executive 
Officer's Docket. Correspondence in the Finance Officer's files indicated 
that the Operator was advised regarding the disallowance. After some addi-
tional correspondence an amount of $59.47 was reinstated by the Finance 
Officer. The difference between $79.29 and $59.47 is $19.82 ihich is the 
amount I disallowed at the time of the audit. The Operator never did re-
claim the $59.47, and the first indication in the files that he was aware 
of this matter is shown on the final NF-'104 dated March, 1955, where this 
amount is shown in the "Total" column. 


This whole matter is somewhat hazy to me, but I vaguely recall we 
discussed this item when we were in Salt Lake together in June of 1952.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are. to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),. 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "lYeprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expen5es incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which • may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period.

tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by 'Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Enclosed is a copy of a letter to the Secretary of the 
Operating Committee from the Executive Officer, DMEA Field Team, 
Region IV. 


Since the matter will no doubt be discussed with you, 
I am furnishing you some additional background information. 


I have started the pre-audit analysis of the Royalty 
Payments received in connection with Contract Idm-E4 -- Chief 
Consolidated Mining Company, in order that the preparation of 
the Royalty Audit Report will be expedited when the Royalty 
Audit Program is crystallized. This pre-audit analysis is not 
interfering with Exploration Audit work, which is substantially 
current in this region. 


When the situation outlined in Mr. King's letter was 
discovered the question was raised concerning the customary 
mining practice in regard to minor differences of this nature. 
Mr. King felt the matter $hould be passed on by the Operating 
Committee in the interest of establishing a uniform standard 
for such cases. 


So far in the present pre-audit analysis a recomputa-
tion of the metallurgical data on 50% of the settlement sheets. 
examined has not disclosed anything but minimal differences. 
In my opinion the few differences discovered do not justify.a 
recomputation of the metallurgical data on 100% of the settle-
ment sheets. Of course, if any material amount of discrepancy 
is uncovered it is assumed that appropriate action would be in 
order.
