SUPPLEMENT TO ENGINEERING REPORT BY STEPHEN R. WILSON

The most recent settlement sheets on ore shipments were based on the
following quotations: lead, 17 cents per pound; copper, 24 cents per
pound; gold, 35 dollars per ounce; silver, 90 cents per ounce., The gross
value of the average ore shipped, on this basis,‘is $48.90 per ton., The
gfoss value of the anticipated 2,000 tons of new ores, assuming an average
assay value the same as that shipped, is $97,8OQ. Deducting the amount for
exploration, $46,000, leaves a balance of $51,800, or on a 2,000 ton basis,
$25.90 per ton, ' |
