This is in reference to the sample forwarded to you
by Mr. James A. Barr, Chief, Industrial Minerals Branch, and
submitted to him by Colonel D. W. Adams;=English Knob Mine,
Mitchell County, North Garolina. It is DMA E}SOSXE code 370.

The submittal is composed essentially of columbite-
tantalite. A radiometric assay indicates about 8 percent
equivalent uranium, higher than to be expected from the usual
columbite-tantalite. No samarskite or other radioactive
minerals were detected. It is possible, however, that minor

amounts of radioactive mineral may occur intimately mixed with

~ the columbite~-tantalite and thus escape detection by x-ray
diffraction and petrographic examinations.
