3. Exploration project. The Operator, within ------------------days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for' --------------------------------- ; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of 6 -------------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, 
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to 
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute 
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional 
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the 
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit "A" attached 
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof, 
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project 
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. 


9. Rehabilitation and 'repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities, 
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is 
included in Exhibit "A." 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs ofthe project in which the Government will participate are limited to the 
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering, 
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs 
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may 
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, 
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate 
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs 
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's Tecords and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 sears after the completion of the project or the termination of thiscontract. 


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly progress report shall bear the certification of the Operator 
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report. 


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the extent approved by the G'oyernment, shall be 
processed for payment by the Government.

14. Final repo'rts by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide 
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his 
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project pr termination of the contract, the Govern-
meñt considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1 :I/) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1i/) 
percent, plus one-half (1/i) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of 
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit whjch is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully paid, or until said J0-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of' the contract, whether by completion of the exploratioft project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery 
or development. 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to providehis share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

The Lakeside Monarch Mining Co., with property in the Lakeside 


district, Tooele County, Utah, has applied for a DMP loan of lO,0O0. 


The property was examined during August 1951 by personnel of the 


Geological Survey and Bureau of Itines to appraise the feasibility of' 


the proposed loan. 


Principal ore deposits on the property occur as fissure fillings 


and limestone replacements. An inclined shaft 225 feet deep has been 


. sunk on the Prospect fissure. Movement along this zone to the south-


east has resulted in increased brecciation of the. wall rock. The ore 


bodies are larger in the lower part of the inclined shaft as a result 


of the brecciation. Increased displacement along the fissure and 


branching faults at greater depth in the shaft may have resulted in 


additional ore bodies. It is proposed that the shaft be deepened 200 


feet.


The project is considered sound, and it is therefore recommended 


that a loan of lO,OOO be granted to perform the work as outlined.

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INTRODUCTION 


The Lakeside Monarch Mining Co. made application under Docket 


DM4.-l765X for a loan of $lo,000 for exploration of mining property 


in the Lakeside district, Tooele County, Utah. The applicant proposes 


to sink an existing 225-foot inclined shaft an additional 200 feet 


to search for lead-zinc ores. 


In response to a request from the Field Team, Region IV, dated 


August 13, 1951, a. field examination was made ty D.. C, Arnold of the 


Survey and W, E, Young of the Bureau of Mines, 


The property had previous]y been examined by the Bureau of Mines 


and a report submitted.


LOCATION 


The mine is located in the Lakeside Mountains in Sec. 11, T. 2 N., 


R. 9 W., SSL.B ..M. Delle, Utah, on the Western Pacific railroad, is 


the nearest shipping point, located 18 miles to the south by dirt road, 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


It is reported that about 30,000 tons of ores were mined from the 


Monarch fissure. A mill was built on the property for treating the 


lower-grade ores, but did not successfully concentrate these ores. It 


appears that variable degrees of oxidation of the ore minerals made 


milling difficult and resulted in low recovery. 


Since that time some exploration has been done on other outcropping 


veins in the area, A shaft has been sunk 225 feet deep on the Prospect
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S.


fissure and approximately 50 tons of lead ore was sorted and shipped 


as a result of this work. 


WNESHIP AND EXTENT 


The Lakeside Monarch Mining Co. has a lease and option to purchase 


11 unpatented mining claims, and holds 11 other unpatented claims by 


right of location. The proposed exploration is to be done on the 


Madison No. 1 claim. This claim is one of the group of 11 unpatented 


mining claims held by the company by right of location. The claims are 


shown on figure 2 of the Survey report. The unpatented claims held by

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPS ITS 


The principal ore deposits on the property occur as fissure fill-


ings and limestone replacements along the Monarch fissure. This large 


fissure which strikes N. 200 W. can be traced in a southerly direction 


for several miles. The main ore shoot has been developed on the fissure 


as it crosses the crest of an anticlinal fold, the axis of which strikes 


east-west. Other fissures, paralleling the Monarch fissure, occur in 


the area. Ore shoots on the Monarch fissure are known to extend from 


the surface to the 500-foot level. The ores occur as partially oxidized 


S
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lead-zinc sulfides in a gangue of iron oxide. Small blocks of unoxidized 


lead sulfide have been mined. 


IffNABLE ORE RESERVES 


There are no known rainable ore reserves in the mine. Possible 


substantial tonnages of marginal-grade ores exist, but the old stopes 


and sublevels are so badly caved that it is generally conceded that 


it is not economic to mine the remaiiing ores. Some stoping was done 


below the McBride tunnel level both on the 375-foot level and on the 


500-foot level, but the grade of the ore was too low to permit hoisting. 


PRESENT STATUS 


(a) Exploration and development - 


The principal working level of the mine is the McBride tunnel. 


This adit has developed the Monarch fissure for a distance of 1,250 


feet along its strike. A crosscut was extended 200 feet into the foot-


wall and another extended 160 feet into the hanging wall in the vicinity 


of the No. 1 ore shoot. The 304 raise extends from the McBride tunnel 


to the surface, a distance of approximately 300 feet. A winze has been 


extended down the dip of the vein 200 feet below the McBride tunnel. 


The Nater tunnel was driven along the strike of the vein from the 


opposite side of the mountain at a little higher elevation than the 


McBride tunnel.

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(b) Mining and milling equipment and other facilities - 


All mining equipment, except a large Diesel-powered compressor 


and tracks, has been removed from the mine. 


All milling equipment has been removed. A large mill building in 


excellent condition still remains intact. A cook house and a dormitory, 


adequate to accommodate six men, are standing on the property. 


PROJECT PROPCSAIS 


It is proposed to deepen the shaft on the Prospect fissure 200 


feet. This shaft has been driven 225 feet at the intersection of a 


specific limestone horizon and the fissure. A thin seam of mineraliza-


5	 tion has extended from the surface to the bottom of the shaft. It 
is anticipated that this mineralization will increase with depth, It 


will be advantageous to straighten the existing portion of the shaft 


and re-lay the track in order to sink deeper. This will require blast-


ing about six large sideswipe rounds. Some timbering probably will 


be necessary as a result of the enlarged section. 


The proposed project will require all new equipment. It will be 


necessary to rent a compressor, drills, and drilling equipment, hoist 


and skip, and to install a new head frame at the collar of the shaft.
