This will acknowledge your letter of November 1, 1951, ‘
in which you state that our application must be denied because

of insufficient evidence to indicate the geologic probability
of making a significant discovery.

Please be advised that our geologic information indi-
cates that there is quite a significant probability of high
grade uranium ore available and we have had every indication
to support that position. We were advised that a Mr. Sharp
from Salt Lake City, Utah, in company with another man whose

" name was unknown, recently visited the Marysvale District
without announcing themselves or their purpose, and were there
apparently to appraise the probabilities of our property.
These gentlemen visited our mine at Marysvale, spending less
than one hour upon the premises, and there was no indication
that they made any extensive or reasonable inguiry or investi-

gation into the probability of a significant uranium discovery
upon our mining property.

Yesterday, November 12, 1951, I was in Marysvale, Utah,
and contacted Mr. Thomas Anderson of the Atomic Energy Commis-

sion of the Denver, Colorado office, and Mr. Walter O°'Toole,
Atomic Energy Commission representative at Marysvale,-and they
‘both advised me that the field team from your administration’
spent several hours in the Marysvale office of the Atomic Energy
Commission, reviewing their accumulated data upon the larysvale
District. They informed me, however, that since they had made
no detailed study of our property, they were in no position to

aid or furnish any information of value to the field representa-
tives concerning our mining properties.

At the time we acquired the Marysvale properties, we
were advised by the persons then in charge of the Atomic Energy
Commission in that district that their office was established
for the purpose of aiding and facilitating independent operators
in their search for productive zones of uranium bearing deposits.
Following our acquisition of the property, we have repeatedly
appealed to the Marysvale office of the Atomic Energy Commis-
sion for aid in making a proper examination to determine the
location and extent of uranium ore upon our property. Their
office has repeatedly assured us that they would make an exam- .
ination and give us the benefit of their findings, but to date
we have been unable to obtain any aid from them in this regard
despite the fact that they have been making continued examina-
tions in the surrounding area. The Marysvale office of the
Atomic Energy Commission has further advised us on several oc-
casions that they would come onto our property and core drill
the same, furnishing us with the benefit of the result of such
an examination. However, to date, nothing has been done in this
regard nor is there any indication of any aid in that manner to
be forthcoming in the near future.

It is our information that there has been a core drilling
examination extending over 100,000 feet in the Marysvale District
conducted by the Atomic Energy Commission, 95% of which has been
performed upon the property of the Vanadium Corporation of Amer-
ica. Ve, too, have spent considerable sums of money to acquire
and a great deal of time in the development of our properties
and with the information that we have high grade uranium ore
present, we are prepared to spend additional funds such as may
be required to comply with the terms of our application for an
exploration loan from the Defense Minerals Administration in the
amount of $53,000.00 as originally applied for,

Under Section 4, Scope of Application, MO-5, of April 6,
1951, we appreciate the fact that the Administrator may require
the filing of additional information, reports and exhibits in
connection with the application, and may at his discretion re-
quire such physical examination of the project as he deems nec-
essary, but we do feel that the Atomic Energy Commission's Mary-
svale .office should at least help us prepare such additional data,
etc., as the Administrator may require inasmuch as the Marysvale
office was, as we understand, created for that purpose. The
