- (b) ANNUAL RENTAL.—To pay, or cause to be paid, to the Superintendent for the use and benefit of the
lessor, or to the Treasurer of said Tribe where the tribe is organized under the act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984), in
advance beginning with the date of approval of the lease, as annual rental, the following: 25 cents per acre for the
first calendar year or fraction thereof, 50 cents per acre per annum for the second and third years, and $1'per acre per
annum in advance for each and every calendar year thereafter during the continuance of the lease ; it being under-
stood and agreed that said sum so paid shall be a credit on the royalties accruing during the year for which the pay-
ment of annual rental is made, and that said annual rental when paid shall not be refunded to the lessee because of
‘any subsequent surrender or cancelation hereof. o ‘ '

(c) DILIGENCE, PREVENTION OF WASTE.—To exercise diligence in the conduct of prospecting and mining
operations; to carry on development and operations in a workmanlike manner and to the fullest possible extent; to
commit no waste on the said land and to suffer none to be committed upon the portion in his occupancy or use; to com-
ply with all the requirements of the laws of the State in which the land is located ; to take appropriate steps for the
preservation of the property and the health and safety of workmen; promptly to surrender and return the premises
upon the termination of this lease to whomsoever shall be lawfully entitled thereto, in as good -condition as received,

8. CANCELATION AND FORFEITURE.—When, in the opinion of the Secretary of the Interior, there, has
been a violation of any of the terms and conditions of this leagse hefore restrictions are removed, the Secretary of
the Interior shall have the right at any time after 30 days’ notice to the lessce, specifying the terms and conditions
violated, and after a hearing, if the lessee shall so request within 30 days of rcceipt of notice, to declare this lease
null and void, and the lessor shall then be entitled and authorized to take immediate possessnon of the land.

9. HEIRS AND SUCCESSORS IN INTEREST.—It is further covenanted and agreed that each obligation here-
under shall extend to and be bhinding upon, and every benefit hereof shall inure to, the heirs, executors, administra-
tors, successors of, or assigns of the respective partics hereto.

10. GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES CANNOT ACQUIRE LEASE.—No lease, agsignment thereof, or interest
therein will he approved to any employee or employees of the United States Government whether connected with the
Indian Service or otherwise, and no employee of the Interior Depdrtment shall be permitted to acquire any interest
in such leases by ownership of stock in corporations having leases or in any other manner.

The likelihood of suocess in exploring for quarts orystal
on the property underlessed to the applicant is sufficient to justify
exploration. This is demonstrated by the recovery of several hundred
pounds of quarts crystal acceptable to the Emergency Procurement Ser-
vice, with whom the applicant has a contract. .

The details of an exploration program remain to be worked
out, at a cost still to be determined, for which reason this application
should be referred to the appropriate field team for investigation and
recommendations, Mr. Ralph J. Roberts of the Salt lake City office
of the Geological Survey has visited this locality and will be prepared

to review the application.

It should be pointed out that the lease held by the applicant .

Supplies listed in the geologic report include an item of

Part 3

Rental for compressor and hoist, as shown in the geologic
report, is too high.

7. Title to and disposition of property. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more than $50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any -
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such itemsy
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize’its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.

15. The Quartz crystals will be shipped by truck from the mine to
the railroad shipping point at Wendover, Utah, and will then be
shipped to United States Testing Company, Inc., 1415 Park Avenuse,
Hoboken, New Jersey, or as instructed by General Services Administra-
tion, Emergency Procurement Service.

Enclosed are eight copies of a geologic report of the Goshute
Quartz Crystal deposit on the Goshute Indian Reservation, Juab County, Utah,
under lease by the Barite Corporation, Idaho Falls, Idaho.

The piezoelectric quartz that has been mined is in a pegmatite
dike that cuts quartz monzonite. The pegmatite has yielded considerable
quartz that may meet Signal Corp specifications.

Several other quartz-bearing pegmatites and veins are known
throughout the area, but so far no quartz of piezoeleétric quality has been
discovered from these other deposits.

A limited exploration program has been outlined with the applicant
to obtain preliminary geologic data, and to thoroughly explore the area,
Exploration will be by bulldozer trenching and by digging test pits on all
locations favorable for the occurrence of quartz crystals of piezoelectric
quality, and by extending the present shaft an additional 20 feet,

It is concluded that there is a fair chance of finding additional
deposits of piezoelectric quartz in the Goshute Quartz mine property, and
it is therefore recommended that the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
enter into a contract with the applicant to do the proposed work herein
outlined. The total cost of the project is $8,187.24. On a 90-10 percent -
participation basis, the goverhament's share will be $7,364.01,

exploration costs,
