This is the final report upon completion of uor contract Idm-E 340, (pb-2n)
Docket No., DMEA-1923.

As per previous reports, we have drifted for a total of 585 feet along the
mineralized zone of the Blaine Fissure. For practically this entire distance
the fissure contained considerable iron-pyrite with some showing of fine-grained
galena and blende crystals. In three places during this drifting we encountered
a good grade of lead-zinc sulphide ore, occuring in a greenish gangue and filling
the fissure from wall to wall. This on first appearance looked very encouraging
but on further investigation proved to be disconnected ore-lenses which feathered
out in a few feet. Inasmuch as these ore-lenses are found in the lower tunnel,
middle tunnel, upper tunnel and can be found also on the surface, it is evident
that altho they are not connected there must be a continuation either up or down
in certain beddings which are favorable to ore deposition. OQOur hope is to find
a favorable bedding large enough to make a commercial ore bodye. With this indi-
cation in mind it is our intention to do a limited amount of prospecting in the
future as funds become available,

Due to the long tram, which was all done by man-power and the high cost of
labor and supplies we find that our costs have been in excess of our estimate
and the contract price of $27.58 per foot of drift.

It is estimated that the DMEA work has increased the reserve
picture by only 270 tons of possible and probable class ore of marginal
grade.

SUMMARY

The United Mining Development Company,. Inci, was granted a DMEA
loan on WOfk totaling $16,548.00 to aid in exploration for lead=zinc
ore aiong the northwestern extension of fhe Blaine fissure in the Ida
mine, Tooele County, Utah.

The Ida mine is on the south flank of the Simpson Mountains in'an
area of interbedded chloritic shales and chloritic quartzites of pre=
Cambrian age. The ore mineraiization appears to be confined to the
Blaine fissure system with little or no replacement out into the walls.

It was effectively demonstrated that the Blaine fissure system is
persistent along strike but that the ore occurrences within the fissure
are extremely spotty. The contract was terminated after 585 of the authorized
600 feet of drifting.

Based on past production as well as the information developed by
DMEA work it is estimated that the mine contains 70 tons of probsable
ore and 2UU tons of possible ore averaging 6~8 percent. lead and
7-8 percent zinc.

No additional explorétion can be recommended on the strength

of the information thus far available.

The United Mining Development Company, Inc. epplied for a loan,
DMEA Docket 1923, to aid in exploration for lead=zinc ore at the Ida
mine, Erickson district, Tooele County, Utsh.

IOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

the intersection of fissures and attendent shattering within the more
chloritic shaly beds.

low intensity conditions that ground preparation was of prime importahce.

It must be concluded that the necessary combinations of requisite
