All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equkgnt, or other items costing more than*$50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.

The first monthly progress report submitted by Mr. Day was
paid after the mine had been visited by an engineer from our Salt
Lake City office and the accounts were checked. It was discovered,
when a Bureau engineer vigited the property a month later, that Mr.
Day had been driving a parallel ‘tunnel in addition to the work
authorized by the contract. Mr,. Day hed not been prorating the
‘expenses of the operation between the work authorized by the con-
tract and the work done for his own benefit. He had also made
several shipments of ore from the parallel tunnel and was of the
opinion that he was not required to pasy royalties for this ore
shipped., We withheld payment of all future MF-104's pending
settlement of this dispute.

The operation has progressed so far that it would be
impossible to arrive at an equitable proration of the rental of
items of equipment, supplies and labor. We belleve that it would
be in the best interests of the Government to accept Mr. Day's
check in the amount of $929.83. Mr. Day has agreed to make no
further claims against the Government under the contract, and the
Government will not have any further claims against him, If this
check were not accepted it would involve considerable time and
expense attempting to reach an agreement with Mr, Day and we doubt
if an agreement which would be mutually satisfactory could ever
‘be reached.

We are requesting permission to accept this check and
would appreciate your decision at your earliest convenience,

Enclosed for a contract number are six copies of an explora-
tion project contract which have been signed by Abe Day, Operator, and
the Regional Director, Region IV, U, S. Bureau of Mines. ‘

A controversy was involved in the preparation of this contract.
The operator insisted that an air trammer was necessary for the success-
ful operation of the project bescause the tunnel was to follow an irregular
clay seam and it would be necessary to push loaded cars up a grade.
This office felt that inasmuch as the length of the tram ranged from
50 feet to 500 feet the cars could be pushed by hand,

We arrived at a compromise with the operator: which provided
for an air trammer at a rental of $150.00 per month. It was mutually
agreed between the Government and the operator that the Govermment would
reimburse the operator for only 50 percent of the rental of the air
trammer, or a maximum of $450.00., Accordingly, the Government will re-
imburse the operator for 86.8 percent of the approved costs incurred
instead of 90 percent which is customary for uranium projects.

Kindly expedite the processing of this contract because if
the operation has not been started before the spring thaw, it will involve

additional expense. |
