of Vanadium Oxide, or about 1.71%. This production has been
limited to four claims, namely, Silver Point, Chloride Chief,
Silver Crown and Silverman.

(4) A composite of 25 samples taken by Stugard - USGS Re-
port, page 18 - from the Christy Tailings Dump showe
uranium .01%, vanadium .07%. All the ores run through
this 01d Christy Mill came from the Buckeye Reef.

Underground work is planned as follows: (1) To explore the unwork-
ed area of the Tecumseh Buckeye bed by an approach through the old
AS&R 3 compartment, 458 feet deep Shaft. This shaft would be re-
habilitated to serve two compartments and manway down to water-
table at 180 feet.

Co. at Crown King, Arizona, for five years, as General Superintendent
He resigned from this position December 31, 1949 to go with Shat-
tuck-Denn Mining Co., of Humboldt, Arizona, in 1950 and 1951; early
in 1952 he joined Western Gold Mines, Inc. in charge of Silver Reef.
Regarding the ability of Western Gold Mines to do this work, the
company has already drifted in "Area A" into the ore bed just above
Willis and Morgan's Rex workings, and is now ralsing on the ore bed;
