The work shall be performed by the Operator or by :independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the project.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth in Exhibit 
"A," attachd hereto.

These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the Operator's invoice of units of work per-
formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the 
Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of . the exploration, with assay-reports on samples 
taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 	 .	 - .

Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an . estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. . 	 •	 . 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has. resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor .in interest shall 
pay to the G9vernmént, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other diósition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows:


(1) One and one-half ( l 1/s ) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
(2) One and one-half (1%)  percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional-full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, would be one and one-half (1%) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3'/2) percent.) 
(b) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales, or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is, mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated Operations in which the material is not dispàsed of as such, these 
terms mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination;	 ..	 .	 . 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(•d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Opêiator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the pteservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the :payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute opdratións pursuant to the 
terms of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; or (c) if, in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the prob-
ability of making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

Although small, sporadic, pods of oxidized lead ore were 
encountered and a Certificate of Discovery was issued on January 14, 
1954, no further work is recommended.

Enclosed are nine copies of the final geologic report on the Evelyn 
mine, DM, Docket 2762, by R. W. Osterstock and H. T. Morris, geologists, U. S. 
Geological Survey. 


The Duke Page Auto Co., Spanish . Fork, Utah, was granted a DM loan to 
explore for lead ore in the Evelyn Mine in the Diamond area of the ¶Jintic mining 
district, Utah. 


Ore mineralization in the Evelyn area is confined to an east striking, 
steeply north dipping fissure cutting an intrusive latite porphyry. The entire 
DNE1. exploration project was carried on in the fissure zone which was shown to be 
persistent both in strike and dip. No significant discoveries of lead ore were 
exposed during the course of the exploration project, however, sporadic, small 
shoots and pods of oxidized lead ore were encountered and a certification of 
discovery was issued January 14, 1954- 


It is estimated that a maximum of 4500 tons of inferreji class ore 
reserves of marginal grade are present in the Evelyn mine. Further exploration 
on the property for additional ore bodies of the size and grade of those thus far 
encountered in the mine workings does not appear to be warranted.

FINAL GEOLOGIC REPORT 


SUMMARY 


A DNE loan totaling $17,707.00 was granted to Duke Page of the Page Auto-. 


iobile Company on October 30, 1952 to carry out exploration for lead ore in the 


Evelyn mine, Juab County, Utah. A total of $17,627.00 was expended during the 


course of the project, which was completed on July 31 0 1953. 


The Evelyn mine is located in the southeastern part of the Tintic Mining 


- district in sections 17 and 187. 11 S., R. 2 W., SEB and N. The mine workings 


develop and explore an east trending, steeply north dipping fissure that cuts 


the Sunrise Peak stock, a Tertiary latite porphyry intrusive that cuts genetically 


related tuffs and flow rocks. 


The exploration program was set up in two stages: Stage 1 to consist of 


sinking 80 feet from an existing 33 foot winze and to include 180 feet of drifting 


from the new 113 level, and Stage 2 (dependent upon the results of Stage 1) to 


consist of an additional 100 feet of sinking to the 213 level with 120 feet of 


drifting on the 213 level. All of the work was to be conducted on the Evelyn 


fissure. 


No significant discoveries of lead ore were exposed during the course of the 


exploration projects however, it was demonstrated that the Evelyn fissure is per-. 


sistent down dip and does contain small pockets of low to moderate grade lead ore 


at irregular intervals. A certification of discovery was issued January 14, 1954. 


No additional exploration for lead ore can be recommended on the basis of the 


information gained as a result of the DM exploration program.
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INTRODUCTION 


Duke Page of Spanish Fork, Utah applied, for a loan during 1952 to aid in 


exploration for lead ore in the Evelyn mine in the Diamond area of the Tintic 


mining district, Juab County, Utah. This application is part of D}'1E. Docket 2672. 


The property was examined by J. F. Haynes and N. N. Harcourt of the U. S. Bureau 


of Mines and Don Laub of the U. S. Geological Survey during September, 1952. The 


property was recommended for a loan, and on October 30, 1952 contract Idii-340 was 


comsumated authorizing a total expenditure of 17,707.00 to carry out exploration 


in two stages. Stage 1 was to consist of: (1) rehabilitating 33 feet of existing 


winze, (2) sinking the winze an additional 80 feet and drifting the fissure a total 


of 180 feet. Stage 2 was dependent upon the results of Stage 1 and was to consist 


of sinking the winze an additional 100 feet and drifting a total of 120 feet on 


the lowest level. Work on the project began November U, 1952 and was completed 


as outlined in the contract on July 31, 1953. A total of 1a7,627.00.. was expended 


during the course of this project. 


The examination for the final geologic report was conducted by R. W. Oster'-* 


stock and H. T. Morris, geologists, U. S. Geological Survey. 


Location and Accessibility 


The Evelyn mine is located in the Diamond area of the Tintic mining district, 


Sec. 17 and 18, T. U S., R. 2 W., MB and N, Juab County, Utah. The mine is 


reached by traveling 8 miles southerly from Eureka, Utah on U. S. Highway 6, then 


3 miles easterly on an unimproved and unmarked dirt road. The five claims comprising 


the Evelyn group are situated on the southwest slope of Sunrise Peak, one of the 


more prominent topographic features of the East Tintic Mountains.
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History and Production 


The earliest known work on this property is thought to have been started about 


1904. A vertical shaft reported to be 160-feet deep was sunk to approximately the 


level of the present main haulageway. The shaft is now caved arid, is no longer 


accessible. Intermittent operations at the :property have accounted for an unknown 


amount of drifting and stoping from the shaft. More recently the present adit 


level was driven in to intersect the main fissure and in so doing some of the 


older caved workings from the shaft were encountered. 


Duke Page, prior to the DNFA contract, sunk a 33 foot winze from the adit 


level on the main fissure 170 feet west of the shaft; short drifts were driven 


along the fissure from this winze. Small stopes from the 33 level to the main 


level produced approximately 80 tons of ore of unknown grade. Page also shipped 


20 tone of ore from the old shaft dump. This ore averaged 12 percent lead, 6 


ounces silver, and .03 ounces gold per ton. 


Data on the total production of the Evelyn mine is scanty but it is estimated 


that up to the start of the DMEk proj ect' it was no greater than a few hundreds of 


tons.


GEOLOGY 


The only rock exposed in the workings of the Evelyn mine is Tertiary latite 


porphyry, an intrusive rock genetically related to the slightly earlier latite tuffs 


and flow rocks that it cuts. Over most of the area the intrusive latite is quite 


fresh; it is gray green in color, distinctly porphyritic and hard and dense. As 


the vein zones are approaôhod, the feldspar phenocrysts show a slight alteration 


and a thin zone immediately adjacent to the fissure is intensely altered with a1i 


most complete decomposition of the principal rock forming minerals. 


The only noteworthy structural feature in the Evelyn mine area is the east 



trending, north dipping fissure that is exposed in the mine workings. This easterly 


'-3-
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trend is approximately at right angles to most of the major fault Li ssures and 


vein zones in the district * Although displacement along the Evelyn fissure can 


not be accurately determined it is likely that the movement was not great; however, 


gray to brown plastic clay gouge is prominent along the entire exposed length of 


the fissure.


ORE DEPOSITS 


The ore mineralization in the Evelyn mine is confined to the east trending, 


north dipping Evelyn fissure. None of the few branching fissures recognized in 


the mine have been mineralized and the wall rocks likewise are unmineralized. 


Ore minerals present are: galena, sphalerite, and possibly some tetrahedrite 


or freibergite in a gangue of pyrite, quartz barite and clay gouge. Most of the 


galena has been converted to secondary lead sulfate and carbonate, although remnants 


of galena may be found enclosed in cerussite. The pyrite is almost entirely oxidized 


to "limonite". A slight increase in the proportion of sulfides to carbonates is 


apparent on the 213 level of the mine. 


Two forms of quartz are present. in the fissure, an earlier dense type that is 


much fractured and a later terminated—crystal 'type that coats the dense quartz and 


partly fi l ls open spaces. The ore minerals appear to have been deposited contempor-


aneously with or slightly later than the late quartz. 


Ore bodies exposed along the Evelyn fissure range in width from a few inches 


to about 3 feet. They are extremely sporadic in occurrence but seem to be local'.* 


lized to some extent on the flanks of a gentle northeasterly plunging bulge on 


the Evelyn fissure. The bulge appears to be more pronounced on the 213 level than 


on the tunnel level (see fig. 2). 


EXPLORATORY WORK 


The exploration project, contract Idm .."E 340, was designed to explore the down"-


ward extensions of the Evelyn fissure in two stages. Stage 1 consisted of rehabil.".

itating the existing 33 foot winze, sinking 80 feet to the 113 level and driving 


180 feet on this level. Stage 2 was dependent upon the results of Stage 1 and 


consisted of sinking the winze an additional 100 feet to the 213 level and driving 


120 feet on this level. Stage 2 was authorized when it was effectively demon-


strated by Stage 1 exploratory work that the Evelyn Li ssure was persistent both 


along the strike and dip and that ore mineralization occurred down dip at least to 


the 113 level. A suggestion of a bulge in the fissure noted on the 113 level was 


substantiated by drifting on the 213 level. sporadic small pods and shoots of ore 


were exposed on both the 113 and 213 levels. 


ORE RESERVES 


Underground workings from the tunnel level have exposed the Evelyn fissure 


over a strike length of about 220 feet and about 270 feet down dip. The persistence 


of the fissure indicates that it may be projected along strike at least 200 feet 


further east * The topography prevents effective projection to the west except at 


depth. The sporadic occurrence of the ore shoots, their lack of uniformity of 


size and grade and the swelling and pinching nature of the vein permits the esti-' 


mation of only inferred class ore reserves. In the block of ground now exposed 


along the strike and dip of the Evelyn fissure as well as a projected block of 


similar dimensions to the east, it is estimated that the property contains no more 


than 1000 tons of inferred ore averaging 10 percent lead and 2 ounces of silver. 


This is a maximum estimate of inferred ore reserves, and it is highly possible 


that a much smaller reserve of ore is present in this block of ground. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The DM program at this property has effectively demonstrated the persistence 


of the east trending, north dipping, Evelyn fissure both along strike and dwn dip. 


Small pods and shoots of wholly or partly oxidized ores have been exposed in the
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fissure, however, most are of insufficient size and warrant mining. The alteration 


zone along the fissure is very thin and gives way to fresh latite porphyry a short 


distance into the wails thus suggesting that only a small volume of solution moved 


through the fissure. It is estimated that the property contains a maximum of 1,500 


tons of inferred ore of only marginal grade. 


Neither the persistence of the Evelyn fissure nor the slight ore'-'locallizing 


effect of the gentle northeast plunging bulge on the fissure are sufficiently 


encouraging to warrant further exploration on the property for additional ore 


bodies of the size and grade of those thus far encountered in the mine workings. 


It is recommended that there be no further government participation in 


exploration work in the Evelyn sine unless future work in the area develops more 


encouraging information.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A----O perator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-. 
tion . 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili- 
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


- The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region

Preparation of Form MP-104A----Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract.

A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 .	 ,.

NTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not. later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item' (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to, a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia- 
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-. 
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc.,, which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. Thesecosts, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro 
priate 8ignature. If the Executive Officer of' the Region 
determines that a contract under Form .MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eqiipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operatoy's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent . information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs",. and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these itemson a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 ,.	 .

ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production. Act of 
1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 


Utah ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—With respect to that certain land situated in the State of

the Operator represents and undertakes:	 • 


(a) That the Operator is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the .property is subject only to the 
following claims, liens, or encumbrances as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder is attached:

The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to 
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. 


ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within -------0--------------days from the date of this contract shall commence 
work on a project of exploration for' --------Jaad--------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------- .-------- 


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completio:a within a period of 8.inonths-------------------from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work 
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the project.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth in Exhibit 
"A," attached héréto. The Government will pay ---------------------------percent of these agreed, estimated costs, as they 
accrue, for units of work actually performed that conform with the description or specifiCations for the work set forth in this 


contract, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of..8.853.5.O------, which is ------ $.0- --------------- percent of 
the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in which the Government will participate: Provided, That until the Operator's 
final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government and any final check or auditing required by the Govern-
ment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from the last voucher 
or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess, of ten (10) percent of the maximum total which the Government might have 
been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. The Government may, as it sees fit, make payments direct to the Opera-
tor's independent contractors, if any, for the account of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of units of work performed under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), upon forms provided by the Government. 
These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the Operator's invoice of units of work per-
formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the 
Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with assay-reports on samples 
taken concurrently with the advance, in mineralized ground. •

(b) Final report.—Upon completoof the exploration work or termination. of t 	 ntractthe Operator shall provide tle' 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of oi 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and 'attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports.  


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.— (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tioi shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
prøduccdbefore the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his-successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or Othei'dfsposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows:


(1) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
(2) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, would be one and one-half (1%) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 1/2) percent.) 
(b) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition;" mean gross revenue from sales, or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, these 
terms mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such produètion are not available as a means of meas-
uring the mqunt of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations .pursuant to the 
terms of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; or (c) if, in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the prob-
ability of making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.
