In that time we have dome all assessment work for six claims,made 1 drift 30'x 5'x 6';
1 drift 20'x 4' x 6'; 1 drift 5'x 3'x 5' all on the Tea Ton claim; On the Mayflower we
have made 1 drift 16 ' x 6'x 6'and have removed gbout 1500 1lbs of u308 commercial ore,
and about 2 tons of lower grade of u308 and vanadium. Ye have removed about 20 tons of
heavy boulders from this operation besides the above footage. ''e intend to continue work
wWnere we are by removing about 4' of Morridcdt.c sand stond under the 2' bed of ore in a
sort of fossiliferous conglomerate fermation with that sort of trees along with the bed.

Roads become very
heavy with sticky mud in places making it impossible for truck or car travel during and

My hope is that you will grant me this loan right away,as my brother and I have gone
our limits in buying these claims and equipment,rentals and employes wages,etc. Our men
gre doing excellent work but cannot afford to be idle beceause of my lack of funds. .Ve
need immediate financial help if ouf men are to remain with us. While we have these men
and the finest of machinery on rent,with menpower difficult to f£ind,I trust that you will
favor me this loan so I can forge ahead before the winter sets in, for which I will be
ever grateful. '
