#4({a) Cont. Our best judgment is that somewhere between $150,000.00,.
and 9250,000.00 have been expended in the deielopment of the property,
e are.the full owners‘of all of these properties. All of the mining

properties are easily accessable for examination purposes.

&4 (b) In addition to the éast production, we have recently
discovered a very large deposit of Manganese ore on the property. We
have had the overburden removed with a bulldozer showing a very large
surface deposit of comparatively low-grade manganese. Very recently

a car load of this ore was shipped to the smelter near Salt Lake Ciuy;
Utah, and the smelter returns over and above freight charges; including
trucking from the mine to Delta, Utah, ammounted to approximately
$350.00 for the car load of ore. The mining of the ore, as it appears
on the surface, is not economically profitable by the hand methods of
mining employed in the extracting and shipping of this car of\ore.

It would be economically feasible to mine and ship this ore at its
present grade by the installation of the necessary power machinery.

The installation of the power machinery would not be Justified unless
the extensive ore body extends to depth.. We are not able to explore
the depth of this deposit by the sinking of a shéft because of the
expense involved. It is our desire to explore this deposit either with
rotary drilling or diamond drilling, which ever method would be the
chapest and most satisfactory for the particular deposit, and then if
the ore deposit extends to sufficient depth to justify it, we should
