flTRODUCTION 


On August 30, 1952, Francis A. Coupens of Nidvale, Utah made application 


for as$iatance in the exploration of copper showings in the Boliver and contiguous 


claims of the Alta.Helena group, in the Little Cottonwood Mining district near 


Alta, Utah. 


It is proposed to undertake exploration consisting of 2 days of bulldozer 


work and 600 feet of drifting together with repairs, supplies, and equipmsnt at 


a total cost of $7,687.00. Governmsnt participation would amount to 50%.

	 A field examination was made by M. D. Crittenden Jr., U. S. Geological 
Survey, on July 1, 1953, during which the underground workings were examined 


and surface workings were inspected, sketched, and sampled. 


Location and Accessibility 


The Boliver group of claims comprises the old Iilt&"Helena company 


holdings ahown on Plate 30, U.S.G.S. PP 201. It is situated at an altitude of 


9,550 feet, at the foot of the steep lopes northeast of Albion Basin, about 


1k miles airline southeast, of the old mining camp of IUtá. 


Paved road ends at fAlta, and 2 miles of easy grade but rough gravel 


road lead to Albion basin, whence ]J2 mile of dirt road leads to the dump of the 


Alta'.'.Helena adit. The coat of trucking from Alta to the snm].ter is reported to 


be $4.50 per ton. The road to Alta is maintained the year around, but deep snow 


would limit exploration work inAlbion Basin to the period between June 15 


5 and November 15. 


A steep bulldozer trail was built in 1952 from the adit to the old 


shafts and prospect pits on the hill above • A moderate amount of work would

make this trail passable for a jeep or 4a"izhee] drive truck. 


Ownership, development and production 


The application is accompanied by a copy of a 3'.year lease dated 


July 18, 1952, between the A].ta.Helena Mining and Milling Company, lessor, 


and Francis A. Coupens, lessee. The lease includes the Boliver, Helena, Boliver 


No. 1, Bolivér fraction, Century Copper Nos. 1, 2, &3, Damfool, and Fleur 
De Lis claims. 


Underground development consists of an adit at an altitude of 9,550 


feet called the Alt&Helena tunnel. This working has two branches totalling 


about 900 feet in lengbh, and from the end of the northern branch, a raise has 


been driven about 75 feet to the east at an angle of 450w 


On the surface, a discovery shaft was begun about 300 feet above the 


adit level. It is reported to be 50 to 100 feet deep, but is caved and water 


5 was standing ata depth of 15 feet or so when visited. Nearby are a number 


of prospect pits dug on various mineralized showings (see fig. 2). 


The only production reported is a 4-iton trial shipment made by the 


applicant in 1952. Settlement sheets are not available, but it is said to have 


assayed 4 percent copper.


GEOLOGY 


The geolor of Alta'-Helena group is described by Calkins and Butler, 


U. S. G. S. Prof. Paper 201, and is shown on the geologic map, Plate 3 of that 


publication. A larger scale map sketched in the field is included as Figure 2 


of this report. 


The present workings are in rocks of the Cambrian Tintic quartzite and 


Ophir shale about 700 feet from the south edge of the Alta stock. The 


metamorphism associated with this body has converted the Ophir shales to black 


hornfela, and the Ophir lime stones to garnet—epidote tactites. The pure lime-
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stones are recrystallized to marble. The most prominent structural feature in 
the area of the claims is a fault herein referred to as the Alta ..Helena fault. 


0 
It strikes N. 70 E., dips steeply and appears to displace the beds about 250 


feet vertically down on the south. 


The mineralization present on the surface is mostly, but not entirely, 


associated with a tactite zone developed from impure beds at the base of the 


Ophir limestone. Locally ore-bearing quartz is present along the fissure where 


it cuts other rocks, but this material appears to be lower in grade than that 


sampled. The discovery shaft is collared in the tactite zone at the base of the 


Ophir lime just north of its intersection with the Alt&-Helena fault. The dip of 


the beds is such that the shaft should have passed into the Ophir shales within 


a few feet, but the dump shows that it encountered porphyry and probably continued 


in it for some depth. The mineralized material stacked on the dump consists of 


arnet-'epidote tactite and magnetite, stained by copper oxide minerals. Only 


a few pieces of this material were included in the trial shipment because the 


material from this shaft is reported to contain 'only 1 to. 2 percent copper. 


The downthrown segment of this Ophir lime horizon was encountered in prospect 


pit No. 1, just south of the Alta,- .Helena fault. Here, and for 100 feet or so east 


along the fault, coppers-stained vein material consisting largely of epidote and 


garnet crops out. The copper content of such material is reported by the applicant 


to be less than that of Pit No. 3. 


Prospect pit No. .2 is about 110 feet south-southeast of the main shaft, 


and on the oppo8ite side of the klta .'.Helena fault. It was sunk on copper-stained 


tactite developed near the base of the sandy pale-gray dolomite formation called 


Jefferson dolomite by Calkins. Though mineralized, this zone is low grade and wa 


not sampled. 


The largest piles of sorted material are present on the dump of prospect
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pit No. 3 (see Figs. 3 & 4). Here a weak, nearly vertical fissure striking 


500 to 600 E. cuts the tactite zone at the base of the Ophir lime. In this 


zone the ore attained a width of 2 to 4 feet, but the fissure does not appear to 


cross the ledgeè of Ophir shale below and to the west, and can be seen to pinch 


out at the upper edge of the pit (Fig. 4). 


The ore in this prospect consists of garnet, epidote, inagnetite, pyrite, 


chalcopyrite, along with some secondary copper minerals • A chip sample of several 


tons of such material stacked on the dump assayed 3.5 percent copper, a chip 


sample across 18 inches to 2 feet of the pinching vein in the face of the pit 


assayed 2.41 percent copper. 


Prospect pit No. 4 is also on the tactite at the base of the Ophir Lime, 


but shows weaker copper mineralization than that at No. 3. 


The wilt, (formerly called the Alta-'Helena tunnel) begins north of the 


Sault in Tintic quart zite. t a distance of 600 feet from the portal it 


encountered a fault along which porphyry has been intruded for a distance of 30 


feet or so. Beyond this point, the northernmost heading follows a branch of the 


fault observed on the surface with Tintic quartzite on the northwest side and 


metamorphosed Ophir shale on the southeast side. Beyond station 14, both walls 


are metamorphosed Ophir shale • The manway up the raise is untimbered, and wet, 


so was not examined. No mineralization of significance was encountered in these 


underground workings.


CONCLUSIONS iP.ND BEC011'4ENDTI0NS 


The only significant mineralization observed in the area under consideration 


occurs In narrow shoots at the intersection of the lower beds of the Ophir lime 


with easterly—striking faults or fissures. Of the four places where such shoots 


.
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•roP out along the course of the Ophir lime horizon, the best material, at prospect 


pit No. 3, assayed only 3.5 percent copper. Other outcrops are stifl lower 


grade. These surface indications are believed to be typical of what can be 


expected at depth; there is nothing to indicate that higher grade or larger ore bodies 


are to be expected at the depth of the proposed adit. 


Inasmuch as the ore exposed over a 600-'foot distance on the surface is 


not commercial, and because there is no reason to expect improvement at depth, 


the prospects for a discovery resulting from the work proposed is poor. 


It is recommended, therefore, that the application be denied.

Copper mineralization in this area occurs principally in the 
Ophir limestone of Cambrian age where it is out by easterly-striking 
faults or fissures. Copper is associated with garnet-'epidote tactite in 
the Ophir limestone. 


Copper-bearing material exposed over a 600-foot distance at 
the surface is not of commercial grade and there is no evidence that 
higher grade or larger ore-bodies are to be expected at the depth of 
the proposed adit. It is recommended, therefore, that the application 
be denied.
