In the Snake Creelk area the Desereti and iMadison limestones:of
Mississippian age have been intruded by dioritic rocks probably related
to the Clayton Peak diorite stock. Contact metamorphism has resulted in
the widespread bleaghing and recrystallization of the limestone. Garnet,
epidote, and other silicate minerals are abundant in the metamorpheses
limestone.

The only occurrence of copper minerals on these claims is in the
Green Monster mine where chalcopyrite, bornite, and pyrite are found as
replacement wasses and pods in a metamorphosed limestone and for é few
tens of feet along a weak northwest striking fissure in the limesﬁone.

GEOLOGY

The sedimentary rocks in the mine area are mapped by Calkiﬁs and
Butler (1943, pl. 3) as belonging to the Deseret and Hadison limestones of
Mississippian age. These rocks are intruded by dioritic stringers, dikes,
and irregular masses probably related to the Clayton Feak stock whose main
body lies 1/3 mile northeast of the mine area. Intrusive rocks afe probably
concealed by only a thin cover of sediments in this part of Snake Creek
as evidenced by the extensive bleaching and recrystallization of ﬁhe limestone
and dolomite. Recrystallization has obscured the bedding so no dip and strike
measurements vere obtained for the limestone.

The applicant has completed 415 feet of projected 1,200-foot adit,

HMining Company. As this work will exploit ore on property belonging to the
West Park Mining Company, ifr. Lambert cannot, accordingAto DiEA édvice, be
granted an exploration loan to aid in completing the project. The chance of
finding copper ore=bodies in thet part of the adit remaining to be driven on
the Lambert lease is not good. Ifr. Lambert's Green Monster Minejwas
examined, theréfore, with a view toward possible exploration of ghé Green
Yonster copper showings.

The field examiners suggest driving a 200-foot adit in a northerly
direction with the portal in limestone approximately 10U feet vertically
below the New Adit of the Green lonster IMine. An additional 200 feet of
drifting, crosscutting and raising should be allowed at places agreed upon
by the company and DMEA representatives to permit exploration oféthe

mineralized zone. Total estimated cost of this work is 12,000 of which

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDAT IONS |

Although no contact is exposed in the Green Mbnster workinés
and the diorite=-limestone contact a few hundred feet northeast of the mine
does not éppear to be mineralized, the copper occurrence at the mine is in
a contact setting, i, e. bleached and recrystallized limestone, 1ﬁme-
silicate minerals, proximity to diorite outecrop. Thus the geological
occurrence of copper minerals at thelGreen Monster Mine is similar to that
at the West Park liine.

I have reviewed the above-named application, which is
returned herewith, and shall be glad to concur in a referral to
the field team if you so desire.

The application is unsatisfectory in several respects,
but is doubtful that the situation can be much improved by cor-
respondence, whereas & conference with the applicant gand a
visit to the property might clear up these matters without delay.

For one thing, the statement of property ownership is
confused and the description of some of the ground held under
lease appears to be wrong. I cannot determine from the application
what interest the applicant has in the Wasafh claim, yet the pro-
posed 1100 feet of tunnel will extend a considerable distance into
that clain.

The terms of the lease itself should be considered in
connection with the application as they may be unsatisfactory to
DMEA in certain respects.

The justification for exploration is inadequate; prac-
tically no informetion is given as to the mineral showing which is
the basis for the proposed work. It would seem advisable to ex-
pend considerably more effort on the exploration of the vein out-
crops before driving a lower level adit.
