SECOND: In the event the ore produced from the leased premises is sold to the Atomic 
Energy Commission or any of its authorized. agents or ore purchasers, Lessee hereby 
agrees to pay to the lessor a royalty of l2-% of the sale price of the ores at the point 
of sale, such sale price shall include any transportation allowance to the point of 
sale or any other premium or extra paid by the Atomic Energy Commission and there may 
be deducted. from such sale price any assay charges or actual transportation cost. 


In the event 'the ore produced from the leased premises is sold to a custom smelter 
or any other ore purchaser other than the Atomic Energy Commission or its authorized
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agents, Lessee agrees to pay to the Lessor a royalty of l2% of the net smelter or 
mill settlement on such ores, the net amount being the su.m remaining after trans.!. 
portation charges, treatment and. ass.y charges are deducted. from the gross valu.e of 
the ore. 


Royalty accruing to the Lessor hereunder shall be deducted by the ftomiá Energy 
Commission or its authorized agents or the custom smelter or mill as the case may be, 
from the total amount of the settlement made on the purchase of the ore, and remitted 
to the Lessor by the purchaser of the Ore. ll such remittances must be aäcompanied 
by copies of settlement sheets or other memoranda made in connection with the sale 
upon which the royalty is remitted. Annual rental paid in advance by the Lessee 
shall be retained by the Lessor and credited to the Lessee, and shall be returned 
to the Lessee at the end of the lease year, provided, however, that royalties paid 
during such lease year exceed the rental paid. 


THIRD: That at the option of the Lessor it may require the payment at the mine 
of royalties in kind; the amount being 12 of the material produced. 


FOUETH: That upon the shipment of any ore under this lease, the Lessor shall 
be immediately notified in writing that such shipment is being made, giving the 
means of transportation and the point of destination. 


FIFTH: That at the option of the Lessor it may require, Taf ore the commence-
ment of mining operations, that the Lessee shall submit a detailed plan with maps, 
showing the proposed method of opening the ground and that such work shall not be 
undertaken until the Lessor has approved such plan and that failure on the part 
of the Lessee to do so, if.requ.ired, or to prosecute development of the lines di-
rected, shall constitute a cause for cancellation of this lease. 


SIXTH: To commence actual mining operations upon the land included herein on 
or before December 31, 1951, and thereafter to diligently operate the property ac-
cording to the plans accepted or under modifications thereof as may be acceptable 
to the Lessor.	 I 


SEVENTH: To at all times during the life of this lease perpetuate and protect 
the main:Line tunnels in ingress and egress to and from said lands and the air 
courses necessary for proper ventilation, by means of proper pillara and timbering 
as may be directed by the Lessor or State Mine Inspector, whether upon this leased 
land or extending through a&jacent lands owned or operated by the Lessee, and upon 
abandonment or termination of this lease from any cause, to substantially fence, 
fill in, cover or close all surface openings or workings, if directed to do so by 
said Lessor. 


EIGHTH: To keep at the mine office clear, accurate and detailed maps on trac-
ing cloth, on a scale not more than 50 feet to the inch of the workings in each 
separate mine on the leased lands and on the lands a&jacent, and to be so arranged 
with reference to a public land corner that the maps can be readily and correctly 
superimposed, and to furnish to the Lessor annually, or upon demand, certified 
copies of •such maps and such written atements of operations as may be called for.

NINTH: To not assign this lease or any interest therein, nor sublet any portion 
of the leased premises, or any of the rights and privileges herein granted, without 
the written consent of the Lessor being first had and obtained. 


ARTICLE IV 


The Lessor hereby excepts and reserves from the operation of this lease: 


FIRST: Tha right to permit for joint or several use such easements or rights-
of-way upon, through or in the land hereby leased as may be necessary or appropriate 
to the workings of these or other lands belonging to the Lessor containing mineral 
deposits or for other use.

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SECOiTD; The right to use, lease, sell or otherwise dispose of the surface of

of the workings in such order and condition as to permit of the continued opera-
tion of the premises and the preservation of the mine. 


ARTICLE IX 


It is understood and agreed by and between the parties hereto that the(Lessor, 
its officers and. agents, shall have the right at all times to go in and upon the 
leased lands and premises, during the term of said lease to inspect the work done 
and the progress thereof on said lands and the products obtained therefrom, and to 
post any notices on the said. land. that it may deem fit and proper; and also shall 
permit any authorized representatives of the Lessor to examine all books and records 
pertaining to operations under this lease, and to make copies of and extracts from 
the same, if desired.


ARTICLE X 


It is mutually understood and agreed by the parties hereto that all of the 
terms, covenants, conditions and obligations in this lease contained, sal1 be bin&. 
ing upon the heirs, executors, administrators and assigns of the Lessee.
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LRTICLE XI 


It is understood and agreed that this lease is issued only under such titleas 
the State of Utah may now hold, and that in the event the State is hereafter divested 
of such title, the Lessor shall not 'be lible for any damages sustained by t1e Lessee, 
nor shall the Lessee be entitled to or claim any refund of rentals or royalties, or 
other monies theretofore paid to the Lessor.
