Away from the zone of northwest~trending fractures which appear to localw
ize the tungsten mineralization, the scheelite occurs in small, isolated,
low~grade disseminations,

Although insufficient work hés‘been accomplished to delineate the
zone of tungstén mineralization, it has been demonstrated by bulldozer
trenching that the amphibolite body is an irregular mass within which
most of the scheelite has been ioealized by a belt of northweétwtrending

2. DMEA letter dated July 26 1955 and signed by W. M.Traver,
advised that the Operator's copy of Amendment No. 2 was
received and reference was made to Form MF-203 requesting their
transmittal be expedited.

3. DMEA letter dated August 18, 1955 signed by W. N‘Traver,
reauested the date that DMEA may exnect to receive the signed new
Owner's Consent to Lien Forms and that Operator's copy of
- Amendment No. 2 would be forwarded to the corporation when
DIEA received Owner's Consent to Lien. .

4. DMEA letter dated September 19, 1955 informed that
DMEA would retain corporation's covy of Amendment No. 2 until
the orizinal and five (5) coples of a new Owner's Consent to
Lien Form was received by DFEA.
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Forms MF-203 were forwarded to Raymond F. Bacon's estate
for signature. Signature to be affixed by elther Mrs. Bacon
or Mr. ¢. L. Landon, attorney for the estate. Mr. Landon
replied by phone conversation to the undersigned and by a
letter to the corporation that no lease existed between the .

Exploration completed to date does not appear to have been /;
too encouraging. Field examiners report that bulldozing showed the ;
amphibolite body to not be a dike, as had been postulated, but to be ‘'
an irregular mass extending up the hillside for about 160 feet, and to
have widths of 15 to 20 feet. Scheelite is found in the amphibolite

as disseminated grains, and, in places, as fracture coatings. There

is a possibility the scheelite is controlled by a fracture system as

it continues to the northwest beyond the amphibolite into phyllite and
quartz mica schist; however, the later rocks are considered as poor -
host rocks in which the scheelite occurs sparingly. No assays are T
given by the examiners, and they report the assays given by.the '
Operator to apparently have been picked samples and not to represent
the grade of the mineralized zone.

From the description, the target appears to be like so many
other amphibolite masses in metamorphic rocks. Having a high calcium
content these rocks tend to "soak up" tungsten mineralizers commonly
resulting in spotty and erratic scheelite mineralization. The amphib-
olites, where enclosed by schistose rocks, are usually distorted by
Plastic flow resulting in irregular thicknesses both on strike and dip.

In the present instance, drilling will undoubtedly give information on
the continuity of the amphibolite although it is doubtful if it will
tell too much about the scheelite, occurring as it does as dissemina-
tions in the amphibolite. Further, it will be difficult to get a
diamond drill contractor to take the proposed limited job of 600 feet
at $6.00 per foot, when this price does not include costs of moving to
and. from the project.

The Field Team has recommended approvel of a modlfled amend- ,
ment, the proposed drilling to explore the more mineralized part of the ’
amphibollte beneath an area reported to have produced 60 tons of ore ’
assaying 2% WO3. On the basis of the production record and showings
in the trenches this exploration could be justified, and an authorizing
amendment would not be out of order. All things considered, however, I
cannot see the limited program giving significant results and I there-
fore do not concur with Field Team recommendations. If results of
completed work are not encouraging enough to justify a continued
project large enough to give an adequate picture of the potentiality
of the deposit the contract should be terminated.

A. INTRODUGTORY™

A TENTATIVE PROGRAM OF EXPLORATION - SRR

The tentative program of exploration for the south half
of the Hornet Claim ig divided into two parts.

1. Diamond drilling to the extent of 1865 feet.

2. Tunneling, cross-cutting, drifting to the extent
of 400 feet.

It 1s to be noted that the entire program is tentative
and is to Be flexible subject to change dependent upon the
results and information obtalned from the various stages of the
exploration as it develops. Successive stages of the program
will be determined largely by the previous work and the infor-
mation that is acquired.

On February 14, 1955 the subject operators submitted an amendment
request in the amount of $24,990 for additional éxploration on their five
unpatented lode mining claims in the Johnson Peak Mining District, Juab
County, Utah. o

In the amendment request the operators have offered an exploration
program which includes diamond drilling 12 inclined holes from 4 drill
stations and continuing the tunnel 300 feet northwesterly from the present
face, this latter phase included 100 feet of crosscutting. This exploration
program is based on the dual premises that an amphibolite exists in a
persistent dike-like structure and that the amphibolite is the most
favorable host rock for tungsten mineralization.

Exploration work as autherized under the original contract was
completed about November 30, 1954. This phase of the exploration consisted
entirely of bulldozer stripping an the slope above the portal of the adit
on the Hornet claim. Inspection of the completed bulldozer cuts reveals
that the amphibolite body extends only to the second bulldozer cut up the
slope, the higher cuts have exposed only phyllite and quartzemice schiste.
Consequently, until additional information is gained, the amphibolite
body must be considered an irregular mss, not a formal dike=like structure
as postulated by the applioant. Although tungsten minerals do appear to
have a preference for the amphibolite the various argillites, phyllites
and quartzemica schists also act as host rocks in more isolated localities.

Ultra violet lamping of the slope and the bulldozer cuts above
the adit reveals widespread tungsten mineralization in all of the rock types
mentioned. In most instances the scheelite is in isolated peds or irregular
low grade disseminations, however in a few localities the scheelite occurs

&s fracture coating along with calcite and/or quartz. Sample assays

It is concluded that the tungsten mineralization
is largely confined to a northwest trending belt with little regard for the
type of country rock present although some slight preference for amphibolite
does seem to be indicateds It is further concluded that the amphibolite
body exists as an irregular mass rather than a formal dike=like structure.
The relative persistence of the scheelite bearing belt indicates that at
least some additionel exploration work is warranted. The best mineralization
is exposed near the portal of the adit in and near the amphibolite bodx.
This zone may be explored by diamond drilling 2 holes each inclined 45
from stations 1 and 2 as shown on the accompanying sketch map. These
stations are approximately the same as those proposed by the applicant on
his figure 1.
