A number of 
similar applications have been recommended for denial by the writer in 
the past for lack of appropriate information, and to suggest approval 
of Vitro's application could set an undesirable precedent with, perhaps, 
unfortunate effects upon DI'EA's uranium exploration assistance program, 


Mr. Hosted and I suggest 'that Vitro might put down one hole in the center of the property to define the geology of the section and determine the presence of uranium after which it would be feasible for the company to submit supplemental information to the DA for recon-
sideration of their request.
