A favorable zone of Salt Wash sandstone some

5 miles south of the project group of claims

was outlined by AEC drilling, but this zone be-
comes less favorable as it is traversed to the
north and does not enter the applicant's property.

The points of high radioactivity shown on the ap-
plicant's maps were not confirmed by the examiners
nor could the ore outcrops shown on these maps be
found except for a two to ten-inch mudstone seam
in the Salt Wash sandstone member. This mudstone
contains carbonaceous material of ore grade but
is unimportant in respect to ore reserves,

No uranium mineralization was found in the Salt
Wash sandstone member and targets in the mudstone
seam were too small to be given consideration.

The history of the Blanding Mining district dates from éxploration
and ekploitation of venadium ores after World War I. In recent years
several mines in Cottonwood Wash 5 miles southﬁest'of fhe Brushy Basin
claims have produced many thousands of tons of uranium-vanadium ore and
are still producing. There has not been any production from the property
to date. The Brushy Basin group of 75 claims were located by bale
Campbell dufing.July and August 1954, and were recorded in the recorder's
office, Monticello, Utah during July and August, 1954.

Frenklin K. Getcher secured a lease on 20 of these claiﬁs, but did
not submit a cbpy nor have it recorded.

The AEC has dellneated a favorable belt of Salt Wash sandstone
about a mile wide, but it does not extend far enough north into the ap-
-plicant's property. The ore-bearing formation on the Brushy Basin group
of claims becomes less favorable as it is traversed to the north. The
sandstones become flat-bedded and are interbedded with unaltered, red

mudstones.

- No production has come from the Brushy Basin group of claims
and the likelihood of finding ore-grade material in economic quantities
is not good It is, therefore, recommended that the application for DMEA
assistance be denied. I concur with the conclusions and recommendations

"of the examining field team.

1, 11, and 12, T. 36 8., R. 2L E.,
S.L.P.M. (fig. 1). The claims are about 9 miles west of Blanding, Utah,
and can be reached via 6.5 miles of improved dirt road and about 3 miles
of unimproved dirt road.

The applicant proposes to explore the claims with 17,640 feet of core
drilling at a total cost of $52,220.00, including road building and drill
sites.

The claims were examined June 21, 1955, by Howard F. Albee and Carl H.
Roach of the U. S. Geological Survey, and W. D. McMillan, Engineer, U. S.
Bureau of Mines, in company with Franklin K. Getscher, the applicant.

Northerly from a favqrable belt of Salt Wash sandstone, delineated
by Atomic Energy Commission drilling, the sandstone becomes less favorable.
The applicant claims are in this less favorable area, and is recommended

that the application for assistance be denied.

GEOLOGY AND MINERAL DEPOSITS

The rocks exposed on the applicant claims are entirely of the Jurassic
Morrison formation. In ascending order the members are the Salt Wash sand-
stone, Westwater Canyon sendstone, and the Brushy Basin shale. The rogks
strike east and have a regional dip of about 2.° to the south.
| In the area of the Brushy Basin group of claims the Salt Wash member
is the only ore-producing member. Throughout the district the Salt Wash
1s generally composed of interbedded sandstone and mudstone lenses and
cross-stratification is cbmmon in the sandstone. Local unconformities
are abundant and represent scour and fill structures within the sandstone
lenses. Carbonaceous material is abundant in parts of the sandstoﬁe”and is
found in nearly all of the ore bodies discovered in the Blanding area.
Altered mudstone is a very prominent feature in all the miﬁeralized
localities of this area.

The uranium-vanadium ores of the Blanding area are in thiﬂ, roughly
tabular masses; in thin to thick lenticular bodies; in rolls; and in small,
high-grade pockets which surround mineralized fossil logs (Melancon and
others, 1952).

The U. S. Atomic Energy Commission has delineated a favorable belt
of Salt Wash that is about a mile wide and trends easterly through secs.

2 and 3, T. 37 S., R. 21 E. 4£tg=2)+ Ore bodies in this belt range up to
about 50,000 tons. North of this belt, in Brushy Basin draw, the Salt Wash
sandstone becomes prqgressively.less favorable. As far north as the
southernmost group of Brushy Basin claims, Nos. 116-12k, (fig. 2), the
sands are generally semi-favorable. Northerly from this southern group of
claims the sandstones become flat-bedded and are interbedded with unaltered,

red mudstone beds.





The applicant's claim map shows many points of high radioactivity
across most of the claims and shows ore outcrops on the southernmost
group of claims. The points of high radioactivity were found by the
applicant while walking the stream bottom and not on the outcrop. The
examining team, in company with the applicant, traversed the stream
bottom and could detect no anomalous radioactivity by scintillation
counter. Part of the rims were walked; both on the southernmost claims
and to the north. The indicated outcrops were walked but no ore was seen
‘nor was any indicated by scintillation counter except in one large talus
block. This talus block contains a fossil log from four to six inches
in diameter with much carbonaceous material surrounding the log that is of
ore-grade. The supposed mineralized indicated outcrop is at the base of
the second rim,'aown from the Westwater Canyon sandstone. This zone is
three to four times above background count and at the contact of a twenty
to thirty feet thick s;ndstone and an underlying mudstone: The mudstone
is altered from red to gray through a thickness of from two to ten inches.

No work has been done on the claims and the applicant could not show
the examining team where hé had taken samples. '

There has been no production from this locality. Some ﬁagon drilling
has been done east of Brushy Basin draw, in section 12, by parties unknown
to the applicant.

The examining team believes that the geologic probability of finding
ore on the Brushy Basin group of claims is not good. Small, high-grade
pods of ore may occur on the southermost group of five claims, but would be

blind targefs, and would be too small, if found, to be of economic value.





North of this southermost group, the sandstone is unfavorable for ore bodies.
The sands are increasingly flat-bedded and the mudstone beds are unaltered
except for about an inch thick, gray zone at the lower contact of the sand-

stone ledges.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The U, S. Atomic Energy Commission has delineated an east trending
belt of ore-bearing and favorable Salt Wash in the Blanding area. Northerly
from this belt the Salt Wash becomes progressively less favorable. The
Brushy Basin group of claims is in the less favorable area. From south to
north ecross the claims the sandstones are semi-favorable to unfavorable
and little radioactivity was observed on the northernmost claims. No produc-
tion has come from the Brushy Baéin group of claims or from adjécent ground
and no work has been done on the claims other than an access road to them.
The probability of finding ore-grade material in econamic quantity is
extremely poor. It is recommended, thereforé, that the application be

denied.

'The general Uplift is a result of Igneous activity, which breaks

through the surface in most of the peaks of the mountains, but

leaves Shay Mountain to the Northwest and Cliff Dweller's Struoc-

ture to the Southwest, not broken through but domed or arched in

an abnormal manner, While it is not lmown Just what formations

are plerced by the granite under the Shay Mountain end Cliff Dwell-
er's Uplifts, we do lnow that the Morrison formation was not pierced
on elther Structure and from evidence at hand, neither was the
Chinle-Shinerump formations, On the Shay Mountain Dome, the complete
Morrison section is in place as well as remnants of the Dakota forma-
tion, On the Cliff Dweller's Structure, the Dakota, Morrison and

San Rafael groups are weathered away, leaving the Navajo Sandstone
exposed on the peak of the Structure,

These two structures have very sharp dips and because of their rela- °
tions to the general Abajo Uplift, are disseoted by pronounced faults,
There is a very pronounced East-West fault ilong the South edge of

the Shay Dome dnd as well as a fault in the same relation to the Cliff
Dweller's Dome, While there are numerous other faults in the general
area, these are the two in which we are primarily interested, The
Brushy Basin and Johnson's Wash groups of Claims are in relatively
normal areas geologically. lying on Southward dips of approximately

1 to 2 degrees from the Mountains, '





While in the acquisition of these groups of Claims, the writer was
primarily interested in possible Uranium or ether mineralization in
the Morrison formation, 4t must still be kept in mind that, the
Chinle-Shinerump formations are also present at a greater depth,

The upper Morrison or Brushy Basin is marked JM U, or J M, on the
large enclosed map, This Brushy Basin member coneists of intere
bedded sandstone and shales but being mostly a conglomerate, having
the oconsistenoy and texture of soft conorete made with pea-sized
gravel, The lower few feet of the Brushy Basin has prodused oon-
sideradble Carnotite-type Uranium Ore,

The lower Merrison or Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation is
marked J, M, or J, M ML, on the enoclosed large Geologisal Map, The
lower Morrison oconsists of interbedded olean sandstone with dlue to
grey olay lenses, There is, sometime, oconeiderable petrified wood

and ocarbonized plant remains in this zone, This member or the Morri-
son formation is by far the largest producer of Carnotite-type
Uranium Ore in the Colorado Plateau at present, There are from 3 to

5 members of this bleached sandstone, usually separated by the blue
olay lenses, These sandstone members, in some areas, grade to light
and even darker red sandstone, The Morrison formétion lies immediate-
ly on top of the Entrada Sandstone whioh is relatively hard and easily
identifiable because of its smooth rounded surface on the outorops.
This Entrada Sandstone is kmown throughout the mining area as the
"Sliek Rim", :

The majority of the ground covered by these Claims consists of Broad

MINERALIZATION

A eomplete radicactivity summary was made of all the above groups of
Claims, The results of these surveys are shown on the large scale
Geologioal Map enclosed, This work was done with a Model 117 Seine
tillator, whioh in the writer's opinion is by far the most sensitive
and practical field radiation counter on the market today, These
instruments are far superior to any type Geiger Counter on the markey
because of their sensitivity and stability as well as ease of cperation
and the finel oomputation of results,

It will be noted that there are several areas of high radiosctivity on
each of the groups of Claims, While this does not mean that there is
commeroially mineable ore at those spots.it sertainly is an excellent
lead for future aore drilling or bulldoszer excavations.

Consideradble time was spent in the field in examination of surface

‘- outerops of the Morrison and several areas were looated where there
1s sbundant petrified wood and carbonized plant remaining, Evidence
of Vanadiwn Ore is present in several of the outerops., Vanadium is
commonly associated with Uranium Ore. '

Several samples of low grade Uranium Ore were pioked up on the outaorops
of the Claims but all were non-commersial, Uranium mineraliszation oe-
ouring on outorops of the Morrison formation is subject to leaching by
ground waters, wind, ete, and therefore beocme gradually weaker in
rediocactive count, As a result, 1t is unusual to find high grade Ore
on the face of the outorops. The average of these assayed samples is
about the same as &ll the other samples from local mines,

The enclosed Assay Report eovers five samples of Ore taken frém the
truckleading chute at the Shumway Mine on the Southwest aside of
Shay Motntain, These samples were not selected but are run of the
Nine ore samples, ' :

The Shumway Mine has just completed a road to the property by which they
will be able to more than double their production, Last Summer (1953)
in 4 months, over $16,000,00 in Ore was taken from this Mine by Jeep

The Utah-Cole Mine to the East of Shay Mountein is now getting under
way to hauling Ore as is the Thompson Mine, The Mines to the Southeast
of the Abajo Mountains in Dry Wash are all active, Ore from all the

The writer has spent emough time in the field doing geological and geo-
physical work and in studying the up-to-date Mining History and the
General Geology of this area from publications, to arrive at the follow-
ing conolusions: :

GROLOGY

The general geology of the area of these Claims has been covered by
the original Report.
