The subject property lies about l% miles southwest
of the Frying Pan claims (DMEA-3L05). The latter
project in turn lies approximately 2 miles southwest
of the Yellow Bird groupr.of mines which have been
substantial producers.

A Field Team report, dated September 2, 195l, on the
Frying Pan claims, stated that explaratory drilling
by the USGS indicated that ore deposits in the La Sal
Creek area lie in narrow belts (1000~2000 feet wide)
which trend slightly north of east., It was thought
‘that the Frying Pan claims would lie within such a
belt extending southwest from the Yellow Bird group.
However, six holes averaging 336 feet in depth failed
to reveal any significant mineralization or other
favorable indications, and the project was, terminated
at the end of the first of three proposed stages,

The foregoing results do not encourage the belief
that a mineralized belt extends to the southwest
toward the subject property. The ore horizonsof the
Salt Wash member are overlain by the Brushy Basin
and younger rocks on the property, Drilling depths
are estimated by the Applicant to average 30 feet,

With no evidence of mineralization on the property,

no trends from neighboring properties, and substantial
depth of drilling required, denial of the application
without referral to the field appears to be in order
from a geologic and economic standpoint, From a
management standpoint, the operating experience and
background of the Applicant is not impressive. His

proposed overall cost of $7.LL per foot of drilling
is high,

Conclusions and Recommendations:

Experience under Docket Nos DMEA-3405, United States
Uranium Company, leads to the conclusion that ore de-
posits do not trend as far as the subject property
from producing mines of the La Sal Creek district.
Evidence of other favorable geologic factors are
lacking and the depth of drilling required is con-
siderables, It is recommended that the application

be denied without prejudice,
