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INTRODUCTION
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Dansher and Densher applied for Goverhment assistance (DMEA 3846)
on May 31, 1955, to explore for uranium deposits on their Hail Mary
group of claims in secs. 25 and 36, T. 28 S., R. 16 E. The claims are
in the Millard Canyon aree, Utah, and can be reached by t;aveling 38
miles southwest of Green River, Utah, on Utah Highway 24, then 112
miles southeast by very poor dirt road to the property (fig. 1). '

The Hail Mary group of claims was examined on July 12 and 13, 1955,
by Carl H. Roach, geologist, U. S.‘Geological Survey, and W. E, Yoﬁng,
mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. Frank Byers, U. S. Geological
Survey, and Jim Danaher, Danaher and Danasher, accompanied the DMEA
examining team during the field examination.

This application has been discuséed with the U. S. Atomic Energy
‘Commission, Exploration Division, Grand Junction Operations Office, and

their advice has been considered in evaluating the property.
GEOLOGY

The rocks in the vicinity of the Danaher and Danaher property in
Millard Canyon range in age from Triassic to Jurassic (fig. 2). The
formations in ascending order are: the Moenkopi, the Shinarump conglomerate,
the Chinle, the Wingate sandstone of Triassic age, and the Kayenta of

Jurassic age.
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The Triassic Moenkopi formation consists dominently of alternating
chocolate brown siltstones and mudstones with minor amounts of fine-
grained sandstones. The formetion is thin-bedded with beds usually less
than 1 foot thick, and the bedding is very regular. The Moenkopi forma-
tion is about 400 feet thick in the area.

The Triassic Shinsrump conglomerate is ébout 50 feet thick in the
Millard Canyon area, and consists dominantly of interbedded lenses of
conglomerate and coarse-grained sandstone. @he contact between the
Shinarump conglomerate and the underlying Moenkopi formation is slightly
irregular, but very few well-defined channels can be observed where the
overlying Shinarump conglomerate has scourad into the urnderlying Muenkopi
formation. Very little gray-green mudetone alteration is associated with
the Shinarump conglomerate in the Millard Canyon area. Fossil wood 1is
abundant near the basé of the conglomerate.

The Triassic Chinle formation is about 400 feet thick, and consists

mostly of interbedded red shales and fine-grained sandstones. The lower

"~ half of the formation consists dominantly of shale. A 50-foot bed of

conglomeratic sandstone oécurs in the upper third of the formation.

The Trlassic Wingate sandstone overlies the Chinle formetion, and is
about 325 feet thick near the Danaher and Daneher property. The Wingate
consists entirely of fine- to medium-grained sandetone, and iz light brown-
to buff colored on outcrop. The Jurassic (?) Kayenta formetion overlies
the Wingate sandstone and is about 275 feet thick in the Millard Canyon
area. The Kayenta formation consists mainly of lenticular sandstones

with some interbedded shale and conglomerate.





ORE DEPOSITS

¢

No ore depésits are known to occur in the Millard Canyon ares.
During the field examination of the Danaher and Danaher property, no
mineralized material was observed anywhere in the area. Many small
masses of mineralized material and a few small ore bodies occur in the
Mineral Canyon area east of the Green River, about 12 miles northeast
of the Millard Canyon area. The production from these mines is small
and is low grade. The potential resources of the Millerd Canyon area
are undoubtedly low, and the chances of discovering significant deposits
in this area are not good.

On the Hail Mary No. 21 claim (fig.2), the Shinarump conglomerate
is characterized by what appears to be a small channel. The detail
of the channel is unknown because of talus material covering the out-
crops. No uraniuﬁ or venadium minerals were cbserved in the channel,
but sparse amounts of secondary copper minerals occur on fractures in
the underlying mudstone. Actually, most of the channeling is intra-
formational and very little scouring appears to heve cccurred in the
underlying Moenkopi formation. There is little chance that this channel
could be easily detected by drilling and its subsurface extent determined.
Inasmuch as no uranium or vanadium mineraliiation is known in the im-
mediate area, there is little chance that significant deposits will be

‘found in this channel.






PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant proposes to explore the subsurface extension of a

channel in the Shinarump conglomerate by fence drilling. Thirty-two

holes are proposed for a total of 6,505 feet. The first fence would
be about .50 feet behind ﬁhe Shinarump bench and would contain seven
drill holes on 50-foot centers to delineate the trend of the chennel.
Successive fences would be spaced at 200-foot intervals until the

Wingate sandstone rim is reached (fig. 3).

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Danaher and Danaher propose to explofe their Hail Mary group of
claims in the Millard Canyon area, Wayne County}’Utah. They propose
to explore the subsurface extension of a channel in the Shinarump con-
glomerate by fence-type drilling. The proposed plan would cost about
$20,500 and would require about 6,605 feet of drilling. Accessibility
to the property ié very poor, and no uranium production and few mineral-
ized outcrops are known in the general area. The nearest production is
in Mineral Canyon about 12 miles northeast of the property. The channel
that the applicant proposes to explore is not well defined and could not
easily be followed or delineated by drilling.

Because of the reasons discussed above, it 1s believed that there
is little chance that the channel on the Hail Mary group of claims will
contain significant uranium deposits. It is recommended, therefore, that

Government assistance in the proposed exploration be denied.

Results of the field examin-
ation showed that the accessibility of the subject property is very poor and that
there has been no uranium production from the ares, apd that very few mimeral-
ized outcrops were observed in the area. The channel proposed for exploration
by the applicant is not well defined and could not be very readily followed or
delineated by drilling. Because of the fact that there are very few mineral-
ized outcrops on the subject group of claims and that there are very few chances
of finding significamt uranium deposits, it is comcluded that the chance of find-
ing ore is not good and it is, therefore, recommended that Government asslstance
on the subject property be denied.

INTRODUCTION

Danaher and Densher applied for Government assistance (DMEA 3846)
on May 31, 1955, to explore for uranium deposifs on their Hail Mary
group of claims in secs. 25 and 36, T. 28 S., R. 16 E. The claims are
in the Millard Canyon area, Utah, and can be reached by traveling 38
miles southwest of Green River, Utah, on Utah Highway 24, then 112
miles southeast by very poor dirt road to the property (fig. 1). |

The Hail Mary group of claims was examined on July 12 and'lS, 1955,
by Carl H. Roach, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, and W. E. Young,
mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. Frank Byers, U. S. Geological
Survey, and Jim Danaher, Danaher and Dansher, acccmpanied the DMEA'
examining team during the field examination.

This application has been discussed with the U. S. Atomic Energy
‘Commission, Exploration Diviéion, Grand Junction Operations Office, and

their advice has been considered in evaluating the property.
GEOLOGY

The rocks in the vicinity of the Danaher and Danaher property in
Millard Canyon range in age from Triassic to Jurassic (fig. 2). The
formations in ascending order are: the Moenkopi, the Shinarump conglomerate,
the Chinle, the Wingate sandstone of Triassic age, and the Kayenta of

Jurassic age.






PO

The Triassic Moenkopi formation consists dominantly of alternating
chocolate brown siltstones and mudstones with minor amounts of fine-
grained sandstones. The formation is thin-bedded with beds usually less
than 1 foot thick, and the bedding is very regular. The Moenkopi forma-
tion is about LOO feet thick in the area.

The Triassic Shinarump conglomerate is ébout 50 feet thick in the
Millard Canyon area, and consists dominantly of interbedded lenses of
conglomerate and coarse-grained sandstone. fhe contact between the
Shinarump conglomerate and the underlying Moenkopl formation is slightly
irregular, but-very few well-defined channels can be observed where the
overlying Shinarump conglomerate has scourad into the underlying Moenkopi
formation. Very little gray-green mudstone alteration 1s associated with
the Shinarump cdnglomerate in the Millard Cenyon area. Fossil wood is
abundant near the basé of the cqnglomerate.

The Triassic Chinle formation is about 400 feet thick, esnd consists

mostly of interbedded red shales and fine-grained sandstones. The lower

 half of the formation consists dominantly of shale. A 50-fcot bed of

conglomeratic sandstone occurs in the upper third of the formatiom.

The Triassic Wingate sandstone overlies the Chimnle formaticn, and is
about 325 feet thick near the Danaher and Danaher property. The Wingate
consists ertirely of fine- to medium-gralned sandstomne, and ig light brown-
to buff colored on outcrop. The Jurassic (?) Kayenta formstion overlies
the Wingate sandstone and is about 275 feet thick in the Millard Canyon
area. The Kayenta formation consists mainly of lenticular sandstones

with some interbedded shale and conglomerate.






ORE DEPOSITS

No ore deposits are known to occur in the Millard Canyon area.
During the field examination of the Danaher and Danaher property, no
mineralized material was observed anywhefe in the area. Many small
masses of mineralized material and & few small ore bodies occur in the
Mineral Canyon area east of the (Green River, about 12 miles northeast
of the Millard Canyon area. The production from these mines is small
and is low grade. The potential resources of the Millerd Canyon ares
are undoubtedly low, and the chances of discovering significant deposits
in this area are not good.

On the Hail Mary No. 21 qlaim (fig.2), the Shinarump conglomerate
is characterized by what appears to be a small channel. The detail
of the channel is unknown because of talusg materiasl covering the out-
crops. No uranium or vanadium minefals were observed in the channel,
but sparse amounts of secondary copper minersls occur on fractures in
the underlying mudstone. Actually, most of the channeling is intra-

formational and very little scouring appears to have occurred in the

underlying Moenkopi formation. There is little chance that this channel

could be easily detected by drilling and its subsurface extent determined.
Inasmuch as no uranium or vanadium mineralization is known in the im-
mediate area, there is little chance that significant deposits will be

found in this channel.






PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant proposes to explore the subsurface extension of a

channel in the Shinarump conglomerate by fence drilling. Thirty-two

holes are propdsed for a total of 6,505 feet. The first fence would
be about .50 feet behind the Shinarump bench and would contain seven
drill holes on 50-foot centers to delineate the trend of the chennel.
Successive fences would be spaced at 200-foot intervals until the

Wingate sandstone rim is reached (fig. 3).
SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Densher and Danaher propose to explofe their Hail Mary group of
claims in the Millard Canyon area, Wayne County, Utah. They propose
to explore the subsurface extension of a channel in the Shinarump con-
glomerate by fence-type drilling. The proposed plan would cost about
$20,500 and would require about 6,605 feet of drilling. Accessibility
to the property ié very poor, and no uranium production and few mineral-
ized outcrops are kﬁown in the general area. The nearest production is
in Mineral Canyon about 12 miles northeast of the property. The channel
that the applicant proposes to explore is not well defined and could not
easily be followed or delineated by drilling.

Because of the reasons discussed above, it is believed that there
ié little chance that the channel on the Hail Mary group of claims will
contain significant uranium deposits. It is recommended, therefore, that

Government assistance in the proposed exploration be denied.

The Hail Mary Group lays along a fault system that starts in the
San Rafael swell, running east-southeast. There is no evidence of arny dise
placement on this property, however, this system tends to go through or near
these claims. To the Northeast approximately twenty miles is Upheaval Dome.

These claims were leased to the National lead Company and they did
the necessary assessment work for this year. The National lead Company drilled
on a Shinarump Pench that extends into the canyon. This particular part of
the property had no overburden and the drilling was done with a wagen drill
to a depth of approxinmately sixty feet.

. The Hail Mary Group consists of thirty-two unpatented mining
claims located in Millard Canyon, Wayne County, Utah, Section 36, T-28-S,
R-16-E, unsurveyed.

This property was located February 27, 195h, by James E. and Tom
He. Danaher and they are still the sole owners.

The Hail Mary Group lays along a fault system that starts in the
San Rafael swell, running east-southeast. There is no evidence of any dis-
placement on this property, however, this system tends to go through or near
these claims. To the Northeast approximately twenty miles is Upheaval Dome.

These claims were leased to the National Lead Company and they did
the necessary assessment work for this year.
