I have reviewed the report of examination of DE Docket 
3949, dated January 6, and received in this office January 24, 1955. 


have also discussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representa-
tive of the Atomic Erer&y Commission. 


The applicant requested DME& assistance in exploring for 
uranium on. the Gracie and King claims in San Juan County, Utah. The 
proposed exploration program consists of six 1,500-foot holes at an 
estimated cost of $34,200. 


One hole, 1,516 feet deep, has been drilled by the applicant 
on the subject claims. The hole was barren. 


The property was examined on November 2, 1955, by a DNEA 
field team. The examination resulted in recommendation for denial of 
the application as further dri ll ng on the claims iuld be considered 
prospecting. 


We recommended denial on August 22, 1935, on similar grounds.

Commodity Nembers' Comments: (excerpts) 


U.S. Bureau of Nines - J. E. Crawford, August 22, 1955: 


Apparently no surface mineralization occurs on the subject 
claims. Results of the one hole drilled indicated the Shinarump 
formation and other strata penetrated were barren of uranium 
mineralization. The hole was reported to be 1,516 feet deep, 
and the Sbinaruiiip formation 135 feet thick. 


The fact that the subject claims lie in the Lisbon Valley, 
nine miles northwest of Ni Vida mine and other uranium producers 
does not imply that similar ore deposits will be found on the 
claims.
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The apparent depth to the Shinarump formation in the area 
and the results of the hole drilled emphasize that the project 
is a prospecting venture. 


We suggest that the application be denied. 


U.S. Geological Survey - W. P. Williams, August 29, l9: 
The property is located south of and adjacent to DMEA-3602, 


Vivian Uranium Mining Company, which was denied on the grounds 
that neither uranium mineralization nor a potential ore zone were 
known to exist on the property. 


The east boundary of the property is only about l,SOO feet 
west of Continental Uranium Conany's Rattlesnake Mine which is 
a significant producer from the Morrison formation. However, 
the Lisbon Vafley fault passes between the Rattlesna1 Nine and 
the subject property. The Morrison formation on the property 
has been erroded except for a small area on its eastern edge. 


The application in its present form represents a prospecting 
venture. I recommend the application be denied without prejudice. 
It may be advisable to request concurrence from the Field Team in 
the denial. 


NOTE:	 In Washington' s referral to Field Team it was suggested the 
application be denied unless recent drilling on adjacent land 
indicated that the subject property was situated along an excep-
tionally favorable trend of mineralization. 


Field Team Report (excerpts) 


The property was examined on November 2, l9S. The examining 
team concluded that the proposed work would be prospecting rather 
than exploration and that there was little possibility of discover-
ing a significant amount of uranium by the proposed work. 


It is recommended that the application be denied. 


Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Division - F. N. Murphy, January 12, l9S6: 


The drilling project proposed by the Applicant is considered 
to be prospecting as only a regional rock formation is given as 
the target. Even if ore were found, it would have to be a very 
large, high-grade deposit to warrant the cost of exploitation, 
due to the great depth to the. inferred ore-bearing horizon. 


NOTE:
In telephone conversations with F. N. Murphy, both W. P. 


Williams and J. E. Crawford agreed that their original 
recommendations to deny the subject application expressed their 
present conclusions in regard to the proposed project and there-
fore, it would not be necessary to submit an additional / morandum 
based on the Field Team Report.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


Uranium Discovery and Development Company, Box 709, Wallace, Idaho, 


on Jugust 12, 1955, made application for aid in an exploration project 


on the Grade and King claims in San Juan County, Utah. The applicant 


proposed drilling six l,5O0footho1esto explore thebasal Chinie at 


an estimated cost of 434,2OO.0O. The property wasexatninedby a team 


from the Geological Survey and the 3irean- of Nines on November 2, 1955. 


The claims are in sections 10, 11, and 12 T 29 S. R. 23 E., 


Salt Lake meridian, San' Juan County, Utah. The'exposed rocks on the 


claims are the Entrada sandstone, the Suinmerville formation, and the 


Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation.	 - 


One hole, 1,516 feet deep, has been drilled by the applicant near 


the southeast corner of the claim group. This hole was barren. As 


further drilling on these claims would come under the heading of 


prospecting, the application is recommended for denial. 


ACKNOWLEDGNTS 


The examining team was accompanied by Henry B. Dyer, geologist, 


U.S.G.S., and Sam K. Smyth, geologist, representing the applicant. 


The AEC was consulted concerning the area before the examination 


was made.

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LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND CLIMATE 


The property submitted in the application consists of 22 uripatented 


claims in sections 10, U, and 12, T. 29 S., R. 23 E., Salt Lake meridian, 


San Juan County, Utah (figs. 1 and 2). 


The claims are in a solid block about 2 miles long from east to west 


and from 1,200 to 1,800 feet wide. The east end is on the north flank 


of a rolling hillside and the west end is in a flat dipping valley. 


Altitudes range from about 6,200 feet near the east and to about 5,700 


feet at the west end. Pinon, suitable for some mine uses, grows on the 


higher ground. Water for domestic use can be hauled from Moab, and water 


for drilling purposes can• be obtained from Coyote Wash. An electric 


power line is within a mile of the property. 


The road to the Rattlesnake mine cuts through the northeast corner 


of the claims. It is 4 miles to La Sal Junction on U.S. Highway 160, 


28 miles to Jybab, Utà., and 64 miles to Thompson, Utah. 


Labor and supplies can be obtained in Moab, Utah. The nearest 


railroad is the Denver and Rio Grand Western at Thompson. The Government 


maintains an ore buying depot at Moab. 


Rainfall is light and year-around operation would be interrupted 


only during the severest storms. 


*	 HISPORY AND PRODUCTION 


Activity in locating uranium claims in the Lisbon Valley area began 


shortly after Steen discovered the Mi Vida mine. The Gracie and King claims 


are 4 miles northwest of Steen ts property in an area that requires deep 


drilling and were not located until 1954 by John Fairchild, Robert J. Boyle,
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Hi	 and Albert Engart. These claims have been transferred to the applicant 


and a 1,516-foot hole has been drilled on the Gracie No. 8 claim. 


No mine workings or pits have been dug, no ore shipped, and no 


ore or uranium mineralization discovered.

Claim corners along the east end of the claim block have been destroyed and 


other corners such as the Kilt No. l0,located May29, 1954, were noticed 


overlapping. Grade claims.


PRESENT STATUS 


Exploration and Development 


The only exploration consists of a 1,516-foot hole drilled on the 


Gracie No. 8 claim. No portion of this hole was cored. Sam K. Snrth 


stated that the Shinaruznp formation (probably basal Chinie) was 135 feet 


thick. The hole was devoid of uranium mineralization. 


Mining and Milling Eauipment and Other Facilities 


There is no equipment of any kind on the property. About 300 feet 


of poor access roads lead to the claims. 


GEOLOGY 


$tratigraphic and Structural elations 


The rooks that crop out in the South Lisbon Valley area are comprised 


of Jurassic and Cretaceous strata (fig. 2). In ascending order these strata

are: the Entrada sandstone, the Suxumerville formation, and the Morrison 


formation of Jurassic age, and the Burro Canyon formation and Dakota 


sandstone of Cretaceous age. 


The Lisbon Valley fault trends northwest through the area. The 


subject claims lie southwest of and adjacent to the fault on its 


upthrown side. The $trata dip about 30 to the north, in the area, of 


the claims, whereas on the northeast side of the fault the strata dip 


about 150 to the northeast. Displacement on the fault near the claims 


is about 300 feet; however it lessens and dies out within a few miles 


to the northwest. 


The rocks that crop out on the claims are the Entrada sandstone, 


the Sumnierville formation, and the Salt Wash member of the Morrison 


formation. The Suinmerville and the lower part of the Salt Wash crop 


out only on the northeast part of the Gracie No. 7 claim. The upper 


part of the Entrada forms a bluff across the eastern side of the claims 


and the remaining area lies in flat country underlain by Entrada, 


alluvium, and blowsand. 


One non-core drill hole, drilled on the Grade No. 8 claim (fig. 2), 


bottomed at 1,516 feet in the Permian Cutler formation. Two holes that 


were drilled a short distance northwest of the claims were bottomed at 


about 1,400 feet in the Cutler formation. 


The drill hole on the Gracie No. 8 claim was logged for gamma-ray 


intensity by Empire Logging Company of Moab, Utah, and proved to be a 


barren hole. The following is a stratigraphic interpretation of the log 


as made by the logging company:

The nearest ore deposits in the Chinle ore horizon are about four 


. miles southeast of the applicant ts property. These deposits are along 


the Lisbon Vafley fault but probably are not genetically related to it. 


Ore deposits in the Chinle have been found in the Big Indian Wash area 


in an arcuate belt that extends southerly from a point along the fault 


about four miles southeast of the subject claims then turns easterly 


and ends at a point where this belt again intersects the fault. This 


belt is bounded by contours at the base of the Chinle at elevations of 


6,700 feet and 6;200 feet. No control is postulated for ore deposits 


being found between these two elevations, however, to date no significant 


Chinle ore deposits have been found in the Lisbon Valley vicinity in areas 


away from this belt. Ore deposits are known at. the fault only where 


the arcuate belt intersects it at two places. 


.
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There are no known ore reserves on the property. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION AND COSTS 


The applicant proposed the drilling of six 1,500-foot holes spaced 


from 500 to 1,500 feet apart. These holes would explore the basal Chinle 


formation. The applicant ts estimated costs follow;

SW4MARY AND CONCLUSIONS 


The Gracie and King claims are underlain at the surface by the 


Entrada sandstone. The ore bearing horizon of the Chinle formation, 


throughout most of the area, is at a minimum depth of 1,400 feet. No 


ore deposits are known 'in the Chinle closer to the applicant property 


than about four miles to the southeast. These nearest ore deposits are 


at a point where an arcuate belt, bounded by contours at the base of 


the Chinle at elevations of 6,700 and 6,200 feet, intersects the Lisbon 


Valley fault. No significant Chinle ore deposits have been found in 


the area away from this belt. 


The applicant has not shown evidence of mineralizedjr favorable 


ground on the claims. The proposed project, with drilling in excess of 


1,400 feet in such an area, is a . prospecting venture. The examining 


team recommends that the application be denied.

Subject: Review of DMEA application, Docket No. 39 1i9, Uranium 
Discovery and. Development Company, Gracie and King claims, 
San Juan County, Utah. 


In an extremely brief application the applicant proposes 
to explore 20 mining claims and two fractions by means of six 
diamond. drill holes. The holes are intended . to test the Shinarump 
formation which means that drill hole depths would be more than 
1500 feet. Photogeologic maps show that the property probably 
contains, at the eastern edge, an outcrop of Morrison. However 
the area of Morrison would, not be great enough tà permit. exploration 
thereon.


The orebearing zone of the lower Chin1e does not outcrop 
on the property. The property is located. south of and. adjacent to 
DIEA 3602, Vivian Uranium Mining Co. DIVEA 3602 was denied on the 
grounds that neither uranium mineralization nor a potential ore 
zone were Imown to exist on the property. 


One hole has been drilled on the property. The hole did 
not encounter mineralization. Hole locations proposed, by the 
applicant are more than 1200 feet apart. 


The east boundary of the property is only about 1500 
feet west of Continental Uranium Company's Rattlesnake Mine which 
is prodicing significant tonnages from the Morrison formation. 
However, the Lisbon Valley fault passes between the Rattlesnake 
Nine and the subject property. Hence, the Morrison is generally 
not present on the property. 


The appliction in its present -form represents a 
prospecting venture. I recommend. that the application be denied 
without prijudice. It .may be advisable to request - concurrence 
from the Field Team in the denial. It should not be necessary to 
make a complete field examination of the subjectproperty.

I have reviewed the attached application, Uranium Discovery 
and Development Company, DNEâ Docket 3949; and I have discussed it 
with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representative of the Atomic Energy 
Commission. 


Apparently nourfacs mineralization occurs on the King and 
Gracie claims. Results of one hole drilled indicated the Shinarump 
formation and other strata penetrated were barren of uraniumininerali-
zation. The hole was reported in the applicatin to be 1,516 feet 
deep, and the Shinarwnp formation 135 feet thick. No indication was 
given with regard to depth of the Shinai'ump. The log of the hole, 
which the applicant states was attached, could. not be found. 


Drilling costs of $3.00 per foot for non-core type and 
$7.00 per foot for core type appear excessive. Such costs may be 
accounted for by the relatively deep holes planned by the applicant. 
The avei'age depth of the six holes is 1,500 feet and the average 
cost is $5,700 per hole. 


The fact that the King and. Gracie claims lie in the Lisbon 
Valley, nine miles northwest of the Mi Vida mine arid other uranium 
producers does not imply that similar ore deposits will be found on 
the claims. The apparent depth of the Shinaruxnp formation in the 
area and the results of the one hole previously drilled by the ap-
plicant also emphasize that the proposed project is a prospecting 
venture.


We suggest that the application be denied.
