The rocks in the claim area are 


broken and show some alteration although no persistent structural elements are 


noted. Samples taken in each of the pits in the most disturbed zone contained 


less than 0.01 percent mercury. It is concluded that the claim area has not 


undergone sufficiently intense . mineralizing conditions to hae provided an 


economic mercury deposit. 


It is recommended that this application for government assistance be 


denied inasmuch as the property helds little promise of containing enough 


mercury to materially add to the national reserves.
