Field Team Report: 


A review, dated January 3, 1956, by J. William Hasler, USGS, and 
N. H. Salsbury, USBM, of the Grand Junction office, recommended denial 
of the application without a field examinat ion on the following bases: 


The Chinle formation on the property has two possible ore-bearing 
horizons; the Moss Back member and sandstone-filled channels in the 
underlying mottled siltstone. The latter lie directly on the Moenkopi.







.	 . 


The Most Back in the area appears to be unfavorable while the exposed 
underlying channels appear to be about 10 feet thick, making them 
generally unfavorable for ore. 


The nearest deposits are on Calf Mesa, 3 miles to the northeaBt 
and on Block mountain, 10 miles to the south. Deposits in these areas 
are characterized by being very small and scattered. 


On-January 26, 196, the Operating Committee requested a further 
review of the basis for denial, including some assurance that the 
recommendation for denial resulted from direct observations made on 
this specific property at one time or other. 


In a memorandum dated February 9, 1956, H. B. Dyer, USGS, 
indicated that the recommendation for denial was based on mapping, a 
scintillation counter survey along the outcrop, one sample taken and 
assayed, and general observations during an examination made with Glenn 
Izett on August 9 and 10, 1954 He concluded that mineralization in 
the lower horizon is confined to radioactive wood and that economic 
deposits of any great size are unknown. The upper horizon in the 
Moss Back showed no radioactivity over .01% e U3OR on the claims and 
mineralization is largely confined to fossil wooa. 


Commodity Group Comments: 


USGS, W. P. Williams, January 18, 1956: 


Notes that the Applicant has completed 60 feet of adit and 
300 feet of rim strippingreliminary work. Questions whether 
the original Field Team rcommendation for denial, without 
examination, had sufficient foundation, such as evaluations made 
in the field. Recommends that the Field Team be requested for 
assurance that the recommendation for denial was based on field 
observations. 


USBM, John E. Crawford, January 20, 1956: 


Discussed the proposed project with the AEC representative. 
Concurs in the Field Team recommendation for denial. 


Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Division, Michael (thing, Feb. 214, 1956: 


This case illustrates the necessity for field personnel to 
support their statements, conclusions and recommendations with 
details as to how, when, and where their information was obtained. 
The Grand Junction office had very definite knowledge of the claims 
involved but its memorandum of January 3, 196, appeared to be a 
generalized statement because the supporting details were not 
brought out.

The Jubilee Uranium Corporation has applied for Federal 
participation to explore for uranium on U unpatented mining claims 
in the San Rafael Swell area of neryyCounty, Utah. The proposed 
exploration program includes 3,000 feet of plug and core drilling 
at a cost of $10,000 .,. 250 hours of bulldozer work at a cost of 
$3,250, and 200 feet of drifting at a cost of $.600. The total 
estimated cost is $18,850. 


The members of the DM office at Grand Junction recom-
mend that the application be denied without a field examination 
because the Moss Back member of the Chinle formation in the area 
appears to be unfavorable and. the deposits in the area are charac-
terized as beinivery small and scattered. 


We concur in the recommendation of the members of the 
D14EA office, Grand Junction, that the application be denied.

The applicant proposes to spend $18,850.00 for an explo-
ration project in the northwest part of the San Rafael Swell. The 
proposed project would consist of 250 feet of rim stripping, 1,000 
feet of plug-bit drilling, 2,000 feet of core drilling, and 200 
feet of drifting. 


The applicant states that two channels are visible on the 
property in the Moss Back member of. the Chinle formation. He 
further states that high radiation may be detected on the property 
with radiation detecting intruments, and that selected small samples 
chemically assayed as high as 0.50% uranium. The applicant has 
completed 60 feet of adit and 300 feet of rim stripping as pre-
liminary exploration work-. 


In a memorandum review of the application, the Grand 
Junction office states that oreeposits 10 miles south and 3 miles 
northeast of the property are small and scattered. As a result 
they recommend that the application be denied without a field 
examination. 


To deny any reasonably complete application without field 
examination is questionable policy. Denying an application without-
field examination where the applicant has completed a substantial 
amount of exploration work is untenable • The results of such work 
should be evaluated in the field, not in the office. 


The Grand Junction memo states, "The exposed channels 
appear to be about 10 feet thick, .. .. . The Moss Back in the 
area appears to be unfavorable." Do these statements imply that 
field personnel have seen the property?

I recommend that the Field Team be asked if the property 
has been visited by field personnel with the specific purposes of 
DIYIEA in mind; and, if not, the Field Team should be requested to 
examine the property in the field and to report on their findings.

We have reviewed the above-mentioned application for 
DMEA assistance regarding the recommendation for afield examina-
tion. A review of the geology of the property shows that the 
Chinle formation has two possible ore-bearing horizons: the Moss - 
Back member and sandstone-filled channels in the underlying mottled 
siltstone unit. The channels in the mottled siltstone unit lie 
directly on the Moenkopi and are overlain by about 30 feet of-


 mottled siltstone. The exposed channels appear to be about 10 feet 
thick, making them generally unfavorable for ore, insofar as thick-
ness is concerned. The Moss Back in the area appears to be unfavor-
able.


The nearest deposits to the property are on Ca]!Mesa, 
about 3 miles northeast of the property, and on Block mountain, 10 
miles south of the property. Deposits in these areas are character-
ized by being very small and scattered. It is, therefore, concluded 
that the chances of finding uranium ore of any significant quantities 
are not good, and it is recommended that the application be denied 
without a field examination.
