The Red Devil group of claims is located high on 
the west flank of the LaSal Mountain a complex groupp 
of làccoliths, poorly exposed, ñarine terrestrial—
sediments ranging in age from Upper Jurassic to Upper 
Cretaceous. 


The few known ore deposits in the vicinity of the 
claims are found in' the upper part of the Salt Wash 
member 'of the Jurassic Morrison formation.

The beds in the, vicinity of the claims dip about 
23 NW and strike N. 47 0 E. Within a radius of a mile 
or two the dip and the strike of the beds change consider-
ably and huge fault blocks are titled in a random fashion 
typical of areas adjacent to the property concerned.

The mining of the uranium ore deposits from this 
and other nearby properties indicates rather conclusively 
that additional exploration drilling on the property may 
discover additional small, irradically-'spaced, disconnected 
deposits (25 to 50-ton size), but the aggregate reserves 
of such deposits are not likely to add significant 
reserves for the National Defense Program.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The few known ore deposits in the vicinity of the Red Devil 


group of claims consist of small discontinuous pockets and rolls 


localized around fossilized logs. Such small pockets and rolls 


appear to be erratically distributed and apparently are not 


.
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restricted to one stratigraphic level. Closely spaced drilling by 


the applicant failed to extend the small deposit that was mined out 


on the Red Devil No. 1 claim, and production from the subject area 


has been small. 


On the 'basis of the foregoing it is concluded that chances of 


finding ore bodies of significant size and grade are poor.

I have reviewed the attached application for assistance, 
DMEA Docket 4130, Liberty Oil and Uranium Company, Red Devil group, 
San Juan County, Utah, dated January 26, 1956, and received in this 
office on January 30, 1956. 


Some shipments of ore have been made from the Red Devil 
claim of Liberty Oil and Uranium Company, and underground explora- 
tion of the Red Devil claim was conducted in 1955. Also in 1955 
some exploration drilling was carried out by the company on the Red 
Devil and Temp claims. A total of 2ho1es were drilled, several 
of which were mineralized; and an interpretation of gamma ray log 
results indicated that hole No. 13 contained 2.5 feet of 0.38 percent 
U308 and 1.25 feet of 0.25 percent U308. Drill1-iole No. l4 was de-
termined to have 5 feet of 0.71 percent U30. There have been 33 
tons of ore shippe from the Red Devil claims with an average grade of 
0.84 percent U30 


The company, in its application, states that "although 
mineralization is found in the workings and has been found in the 
drilling, there has been insufficient exploration to block out re-
serves. The applicant wishes to explore the claims by drilling 
28 holes about 100 feet apart as Stage I; 12 holes about 100 feet 	 -r 
apart as Stage II; and 6 holes about 100 feet apart as Stage III. 
Cost of the project is estimated at $18,845. 


The application undoubtedly merits consideration, and a 
field examination.
