(6) My supervisor has advised that about $50,000 should be available for
the proposed exploration. (a) Core-drilling will be about 32 or $3 per
foot. :

(b) My supervisor nas all thne necessary equlipment for mining, and nhas
agreed that if tnere is sufficient Uranium ore there to Justify mining, he
wlll mine it for me on a percentage basis, He has a small and a large
Alr-compressor, a Cat and loader, air hammers, drills, air-hoist,air-
mucker, mine railsg, cars, trucks --all less than two yeares old. I have a

P@ck-up and truck etc. for hauling gas,o0il and supplies and will work right
with my supervisor at all times. :

(h) We cannot make the above itemized estimate list or lists as we intend
to put down a few core-drill holes directly behin& the out croppings, --a
Tew higher up, and back, and if no Uranium is found In sufficient quantity
to jgstify mining, then tiere will be no use spending any more money ex-
ploring. If the ore is tnere, we will immediately block it out and begin

mining. Because of these reasons we cannot very well make an itemized cost
sheet.
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
