ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the 
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached 
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein. 
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits of the commodity designated above. 
The Operator shall begin the work on or before ------------------ , and, subject to the 
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within .t --------------- months from the date 
of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot 
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, Wyagreed upon as specified in 
Exhibit A he estimated total cost of the project work is $ The vnt will 
contribute --------- pe:rcent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $------------- 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. 


(c) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder 
without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that 
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessç, or otherwijand that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances- -

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The 
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing







in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to 
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument 
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining 
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a). 


(b) Government may inspect .—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and süpplieis rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of 
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.

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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half ( 1 1,4) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($ 5.00 ) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($ 10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.







(g) Lien for payment..—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Governmenta lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting, and accounting. 	 .. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default underthe terms of 
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specificatiOn of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Adams, et al, owners of the Red Butte claims. Tow drifts, Nos. 1 
and 2, have been dug in the Triassic Shinarump for 20 feet and 
10 feet, respecitvely. Both drifts are located on the Red Butte 
No. 1 claim; scattered mineralization was noted on the 'ribs' 
and on the 'fae' of Drifts Nos. 1 and 20 


Several mines, such as, the Commonwealth & (Lucky Stride) Mine, 
Vernon Pick's mine, Emery-Cutler Uranium, Dexter Uranium, and 
the Red Canyon Mines are actively engaged in either exploration, 
development, or production. These mines are located within an 
approximate .5 mile radius of the Red Butte group of claims.

GEOLOGY AND TECTONIC STRUCTURE 


Geolo 


The Triassic Moenkopi formation, Shinarunip Conglomerate, and 
Chinle formation are exposed along the canyon rim in the Red Butte 
Claims area, The Moenkop. is generally found in the creek bottom. 
The Shinarunip forms a pronounced rim and bench that extends outward 
from the canyon wall for a few feet to several hundreds of feet. 
The Chinle forms the slopes below the Wingate sandstone. 


A pronounced variation in the thickness of the Shinarunip was 
noted, and sufficient evidence exsists to confirm the theory of 
"channeling" -- Channels being sedimentary deposits which have scour-
ed down intoJ: and are nonconformable upon :the Triassis Moenkopi. 


These channels or scours are often mineralized as was observed 
on the Red Butte No. 1 claim. The importance of these channels and 
scours obviously depends upon the relation to mineralization. The 
association between the two has been well established in the Colorado 
Plateau area. 


The trends of the channels and scours around the area under 
discussion appear to be oriented in a north to northwesterly direc-
tion. The "Conrad Channel" (See Photogeologic Map) appears to trend 
northward and could reasonable be projected approximately 2000 feet 
south onto the Red Butte group of.claims. The"Conrad t' Channel" has 
been recorded bythe A.E.C. field office near Temple Mountain.. While 
additional field work is needed to definitely establish the chan-
nel trends, such channels do exsist on the property. Several claims 
are mineralized and offer promise. for development.

ECONOMIC GEOLOGY 


The mineralization occurs at the base of the Shinarump in a 
gray-brown, medium-grained sandstone that fills lenses and scours 
in the Moenkopi formation. Traces of secondary uranium minerals 
were noted at a few points,-.but no attempt was made to sample them. 
The owners of the property have recorded assays of 0 . 1 5% UO8. The 
sandstones in many places have been saturated with limoniti and 
some hematite was observed.

Favorable readings were obtained along portions of the Shinarump 
rim and recorded counts of 0.15 mr/hr were obtained. 


The top few feet of the Moenkopi formation has been altered 
to a gray-green color and appears to indicate alteration by solu-
tions. 


CONCLUSIONS D RECOATION 


Several conclusions were reached during the course of the 
reconnaissance of the Red Butte group of claims. These are: 


1. The property under discussion is favorably located relative 
to mineralized outcrops; 


2. Trends of "channels and scours" can be predicted to a degree 
that would make a program of development feasible; 


3. On several of the claims examined, all favorable criteria 
for mineral deposition have been observed; 


+• Active exploration, development, and production is under 
way on near-by properties; and 


5. The top of the Moenkopi has been altered to a marked degree. 
Alteration (color change) of sediments indicates the move-
ment of solution; probably hydrothermal solutions. The 
association of alteration and mineralization Is classic in 
many of the producing areas on the Colorado Plateau. 


Based on the foregoing conclusions, the following recommenda-
tions are presnted for consideration. 


It is recommended that: 


1. Prior to the Institution of the development program geologic 
studies should be continued to further delineate channel 
trends and scours; 


2. Adevelopment program (by drifting) be commenced on those 
claims considered geologically favorable; and 


3. Drifts Nos. 1 and 2 should be continued in order to reach 
the projected trend of the "Conrad Channel" - Drift heading 


should be in a northwesterly direction*

The contract, entered upon, August 7, 1956, approved 
the expenditure of $16,675.00 for the purpose of locating a 
somewhat hypothetical Mossback-Moenkopi uranium-bearing channel. 
The existance of such a feature was suggested by the somewhat 
favorable geological conditions, showings of radioactive material, 
and the reported presence of a pod of material from which 10 tons 
of 9.34 U308 was shipped. 


The location of the pod is not marked on any of the 
several maps at hand and due to a change in the numbering of the 
survey stations, it is not easy to fit some of the descriptive 
matter of the report to the maps. (See pg 5 Final Report, Par. 2 
and Par 3 page 6)0 I suspect the pod occurred in the indentation 
shown on the northwest side of 'D' drift of Fig. 3 of the exam-
ination report, on which map no stations are..shown. 


The 840-foot adit appears to explore, more or less at 
right angles to the 'grain', an undulating Mossback-Moenkopi 
contact zone, but without revealing a pronounced scour. Slightly 
to moderately radioactive carbonaceous trash ,,-logs ., and asphalt 
are common throughout the inner 670 feet of the crosscut. The 
reported ore pod probably occurs in line with the most easterly 
row of logs. 


Presumedly ., everything possibly favorable has been 
'read into' the observations depicted on the maps of the interim 
reports.


As the work which cost $16 ,731.00 failed to find ore, 
the examiners and Field Team recommend that assistance on further 
work not be extended and no certificate of discovery be issued. 


I concur with the conclusions.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


The Adams Uranium Company, Inc. made application to Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration in April 1956 for assistance to explore for 


uranium ore on the Red Butte claims, Emery County, Utah. The application 


was referred to the Field Team and an examination was made May 9, 1956, 


by W. E. Young, Bureau of Mines, and June 6, 1956 by Howard F. Albee, 


Geological Survey.

The claims appear to be in T. 24 S, R. 9 E0, 


SLB and N, approximately 35 miles southwest from Temple Mountain. A 


new asphalt road, approximately 40 miles in length, has been constructed 


from Temple Mountain to Green River, Utah, the nearest shipping point.

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GEOLOGY 


The Red Butte claims lie on the western flank of the San Rafael 


Swell, which is a huge, northerly trending, asymmetric dome and the 


rocks in the vicinity of the claims strike N. 300_400 E. and dip about 


20 northwest. The general area contains many faults but none were 


noted on the claims. 


The oldest rocks exposed in the area are those of the Moenkopi 


formation of Triassic age which consists of regularly bedded, ripple 


marked red siltstone. The Moenkopi is overlain by the Chinle forma-


tion also Triassic in age, which is divided into three members.

APPLICANT'S PROPOSED EXPlORATION PROGRAM 


The applicant proposes to crosscut a total of 700 feet, the footage 


to be expended at three different locations as follows (fig. 3): (1) 


crosscut 250 feet southwesterly starting from a point near station 5, 


(2) crosscut 350 feet N. 800 W. starting at station 10, and (3) cross-


cut 100 feet N. 800 W. starting from a point near station 9.

THE CONTRACT 


The short form contract was awarded during August 1956 and was activated dur ing


 October 1956 with Amendment No. 1. This amendment effected a delay in the starting date 


and fixed the Point-of-Beginning of the exploration work as Station 16 (see Attached Map). 


The contract, as amended, provided for 350 feet of crosscutting (and 100 assays) designed 


to intersect the projection of the Conrad channel, and 200 feet of drifting (and 50 assays) 


for exploration within the channel. On completion of the authorized 350 feet of crosscutting 


during March 1957 without intersection of the channel, a request was granted with Amend-


ment No. 2 for transfer of the unexpected 200 feet of drift footage to cross-cut footage. Thus 


the entire 550 feet of authorized footage was expended in an effort to intersect the Conrad 


I channel.


All phases of the work were in accord with contractual stipulations.

The Red Butte No. 1 claim lies in the Muddy River District on the southwest flank 


of the San Rafael Swell. Sedimentary rocks exposed in the claim .area include from top to 


the Jurassic Wingate formation, the Triassic Chinle formation (with Its basal Moss-


sandstone member), and the Triassic Moenkopi formation. 


Uranium deposits in this section of the San Rafael Swell are characteristically lo-


calized within channels or scours in the Moenkopi formation and filled with detritus of the 


Mossback sandstone member of the Chinle formation. The target of this exploration

The exploration crosscutting accomplished under the auspices of DMEA 'encounter 


ed no concentrations, of uranium minerals of sufficient grade or thickness to. constitute a 


mineable ore body'. There are no, reserves of any classification, in the mine. One shipment 


of development ore, made before the' DMEA program started, proved to be too low' grade to 


warrant continued stockpiling 'of' even this hand sorted material. The Adams Uranium Corn-


p.any', Inc., has no plans for future work on the Red Butte No.. 1 claim. Corporation activi-


ties in this area have been suspended. 


Perhaps. the major contribution of the DMEA project has. been the negative discov-


ery that the Conrad channel probably projects .east of the Red Butte No. 1 portal Into, an area 


where all of the strata above the Moenkopi formation, have been removed by erosion.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It , will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-

For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by' Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form . MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of, samples takenas well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs 'are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under ,Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti- 
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be leported under "Purchase".

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported foi a particular project. It will be necessary for the' Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any. one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Justification for Amendment No. 3 


In the Field Team' s report recommending the project, it was 
stated;that a well-defined channel appeared to be striking into the 
subject property; channel exposures on the rim outcrops on adjoining 
properties indicated the existance of ore grade mineralization; and 
that an extension of the West crosscut in ' the Adams mine would probably 
intersect this channel. 


The field examiners rojection indicatecLthat the channel would 
be cut within 350 feet from the starting point of the project crosscut. 
However, after 350 feet of crosscut it now appears that the crosscut is 
just approaching the 'irn of the inferred channel. As the target Conrad 
channel is projected over a considerable distance even a slight mi 
calculation might place it beyond the reach of the initially approved 
crosscutting. 


In the last 150 feet of the DA crosscut there is a gentle 
bu regular descendence, which appears to indicate a topographic low. 
Also there is an increasing amount of carbon trash and more abiiidant 
logs near the present crosscut face. 


In view of the improved showings in the face of the crosscut, 
I agree with the field team that the crosscut should be continued. 
As Stage II work was confined to drifting along the channel, it is 
recommended that part of the drifting footage be used to allow the 
crosscut to penetrate the target channel.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project. is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator '8 Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in. the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con- 
tract Form 9F-200 . as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment I will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of .expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro 
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eent 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. TiIn these 
cases the original or a certifiedcopy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.— 
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
.price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull- 
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operaior's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip- 
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

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SUMMARY REPORT 


This narrative briefly covers the work accomplished during the 
month of March, 1957, by the Adams Uranium, Inc., on its Red Butte.No. 1 
claim under DMEA Docket 424+, Contact 1dm E-986, Amendment No. 1. 


As illustrated on the accompanying map, the main crosscut was 
advanced 49 feet during the March, 1957 work, thus completing the 350 
feet of crosscutting authorized by the existing contract. The request 
for transfer of the authorized 200 feet of drifting to crosseut footage 
has been approved and the exploration project will thus be permitted to 
resume operations. 


The crosscut continues to be driven westerly along the Moenkopi-
Nossback contact. The Moenkopi consists of altered, pale grayish-green 
mudetone 'with occasional nodules of black and brown chert. Unconformably 
overlying the Moenkopi is the Mossback sandstone whose underground expo-. 
sures exhibit the following typical section from top to bottom: 


4.6' Medium to coarse-grained, finely cross-bedded, calcareous sand-
stone with occasional quartz and chert pebbles up to 1" in 
diameter. The color grades from gray at the base to a reddish 
brown at the top. The reddish brown color is due to finely 
disseminated ferric oxide. The bottom one foot of this interval 
contains discontinuous, thin seams of carbon with associated, 
white to tan, coarsely crystalline calcite and films and cluster 
of finely crystalline pyrite. Green to gray clay galls and 
stringers may constitute up to 30% of this section. 


1.7' Gray-green, sandy limestone with abundant blebs of white, crys-
talline calcite and thin, coarse to fine-grained, gray sandstone 
lenses. A few scattered carbonized logs, generally less than 
6" in diameter and random smaller carbonized trash pockets are 
noted in this section. Green clay blebs are minor consituènts. 


0.2' Hard, gray pyritic shaly sandstone. This basal unit of the Moss-
back has been a fairly persistent feature over the last 100 feet 
of the crosscut. 


Sporadic small patches of highly viscous asphaltum may be noted 
in a few places, emerging frommLnute cracks along the walls of the cross-
cut. A series of nearly vertical fractures .with weak iron oxide staining 
roughly parallel the course of the crosscut. 


Contours corrected for regional attitude indicate that the cross-
cut continues to climb along the Moenkopi contact; aithoughi much of the 
March advance appears to roughly parallel the —+' contour (see attached 
map). Minor ridges and scours evident underground are too slight to affect 
the one-foot contour intervals. 


High radioactivity is limited to the zones of carbon trash, which 
show counts of ..03-.07 mr/hr, with occasional spots up to: 0.10 mr/hr. In 
no instance does this trash constitute a mineable width.

In reference to our teletype of March 25, 1957, and 
your teletype reply of March 26, enclosed are the original and 
icc copies of a memorandum report, dated March 26, 1957, from 
Howard F. Albee, Geologist, Geological Survey, pertaining to the 
transfer of drifting footage to crosscutting. 


The present drift is being driven along the bottom of 
the Mossback member, which has a normal thickness of about 
feet. There are no local exposures to indicate whether or not 
the member is increasing inthickness. However, there is an indi-
cation that the bottom of the Mossback is dropping slightly toward 
the west, which may or may not indicate the beginning of a channel 
or thickening of the member. The increase in radioactive trash is 
a definite factor in favor of continuation of the crosscut,.and in 
general it is deemed to be in the interest of the Government to 
continue the crosscut; otherwise, the present expenditure would be 
an entire loss. 


We have contacted the Grand Junction office and they 
report that no other information is available.

(a) Form MF-1O4—Oper9ts Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) dee words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the: exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under' Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be . reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported 'under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the. Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

The examining team concludes that further exploration, with 
DMEA participation, is warranted on the property because a Moss Back 
channel structure seems to be present on the property and strong uranium 
mineralization has also been found. 


The examining team recommends a downward revision of the 
applicant's original proposal The examining geologist recommends 350 
feet of 'crosscutting to intersect the channel, then 200 feet of drifting 
along the channel • The examining engineer recommends only 350 feet of crosscut to intersect the channel. 


Prvisjon should be . made in a DNEA contract for drifting along 
the channel. Drifting will serve to protect the Government's interest 
by greatly increasing the chances for making a discovery. Terminating 
Government participation just as the target area is reached by the 
crosscut would be contrary to DNA objectives, 


Drifting along the channel could constitute Stage II of the 
contract and should not be commenced without prior Government approval. 


I agree with the examiners' and Field Team's recommendations -for a DIvIEA' contract on the subject property.

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INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


Adams Uranium Company, Incorporated (DMEA docket 4244), 399 Second 


East Street, Helper, Utah has applied to Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration for assistance to.. explore for uranium on their Red 


Butte group of claims in Emery County, Utah. 


The applicant proposes a total of 700 feet of crosscutting to 


be started at three places, and 350 feet of "top holes" to be drilled 


10 feet deep at 20-foot intervals. The total cost is estimated at 


$21,801.50. 


The Red Butte group of claims is located in Redds Canyon on 


the west flankof the San Rafael Swell. The property is accessible 


from Greenriver, Utah by way of Utah State Highway 24 to Temple 


Mountain, then southwesterly about.. 38- miles by way of an imprdved 


access road .. The property is accessible throughout the year except 


for short periods of heavy rains in the summer and possible heavy snow 


in the winter. 


The property was examined June 6, 1956 by W. E. Young, U. S. 


Bureau of Mines, and Howard F. Albee, U. S. Geological Survey, in 


company with Gilbert Adams, President of the company. 


The company has crosscut westerly about 212 feet. About 40 feet 


back from the heading of the main crosscut they have crosscut 


northerly about 113 feet and back from the face about 30 feet. They 


have crosscut southwesterly about 70 feet. Indications of scouring 


are developing near station 10 in the main drift and near station 11 in
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the southwest crosscut (fig. 3) and the first ore pod was discovered 


in the southwest crosscut 40 feet from station 6. The company stated 


that 10 tons of ore from this pod assayed 0.34 percent U308.

GEOLOGY

the vicinity of the claims strike N. 30 0 -400 E. and dip about 20 


northwest. The general area contains many faults but none were 


noted on the claims. 


The oldest rocksexposed in the area are those of the Moenkopi 


formation of Triassic age which consists of regularly bedded, ripple 


marked red siltstone. The Moenkopi is overlain by the Chinle formation 


also Triassic in age,. which is divided into three members. The 


lowest member is the Monitor Butte which consists of purple and red 


mudatone. The Monitor Butte is overlain by the Moss Back member which
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consists of poorly sorted sandstone and conglomerate. The Moss Back 


grades into the red shale of the overlying Church Rock member. The 


Triassic Wingate sandstone forms a sheer cliff immediately above the 


Chinle formation, (fig. 2).

ORE DEPOSITS 


The Red Butte group of claims, originally staked in 1954, is 


now held by the Adams Uranium Company by quitclaim deed from the 


original locator. 


The Adams Uranium Company has been crosscutting in the Moss Back 


for about a year, with most of the work being done alone by Gilbert 


Adams, the company president. The objective was to crosscut into 


the Conrad channel which is exposed in three places at about 1,200 


feet, 2,000 feet, and 2,800 feet, respectively, from the mine adit. 


Projection of the alignment of the exposures, however, would place 


the channel east of the present east facing escarpment.

personnel to contain 25,000 tons of inferred reserves. The Conrad 


channel, about 2,800 feet north of the Red Butte group, has produced 


about 41 tons of low-grade uranium ore. 


The uranium minerals in the area are contained in or closely. 


associated with asphaltic material. Carbonaceous material and fossil 


logs are present but do not show as much radioactivity on a 


scintillation counter as the asphaltic material. 


APPLICANT'S PROPOSED EXPLORATION PROGRAM 


The applicant proposes to crosscut a total of 700 feet, the 


footage to be expended at three different locations as follows (fig.3): 


(1) crosscut 250 feet southwesterly starting from a point near station 


5, (2) crosscut 350 feet N. 800 W. starting at station 10, and (3) 


crosscut 100 feet N. 800 W. starting from a point near station 9.

The working face in 


the southwest crosscut shows strongly mineralized material. The 


examining team.therefore recommends that the application as modified 


be approved.

It wilibe necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) 'of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report Con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104-0persto?s Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A-6perator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.---This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results acomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples tatn as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diaffiond, drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the . exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro 
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus, supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item <1) of Form 
VF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MP-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress 'of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been 'outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings,ilmprove-' 
ments, etc." The, reason for not distributing these items 'on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear' to 'the Operator, since , such 'distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the êntirè contract period. 


Form MF-104A has, been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and' 
cumulative costs. The "Total, Costs" 'on'.Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date".  


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will 'be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA'at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit. "A" of the contract. , A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con- 
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or, duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reportel under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro 
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. in these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus-supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will . submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull- 
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due.

The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases -which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "-Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New. Buildings3 - Imp1ov'-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MV-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs.

- the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This repoit con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104----Operator 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti- 
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator '8 Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

Two copies of such instrument 
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner,. and in accordance with good mining 
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a). 


(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the. Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Governinent may with -
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties-to the Gpvernment has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified- public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—T-he Operator shall provide the,Government with five copies of 
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type ofwork; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
during the reporting eriod including adequate hgineering-geologicai maps or sketcl&s, drill hole logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 


reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount often dollars ($ 1 0.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 1/2) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.


)







(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


• ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the, opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of 
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.
