and Carl Belser, USBM)

The Red Hot Group of claims are located on the east side of
Montezuma Canyon, and is in a large area of shallow depression
into which the strata dips gently from the north, east, and west.
The property is largely underlain by rocks of the Brushy Basin,
Westwater Canyon, and Salt Wash members of the Jurassic Morrison
formation.

Within the Montezuma area all the better known ore occurrences
are in the Salt Wash member, scattered through four, and locally
five, separate ore horizons. The ore is in the form of scattered
thin lenses and pods and the grade of ore, in general, is low.

AFC drilling several miles north revealed that ore bodies are
small and scattered amd rarely continuous throughout the vertical
range of mineralization in the drill hoes. The Salt Wash outcrops
on the property are not mineralized.





The production from the property was from a horizon
about 100 feet above the Brushy Basin-Westwater contact. ‘
The ore-=bearing material includes claystoneéaad siltstone
and chert. The mineralization associated with the claystone
and siltstone is within the material and is also in the
form of coating of yellow uranium minerals along fractures.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

Altura Mining Company, 35 North Raymond Avenue, Pasadena,
California, made application on March 29, 1956, to the Defense
Minerals Exploration Administrétion to explore for uranium on the
Red Hot group of claims in the Montezuma Canyon aréa. Thé
application, DMEA L4246, requested aid in drilling 60 holes con-
taining about 3,250 feet of core drilling and 11;750 feet of
noncore dfilliné at a total estimated cost of $L6,é25;

formations of Cretaceous age. The Morrison formation on the claims
consists of the Salt Wash, Westwater Canyon, and Brushy Basin
members. About 65 feet of Salt Wash is exposed and no urénium /
mineralization has been found in this formation on the claims. }

The ore bodies found on the claims occurred in the Brushy \
Basin member; they are not of significan# size.

Any exploration behind the Salt Wash outcrop would require
drill holes about 250 feet deep which would be essentially blind
drilling.

The property consists of 36 unpatented claims in a solid block

County, Utah (figs. 1 and 2). The claims are on the east side of
' Montezuma Creek at altitudes ranging from 3,700 feet to 4,400 feet.
A 2-mile dirt access road conneéts the property(with the
county road ithbntezuma Canyon from whence it is 21 miles west to
Blanding and 35 miles northwest to Monticello. The nearest rail-
road is the Denver and Rio Grand Western at Thompson, Utah, 131
miles to fhe north.
Labor and supplies can be obtained from Blanding or Monticello.
The country is classified as semi-arid but water for drilling
purposes is available from three artesian wells. Pinon pine,

suitable for some mining uses, grows on nearby hills.
HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

.Prospecting for vanadium and uranium was active in Montezuma
Canyon following the building of the C.C.C. road before World War II.
As a whole, deposits discovered have been small and low grade.

The Red Hot claims were located on August 15 and 16, 1954, by
R. Perkins and Carl Mahon. Mining.of a deposit in the Brushy
Basin member on the Red Hot No. 12 claim started in November 1954
and was terminated in December 1955. A total of 254.322 tons
averaging .156 pefcent U308-€nd .061 percent V205 was shipped.

The claims were later transferred to the Altura Mining Company.

PRESENT STATUS

Exploration and development

. Exploration consists of stripping by bulldozer the top of a
small knoll on Red Hot No. 12 claim from which productioniwas made

from the Brushy Basin memher of the Morrison formation.

Mining and milling equipment and other facilities

There is no mining or milling equipment on the-propérty.
Facilities consist of a 2-mile dirt road connecting the property

with a county highway.

GEOLOGY

The Red Hot group of claims are located on the east side N
of Montezuma Canyon in the southeastern part of the Monticello

mining district. The Abajo Mountains are about 30 miles north-

west of the property and the Comb Ridge monocline lies about





25‘miles to the west. The property is in a largé area of shallow
depression into which the strate dip gently from the north, east,
and west. At the property the dip is between 1° and 2° to the
south.‘ No evidence of faulting was seen.

The rocks exposed in the vicinity of the property are, in
ascending order, of the Morrison formation of Jurassié age and of
the Burro Canyon ermﬁtion and Dakota sandstone of Cretaceous age |\
(fig. 2).

The Morrison formation in this area consists of, in ascending
order, the Salthash, Westwater Canyon, and Brush& Basin members. /
The Salt Wash member, of which oniy part of the uppermost sand-
stone rim is exposed, is composed of interbegded s;ndstone and
mudstone lenses. The sandstone is commonly 1ighf gray to buff
- colored, cross-strétified, and:is composed of sub-rounded, fine
to coérse, clear quartz grains. Clay minerals and calcite are
the common cemenﬁing materials. The mudstone lenses are red,
gfay, and green. Because only part of the upper sandsfone rim
ié éxposed above the flbor of the valley, very iittle mudstone
was seen. This rim is composed predominantly of cross-bedded and
festooned sandstone with minor red and gray interbedded mudstone \\
lenses. About 65 feet of Salt Wash is exposed near the.western

boundary of the group of claims.





The Westwater‘Canyon member of the Morrison formati&n is
composedvof greenish-yellow to greenish-gray cliff-forming‘sand4
stone and minor amounts of greenish-gray shale. The Westwater
Canyon member stands as cliffs, forms caps for low mesés, and
commonly forms the uppermost rim in canyons where the Mbrrison is
exposed. The Vestwater on thé claims is about %25 feet th;ck.

The Brushy Basin member of the‘Morrison formation consists
of variegated mudstone and shale beds that contain zones of chert
and lenses of calcareous and quartzitic sandstone. It forms steep
talus covered slopes and covers broad benches held up by the

Westwater Canyon sandstone. The Brushy Basin is about 210 feet

'thick on the claims.

The Burro Canyon formation and the Dakota sandstone (undiffer-
entiated)'cap a mesa along the eastern edge of the claims. These
formations are composed of conglomerate and coafse sandstone with
minor lenses of shale. The beds are lenticular and cross-bedded

and comprise én estimated thickness of about 100 feet.
ORE DEPOSITS

Within the Montezume Canyon area all of the betterﬂknown ﬂ\
ore occurrences are in the Salt Wash sandstone. The occurrences

are scattered through four, and locally five, separate ore






horizons. The ore is in the form of scattered thin lenses and pods,
and the grade of the ore is, in general, so low that it must be
hand sorted in order to meet mill specifications.

Exploration drilling has been done by the Atomic Energy /
Commission in Montezuma Canyon and iis tributaries several miles (
north of the subject group of claims. Drilling revealed that the
ore bodies are small, scattered, and lenticular in shape with a
long dimension of from 3?,t° T5 feet, a width of about 25 feet,
and a thickness of from 1 to 6 feet, (unpublished AEC report,
Exploration drilling in the Montezuma Canyon area, San Juan County,
Utah).. The ore rarely was found to be continuous throughout the
vertical range of mineralization in the drill holes, with the ore-
grade thicknesses being interrupted by barren to weakly mineral-
ized ground.

The Red Hoﬁ;group of claims has produced about esi_tons of
uranium ore that averaged O.l§kpercent U308 and 0.07 percent V205
from the Brushy Basin member. The production was from a horizon
about 100 feet above the Brushy Basin-Westwater contact. The \
ore-bearing material includes claystone; siltstone, and chert.

The mineralization associated with the claystdne and siltstone is
within these materigls and is also in the form of coatings of
yellow uranium minerals along fractures. It is very low grade.
The highest radioact;vity was from the mineralized chert. The

entire mineralized area is composed of very thin beds of the






ore-bearing rock which has been mined by shallow stripping of the
surface. There are no known reserves.

Occurrences of mineralized material and small ore bodies are
not uncommon in thg Brushy Basin member; however, none has proved
to be of a sign;ficant size.

The lenticular nature of the ore bodies, the spottiness of

occurrences, the wide stratigraphic range, and the general low

tenor of the ore found in the Montezuma Canyon area rehder the
area unsuitabie for effective exploration; The subject claims lie
about 5 ﬁilegusouth of the lower Monument ggnyan group of claims \
fromnﬁhich the nearest prbductipn has come. The Salt Wash out-
. crops on the Red Hot group of claims are not mineralized. Thé
average drilling depth would be about 250 feet to reach the Salt

Wash behind the outcrop and would be essentially blind drilling.
ORE RESERVES
There are no known ore reserves on the property.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION AND COSTS

The applicant proposed an exploration program consisting of

drilling holes in two fences at right angles passing through the

Red Hot No. 12 claim with hole spacing at about 400 feet and of

30 offset holes to delineate ore found by the fence drilling. The

The present study has been made to attempt to determine , :

STRATIGRAPHY:

The oldest férmatdon exposed in the general area is
the Jurasslic Bluff sandstone member of the San Rafael Group.
Overlying thils are the various members of the Morrison for-
mation which are In turn overlain by the Purre Canyon and
Dakoto sandstones of Cretaceous age. The Morrison formation
1s of most economlc importance to this report.

The Bluff sandstone does not show up within ten miles
of the property, but wes llsted above as being the member
below the important Salt Wash member of the lorrison and will
be described.. This sandstone consists of white, gray, bufl;
and brown massive to thin bedded, with considerable cross-
bedding, varying froam 15 to 250 fect in thickness, It is
considered to be in part cculvalent to the Summerville formetilon,
the uppermost meaber of the Jurassic San Rafael Group. It
is made up of endurated eolian and fluvial materials. The
material is easlly i1d ntified in well cores and the surface
forming resistant bluffs and clif:s with vertical fractures.

The Drushy Basin consists of alternating thin bedded
variegated sholes wlth occasional sandstone lentlls, The
uppermost psrtion of the member consist of a bentonltlic ash
without agparcnt bedding.. A considerable amount of bento-
nitle material is found throughout the entire section. The
material is usually soft, although occuslionel hurder beds
tend to form topogravhie banks with steep slopes below. In
general the formation ls characterized hy flat or gently slop-
ing forms. Colors vary from white, buff, brown, green, gray
to. dark red. Some fracture patterns are retsined in the harder
layers, which is of lmportance in so far as minerallzatlon
1s concerned. The softer layers also tend to wash out from
bclow the harder ones, drainaige is established through the
fracture Patterns and sink holes are develoved along dralin=
age lines. Thils later feature is believed to be of import-
ance insofar as the underlying mineralization 1s concerned.

The YWestwater sandsotone meber conslgts ol coarse
grained, light gray to green gray sandstones with from medium
to ma sive bedding/ There are interbedded with red and green
shales, . The uprermost massive sandstone lenses In this
area form stecp vertical to sub-vertical cliffs and wide ter-
races. The c¢liffs all show prominent vertical Jointing in
very consistent pattemns, These fractures also act as lines
for breakthrough of the sink holes in the overlying Brushy
Pasin, During the rains water will often come out of caves
at the base of the formatlon.

and have provided additional channels for surface waters and
