Excerpts from Field Team report:- 


The claims lie on both the north and south sides of 
V-shaped Deer Creek Canyon. The altitude of the bottom of the 
canyon in the claim area is about 8,500 feet. 


Exploration work at the tinE of examination consisted 
of three shallow pits on Canary No. ]$ claim. Uranium mineraliza-
tion is associated with diorite porphyry and porphyritic andesite. 
The mineralization occurs in a bleached and altered fault zone. 
Two samples obtained from the pits (at places showing the highest 
radioactivity) by the examining engineer assayed 0.005% and O.O46% 
U308.


The field examiner recommends the application be denied 
because the uranium mineralization is too weak and erratically 
distributed to indicate a'deposit of possible commercial signifi-
cance. The Field Team concurred in the denial.

Mr. Williams agrees with the field examiners that the 
geologic conditions noted on the subject property do not indicate 
it is favorable for the occurrence of significant ore deposits and, 
therefore, he concurs in the recommendation for denial.

Mr. Crawford concurs in the Field Team's recommendation 
of denial. 


F. N. Murphy, October 25, 1956, Rare and Miscellaneous Metals Division 


A review of the field examiner's report indicates that the 
grade and extent of the uranium occurrences exposed on the Canary 
claims does not warrant aid for further exploration. 


Conclusion and Recommendation:

Nallick, Piute County, Utah, (uranium). 


The examining engineer reports that sparse uranium 
minerals cause only weak radioactive anomalies on the applicant's 
property. The best assay from samples from the property ran only 
0.046 percent U303. No ore reserves are known on the property. 
The Marysvale district lies 6 miles east of the property. 


As a result of geologic conditions the examiners do not 
expect any ore bodies in altered and fracture4j.gneous rocks to 
be of significant size. Denial of the applicant's proposed 
drifting and crosscutting is recommended in view of the poor 
prospects of making a 'worthwhile discovery. I am in agreement 
with the advice of the Field Team for denial of the application.

Samples of the most radioactive material in each of the mineralized 


pits assayed 0,005 percent and 0,046 percent U308, respectively, 


The applicant proposes a program involving 500 feet of drifting and 


crosscutting to explore the surface showings at depth, Overall estimated 


cost of the exploration is about $30 a foot, which is not excessive.
