These mineralized sandstone 


lenses are near the base of the Salt Wash and, in the Henry Mountains 


area, are not indicative of possible higher grade ore bodies at.depth. 


Fossilized logs carrying a small amount of mineralization are fairly 


common on the exposed rims. The only production to date from the 


subject property came 'from a pocket of fossilized logs and was hand 


picked from .a shallowprospect pit.'. No other mining has been attempted 


on the claims.

Such work would 


necessarily be confined--by economic considerations and the depth 


capacity of the wagon drills--to the most shallow uranium occurrences 


on the property. An operation of this type does not lend itself to 


DMEA procedures. 


All information concerning the specific area of the applicant's 


claims indicates that the chances of discovering any significant 


uranium ore bodies are very poor. 
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The examining team recommends denial of the application for D!€ 


participation in the proposed project.

R. U E., Salt Lake Base and Meridian, Garfield County, Utah (figs. 


1 and 2). They are 39 miles south of Hanksville, Utah, and are 


reached by traveling over Utah Highway 95, a graded road, and a con-


necting access road along the eastern flank of the Henry Mountains. 


The last 13 miles of access road is fair except when wet or snow-


covered, then it becomes almost impassable. Hanksville, Utah Is 60 


miles south of Green River, Utah, the nearest rail point, over Utah 
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Highway 24,. 40 miles of which has been recently hard surfaced. 


Grand Junction, Colorado, the nearest major source of supplies, is 


220 miles northeast of the subject property. 


The neareàt' accessible buying stations for uranium ores are at 


Moab, Utah and Grand Junction, Colorado, 


Power, mining supplies, water, labor, housing, and ore marketing 


present no unusual. problems. The remote location and relatively high 


altitude of the property Contributes to a high cost of operation and 


low-grade ores cannot be profitably mined. 


The claims', are situated on a steep, rough bench with numerous 


steep-walled canyons cutting through the Morrison sediments which 


form the surface. Altitudes on the property range from about 6,000 


feet on the canyon floors to about 7,000 fet on the higher benches.

No vanadium-uranium deposits of any significant 


size have been found to date. Present activity dates from 1950. In 


1952, the Atomic Energy Commission undertook a reconnaissance drilling 


program in the area without finding any worthwhile deposits. 


One of the most productive areas in the Henry Mountains district 


has been in the vicinity of Trachyte Wash about 2 miles easterly from 


the Ann group of claims.

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All claim ownership was transferred to Boyd Bunnell on February 21, 


1955 by means of quitclaim deeds from each of the original locators. 


The only conflicts noted in the groups of claims are within the 


boundaries of the property and consist of overlapping claims controlled 


by the applicant. It appears that Minerals Incorporated has a valid 


lease on the subject property. The terms of the lease are not known 


to the examining team.


PRESENT STATUS

A map submitted by the applicant shows 17 holes which were pro-


bably drilled during . 1956 No other information concerning the holes 


was given so it is assumed that negative results were obtained. Pro-


specting along the exposed Salt Wash rims has apparently been done 


and two outcrops of weakly mineralized, hard, red sandstone found. 


Fossilized logs carrying a small amount of mineralization are fairly 


common on the exposed rims. The only production to date from the 


property came from a pocket of fossilized logs and was hand picked 


from a shallow prospect pit. No other mining has been attempted on 


the claims.

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__and Other Facilities 


There was no exploration or mining equipment on the property 


when examined,. A few roads have been built by the applicant to the 


more accessible parts of the area. 


GEOLOGY 


The Ann group of claims lies high on the irthasterri flank of 


Mount Pennel near the center of the Henry Mountains, and although the 


Henry Mountains lie within a structural basin, the sedimentary strata 


on the claims dip from 50 to 60 easterly because of the intrusive 


Influence of the mountains. At Ragged Mountain near the north edge of 


the claims (fig. 2), Morrison formation sandstone strata have been 


dragged into a nearly vertical position where they are in contact with 


the intrusion but lie nearly horizontal a short distance from it. 


Rocks exposed on the claims are, in ascending order, the Entrada 


sandstone, Summerville formation, and the Morrison formation, all of 


Jurassic age. The potential ore-bearing Salt Wash sandstone member 


of the Morrison formation crops out on the claims and for several 


miles northerly from the claims on either side of the basin-like area 


that extends northerly from the claims. 


The Salt Wash ranges up to 300 feet thick in the area and consists 


of alternating beds of sandstone and mudstone with sandstone beds 


predominating. The sandstone is commonly cross-bedded and composed of 


yellowish brown, medium to coarse-grained clear quartz grains. Small 
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amounts of interstitial clay and thin seams of mudetone are included 


in the sandstone units.


ORE DEPOSITS 


Mineralized zones in the district range from about 50 feet to as 


much as 250 feet above the base of the . Salt Wash. Most of the occur-


rences high in the section consist, of sparse mineralization around 


the outer surface of silicified logs. Other "occurrences of uranium 


deposits in the district are typified by thin lenses of mineralized 


carbonaceous material that do not constitute an ore body in themselves. 


Considerable mining 'has been done over a period of many years where 


such lenses are clustered or relatively close together. In places, 


logs have constituted ore' bodies. 


One of the most productive areas in the Henry Mountains district 


has been in the vicinity'of Trachy-te Wash about 2'miles easterly from 


the Ann group of' claims. The mines are situated along the rim exposures 


where small lenses of uranium ore have been clustered and, in places, 


where mineralized logs were exposed. The operations are all small and 


tonnages from individual mines have all been small. The Trachyte area 


has produced about 3,000 tons in the last 3 years that has averaged 


about 0.30 percent tJ308 and a little, over 2,00 percent V205. 
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F'om an inspection of figure 2, it can be seen that the eastern-


most rim exposures of the Morrison contain nearly all of the known ore 


deposits. The middle and westernmost exposures of Morrison that extend 


northerly from the applicant's claims represent over twice as many 


miles of exposed Salt Wash sandstone than the easternmost exposure, 


yet only one prospect is shown. One more prospect could be àhown 


inasmuch as 4.5 tong of ore has been shipped from ,a claim in the Ann 


group. 


The prospect on the Ann group consisted of a cluster of silicified 


and partly carbonized logs from which the shipment had been hand picked. 


Personal communication with AEC personnel who have mapped in the area 


indicates this to be typical of many prospects In the district from 


which one to two tons have been shipped. 


No one place on the property was seen that would warrant explora-


tion. Ore deposits even in more productive parts of the district, 


because of their small size and erratic distribution, do not lend them-


selves to , a predetermined drilling project. Inasmuch as no drilling 


targets are known on the Ann group, an exploration project cannot be 


justified and is not recommended, 


S
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PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposes a single stage exploration program con -


sisting of 80 non-core and core drilled holes averaging 200 feet in 


depth and spaced 200 feet apart in fences approximately paralleling 


the rims. Three small areas are included in which the exploration 


could be done by jackhammer drilling and possible drifting. No 


specified number of units Is proposed for the shallow drilling and 


drifting although an estimate of the cost of the work is submitted. 


The applicant's estimated cost of the proposed project is $40,000.00. 


Government participation at 75 percent would be $30,000.00. 


A program for drilling80 holes to a depth of 200 feet is not 


justified either geologically or economically by conditions on the 


property. Work done to date indicates that the potential ore bodies 


In this particular area are small and scattered as demonstrated by 


the 4.5 tons of ore mined from Five Star No, 29 claim, Holes drilled 


15 to 25 feet from the deposit disclosed no further mineralization.- 


It would not be feasible to mine such occurrences unless they 


could be followed in from rim exposures and, even then, the probable 


returns from production would not pay for development in barren ground. 


In such an operation, mineralization exposed on rim outcrops could 


be followed by underground or surface working, with supplementary 


wagon drilling ahead of the mining operation to guide the advance of 


underground or surface work. This type of work would be a combina-


tion of exploration and development which would be impractical to 
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set up as a DMEA project. For this reason, an alternate plan of 


exploration is not suggested by the examining team. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECO!41NDATIONS 


It is concluded that, although small ore bodies in discontin-


uous deposits at different horizons within the Salt Wash member 


may be found on the property of Minerals Incorporated, the possibility 


for significant uranium production is poor. A reasonable operation 


for exploiting a deposit of this type would combine wagon drilling 


with actual mining operations--the drilling being done Just ahead of 


the mining faces and not on a predetermined pattern. Such work 


would necessarily be confined--by economic considerations and the 


depth capacity of the wagon drills--to the most shallow uranium 


occurrences on the property. There are no known ore trends which 


would permit determination of the more favorable drilling areas. 


All information concerning the specific area of the applicant's 


claims indicates that the chances of discovering any significant 


uranium ore bodies are very poor. 


The examining team recommends that the appUcation for DA 


assistance be denied.

spotty, uranium mineralization on the Dunfield claims. 


Badly fractured ground, encountered throughout 


the 1956 drilling program, is a condition favorable 


for uranium mineralization. Delays in future drilling, 


due to trouble with wet and fractured ground, can be 


avoided by easeing the holes to a depth of 100 feet.
