The applicant requests assista.nce in expléoring a 5-claim
property on which some prospecting and drilling has been done and
which adjoins a property from which 2,040.92 tons of 0.28 U30g
(20% Ca0) ore was shipped and in whlch about 300 tons of ore remains.

The application is indefinite as to the kind of work proposed
and the amount. Instead the applicant proposes to do about $12,000
worth of work per year, an amount 'tailored' to fit the bank accounts
of the business-minded individuals behind the project.

Two drill holes, 15 feet apart, are said to have shown 6 feet
of ore at a depth of 13-19 feet. An inclined shaft to the ore confirmed
the discovery and four samples showed eU308 ranging from .21l to .u4b%.
No details are given as to how the samples were taken or what they rep-
resent. No Ca0 determination was made.

There are said to be a lot of outcroppings giving good R/a.
readings on the property.

Because of the location, the small size of ore bodies found
in the general area to date, conjecture as to the real intent of the
principal promoter and inadequacy of the application the reviewers of
the application and the Field Team recommend that no examination be made
and the application be denied without prejudice.

Admittedly the application - lacks a program and it is rather
obvious that the applicant expects help from the examiners in drawing
a work progrem; but, to me, the tone.of the application bespeaks
sincerity on the part of the one who drew it, a characteristic not
always too evident.






: I recommend that the property be examined when someone
is in the vicinity, therefore referral to the Field Team is routine.

This memorandum is in reply to a request for the advisability
of making a field examination on the Missing Link group of claims in the
Monticello mining district northwest of Bluff, in San Juan County, Utah.

The property lies on the Bluff bench, northwest of the town
of Bluff, Utah, in sec. 15, T. 40 S., R. 22 E., SLBM, and consists of
the Missing Link claims Nos. 1, 2, 3, and 9.

The claims are reported to lie within a few hundred feet of
the Hole-in-the-Rock claims in sec. 10 immediately to the north of sec. 15.
The Hole-in-the-Rock claims were examined under DMEA 3123, Randolph and
Randolph, on August 20, 1953 by a DMEA examining team. To date the Hole-
in-the-Rock claims have produced 2,040.92 tons of uranium ore that averaged
0.28 percent U Og and less than 0.20 percent Vo0O5. The lime content of '
this ore ranged from 3.9 percent Ca0 to as much as 23.4 percent Ca0 and '
averaged about 20 percent CaO. Production has been sporadic and the last
reported production was in January 1956, at which time enough ore had
been mined from the property to complete the 10,000-pound bonus payment.
No ore has been produced since that date. The examining team denied the

application proposed by Randolph and Randolph on the Hole-in-the Rock
claims because of the excessive lime content and the extremely low vanadium
content of the ore. '

The Knapp Uranium Company, DMEA docket 4382, applied for a DMEA
loan on the Lucky Strike and Pitchblende groups of claims in secs. 1 and
12, and 6 and 7, T. 40 S., R. 22 and 23 east. Uranium ore deposits in the
general area are in the upper sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member of
the Morrison formation of Jurassic age; however, the occurrence of ore in
the Bluff area is an exception, in that it is found in the Recapture and
Westwater members of the Morrison formation. Occurrences throughout the

area are small and scattered and have been of an uneconomic nature. The

Hole-in-the-Rock mine is the largest mine in the vicinity of the subject
property and it has an estimated and indicated reserve of about 300 tons.

The applicant presents a poorly prepared application that ap-
pears to be for the purpose of financing a mining venture rather than one
of exploration. He presents no exploration program nor does he give any
estimated cost of a program. He requests that the program be completed
over a period of 30 months, which would give the operator a chance to obtain
four successive years of work, insofar as the annual assessment requirements
are concerned. ‘

The Atomic Energy Commission is not familiar with the property
itself and the only knowledge of the property is from the adjacent Hole-
in-the Rock mine. Because of this fact, an examination in the field may be
warranted; however, because of our general knowledge of the scattered nature
of the ore deposits in the general area and the lack of a definite explora-

tion proposal it is recommended that the ‘application be denied without prejudice.
